(who were not already there) 

thinking it was a tornado warn-

ing. There was a fire, however, 

a garage et the Pete Clark farm 

about 8 miles south of Quiaque. 

Mr. and Mrs. Clark were in a 

estorm eellar at the Leon Elliot 

home and did not know of the 

fire until a neighbor went alls.r 

them. 

The garage was Incatod ao tee 

north side of Clark home and the 

high winds kept the flames blow-

ing away from the heuse. Even 

se it was necessary to wet the 

rooftop of the house in order to 

keep it from catching afire. 

Joe Edd Smith was reported to 

have seen the fire at the Clark 

farm and turned in the alarm. 

Mr. Clark said that he used the 

garage as a workshop also, and 

that he had a lot of tools in the 

building. He figured his loss to 

be abatis $3,000.00. Mrs. Clark's 

car was in the garage when they 

decided to go to the storm cellar 

and after some discussion they de-

cided to go in her car Instead of 

his, so they did nott lose a car. 

It is not known what started the 

fire. but it was thought perhaps 

the high winds caused power lima 

to touch and cause a short.

provements at the Ham Drive-In 
Theatre, with new equipment at 
the concessions stand, and theie 
was also some attractive fiber 
glass seats installed outside on the 
concrete patio. 

One of the most significant im-
provements was the new planters 
along Main Street. Six large con-
crete planters were installed and 
shrubs and evergreens were add-
ed, watered and cared for. Roses 
were also set out on several other 
corners along Main street and 
other street corner:. in thc com-
munity. 

At the City Park roses were 
planted in the four large planters 
and washed gravel an d plastic 
were placed in each planter to 
keep out the weeds. During the 
year the two hundred Cypress 
trees along the highway were car- 

ed for and watered several times 
by members of the Lions Club and 
Fire Boys. 

Other modernizations included 
Scotchlight letters on the welCome 
signs at each end of town; new 
aluminum paint jobs were given to 
the poles that anchor the signs; 
the water tower was repainted; 
24 mope Cypress trees were sei 
out during the year. and Elmo Ed. 
monds cattle feeding operation was 
expanded. 

Several new improvements took 
place at the school. Two new 
signs were added in front of the 
high school and central building. 
New sidewalks were constructed 
behind the school and there was 
also new paneling on the entrance 
and hall. Two new glass doors 
were installed and library books 
were purchased for each class in 
grade and high school.

EFFORT BEING MADE TO 

INCREASE AGRICULTURAL 

INCOME IN TEXAS 
An all-out effort to increase ag-

ricultural income in Texas by $1 
billion by the end of the 1976 crop 
year has been anounced by Dr. 
John E. Hutchison, director, Tex-
as Agricultural Extension Service, 
reports County Agent Ken Cook. 

The program objective is to fur-
ther develop the tremendous po-
tential for agricultural income in 
Briscoe County and for all other 
counties of the state. 

The slogan for the program, 
"3.76 in "76," is significant for it 
marks the centennial year of Tex-
as A&M Univeristy, the state's 
land grant university. Too, the 
agricultural income of Texas is 
now aproximately $2.76 billion

and the $1 billion increase would 
achieve the 3.76 figure. 

The program is specifically 
planned to close the gap between 
average and potential yields of 
all economically important agri-
cultural commodities produced in 
Briscoe County and will utilize im-
proved marketing practices, says 
Cook. Too, the program is design-
ed to increase both the gross and 
net income of producers. 

The County Program Building 
Commitee will set long-range and 
annual goals based on the know-
ledge and experience of local far-
mers and ranchers. These will be 
attainable, he added, if producers 
will follow the coordinated appli-
cation of improved practices al-
ready proved by research and Ex-
tension demonstrations. The prac-
tices have been outlined in pro-
duction guides prepared by Ex-
tension specialists and other re-
source people for each economical-
ly - important agricultural enter-
prises in the county. Improved 
emphases equal to production in 
marketing practices will receive 
the program effort.

QUESTIONNAIRES TO BE 
SENT FARMERS SOON 

During the last half of May, 
some 40,000 farmers will receive 
at their mailboxes most important 
questionnaires from the Texas 
Crop and Livestock Reporting Ser-
vice in Austin. 

According to County Agent Ken 
Cook, it will be the annual acre-
age survey and that many farm-
ers in Briscoe County will be in-
cluded in the 40,000. The informa-
tion derived from the replies will  

be the basis for the official esti-
mate of crop acreage for the State 
of Texas and for each county. 

Cary D. Palmer, State Statisti-
cian for the Texas Reporting Ser-
vice, emphasizes the importance 
of getting back just as many of 
the 40,000 questionnaires as pos-
sible so that each county will be 
well represented. Accurate esti-
mates are of great importance to 
farmers in planning production 
and marketings and in providing 
an unbiased picture of Texas ag-
riculture. 

The Texas Legislature has pro-
vided a program of estimates for 
each county. Because Texas cov-
ers such a wide area, State totals 
alone do not provide adequate in-
formation on our most basic in-
dustry; hence, the need for coun-
ty information. The program is a 
coperative effort of the U. S. De-
partment of Agriculture's Statis-
tical Reporting Service and the 
Texas Department of Agriculture. 

We urge all farmers in the 
county who receive the question-
naires to fill them out completely 
and accurately and return them as 
soon as possible to' the Reporting 
Service.
