Farm Service Agency and the *on of the late John & Alice Fusion of T urkey) 

"Oh beautiful, for spacious skies, for amber waves of grain, for purple mountains' niqjesty above 
the fruited plains. America..." The ode to our Nation celebrates the strength, natural beauty and 
cherished freedoms that symbolize the United States ofAmerica. Embedded in that celebration of 
our nation is an appreciation for this country's agricultural abilities. This is especially true as we 
celebrate Thanksgiving. 

Thanksgiving is truly an American holiday, a tradition that began when our Nation's ancestors 
joined together to celebrate the bounty of the land. I would ask that all Thans join me in remember-
ing and thanking those who preserve the beauty and bounty ofAnterican agriculture. 

In recent months Texans have been reminded how important it is for this Nation to by strong. 
One of the keys to this country's strength and security is the ability of its farmers to produce a 
plentiful and safe food supply We as Americans tend to take for granted that the shelves at the local 
grocery are full... that fresh, safe food is available for their children and families. 

Farmers and ranchers comprise less than 2 percent of our population, yet grow enough food to 
feed 200 million U.S. citizens, with generous amounts of food exported annually In Texas, with a 
population of more than 20.8 million, only 14 percent of jobs are in farming or farm related activities. 
Seventy-eight percent of the State's land is farmland, while the majority of the farms in Txas, more 
than 87 percent, operate on less than 1,000 acres. 

The efficiency and productivity of Texas producers contributes greatly to the quality of life most 
Texans enjoy. National support provided to the agricultural sector is critical to maintaining that 
quality of life. Max dollars that support farmers also support consumer comfort. 

Most of us don't know what it means to be hungry but for much of the world, a safe and plentiful 
food supply is an unheard of luxury. In 1999, Americans spent $618 billion for foods originating from 
U.S. farms. Of that, only 20 percent was paid to farmers, the rest covered expenses for transporta-
tion, processing and distribution.

Justice Department 
Rejects Redistricting 

The Department of Justice held back from granting full approval 
to a state House redistricting plan that had upset minorities and 
rural residents alike. This may possibly boost a federal panel to 

draft its own version of 150 fair legislative districts. 
Citing a possible loss of minority opportunity in three 'texas 

House of Representative sets, one in West Texas, one in South Texas 
and Hexer County, the department declared a controversial plan 

passed 3-2 by the Legislative Redistricting board this summer as 
"legally unenforceable". 

The Justice Department is charged only with ruling on whether 
redistricting plans meet the "one person, one vote" requirements 

under the federal Voting Rights Act. 
The federal panel of judges currently hearing the House redis-

tricting case in Austin has said that without the Justice 
Department's pre-clearance of the redistricting board's map, it is 

only one plan for the House competing with many 
"Under the Voting rights Act, a redistricting plan must show 

that in comparison with the status quo, the change doesn't lead to 
retrogression in minorities' election capability Based on recent 

U.S. Census data, comment from parties to the case, and other 

information, the plan doesn't meet its burden." said Ralph Boyd, 

Jr., the Department of Justice's assistant attorney general.

Master Marketer Program 
Returns January 2002 

The Texas Cooperative Extension's popular Master Marketer educa-
tion program will be returning to the Texas panhandle in January, ac-
cording to Dr Steve Amosson, Extension farm management economist 

"We're looking for a few good marketers who wish to update their own 
skills, and individuals who will help their neighbors do the same " he 
said 

Now, nationally recognized, the Thais marketing training is an in-depth, 
intensive risk management education program. Instructor's-teach par-
ticipants how to develop marketing plans, evaluate marketing alterna-
tives, manage production and price risk in addition to the skills and disci-
pline necessary to execute the plan. 

The 64 hour curriculum is offered as four, two-day sessions held every 
two weeks. It is the most intensive marketing and risk management 
training provided by Extension anywhere in the United States, say Tbxas 
Extension economists. 

The Instructors are top professionals from industry and universities 
around the country. A wide range of topics are covered to enhance mar-
keting and risk management skills. 

"We use case study examples and simulation exercises are used wher-
ever possible," said Amosson. Students are able to gain experience using 
real tools that they will put into action on their own farm and ranch op-
erations. 

The Amarillo session will focus on the principle commodities of the 
area wheat, feed grains and cattle. Results of a two year post surveys of 
the first five classes of participants suggests that using what they have 
learned has increased their gross revenues approximately 3-10 percent 
(or over $30,0001 on average, annually 

Statewide demand for the program continues to grow, The winter 
program slated for Amarillo will be held at the Texas Agricultural Re-
search and Extension Center The first two-day session will begin on 
January 16-17, 2002 with the following sessions on January 30-31, Feb-
ruary 13-14 and February 27-28. 

The registration fee is $250 Participants must maintain a commit-
ment to work with their county agent to try to start or revitalize an exist-
ing marketing club . 

Program coats primarily are met by grants from sponsors including 
the Texas Corn Producers Board, Texas Wheat Producers Association, 
Thxas Farm Bureau, the Houston Livestock Show and Rodeo and the Cot-
ton State Support Committee. Anyone interested in attending or learning 
more about this program can get more information by contacting their 
County Extension Agent

After 
the feast and the thanks, and the 
turkey sandwiches and the turkey 
hash, what the heck are you going 
to do with that leftover turkey Two 
tasty suggestions are Black Bean 
and Corn Calzones and Turkey Pot 
Pie. Both are easy to fix. something 
different after all that rich food, 
and best of all, they use up the 
turkey! 

BLACK BEAN AND CORN 
CALZONES 

12 Rhodes Texas Rolle. thawed 
1 L2 cups corn 
14 oz. can black beano 
2 cups cooked turkey, diced 
1 clove minced garlic 
L'2 cup diced bell pepper 
2 tablespoons pimento 
1 L'2 cups chopped onion 
114 cup salsa 
1 cup grated cheddar cheese 
Beaten egg 
Olive oil 

In 1 tablespoon olive oil, saute 
onions and peppers for 1 minute. 
Add minced garlic and continue 
cooking 3-4 minutes until onion is 
translucent. Add well-drained corn, 
black beans, turkey, and salsa. 
With a floured rolling pin, flatten 
each roll into a 6-8 inch circle. 
Moisten edges with water or milk. 
Place on greased cookie sheet. 
Divide mixture into 12 portions and 
spoon onto each circle. Add 2 table-
spoons grated cheese to each.

Tender Vittles or table scraps? 
The choice you make may affect 

your animal's well being. And often, 

table food doesn't do much to pro-

mote well being. 
"Feeding your dog or cat people 

food from the table is not beneficial 

for you or your pet," warns Dr. Alice 
Blue-McLendon, an animal special-

ist at Texas A&M University's Col-
lege of Veterinary Medicine. 

Dogs and cats are carnivores, or 

meat eaters. But meat provides excess 
protein and fats, which often cannot 
be metabolized efficiently. Meat also 

is an inadequate source of calcium, 
phosphorus, niacin, iron, copper and 
vitamins A, D and E, cautions Dr. 

Blue-McLendon. 
And, if you think you're giving 

your animal a special treat by feed-

ing it a bone - think again. 
"Never give your dog chicken 

bones or other small pork or beef 
bones. They can be harmful to your 

pet," says Blue-McLendon. She sug-
gests giving your dog ''harder bones" 
which are commercially processed. 
These bones will not splinter or lodge 
in the throat or intestines. Very large 
bones, such as those from a butcher, 
can also be given. 

Dogs and cats are not a substitute 
for your garbage disposal. When 

cleaning out the refrigerator, properly 
dispose of old or spoiled leftovers. 
High levels of bacteria in food can 
lead to gastritis (upset intestinal tract 

and vomiting). 
"If you wouldn't eat it, don't feed 

it to your pet," Blue-McLendon adds. 
Additionally, certain foods can be 

toxic to your cat and dog. Chocolate, 
onions and avocados are common 
foods that can be toxic. Cow's milk 
has a high lactose content and is not 

readily digested by cats or dogs, she

Senate Ag Committee Approves Farm Bill 
Cotton producers across the High Plains received a double-whammy over 

the past week; the only problem is it's notyet clear how two notable events, 
a legislative breakthrough and the return of rainfall to the area, should be 
classified. 

On the legislative front efforts to encourage the Senate to finalize its 
version of the next Farm Bill appear to be working. Members of the Senate 
Ag Committee approved a compromise package that on the surface closely 
parallels the House of Representatives offering finalized October 5. 

This was the first, and possibly most difficult, hurdle to be overcome in 
the Senate and markedly improves the chances that the Senate will pass a ' 
Farm Bill this year. 

The potential bad news in all this is that while the Senate Ag committee 
has approved a Bill to be sent to the Senate floor for consideration, that 
package could still be sliced, diced and otherwise mangled before it is fi-
nally approved. 

Speculation that the Senate package is anywhere from slightly to grossly 
over-budget could mean significant changes could still be made that make 
the final Bill harder to reconcile with the House version. 

At this point the Senate Bill maintains the same general structure as 
the House with marketing loans; a fixed, de-coupled payment; and a tar-
get price-based counter-cyclical payment to guard against low prices. • 

That is about where the similarity ends. As usual the devil is in the 
details and the Senate and House versions have some pretty big differ-
ences in the details. 

A final assessment on this date would have to be that things are defi-
nitely looking up from a legislative standpoint. Growers are a lot closer to 
a new farm bill now than they were at the beginning of the week when 
there was no clear front-runner in the Senate Ag Committee. 

General rainfall and passage of a new Farm Bill proposal by the Senate 
Agriculture Committee should be looked on as favorable occurrence, espe-
cially since the area is stuck in a seemingly unbreakable cycle of below 
average rainfall and the only way to spell relief for growers in 2002 is pas-
sage of a new Farm Program to replace the underpowered Freedom to 
Farm Act. 

On the good side a week full of scattered rain showers totaling several 
inches across the area could certainly be seen as beneficial. 

On the bad side is the fact that 15-20 percent of the area's 2001 cotton 
crop is still in the field waiting to be harvested. 

Potential weather damage could cause some of the cotton yet to be har-
vested to take a quality hit. If producers are kept out of the field for an 
extended period by multiple rounds of bad weather that likelihood certainly 
increases at a time when producers need every shred of quality they can 
muster. 

Also worthy of consideration is the fact that the cotton that still remains 
is overwhelmingly located in the better irrigated production region that 
has been ringing the yield bell in 2001.

Make Hunger 
Your Next Target 

Take aim against hunger with 
the Hunters For The Hungry Pro- 
gram. Hunting season provides - 
hunters an opportunity to consider 
what to do with their game. One 
option is to donate to the Hunters 
for The Hungry program, a project 
of the Texas Association of Commu- 
nity Action Agencies, Inc. (TACAA). 
Through the cooperative effort of 
hunters, meat processing plants, 
nonprofit organizations, state agen - 

cies, food banks, food pantries, and 
other private organizations, needy 
Texans are provided with a nutri - 

tious source of protein. During the 
2000-2001 hunting season, approxi- 
mately 72,000 pounds of meat were 
distributed to hungry Texans 
through the program. 

Hunters simply tag their legally 
harvested deer, bring it to a partici- 
pating meat processor, and pay a 
tax deductible processing fee of ap- 
proximately $20 per deer. Partici- 
pating meat processors process the 
meat at a fraction of the usual fee, 
package the venison, and then dis- 
tribute it to food banks, food pan- 
tries and other food assistance pro- 
viders. 

TACAA, operates the program 
with funding from the Texas De- 
partment of Housing and Commu - 

nity Affairs. This includes a toll- 
free hot-line, 1-800-992-9767, where 
hunters and other interested par - 

ties can call in to find out who the 
participating processors are in their 
area.
