Scrivner started his ranching 
career on a 4,869-acte ranch, 10 
miles east of Turkey, just as the 

drouth of the 1950's started. He 
realized that grass was his main 
crop and his registered Herefords 
were a by-product. He started 
nut with a light stock rate and 
grazing management plan that in-
cluded plans for drouth. His gran• 
ing land made a rapid recovery 
when the drouth broke. 

In 1959 Scrivner decided that 
he was tired of farming cotton 
and decided to plant 389 acres of 
rolling hill hock to grass. .The 
420 acres of cropland he has left 
are used for supplemental grazing 

for his cattle. 

Scrivner became a Hall County 
SWCD cooperator in 1950 and de-
veloped a conservation plan. Fol-
to•ing the drouth, he wanted to 

improve his ranch as much as 

possible before the next inevitable 
drouth.
