"I went through all of what has 
been identified as the classic 
reactions to grief or death—'Why 

me?' denial. anger. fright—until I 
finally hit what for me was 
submission. telling myself I 
would have a good retirement. 
with a wife and family who would 
not stop loving and caring for me. 
Then I could go home and face 
my wife with the news. -  

Despite the convincing afgll 
ments to himself about a "good 
retirement." there have been 
many bumps and curves in the 
road. Mr. Bailey has found. 

A telling one has been loss of 

identity, after he became merely 
Henry S. Bailey and no longer an 
engineer-instructor for American 
Airlines. 

"Transportation is one of the 

most difficult problems for any 
retiree, especially a legally blind 
one," Mr. Bailey believes. 

'The first time I needed to 
have my hair cut. I couldn't

Regardless of the many opin 
ions held concerning the effect 
H.R. 72 is having on public 
education, we must understand 
that most of what is happening is 
good for education. We have a 
tendency to criticize and dwell 
negatively on issues which com-
prise perhaps five percent of the 
whole legislative package and 
forget about the other ninety-
five percent. 

As time goes along and the 
objectionable issues are accept 
ably refined, we will find that 
Texas and the children of Texas 
will profit in the long run. 
Greater time and effort devoted 
to academics is already evident 
in classrooms across the state 
and students have an under-
standing that more effort to 
learn will be expected of them. 
Sports and other nonacademic 
activities will be curtailed to 
some degree but will remain an 
essential part of student life. 

The state legislature is grap. 
ling with most of the controver-
sial education issues but seem to 
be well satisfied with the core of 
H.B. 72. Although the legislature 
will probably leave most of the 
bill unchanged, there are some 
key questions which will receive 
its attention. It will tackle the 
expensive issue which limits no 
more than 22 students per class 
in the lower elementary grades. 
It will look at changing kinder-
garten classes from full day to 
half day and perhaps change its 
mind on requiring schools to 
provide education to four-year-
olds. Another issue which is 
likely to receive a lot of attention 
has to do with an as tempt. to cut 
back on the cost of vocational 
education.

Prevent Falls 
For Older Adults 

Anyone can fall, but older 
adults are more likely to take a 
tumble and suffer injuries as a 
result.

Coordination and balance also 
change during the aging process. 
Dr. Warren says. "The body 
doesn't react as quickly, posture 
changes and older people don't 
lift their feet as high, which 
contributes to tripping and fall-
ing." 

According to the gerontolo-
gist, simple, easy exercises can 
improve coordination and muscle 
movement for older adults. And 
rather than limiting their activi-
ties because they fear falling, Dr. 
Warren suggests that older 
adults take some common sense 
precautions to prevent mishaps: 

• Store things so excessive 
reaching is not necessary. Don't 
climb on chairs to reach high 
places. When extended reaching 
is necessary, use a sturdy step 
stool with handbars. 

• Choose well-fitting and com- 

fortable clothes, including shoes. 
Proper fitting shoes give good 
traction on floors, while walking 
in slippers or stockings often 
causes slips on floors and stairs. 
Clothes with large sleeves and 
flowing skirts can easily cat ch on 
furniture and also cause a fall. 

• Install grab bars in the 
bathtub, shower and next to the 
toilet to aid in body balance when 
moving. Tubs and showers 
should also have slip-proof floor 
surfaces. 

•Add a low-wattage bedside 
light so that it is not necessary to 
walk in the dark. Even when the 
room is very familiar, the possi-
bility of a fall increases with 
darkness.
