West Texas Utilities Company 
has filed for an increase in 
wholesale rates for electric ener-
gy it supplies to 14 rural elec-
tric cooperatives and one muni-
cipality. 

The increase would average 
10.6 percent, and for most of the 
co-ops would be the first in-
crease in base rates in 15 years. 
Most of them have been buying 
power from WTU under contract 
initiated in 1965. 

WTU, in its filing with the

school year, Class B will be a 
thing of the past. The classifi-
cation will become Class A, and 
the rest of the classes through-
out the state will add an "A". 

In other words, AAAA will be-
come AAAAA; AAA will become 
AAAA and so on down the line. 

Next year's cutoff point for 
AAAAA will be 1,310 students, 
according to the latest University 
Interscholastic League realign-
ment notice.

Federal Energy Regulatory Com-
mission in Washington, estimat-
ed that the increase would am-
ount to $2,261,349 in additional 
revenue for the Company during 
the 1980 calendar year. 

The Increase would be effec-
tive January 1, 1980. All of the 
existing co-op contracts expire 
on December 31, 1079. The con-
tract with Sonora, which is the 
municipality involved, expires 
December 31, 1983, but contains 
provisions for rate changes . 

W. P. (Bill) Sayles, WTU's 
vice president for customer ser-
vices, said rising costs of provid-
ing service made the Increase ne-
cessary. "Fifteen years without 
an increase is a long time," he 
said, "especially in a period of 
inflation." 

He said the proposed rate 
structure is designed not only 
to bring charges to wholesale 
customers more in line with 
WTU's increased cost of service, 
but to encourage the co-ops to 
level their loads. 

This incentive is provided in 
a demand charge, based on a 
ratchet clause which allows 
WTU to bill these wholesalers 
for up to 80 percent of their 
peak demands over a 12-month 
period and helps level costs over 
the year. It also gives them the 
opportunity to actually decrease 
the unit cost of electric energy 
and minimize costs to their cus-
tomers by shifting load to off-
peak periods. 

"We chose the demand charge 
because we feel It will be bene-
ficial to the co-ops and their 
customers, and to the overall ef-
forts to conserve energy," Sayles 
said. 

"Without such a provision 

there is no Incentive or benefit 
for the wholesale customers to 
Implement load management 
programs." 

Sayles said the proposed new 
contract had been discussed with 
all of the co-op managers and 
their engineering consultants be-

ORDINANCE NO. 79-07 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE 

CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY 
OF TURKEY, TEXAS: 

SECTION 1. There is hereby 
created the office of Animal 
Warden. The Animal Warden 
shall be appointed by the City 
Council and shall perform such 
duties and receive such compen-
sation as shall be prescribed by 
the City Council and this ordin-
ance. 

SECTION 1-1. It shall be the 
duty of the Animal Warden or 
any of his deputies or any city 
policeman on duty to seize or 
impound, subject to the provi-
sions of this ordinance, animals 
found running at large in viola-
tion of this ordinance, whether 
In the immediate presence of the 
owner or custodian or otherwise. 

SECTION 1-2. Any animal 
found trespassing or running at 
large on any person's private 
property may be taken up by 

that person and delivered to the 
Animal Warden or his deputies; 
but no such person is authoriz-
ed hereby to destroy such ani-
mal, such authority for the des-
truction of any animal being 
Thereby specifically reserved to 
the Animal Warden or any of his 
deputies or any police officer. 

SECTION 1-3. Every person, 
other than a police officer, the 
Animal Warden or his deputies, 
who takes up any dog or cat un-
der the provisions of this ordin-
ance shall immediately there-
after give notice thereof to the 
Animal Warden, and every such 
person, or any person in whose 
custody the animal may in the 
meantime be placed, shall de-
liver such animal to the Animal 
Warden without fee or charge, 
and the Animal Warden shall 
thereupon hold and dispose of 
such animal as though such ani-
mal had been found running at 
large and impounded by him. 

SECTION 14 The Animal 
Warden, his deputies and city 
policemen, are authorized to en-
ter upon any unfenced lot, tract 
or parcel of land for the pur-
pose of chasing and impounding 
any animal running at large 
thereon. 

SECTION 2. Definitions. When 
used in this ordinance the fol-
lowing words and terms shall be 
interpreted as follows: 

SECTION 2-1. Running at 
Large - Shall pertain to an ani-
mal off the premises of the own-
er and not under the physical, 
visible or audible control of the 
owner or his authorized repres-
entative. An animal intruding 
upon the property of another 
person other than the owner, 
shall be termed "Running-at-
Large." 

SECTION 2-2. Owner - Any 
person who has the right of pro-
perty in an animal or who har-
bors an animal or allows an ani-
mal to remain about his premis-
es for a period of seven (7) days. 

SECTION 2-3. Harboring - The 
act of keeping and caring for an 
animal or providing a premise to 
which the animal returns for 
food, shelter or care. 

SECTION 2-4. Vicious Animal -
Any animal that commits an un-
provoked attack upon a person 
or constitutes physical threat to 
human beings or other animals. 

SECTION 2-5. Public Nuisance 
Any animal which: 
1. Molests passersby or passing 

vehicles 
2. Attacks other animals 
3. Trespasses 	on 	school 

grounds 
4. Is repeatedly at large 
5. Damages private or public 

property 
6. Barks, whines or howls in 

an excessive continuous or 
untimely fashion 

SECTION 2-6. Stray Animals -
Any animal for which there is 
no identifiable owner or harbor-
er. 

SECTION 2-7. Rabies Vaccin-
ation - Shall mean the vaccina-
tion of an animal with an anti-
rabies vaccine approved by Tex-
as Department of Health and 
administered by a veterinarian 
licensed by the State of Texas. 

SECTION 3. Rabies Control. 
SECTION 3-1. Vaccinations -

Every owner of an animal shall 
have every animal vaccinated at 
three (3) months of age or older 
against rabies. Such vaccinated 
animal shall be revaccinated 
once during each twelve (12) cal-
endar month period. Owners of 
animals moving from a location 
outside the city limits of the 
City of Turkey shall comply with 
these regulations within fifteen 
(15) days after moving into the 
city limits of the City of Turkey. 

SECTION 3-2. Certificate of 
Vaccination - Upon vaccination, 
the veterinarian shall execute 
and furnish the owner of the an-
imal or evidence thereof a certi-
ficate upon a form furnished by 
the veterinarian. 

SECTION 3-3. Rabies Tags -
Concurrent with the issuance 
and delivery of the certificate 
of vaccination referred to in Sec-
tion 3.2, the owner of the animal 
shall cause to be attached to the 
collar or harness of the vaccin-
ated animal a metal tag, serially 
'lumbered to correspond with 

vaccination certificate number. 
Such tag shall be worn by the 
animal at all times. 

SECTION 3-4. Duplicate Tags -
In the event of loss or destruc-
tion of the original tag provided 
in Section  3.3, the owner of the 
animal shall obtain a duplicate 
tag. 

SECTION 3-5. Proof - It shall 
be unlawful for any person who 
owns or harbors a vaccinated 
animal to fail or refuse to ex-
hibit his copy of the certificate 
of vaccination upon demand to 
any person charged with the en-
forcement of these regulations. 

SECTION 3-6. Harboring Un-
vaccinated Animals - It shall be 
unlawful for any person to har-
bor any animal which has not 
been vaccinated against rabies, 
as provided herein, or which 
cannot be identified as having 
a current vaccination certificate. 

SECTION 4. Reporting Bites 
and Related Procedures. 

SECTION 4-1. Any person re-
ceiving an animal bite shall re-
port such incidence to the pro-
per authority or animal control 
officer. In addition that animal 
shall be impounded and obser-
ved by a licensed veterinarian 
under the rules commonly and 
universally accepted as being 
suitable. 

SECTION 4-2. The owner of 
any impounded animal redeem-
ing the same shall be liable for 
all charges and expenses incur-
red by the impounding of the 
animaL In addition, the owner of 
any impounded animal which is 
unvaccinated shall cause the ani-
mal to be duly vaccinated prior 
to its release. 

SECTION 5-1. It shall be un-
lawful for any person to main-
tain or keep an animal three 
months of age or older without 
a collar or harness attached 
firmly to the animal. In addi-
tion the collar or harness shall 
display a valid vaccination tag. 

SECTION 6. Animals Running 
At Large. 

SECTION 6.1. It shall be un-
lawful for any animal to be off 
the owners premises and not 
under the physical, visible or 
audible control of the owner or 
his authorized representative. 
Such animals shall be impound-
ed. 

SECTION 6.2. It shall be un-
lawful for any owner of any fe-
male animal to allow said ani-
mal to run at large while in sea-
son (stage of estrus). regardless 
of any other provisions contain-
ed in this regulation. 

SECTION 7. Impounded Ani-
mals. 

SECTION 7.1. Impoundment -
Animals owned or harbored in 
violation of this regulation shall 
be taken into custody by an Ani-
mal Warden or other designated 
official and impounded at the 
impoundment facilities at the 
City Hall for not less than three 
(3) days. At the end of this per-
iod of time, such animal shall be 
taken to a veterinarian or a vet-
erinary clinic for disposal. The 
name and addresses of the vet-
erinarian or veterinary clinic 
to which such animals are tak-
en (or currently being taken) 
shall be kept on file with the 
City Secretary, and any changes 
in such location shall be noted 

be unlawful or an offense or a 
misdemeanor, or wherever in 
such ordinance the doing of any 
act is required or the failure to 
do any act is declared to be un-
lawful, where no specific pen-
alty Is provided therefor, the 
violation of any such provision 
of this ordinance shall be pun-
ishable by a fine or not exceed-
ing 5.'00.00, provided, however 
that no penalty shall be greater 
or less than the penalty provid-
ed for the same or a similar 
offense under the laws of the 
State of Texas. Each day any 
violation of this ordinance shall 
continue shall constitute a sepa-
ate off ease. 

SECTION 9. Savings. 
SECTION 9.1. The 

Paragraphs, sentences, c: 
and phrases of this ord.. 

are severable, and If any phrase, 
clause, sentence, paragraph or 
section of this ordinance shall 
be declared unconstitutional by 
a valid judgment or decree of a 
court of competent jurisdiction, 
such unconstitutionality shall 
not affect any of the remaining  
phrases, clauses, sentences, par-
agraphs, and sections of this or-
dinance. 

The fact that there does not 
now exist a method in the City 
of Turkey for controlling the 
animals constitutes a danger to 
the public health and creates an 
emergency and therefore the 
rule requiring the reading of 
the ordinance at three (3) con-
secutive meetings is hereby sus-
pended.

Passage of a constitutional 
amendment providing a state 
guaranteed loan program for 
small, beginning farmers is, ac-
cording to the Texas Farmers 
Union, a sign that "urban con-
sumers understand the impor-
tance of protecting a family 
farm system of agriculture." 

TFU President Jay Naman 
said his organization, which was 
the most vocal in promoting pas- 

sage of Proposition 3 on the No-
vember 6 ballot, has held the 
belief for years that "the general 
public wants government pro-
grams that help the 'little guy' 
survive and are opposed to ha- 

ving Texas agriculture fall into 
the grips of corporate, foreign 
and absentee ownership." 

"The passage of the Family 
Farm Security Act funding pro-
posal by voters in Houston, Dal-
las, and other large metropoli-
tan areas," said Naman, "con-
firms a belief that Farmers Un-
ion has always had. The consum-
er fully endorses the family 
farm as opposed to giant, verti-
cally integrated agribusiness that 
would do all the producing, pro-
cessing and pricing much like 
the oil companies." 

"What the public is disgust-
ed with," he continued, "is doling 
out millions in low-interest loans 
and price supports to huge op-
erators with unlimited assets 
who don't need the help, but 
who always seem to be first in 
line to get their checks." 

The Farmers Union has histor-
ically sought federal farm pro-
grams that put limits on the size 
of farming operations that re-
ceive benefits. That position has, 
on several occasions, split Far-
mers Union apart from other 
farm organizations and is the 
basis of a current rift between 
many Texas cotton farmers and 
corporate cotton interests in Cal-
ifornia and Arizona who are col-
lecting millions annually in go-
vernment payments and subsid-

liaison from Hall County to 
work with the Census Bureau. 

"During the taking of the 
1970 census, I heard many 
people complain that the enum-
erators were asking too many 
personal questions," Judge 
Campbell stated, "and the same 
will very likely be true again 
this time. It seems to me that 
some of the information reques-
ted is going a little too far, but 
I know of nothing that we can 
do about it." 

It is highly important. it was 
emphasized, that every resident 
of Hall County be counted. 
Campbell explained that an ac-
curate count is valuable to any 
area when the "one person—
one vote" principle is involved 
in re-districting for state legis-
latures, county commissioners 
court, and even city councils. 

In addition, the census figures 
are used extensively in deter-
mining how the federal govern-
ment distributes billions of dol-
lars to states, to counties, and 
to cities. Revenue Sharing funds, 
which have been highly impor-
tant in local governments for se-
veral years, are based in part on 
the population of the various ar-
eas. 

"I realize that it is still early 
to be very concerned about an 
accurate count," Judge Campbell 
said, "but all citizens should 
keep the April 1, 1980, date in 
mind, and make certain that all 
family members are included in 
the final enumeration."
