Texas Parks And Wildlife Department 
Looking To Lease Hunting Lands 

Landowners should be aware that there is another customer out there that is willing to lease their 

land. The Texas Parks & Wildlife Department (TPWD) is attempting to increase the amount of 
acreage available for public hunting by leasing private property through a program called the Short-

Term hunting Lease Program. Approximately 98% of the state's acreage is privately owned so that 
leaves a relatively small amount of land open for public hunting. This program benefits both land-

owners and hunters alike. It gives landowners another potential leasing customer and provides 
hunters who purchase a TPWD ($40) Annual Public Hunting Permit (APH) access to hunting lands. 

The program started in 1994 and it's initial purpose was to secure lands for dove hunting along 

the 1-35 corridor in Central Texas but has since spread throughout the state and now includes other 
species such as quail, pheasants, and waterfowl. There are some requirements that go along with 

the program; hunters would be required to purchase an APH. These permits have been around for 
several years and give hunters access to several thousand acres throughout the state. Approxi-

mately 38,000 of these permits are sold across the state each year. 
The short-term hunting lease is a contract between TPWD and a private landowner. The land-

owner agrees to allow APH Permit holders to hunt certain game animals on their property for a 

certain period of time. TPWD agrees to pay a fee r,.. awl 0,6,e-es to poet signs on 11", 
boundary, designated roads and parking areas, restricted areas or other areas identified in the lease 
agreement. The agreement does not mean that a biologist or a game warden will be on site during a 
hunt, but staff personnel will periodically monitor the site and be available if problems arise. Also, 

activities such as camping, building fires, and consumption of alcoholic beverages are not allowed. 
Landowners concerned about liability risks should not be worried. Recently, the Thxas legislature 

enacted statutes that offer additional liability protection to landowners who lease recreational rights. 

Also if the total income from all recreational uses (including hunting rights)does not exceed th an-
nual ad valorem taxes assessed on the property for the prior year, the landowner does not assume 

additional liability risks, and each purchaser of an APH is provided with a disclaimer of liability 
whose acceptance holds both the TPWD and the landowner harmless from injuries that may occur 

on the property as a result of public hunting activity. 
How much does TPWD pay for leases? Well it depends. According to Charlie Newberry, TPWD 

Wildlife Biologist "In recent years lease prices have been between $2 to $5 per acre" said Newberry. 
"The price will depend on a number of things such as size of the property, game species, hunt dates, 

habitiat quality, ease of public access and location." All properties will be considered but those 

within 60 miles of larger towns and are about 100-400 acres are preferred. 

Potential dove leases should have a food sources, such as grain, sunflower or other annual weeds, 
with some roosting cover and/or a reliable water source. Sites must have a public access point where 

vehicles can be parked and where hunter can access the property. 
Sign up deadline is July 1. Landowners interested in this program or any other wildlife or range

ORDINANCE NO. 0105 

the 
AN ORDINANCE TO PROTECT THE PUBLIC HEALTH AND PHI SMOTE THE PUBLIC 
WELFARE OF THE CITY OF TURKEY, TEXAS, BY PROHIBITING J C NKED VEHICLES. 

WHEREAS, it is deemed by the City Council of the City of Turkey, Texas, that a junked v chicle that 

is located in a place w here it is visible from a public place or public nght-of way Is detn mental to the safety 

and welfare of the general public, tends to reduce the value of pnvate property, and Invites vandalism, 

creates tire hazards, constitutes an unattractive nuiance creating a hazard to the health and safety of 
minors, and is detrimental to the economic welfare of the state by producing urban blight adverse to the 
maintenance and continuing development of the municipalities in the state, and is a public nuisance. 

NOW. THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Turkey, Texas: 

Section I That it is unlawful for any person to maintain a public nuisance as determined under this 
ordinance. 

Section a. ''Junked vehicle' .  means a motor vehicle as defined in Section 621.001 of the Texas 

Transportation ('ode, as amended. 
A. that is inoperative; and 
B. that does not have lawfully affixed to it either an unexpired license plate or a valid Motor 

Vehicle Safety Inspection Certificate, that is wrecked, dismantled. partially dismantled, or dis-

carded, or that remains inoperable for a continuous period of more than 45 days. 
Section a  The following procedures are hereby adopted for the abatement and removal of a junked 

vehicle or a part of a junked vehicle as a public nuisance from privae property, that it must be 

removed and abated within 10 days and that a request for a hearing must be made before expiration 
of the 10-day period. The notice must be mailed, by certified mail with a 5 day return requested, to 

the last known owner of the junked motor vehicle, and lien holder of record, and the owner or occu-
pant of the private premises upon which the public nuisance exists. If any notice is returned unde-

livered by the United States Post Office, official action to abate the nuisance shall be continued to a 
date not less than 10 days after the date of the return. 

Section 4. For a nuisance on public property, the procedures consist of not less than 10 days notice, 

stating the nature of the public nuisance on public property or on a public right-of-way, that the 

nuisance must be removed and abated within 10 daysy, and that a request for a hearing must be 

made before expiration of the 10-day period. The notice must be mailed, by certified mail with a 5 

day return requested, to the last known registered owner of this junked motor vehicle, any lien 

holder of record, and the owner or occupant of the public right-of-way on which the public nuisance 

exists. If the notice is returned undelivered bythe United State Post Office, official action to abate 

the nuisance shall be continued to a date not less than 10 days after the date of the return. 

Section 5.. After the expiration of the 10-day period described above, if there has been no request 

forhearing, the City may remove and abate the nuisance. The costs and expenses incurred by the 

City may be charged to the person, firm or entity responsible for causing the nuisance. 
Section 6. A vehicle may not be reconstructed or made operative after it has been removed in accor-

dance with this foregoing procedures. 

Section 7. If requested, a public hearing must be held before the removal of the vehicle or vehicle 

part as a public nuisance. The hearing shall be held before the governing body of the City, if a hear-

ing is requested by the owner or occupant of the public or private premises or by the owner or occu-

pant of the premises adjacent to the public right-of-way on which the vehicle is located, within 10 

days after service of the notice to abate the nuisance. A resolution or order requiring the removal of 

a vehicle or vehicle part must include a description of the vehicle and the correct identification 

number and license number of the vehicle if the information is available at the site. 

Section b.  Notice must also be given to the State Department of Highways and Public Transportion 

not later than the 5th day after the date of the removal. The notice must identify the velicle or 
vehicle part. 

Section 9. A person authorized by the City to administer the procedures authorized by this ordi-

nance may enter private property for the purposes specified in the procedures to examine a vehicle or 
vehicle part, obtain information as to the identity of the vehicle, and remove or cause the removal of 

a vehicle or vehicle part that constitutes a nusiance. 

Section 10. Not withstnding any provision to the contrary contained herin, the procedures for 

removal and abatement of a public nuisance must comply with Chapter 391 of the Texas Transporta- 
tion Code, as amended. 

Section 11. Any persori, firm or 	who shall violate any of the provision's' of nil's Ordinance shall 
be guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon conviction shall be fined in a sum not exceeding $200.00, and 

each and every days violation shall constitute a separate and distinct offense. On conviction, the 
Court shall order removal and abatement of the nuisance. 

Section la The invalidity of any section or provision of this ordinance shll not invalidate other 
sections or provisions hereof. 

Section 13  This ordinance is made accumulative to all other ordinances and shall not be construed 
as repealing any ordinance. 

Section 14.  This ordinance shall be in full force and efffective from and after its passage and publica-
tion as provided by law. 

PASSED AND APPROVED THIS 8TH DAY OF MAY 2001, 

ORDINANCE 0105-2 

AN ORDINANCE REGARDING DANGEROUS STRUCTURES AND PROVIDING THE RE-
PAIR, REMOVAL, OR DEMOLITION OF DAGEROUS STRUCTURES AND ESTABLISHING 
THE PENALITIES AND PROCEDURES IN CONNECTION THEREWITH. 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TURKEY, TEXAS. 
Section 1.. A "dangerous structure" is defined to mean any structure that is: 

(a) dilapidated, substandard, or unfit for human habitation and a hazard to the public 

health, safety . . adn welfare: or 

b) 	regardless of its structural condition, unoccupied by its owners, lessees, or other 

invitees and is unsecured from unauthorized entry to the extent that it could be entered or used by 
vagrants or other uninvited persons as a place of harborage or could be entered or ussed by children; 

or 
tcl 	boarded up, fenced, or otherwise secured in any manner if: 

(1) the structure constitutes a danger to the public even though secured from entry; 

or 
12) the means used to secure the structure are inadequate to prevent unauthorized 

entry or use of the structure in the manner described in subparagraph (b) above, or 
(d) 	structurally unsafe or constitutes a fire hazard: or 
tel 	considered to be a dangerous structure by the City Council pursuant to any law, rule, 

or regulation. 
Section Z lithe City Council determines that a dangerous structure may eist, then the City Council 

will follow the procedures outlined in Section 214.001 et. seq., of the Texas Local Government Code, 

as amended Said procedures may include the following. 

151 	Establish a date for a public hearing to determine whether the structure is a danger- 

ousructure a. defined by this ordinance; 
(b) Give notice of the public hearing to the owner, lienholder, or mortgages of the property 

by smiling a copy of the notice to the most recent address as shown on the City or records 

Section 3. After the public hearing if a structure is found in violation of the standards set out in this 

ordinance, the City Council may order that the building be vacated, secured. repaired. removed, or 

demolished by the owner within a reasonable time. 
section 4 If the City Council enters an order pursuant of Section 3 above. then the City Council 

:hall promptly amid by certified amil, return receipt requested. a copy of the order to the owner, 

lienholder. or mortggee of the property as provided in the statute. 

Section a If the structure is not vacated, secured, repaired, removed, or demolished within the time 

and marine required by the Cit Council's order, then the City Council may vacate, secure, repair, 

remove, or demolish the structure at the epense of the City on account of the owner of the property. 

Section 6. If the City incurs expenses under Section 5 above, the City may assess the expenses on, 
and the City has a lien against, unless it is a homestead as protected by the Texas Constitution. the 

property on which the structure was located. 
Section 7. If the owner of the property shall fail or refuse for a period of 30 days to pay off the 
discharge the expenses assessed by the City Council as provided herein, then the City may com-

mence an action in and court having jurisdication to recover the expenses assessed by the City 

Council. 

Section 8 Any person, firm or corporation violating any provision of this ordinance or failing to 
observe au provision hereof shall be deemed guilty of a msdemenor and upon conviction sail be fined 

a sum of not less than $50.00 and not more than $500.00 and each and every day or fraction of a day 

during which the ordinanc, or any part thereof, shall be violated, shall be deemed a separate offense 

and punishable as such. 

Section 9. This ordinance shall supercede and replace Ordinance No 80 01. 

Section 10. An emergency is apparent for the immediate preservation of the general welfare of the 

public that requirers this ordinance to become effective immediately; therefore, it shall be effective 

on and afer the date of its passage.

"We bank on the deer management triangle at these events. Habitat is the bottom leg of the triangle. One side is 

population management, such things eis hue-k-doe ratio. and harvest levels, -  Rollins said -The other side of the triangle 

is people management. .especially when your dealing with leases. 

We teach landowners that habitat is the foundation. On habitat you build the deer pupulation...thmugh sound 

management. Then you integrate or add people management by marketing wildlife through hunting or eco-tourism " 

Aside from mewing an overview of deer management, landowners share their ideas on leasing land and managing 

land for hunting or tourism They also get an up-chase look at wildlife bioloio and anatomy. 

Landowners also learn how to properly identify and age deer. the importance of genetics, and how nutrition plays a 

role in promoting and maintaining a healthy deer herd 

Then its out to the field, where discussions on habitat assessment, beneficial plant species, predictors, brush control 

and grazing are the order of the afternoon. 
"Every landowner or land manager should carry) a camera, and use it to build a scrapbook of the vegetation on their 

place." Rollins said. "Ras habitat is the foundation of your land management plan. There are a number or resources 

available to landowners who want to improve their wildlife and land management, but don't know where to get started. 

"Resources they can access local include the county Extension agent, USDA's Natural Resource Conservation Set,  

vice tNRCS) and '11”cas Parks and Wildlife Department biologists These are free public resources. There are also 

consultants who can tailor-make land and wildlife management plane for a fee." 
An often over-looked resource is the Internet. There is a wealth of background material, seminar information, and 

symposium proceedings on wildlife management available at nonprofit and commercial Internet sites, Rollins said. 

The Thxas Agricultural Extension Service offers several wildlife appreciation and management seminars throughout 

the state each year. At present, these BOUli1111113 focus on two wildlife species: quail and deer 

For more information on wildlife management, or the dates and locations for upcoming quail and deer appreciation 

days, landowners can call Rollins at (9151 653-4576 or contact their local minty Extension of fin,.

Budget Resolution Includes Boost In Ag Funding 

Congressional leaders agreed Wednesday to a far-reaching 10-year 
budget package that should prove beneficial to an ailing U.S. Agriculture 
industry. The Budget Conference agreement is scheduled for a floor vote 
in the House on May 8 with the Senate voting on the measure following 
House action. 

Of the $79 billion approved in the deal $5.5 billion will be available for 
assistance paid before October 1, 2001 while the balance of $73.5 billion 
is earmarked for program spending in the 2002-201 1 time frame. Cur-
rent baseline budget figures allow $65.8 billion for the 2002-201 1 time 
frame. 

What this means is that Agriculture programs for the period will be 
funded from a pot totaling some $139.3 billion from 2002-201 1. In the 
agreement Congress also retains the ability to tap into the remaining 
$66.15 billion Farm Bill Reserve as necessary between 2002 and 201 1. 

The $5.5 billion earmarked for distribution in FY2001 is similar to the 
amount used to provide supplemental AMTA payments in FY2000. It is 
also important to note that any extra 2001 crop assistance that may be 
necessary would be provided from FY2002 funds. 

The budget deal, which outlines Congressional budget baselines that 
determine government program spending levels, reinforced the often voiced 
commitment by legislators to develop long-term solutions for agriculture. 

The final deal added 23 percent more than approved by the Senate in 
its budget package and is expected to meet the House Budget Committee's 
goal of providing adequate funding to create sound, legislative policy in 
the next farm bill.

A whopping 89 percent of you w ho responded said the 
United States should cut hack significantly in these kinds of 
military assignments• and encourage our allies to take on 
more of this responsibility Only 7 percent said we should 

maintain the same level of peacekeeping commitments as 
we did the past eight y ears, and even fewer of you. 4 percent. 

said we should expand our role in peacekeeping missions. 
The second question I asked dealt with the need for our 

country :o develop a missile defense system This question 
resonated with Texans, as 85 percent of you said we should 
proceed with the development of such a system, and only 
15 percent of you relected the idea 

The final question 1 asked was "What, in y our opin-

ion. is the most significant foreign or national security 
matter now confronting the United States . ' (This poll was 
taken before the incident in April in which an American 

aircraft was forced to land in Chinese territory, and the 

Chinese government detained its crew for 11 days.) 
The Middle East. for 50 percent of you, remains the 

most important foreign policy and security issue facing our 

country; 18 percent of you said China should be our first 
priority, follow ed by 1 percent of you n ho indicated the 
North Atlantic Treaty Organization should he at the top of 

the list. Only I percent said the Balkans ought to occupy 
that spot. The remaining 6 percent indicated various other 
areas of primary concern, the most often listed being illegal 
immigration. Others cited the stability of Latin America. 
the Phillippines and Indonesia, the security of the Panama 

Canal. and Africa lin regards to the problem of modern 
slavery in Sudan).
