The city commission will conduct 
a /hearing Monday afternoon, Octo- 

j n x jr 5, on the gas rate question pre­
paratory to consideration of an or­
dinance lowering the existing do­
mestic rate of 75 cents per 1,000 cu­
bic feet to rate yet to be determined 
it was provided in a resolution pass­
ed at the regular session of the com­
mission yesterday afternoon. Repre­
sentatives of the Lone Star Gas 
company and the West Texas Utili­
ties company will be invited to the 
hearing, it was announced. The 
hearing will begin at 2 o’clock.

The action was taken following 
passage of a resolution at a called 
meeting of the Texas League of 
Municipalities in Fort Worth last 
Friday calling upon all Texas cities 
in which natural gas is distributed 
at rates considered too high to pass 
ordinances arbitrarily lowering these 
rates. Mayor J. T. Berry and Comm'r 
J. T. Elliott attended the league's 
meeting.

Tlie commission at yesterday's 
meeting passed a resolution to ap­
ply for membership in the Texas 
league of Municipalities.

Tax rolls for 1931 were approved 
by the commission. Total valuations 
as represented by these rolls is $4,- 
321.790.

Tlie commission also voted to im­
prove the city jail by installing 
plumbing fixtures which are lack­
ing. Installation of these fixtures 
will eliminate unsanitary conditions 
which have existed, it was explained.

The committee named to investi­
gate and make recommendations for 
lowering present water rates was 
allowed further time upon its re­
quest.

CO. CLOSED TO 

REORGANIZE
The Cisco Banking company, an 

unincorporated institution was clos­
ed this morning pending reorgani­
zation and application for a nation­
al bank charter. A statement, 
signed by the principal stock-hold­
ers .of the bank, and guaranteeing 
every depositor in the bank against 
loss, was posted in which it was 
stated that the reorganization was 
believed not to require longer than 
30 or 60 days.

The following is the statement 
which was posted this morning:

“Cisco, Texas, September 29, 1931.
“To the Depositors and Patrons 

of the Cisco Banking Company:
“Due to persistant rumors that 

have been circulated for some time 
| t,~ the effect that the Cisco Bank- 
i ing company was insolvent which 
: have caused a gradual withdrawal 
j cf deposits, it has become necessary 
1 that we close the bank pending re­
organization.

“We have c.n deposit at this time 
about $320,000.00. The net worth of 
the stockholders of the Cisco Bank­
ing company over and above exemp­
tions is more than $1,250,000.00. 
Each of us individually and sever­
ally guarantee every depositor 
against any loss and ask your pati­
ence a.nd cooperation until we can 
.open for business again, at which 
time we will be in a position to pay 
all of cm- depositors in full if they 

j want their money.
“We expect to apply for a nation- 

! ai bank charter and open for busi- 
j.ucss as soon as details of the or- 
! ganization can be worked out. It is 
j now believed that this will not take 
j  longer than thirty or sixty days.

After Crack Trains Fatal Plunge DEAL TO BE
EFFECTIVE 

OCTOBER 1
DALLAS, Sept. 29. — Officials of 

the Lone Star Gas company today i 
announced that negotiations were 
“practcially completed” for the pur­
chase by the Community Natural 
Gas company, a Lone Star subsidiary 
cf the gas distribution systems of 
the West Texas Utilities company 
at Cisco and Abilene.

The plants were to be purchased 
as of October 1, though all papers 
cannot be signed for two weeks. The 
Lone Star at present sells gas at 

j wholesale in Abilene and Cisco.
Tlie Abilene system has 6.000 me- 

| ters and the Cisco sj-stem 700.

Price Campbell, president, and R , 
R. Hoppe, vice-president__^3f •y/*the 
West Texas Utility company general 
offices at Abilene, have been in Dn1- 
las for some time negotiating w'th 
Frank P. Chase, executive vice- 
president of the Lone Star, for the 
sale cf the two systems. The Cisco 
and Abilene gas distribution systems 
are t he only ones owned by the W ‘r,t 
Texas Utilities company, which is 
primarily a power distributing con­
cern.

Sale of the gas system to the Com­
munity Natural Gas company will 
necessitate the location of another 
utility office here, it was said.

The awe-inspiring wreck of 
the fast Budapast-Ostend flyer 
which was hurled from a high 
trestle by a bomb explosion, is 
vividly portrayed in this photo 
taken immediately after the ac­
cident at Bio Tiragy, Hungary.

LONGVIEW, Sept., 29.—After tes­
tifying that he robbed a taxi-driver 
in order to pay his way through a 
theological seminary Peter Price 
Hearn, 21, s,on of a Limestone coun­
ty minister, was given a five years 
sentence today on a charge of rob­
bery with firearms.

Hearn, a student at the ministe­
rial school at Westminster college 
pleaded guilty to the charge. His 
alleged confederate Sam Briggs, al­
so from Limestone county, pleaded 
guilty and was given the same sen­
tence.

The robbery of Otis Warren, 
Longview taxi driver, last July, net­
ted the pair only $2 cash and one 
automobile.

SENATE DELAYS ADJOURNMENT 
TO ACT ON RIVER BED BILL

FIRE PREVENTION BOARD 
ESTABLISHED BY COMM’N

At. tile request of the Texas Firs 
Insurance department, the city com­
mission pf Cisco yesterday after­
noon, passed an emergency clause, 
an ordinance establishing a Fire 
Prevention board for this city, whose 
duty it shall be to endeavor to bring 
about reduction in the annual fire 
loss through air educational pro­
gram.

The board,- to be named in the 
near future by Mayor J. T. Berry, 
is to consist of a male citizen and 
a woman in addition to the secre­
tary .of the chamber of commerce, 
t'he city fire marshall and chief of 
the fire department.

The members of the board shall 
subscribe to the statutory oath of 
cliice and shall organize themselves 
by the election cf officers and 
adopting bylaws. Meetings are re­
quired tp be held once each quar­
ter.

The duties of the board are to 
consist of devising and recommend­
ing to the city commission and city 
officers ways and means of reduc­
ing fire losses, to educate the citi­
zens through the medium of the 
public schools and adult civic or­
ganizations in safeguarding the 
property from fire and to counsel 
with city officers, citizens, fire in­
surance underwriters as to rules, 
regulations and inspections relative 
to the fire insurance of property in 
the city, and when it deems proper, 
to cause an investigation of each 
fire that occurs.

In a letter accompanying the re­
quest for the passage of such an 
ordinance, J. W. Deweese, state fire 
insurance commissioner, points out 
that 19S''1 fire losses in Cisco totall­
ed $4) ,466.18, as compared with $28,- 
185.67 in 1929 and $17,240.89 in 1928.

EASTLAND CO. 
ROOSEVELT 
CLUB FORMED

Leaders in Texas in the move­
ment to have Governor Franklin D. 
Roosevelt pf New York made the 
democratic nominee for president 
at the coming national convention 
of the party, met recently in Waco 
and perfected a state-wide organi­
zation fpr that purpose. Former 
Lieutenant Governor T. W. David­
son of Dallas was made state chair­
man and plans begun to organize 
the state for Governor Roosevelt.

That Governor Roosevelt will be 
the nominee of the democrats and 
thar without serious opposition 
many Texas political leaders are 
confident. Eastland county sup­
porters .of Governor Roosevelt, who 
wish to become identified with the 
movement to have their party nom­
inate him for president at the com­
ing convention, may get certificates 
of membership by calling upon 
Judge Milburn McCarty in East- 
land.

It is stated that prominent Roose­
velt supporters hi Texas have been 
to see Governor Roosevelt and se­
cured from him a tentative promise 
to deliver a speech, possibly at Dal­
las, v-ithin the very near future.

LITTLE HOPE 
SEEN FOR BEN 

BROOKS BILL
AUSTIN, Sept. 29. — Gov. Ross 

Sterling today signed the bill au­
thorizing investment of $3,000,000 
of state highway funds in general 
fund warrants.

His action is taken as a practical­
ly sure indication that he will veto 
the Ben Brooks bill which takes one 
cent of the four-cent gasoline tax 
from the highway fund to pay to 
retire $80,000,000 of county and dis­
trict road bonds.

No Arrests in
Eastland Burglary

EASTLAND, Sept. 29. — Officers 
today had made no arrests in con­
nection with the robbery of the safe 
in the Everett Motor company here 
Saturday night. The burglars enter­
ed the building through a rear win­
dow and kocked the knob off the 
safe door, but never succeeded in 
getting into the safe proper. Some 
$35 or $40 was taken.

JACKSON, Miss.. Sept. 29. — Tile 
Texas cotton acreage reduction plan 
appeared to be a favorite today as 
the Mississippi legislature convened 
in special session.

STOICAL DEFENDANT
LEBANON, Ind., Sept. 29. — A 

50-vear-old farm woman, Mrs. 
Carrie Simmons, whose friends 
prayed for her freedom as she went 
to trial, sat stoically and apparently 
unafraid today as lawyers sought 
12 men to try her on charges of mur­
dering her two little daughters, Vir­
ginia 14, and Alice, 10.

AUSTIN, Sept. 29. — The Texas 
senate today rescinded its action 
calling for adjournment tonight at 
6 p. m. and set a new adjournment 
date for Friday at 6 p. m.

The vote was 16 to 10.
The action was taken in an effort 

to avert a threatened recall of leg- 
'islators immediately to permit pas­
sage of the Purl bill, authorizing 
drilling for oil in the beds of navig­
able streams. This bill was talked to 
death last night by Sen. Margie 
Neal.

The vote came after Gov. Ross 
Sterling had urged it upon a group 
cf senators and representatives.

“If you fellows cannot; rescind the 
action so the bill can be passed it 
will be up to me to do something,” 
said the governor “I have not for­
gotten how to drill oil wells.”

Tlie governor refused definitely to 
say whether he would recall the legis­
lature if efforts to prolong the ses­
sion fail but addad: “I  have told 
members not to pack their grips very 
tight.”

Gov. Sterling said he believed he 
has the constitutional power to is­
sue an executive order and drill for 
oil in the stream beds even if the 
legislature fails to act.

“I am informed,” he said, “ that 
there is approximately 9 miles of 
Sabine river bed in the east Texas 
oil field. From that we ought to get 
20,000,000 barrels of oil.

“The representative of a major 
company told me today, "said the 
governor, “that if the state drills in 
the Sabine river his company alone 
will have to drill 30 more wells. I 
told him they could better afford to 
pay the state not to drill and he 
■agreed.

“It looks like I ’m going to put the 
state in the oil business.”

LIONS HELP 
GET LOANS 
FOR FARMERS

In a report just issued by the 
United States Department of Agri­
culture on the total government 
loans made to farmers, by states, a 
total of $49,021,924 is shown as rep­
resenting 391,630 loans to f armers in 
31 states, dtu-ing the first five 
months cf the present year.

; In recognition of the active part 
| played by Lions Clubs throughout 
j the drouth and storm stricken areas 
I in assisting farmers in securing 
j these loans, the chief of administra- 
| ticn of the Farmers’ Seed Loan Of- 
I lices, Mr. G. L. Hoffman, has issued

The 'Lions club of Cisco and the 
local committee appointed to carry 
on this work has recently received 
word of commendation from Melvin 
Jones, Secretary General of Lions 
International, acting at the request 
of Mr. Hoffman, Chief of Adminis­
tration.

Tlie Lions in Texas were instru­
mental in securing 29,617 loans for 
farmers, totaling $3,401,035, for use 
in seeding, fertilizing, or feeding. 
The economic benefit of the loan has 
proven out, since already $283,088 of 
the total loan of $49,021,924 has been 
received as payment from farmers, 
although loans do not mature before 
September 30 in the northwrestem 
states, October 30 in the southern 
states and November 30 in all other 
states. This amount exceeds antici­
pation on collections.

Loop Is Shaken
By Bomb Blast

apparently aimed at the Big Four 
advertising concern, resounded 
through the Loop today, shattered 
windows in several buildings and 
sent, hundreds of hotel guests hur­
rying from their rooms in alarm.

The same building was bombed 
last February 1 at which time labor 
troubles were blamed.

! IS STRIPPED
AUSTIN. Sept. 29. — Natural gas 

from the discovery deep well of the 
Texon Oil and Land company, sub­
sidiary of the Continental Oil com­
pany, located on land owned by the 
University of Texas in the Reagan 
county field, is being put through 
the large casinghead gasoline plant 
in the field with the resultant recov­
ery of large quantities of gasoline 
that otherwise would go to waste, 
according to information received 
here. The casinghead plant also uses 
gas that comes from the company’s 
shallow wells in the same field. The 
gasoline content of the gas which 
comes from the 8,525-foot well is 
much less than that of the shallow 
wells. Gas pipe lines have been con­
structed from the field to San An­
gelo and Girvin but there is so much 
sulphur in the gas that it is not well 
fitted for domestic use. To remedy 
this condition a plant to cost $100,- 
000 will be constructed in the field 
by the Texas Public Service com­
pany which owns the pipe lines, for 
the purpose of removing the sulphur. 
Satisfactory progress is being made

in curtailing oil and gas production 
of the wells of the Texon Oil and 
Land company and the Big Lake 
Oil company in compliance with the 
order of the Railroad commission, it 

i was stated. With the improvement in

the price of crude oil, it is expected 
that an active drilling campaign on 
lands owned by the University of 
Texas In Reagan, Crane, Upton, 
Andrews and other comities of West 
Texas will be started. Exploitation of

the known potash resources of these 
lands will also receive attention 
when general business conditions 
become better, there is every reason 
to believe.

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CHEMISTRY 
SOLVES DEATH 

FROM SKY

THIS CURIOUS WORLD

Chemistry is writing thrilling new 
chapters into the record of modern 
scientific crime detection. By peer­
ing into vials and test tubes, study­
ing the shifting rainbow colors of 
reacting substances, using strange 
reagents, and plumbing with power­
ful metal-eating acids secrets held 
in steel, magic-w.orking detectives 
new solve mysterious crimes.

At every turn, chemistry is de­
pended upon to give vital informa­
tion. Is a stain blood or paint? Is 
the ink used in an anonymous letter 
the same as that in a suspect’s foun­
tain pen? Was poison administered 
in a mysterious death? Is the hair ; 
clutched in the dead hand of a vie- j 
tim torn from the head of a young 
or old assailant? Whar. are un­
known fluids, metals, and fibers, 
which may prove links in solving a 
mystery? For answers to these a id 
a host of other questions, writes Ed­
win W. Teale in the November Pop­
ular Science Monthly, the scientific 
detective turns to his Bunsen burn­
er, his retort, and his tset tube.

At New York City, an unusual 
mystery in which death came out of ! 
tine sky was solved by chemical tests. 
A seaplane, landing in a fog on up­
per New York Bay, crashed into a . 
rowboat, drowning the occupant, 
and flew away in the dense haze. 
Witnesses were tco far away to give 
anything but the vaguest descrip­
tion of the death plane, so the de- j 
tectives had almost no information 
to work on.

They carefully examined the boat, 
and near the oarlocks discovered a I 
small patch of green paint, scraped 
licm  the float of the fatal plane. 
They followed this slender clue. Of­
ficers raced to all flying bases in the 
vicinity. At one they found a sea­
plane with a long fresh scratch un­
der its green landing gear. Analyzed 
chemically, the paint on this pon­
toon and on the overturned rowboat 
were found to be identical, and the 
case was quickly solved.

Chemicals play a dramatic part in 
solving murders that result from 
sweating. Witness the sensational 
“ tweed-Shit suicide case" in the 
Southwest a few years ago.

On the day after Christmas, a 
well-to-do dentist was found sprawl­
ed in his own dental chair, a bullet j 
through his heart. An old family j 
revolver, with one cartridge fired, | 
lay beside his lifeless hand. His wife ! 
reported he had been in poor health : 
for some time. He was known to j 
have suffered financial reverses. His 
death was booked as a suicide and 
■would have become a closed incident 
but f.or the keenness of a young de­
tective from the coroner’s office.

Around the bullet hole in the 
dentist’s coat, he noticed the pow- 
der burns in the nap of the tweed 
fabric. Sniffing the garment, he 
caught the sharp, acrid odor char­
acteristic of smokeless powder. Then 
he examined the revolver. The am- j 
munition it contained, including the 
discharged shell, was of the black 
powder, not smokeless type. The 
slayer after killing his victim, had 
planted the dentist’s own revolver, 
with one cartridge fired, beside the 
body. But his cunning had over­
looked one thing—the fact that the 
powders in the. cartridges of the two 
guns were different.

Chemical tests verified the sus­
picions of the detective. Nitrocellu­
lose, a constituent of smokeless but 
not of black powder, was found in 
the unexpieded grains embedded in 
the cloth. An investigation brougns 
out the fact that the dentist’s wife 
had a lover. Detectives searched the 
room of this man and found a re­
volver hidden in a bureau drawer. 
The markings it made on test bul­
lets were identical with those found 
on the lead extracted from the vic­
tim’s body, and the slayer confessed 
to the crime.
