HUTCHINSON, Kan., Sept. 17. —
“The Southwestern Bell Telephone
company has lost exactly 31 tele-
phones out of its total of 6269 in
Hutchinson during the past 30 days,
as a result of the threat of a small
group of customers to take out their
telephone unless the company re-
duced its rate,” said H. M. Cowan,

district manager of the company. i
“Service has been suspended for |

60 additional customers, who offer-
ed less than the regular rate, but
their telephones have not yet been
removed, because they indicated a

need for service- which the company |

believes to be true and decided that
it would only be fair to give these
customers a few days’ time for a
final decision.

“The indications are now that col-
lections in Hutchinson for August
will be as good as for any month in
the year 1932.

“The reason the company has not
made a statement regarding the sit-
uation in Hutchinson before is be-
cause the alleged petitions were
never presented ta us. The acid
test lay in the August collections for
the regular thirty day period, and
the disconnection of only 31 tele-
phones out of 6269 during that time
amply refutes all of the statements
and claims which have been made.
