Police Chief W. M. Miller Resigns 

P ost to Take Effect on May 1
T axpayers to 
Hear Candidates 
for Legislature

The E astland  County T axpayers 
association w ill convene in  regu la r 
session a t  E astland  tom orrow  (Sat­
urday) afternoon. The hour of 
m eeting has been sligh tly  advanced 
in o rder to com plete the w ork m ap­
ped out. T his m eeting has been 
se t ap a rt for candidates for leg is­
lative rep resen ta tives to make 
th e ir  views know n on m any public 
m atte rs  in  w hich th e  m em bers are  
v ita lly  in terested . E very candi­
date for rep resen ta tive  of the 106th 
and  107th legislative d is tric ts , as 
well as those m aking the race for 
th e  senate  from  the 24th senatoria l 
d is tric t, w ill be given a hearing.

It is hoped th a t everyone in te r­
ested  in  reform  in governm ental 
a ffairs , local, county and state, w ill 
come out to the m eeting Saturday, 
as those sponsoring these reform s 
a re  in earnest, and the purpose of 
hearing  these candidates sjtate 
th e ir  p latform  of p rincip les is for 
the m em bers to get th e ir  vieys th a t 
they m ay vote in telligently . Only 
those offering th e ir  servicees for 
public offices who have clean re ­
cords w ill be favored. The day 
has arrived  when m any of the vo t­
ers w ill cru tin ize the records of 
a ll candidates m ore closely than  
ever before they cast th e ir ballots. 
T his sentim ent is sa lu tary , for it 
means th a t men, who have corpor­
a tions for th e ir  clients, w ill no t be 
allow ed to practice  law  before our 
legislative bodies.

At p resen t 70 counties a re  o rgan­
ized and  affilia ted  w ith the sta te  
association. A reso lu tion  provid­
ing for the county conventions to 
be held a lte rn a te ly  in  the five cities 
of the county, w ill likely be of­
fered. If  adopted it is proposed 
to  organize a  local u n it in each 
city  a fte r the county m eet adjourns. 
T his w ill leave a  w orking nucleus 
w here no local has been organized.

A ccording to the E l Paso H erald- 
Post P residen t F. O. Mackey, of the 
B roadw ay of A merica, le ft th a t city 
A pril 25 for New Y ork city to head 
the m otorcade th a t w ill pass over 
the B roadw ay of Am erica to a ttend  
the annual convention in San Die­
go, Calif., May 13 and 14. The 
m otorcade is due to pass through 
Cisco May 8, a t 1:30 p. m. P res­
ident Mackey and Secretary  Tow n­
send passed th rough  Cisco T ues­
day m orning a t 10 o’clock, bu t on­
ly stopped long enough to m ake a 
short v isit to the local cham ber of 
com m erce and w ere on th e ir way.

P residen t Mackey sta ted  th a t the 
m otorcade would only m ake a 15 
m inute stop in Cisco, and a  brief 
program  has been a rranged  to  w el­
come the p a rty  as they pass th ru  
the Big Dam City. A m ore extend­
ed stop will be made on the re tu rn  
trip , according to Mr. J. E. Spen­
cer, local cham ber of commerce 
secretary .

Becoming chief of Cisco police 
on the death  of the la te  B it Bed­
ford, sla in  in the “S an ta  C laus” 
bank robbery in  Cisco December 
23, 1927, W. M. (W alter) Miller 
handed in  h is w ritten  resignation  
to the city  com m ission of Cisco 
Monday, to  become effective May 
1. B ut h is connection w ith the 
police departm ent an teda tes h is ap ­
pointm ent as head of the force, as 
he was connected w ith the depart­
m ent several m onths p rio r to his 
assum ption of the office of chief.

W hile on the force, before and 
a fte r  being appointed to the posi- 
sition w hich he has ju s t re linqu ish ­
ed, the records w ill show th a t h is 
w ork has been efficient, courag­
eous and  thorough. In  runn ing  
down and detecting  the bandits p a r­
tic ipating  in  the robbery of the 
F irs t N ational Bank, now know n 
as the “S anta  C laus” bank robbery, 
M iller never qu it the tra il  un til the  
la s t of the bandits w ere arrested  
and safely locked in the E astland  
county ja il. W hen o thers of the 
posse re tired  and  gave up the chase 
M iller stuck, and  the re su lts  te ll 
the true  story, w hich is know n to 
m ost of the people of th is county. 
Davis w as fa ta lly  wounded in  the 
gun fight a t the bank; H ill, H elm s 
and R atliff w ere captured  in Young 
county. H elm s w as electrocuted, 
R atliff w as lynched and H ill w as 
given a life sentence in the pen i­
ten tiary , escaping twice, bu t fina l­
ly  recap tu red  and is now serving 
h is sentence.

Good Work on Shook Case
Then M iller did splendid w ork in 

apprehending the rig h t pa rtie s  
gu ilty  of the ho rrib le  m urder of the 
Shook b ro thers a t Lee Ray. L a te r 
he figured conspicuously in  the 
“Gravel P it M urder” and was given 
m ost p rom inent m ention in the 
sto ry  w ritten  by D istric t A ttorney 
Joe Jones, w hich was published 
th is year in the M aster Detective.

D uring h is encum bency of the 
office of chief of police of Cisco, 
M iller has alw ays been a t  h is post 
of duty, and has enforced the law  
so efficiently  th a t Cisco h as been 
prac tica lly  free of robberies, h i­
jacking and o ther crim es th a t have 
prevailed in o ther Oil B elt cities.

Now he is re tirin g  from  the city 
police force to devote h is en tire  
tim e to prosecu ting  h is candidacy 
for the office of sheriff of E astland  
county, as he says he expects to 
wage an  active cam paign un til the 
polls close on the 23rd day of July.

Written Resignation
In  severing h is connection w ith 

the Cisco police departm ent Chief 
Miller did so by handing in a  w rit­
ten, form al resignation , tendering 
h is services and advice to h is suc­
cessor, o r to- the city commission 
w henever required. This resigna­
tion w as accepted by the com m is­
sion to take effect a t the tim e des­
ignated, and is as follows:

Members of the City Commission
of Cisco, Texas:

“G entlem en:
“ I am  herew ith  tendering my 

resignation  as your chief of police, 
to take effect May 1, and in  doing 
so I shall avail m yself of th e  priv i­
lege of expressing my sincerest ap ­
preciation of the m any favors and 
courtesies I have received a t your 
hands, which has made me your 
debtor to  such an extent th a t I 
know th a t I  shall never be able to  
reciprocate in  kind. F irs t, in  hon­
oring me w ith the position, which, 
by so doing, you have not only a id­
ed me m aterially , bu t you have ex­
pressed th a t confidence in  me 
w hich I appreciate  as a  com pli­
m ent m ore to be prized than  the 
rem uneration  of th e  office.

E. H. V arnell, vocational a g ri­
cu ltu ris t of the Cisco H igh school, 
who is teaching a p a r t tim e class 
a t the L u theran  com m unity school 
house, composed of a  group of old­
e r farm  boys of the L u theran  and 
W ord com m unities, reports th a t 
there  are  in  a ttendance a t  classes 
18 o r 20 of these boys. These 
classes a re  in s truc ted  a t  n ight, 
w ith the exception of a  few a fte r­
noons, by arrangem ent, w hen In­
structions a re  given in  te rrac ing  
and pecan work. Mr. V arnell said 
these farm  boys have adopted a  
program  of im proved practices in  
the com m unities w hich include, in  
addition to te rrac in g  and pecan 
budding, such te s ts  as subsoiling, 
grow ing and bagging pure g ra in  
sorghum  seed, jack  rabb it e rad i­
cation, etc. An aw ard  of $10 is 
now being offered w hich w ill go 
to the m em ber of the class who suc­
ceeds in k illing  the la rg est num ­
ber of jack  rabb its  du ring  the en­
suing year, w hich con test closes 
M arch 30, 1933.

A nother activity  is tre e  poison­
ing around  the fields. In  many 
cases border trees  sap about one- 
ten th  of the crop of the average 
E astland  county field, Mr. V arnell 
said. These fields a re  estim ated 
to contain  an  average of 25 acres, 
md w ith grooving trees  su rrounding  
they take a  toll of one-tenth  of the 
crop, according to estim ates made.

A pril 14 these boys organized a 
perm anent F u tu re  F a rm ers’ C hap­
te r to carry  ou t the program , and 
w ill m eet once each m onth. Mr. 
V arnell sta ted  th a t he expected 
good resu lts  from  the w ork being 
done by th is class, as the class is 
composed of older farm  boys who 
a re  ac tua lly  farm ing  and  engaged 
in the w ork in w hich they a re  be­
ing instructed . P robably  the in ­
structions gained from  the ca rry ­
ing out of these p rogram s a rra n g ­
ed will m ean m ore than  they  would 
to  e ither younger o r older farm  
folk, as they a re  old' enough to  
lea rn  to do by doing, and no t so 
old th a t they have already  adopted 
m ethods th a t m ight be h a rd  to 
change.

The F u tu re  F a rm ers’ C hapter 
w as organized by m em bers of the 
Cisco chap te r by in itia ting  seven 
m em bers. There a re  8 o r 10 o th­
ers who a re  expected to enroll a t 
the next m eeting of those who are  
a ttend ing  the p a r t tim e classes in ­
structed  by Mr. V arnell.

when the city commission met in recess session at the city 
hall, with all holdovers and the commissioners-elect pre­
sent and participating. The commissioners announced 
this would be an executive session and none except the may­
or and commissioners would be allowed to remain during 
the deliberations. When asked if the order included re­
presentatives of the press Mayor Berry informed the news­
paper men present that they would be excluded, and the re­
porters took their departure.

Usually representatives of the press are allowed to re­
main during executive sessions of public bodies, and this 
edict was rather a jolt to the publicity folk, as the organiza­
tion meeting of the administration probably will be the most 
important meeting the commission will hold during its 
life, and naturally the public will be interested in everything 
done at the organization meeting. However, -the news­
papers will attempt to give all facts obtainable from the re­
cords of the meeting.

Nor w ere the new spaper m en the 
only persons barred  from  the ex­
ecutive session, for the county a t­
to rney  w as denied perm ission to  
rem ain, a s  th e  com m ission voted 
th a t City A ttorney F. D. W right 
m ust absen t him self, w hich he did, 
and made good h is attendance a t 
the d irec to rs m eeting of the cham ­
ber of commerce.

on the job. That such a man can be found the Citizen firm­
ly believes. Naturally, we would not expect this expert to 
do this job free of cost, but whatever the cost might be, if 
his fees are not prohibitive, Cisco would gain by employing 
his services.

In discussing a probable solution with Cisco people we 
find there is an attitude prevalent of “patiently waiting” on 
the other fellow’s move. True, he would like to save his 
money, and unless the resources of Cisco are brought 
squarely up to him, he may think that with the return of 
prosperity his securities will be worth more in later years. 
But if convinced that Cisco is not now, nor will ever be 
able to take care of the issues outstanding, he would rather 
take 20 cents on the dollar of liquid securities than to hold 
his frozen assets that will never be liquidated.

But while we are “patiently waiting” for the bond­
holders to act Cisco is retrograding and will continue to de­
cline. With this vexed problem solved there is no reason 
why Cisco should not begin to revive and soon resume its 
proud place among the progressive cities of Texas.

A MILITANT ORGANIZATION

That the Cisco unit of the Taxpayers’ association is a 
militant organization, working for the betterment of Cisco 
and her people, can be verified by attending any of the fort­
nightly meetings that are being held. The meeting last 
Monday night was attended by 40 or 50 earnest citizens, all 
voters and most of them taxpayers, who were gathered to 
discuss vital issues affecting the welfare of the city. This 
meeting, like those previously held in the past two months, 
was featured by the addition of new members. Monday 
night four new members were added, and the membership 
list in constantly increasing. Its influence for good has al­
ready been demonstrated, and the members feel that its 
work has just commenced. The local organization is af­
filiated with the county and state organizations, and some 
of the most progressive policies adopted by the county asso­
ciation had their genesis in the local unit.

While neither the local, county or state association 
will be allowed to evolute into a political machine for the 
advancement of any man’s political ambition, yet the mer­
its and demerits of all candidates will be discussed freely, 
as it is the purpose of those sponsoring each of these bodies 
to support only those candidates that have clean records. 
The corporation attorney will hardly be favored by any 

member of the city, county or state units of the 
Taxpayers’ association. Come with clean hands and a clear 
record and no candidate will have anything to fear from 
those sponsoring the Taxpayers’ association.

At the meeting Monday night the records of several 
candidates for county offices were discussed, but of course 
no endorsements were made. So far only one man has 
been endorsed, and this endorsement was the drafting of 
Judge J. R. Burnett to make the race for county judge.

ASSEMBLING CITY BONDS RETARDS SETTLEMENT

Commenting on the Citizen’s editorial last week anent 
the solving of Cisco’s bond problem, Mayor J. T. Berry re­
marked :

“The most serious obstacle that retards the adjust­
ment of the bond problem is the difficulty in assem­
bling the outstanding bonds, and locating the right­
ful holders of these securities. I believe if we could 
get these bond holders located, and be able to negotiate 
with them directly, or through their accredited repre­
sentatives, we could adjust this muddle in a compara­
tively short time. If we could get them to make an un­
biased survey of the situation, make an honest investi­
gation of our resources, they would accept a settlement 
on our ability to pay off the outstanding issues.”

The Citizen realizes the difficulty of assembling these 
bonds is the most serious obstacle to bringing the issues to 
a final and satisfactory adjustment. In fact that difficulty 
is touched on in the editorial mentioned, indirectly, as we 
recognized this difficulty when we suggested the idea of 
getting in touch with some man who could overcome this 
obstacle. We believe there is a man capable of coping with 
every problem that exists, and if the right man is located 
he will be capable of bringing the matter to a final adjust­
ment. We meant just that when the editorial stated “if for 
any reason the members of the commission feels that they 
are not able, or have not the time to give to the matter, find 
the man who can and is able to bring about such an adjust­
ment.”

If for any reason you cannot do the job with which you 
are confronted, find the man who can do it, and put him

VOLUME, 112 YEARS OLD

W. H. K ittre ll, Sr., h as  a volum e 
th a t has been in the K ittre ll fam ily 
112 years. I t  is w hat m ay be c lass­
ed as an au tograph  album , and be­
longed to h is fa ther, the la te  Dr. 
P. W. K ittre ll who purchased  it  a t 
the tim e of h is g raduation  from  
the m edical school of the U niversity  
of Pennsy lvan ia  in  1820. I t  contains 
m any recipes and prescrip tions 
th a t Dr. K ittre ll secured from  pro ­
fessors of the m edical school.

The volum e is about 5 by 7 In­
ches, bound in heavy leather. “P. 
W. K ittre ll” is burned in the bind­
ing by hand. The Pennsylvania 
U niversity  is  the oldest un iversity  
the U nited S tates, according to an 
encyclopedia.

A nother anc ien t docum ent in  Mr. 
K ittre ll’s possession is a  deed to  a 
tra c t of land in A labam a deeded to 
Dr. K ittre ll, dated  1850. Mr. K it­
tre ll w ill correspond w ith the 
au thorities of the Texas U niversity  
rela tive to p lacing these docum ents 
in the U niversity  museum.

I t 
spreads itse lf over the countryside, 
providing the sm all com m unities 
w ith a pow er supply equivalent in 
quantity , quality , accessib ility  and 
price to  th a t of the la rg est m et­
ropolitan  centers.

“And because the sm all city is 
not burdened with, m etropolitan  
overhead costs, it  is proving itself 
a  b e tte r location for m anufacturing  
than  the crow ded m etropolis.

“To take advantage of th is econ­
omic shift, we p lan , to  dissem inate 
im portan t inform ation in  regard  to 
the industria l suprem acy of W est 
Texas cities and  tow ns. We plan  
to devote considerable time, energy 
and money in  determ ining the pecu­
lia r advantages of the various 
tow ns 'we serve, and in  bringing 
th is accura te  inform ation to  the a t­
ten tion  of factories and industries 
th roughout the U nited States.

“I am ju s t w ondering why the
