County Dispatch Will

Board members of the
Eastland County
Cooperative Dispatch voted
to keep themselves in control
of the dispatch during a
meeting Wednesday afte-
noon. Board members took
this action after a subcom-
mittee submitted a sugges-
tion that Eastland County
Sheriff Don Underwood be
allowed to serve as manager
over the entire dispatch.

Bob Mercer, dispatch
supervisor told the board
that federal guidelines had
been issued by the National
Criminal Identification
Center (NCIC), stating that
a Criminal Justice Agency
be in charge of the telecom-
munications. The telecom-
munications is the system
that is used by the dispatch
center to request and receive
vital information from
Austin such as warrants, ar-
rests, previous criminal

history and ete.
Mr. Mercer also stated

that the problem arose when
he requested connection with
Austin for a new teletype
machine. He stated that
Austin asked who would be
in charge of the system since
they do require someone of a
Ciminal Justice Agency to be
in charge and responsible for
the system.

Eastland City Manager
Roy Undrwood informed the
board that the reason for this
issue was due to the fact that
Eastland Police Chief Lyn-
dall Underwood had traveled
to Austin and removed his
name from the documents
requring a Criminal Justice
Agency’s name. Thus leav-
ing no one responsible for he
telecommunications with
Austin.

$200.000 Assessment Levied
Against G.E. Railcar Corp.

A $200,000 assessment in
civil penalties and in-
vestigative costs have been
levied by the 91st State
District Court in Eastland
County against Quality Ser-
vices Railcar Repair Cor-
poration and General Elec-
tric Railcar Services Cor-
poration of Ranger.

Gaeta Reports On MSRTS Program

Margaret Gaeta is one ot
the special-program people
functioning in "Siebert’s
classrooms. She has
prepared the following in-
depth explanation of her
work.

‘““Description - The
Migrant Program is nation-
wide and provides sup-
plemental educational ser-
vices for more than 750,000
eligible children who have
moved across state or school
district lines with a parent
who is seeking temporary or
seasonal work in
agricultural, fishing, or
related work, including food
processing, harvesting, and
cultivation of trees. Migrant
workers follow the growing
seasons across the country.

The eligibility of the child
depends on the parents
move. Was the move for
agricultural prupose? If so
the child can qualify. A home
visit must be made so that
the parent can ‘'sign an
eligiblity form and also giv-
ing permission to work with
his/her child during school
hours.

‘“Characteristics - The
characteristics of migrant
children may vary from the
very gifted to low over-all
achievement and frustra-
tion. These children repre-
sent many ethnic groups.
Their education is constantly
interruped when their
parents move from job to
job. They have little
knowledge and preparation
for other kinds of jobs. These
children usually become
part of the migrant force. *

‘“Establishment - The Pro-
gram was established to
meet the special needs of
migrant children by Con-
gress i1n 1966. The U.S.

Department of Ed. allocates
funds to the states based on
each state’s identified
migrant student population.
Each state department of
education determines the
best ways to deliver services
for eligible migrant children
from pre-school - twelfth
grade.

“‘Student records - As
migrant children move there
are records kept and up-
dated by migrant personnel,
one such record is called the
MSRTS (Migrant Student
Record Transfer System).
After the certificate of
eligibility has been signed by
the parents, it is sent to the
terminal site, which is at the
Ed. Service Center, Rg. 14in
Abilene. There the data en-
try specialists enters the in-
formation on a terminal
which sends it electronically
to -the computer in Little
Rock, Ark. If a child has not
been enrolled, the computer
creates new records for the
child. If the child has been
enrolled in the past, the new
information is added to the
child’s records. The child’s
records are then sent im-
mediately from Little Rock
to local staff in the enrolling
school. I'm the local staff
here so I get the records. It
takes about 8-10 days for me
to receive the students
records. The MSRTS con-
tents include the parental in-
formation, personal history,
schools attended, high school
credits, basic health infor-
mation, and skills the stu-
dent was studying at the
time of withdrawal from his
or her last school.

“Skills are reported for the
areas in reading, math, ear-
ly childhood and oral

Hl]l Explams Ch. 1 Reading Aid

The report JoAnn Hill,
Siebert’s Chapter I reading
teacher, made to the PTO in
October follows:

“I would like to say, on
behalf of all the teachers
here at Siebert Elem., not
just myself, that our highest
priority is YOUR CHILD.

1) We want your child to be
a success

2) because we believe that
all children can succeed.

“The federal government
is funding a program called
Chapter I that is designed to
give a student additional
help in reading to remedy his
weaknesses. This program is
available to all school
districts. We try to identify
each child’s need or problem
and there provide the help
they need to correct it. This
extra help is offered to all six
grades.

“For a chid to get behind
in reading can be discourag-
ing to him. Why does a child
get behind in reading?
That’s a big question with a
lot of answers.

1) First of all we all realize
that some children just learn
easier than others.

2) Maybe a child has mov-
ed from another school or
even from another state. The
school s/he left had not
covered as much material or
s/he were in a different
reading program.

3) Sickness can cause
children to get behind.
Everyday they are learning
something new so you can
see how important it is for
them to be at school every-
day.

“To qualify for the Ch. I
program a child would be
reading one year below
grade level. Ch. I is by no

THE

means a complete reading
program. It is only to pro-
vide extra help. I guess we
could call it, “giving a dou-
ble dose.”

“Working with the regular
classroom teacher is very
important. At the beginning
of school each year each stu-
dent is given a reading test
on different reading levels.
The test consists of 3 parts.
(1) silent reading; (2) oral
reading; (3) word recogni-
tion. This is done in a one to
one situation, so if the child
is having a problem we know
it.

“Through the school year,
if a student enrolls, and the
classroom teachers notices a
reading problem, the child is
given a reading placement
test to see what is the level of
reading.

Precinct 2 Problems
Again Before Court

Several times during 1985
groups and individuals have
discussed some of their
precinct 2 problems with the
Commissioners Court.

At the latest meeting on
Nov. 12 Brad Stephenson,
representing a number of
citizens of the Precinct,
came before the Court with a
request and possible plan.

He said that the people of
Precinct 2, which includes
much of the eastern part of
the County, should no longer
£o on with the current situa-
tion. He stated that Commis-
sioner Jack Blackwell was
apparently unable to fulfill
the duties of his office, and
the people were left with no
representations.

He said the citizens of that
Precinet were sympathetic
with Commissioner
Blackwell's plight - that they
realized his inability to per-
form was due to illness.

Stephenson also remarked
that he had heard that
Blackwell's reluctance to
resign was that the Commis-
sioner wanted to continue to
draw his salary and then
retire under County benefits.

The benefits would be
granted if he continued to be
emploved by the County un-
til Dec. 31, 1986.

Under a possible alternate
plan, Stephenson said,
Blackwell could resign as
Commissioner but would be
offered some other county
position which would keep

him on the payroll and hold
his retirement benefits. That
would clear the way for the
appointment of a new Com-
missioner in Pct. 2.

Mrs. Blackwell, sitting
across from Stephenson, ap-
peared to be surprised by
this discussion. Some of her
audible comments were that
she wasn't sure how to ap-
proach her husband on this;
she thought the roads were
being taken care of - she
thought things were going
alright.

Stephenson replied that of
course the roads were in
very bad shape - that so-
meone really needed to be in
charge.

“But the roads and some
of the other matters,” he
continued, ‘‘Are not the
worst part of the situation.
What concerns us the most is
that during 1985 we have had
no representation on impor-
tant 1issues such as
budgetary matters and the
management of county af-
fairs.

““This operation is a
multimillion dollar business.
It can’t be stopped for a two
or three year period without
something going very
wrong. We read of Eastland
County issues and dif-
ficulties in area newspapers
- yet we have no voice in
what is happening.”

If something is not done
quickly, he stated, the people
of Pct. 2 are prepared to go
to District Court to have
Commissioner Blackwell
forcibly removed. ‘‘We have
tried to avoid this,” he add-
ed.

The Commissioners in-
dicated that they would also
like to avoid that type of
Courtroom proceedings, but
needed more time to decide
on the issues involved.

Stephenson said his
Precinct ‘“‘could go with a
few days, maybe up to the
next meeting’’ but would not
wait longer than that for
legal action.

When Mrs. Blackwell men-
tioned the possibility of her
being apoointed to fill her
husband’s place, Stephenson
stated that he had no
knowledge of her qualifica-
tions. Judge Bailey, who
would be the official to ap-
point any possible successor
to Blackwell, declined to
discuss any alternate plans
or arrangements. The mat-
ter was tabled until the Com-
missioners could formulate
an answer to Stephenson’s
request.

Fall is often the time when
fruit tree care is forgotten or
neglected, but it’s a critical
time for controlling many
| peach and plum tree
diseases to insure a good
crop next year.

With the arrival of fall,
2 there's often a tendency to
forget our peach and plum
trees that served us so well
last summer.

Applying a copper
fungicide now can stop or
reduce three of the six
diseases that attack peach
and plum trees in Eastland
county. These are peach leaf

curl, bacterial leaf spot and
bacterial canker.

Puckered and distorted
peach tree leaves that were
either bright red or light
green in diseased areas last
spring were- due to peach
leaf curl fungus. The only
time to effectively control
this disease is in the fall with
a cooper containing
fungicide such as Kocide 101
or Kocide 404.

Timing of the fall spray is
critical for effective control
and for avoiding the
damage. Copper is a metal

and may cause severe
defoliation unless applied
correctly.

Spray when 70 percent of
the leaves fall off the tree
which is about now. Spray-
ing too early will cause leaf
shed or cause the spray to be
ineffective later.

Bacterial leaf spot and
bacterial canker can be par-
tially controlled by fall
spraying with a copper
fungicide. But again it's iin-
portant to spray at the right
time to prevent foliage burn.

Bacterial leaf spot affects
hoth fruit and foliage. The in-
fection causes fruit to crack
and leaves develop angular
spcts which drop out leaving
holes in the leaves.

Bacterial canker is a
serious problem of fruit

Mary Goode

Remains In
County Jail

Mrs. Mary Goode, 48, re-
mained in the county jail at
Eastland Friday after
separate charges of murder
and attempted murder were
filed last Tuesday afternoon
In the shooting death of her
husband, Hershell M. Goode,
at their home, 205 West 11th
Street, in Cisco.

Bonds in the amount of
$100,000 on the murder
charge and $50,000 in the at-
tempted murder charge
were set by Justice of the
Peace Luther Maxwell of
Ranger. The charges were
filed by Cisco Policeman
R.D. Kirkland and were
handled by District Attorney
Emory Walton.

The charges alleged that
Mrs. Goode shot her husband
three times in the head at
their Cisco home last Satur-
day morning. He died at 6:07
p.m. Saturday at Hendrick
Memorial Hospital in
Abilene. He was 58.

It was also alleged that
Mrs. Goode walked to the
front porch and pointed the
gun, a .38 calibre revolver,
at their step-son who wrestl-
ed the gun away from her.
Police took possession of the
gun when they arrested Mrs.
Goode soon after the
shooting.

Funeral services for Mr.
Goode, who formerly was an
engineer for Oil States Rub-
ber Company here, were
held Tuesday in Mansfield
with burial in the cemetery
there, according to informa-
tion here. Survivors include
