Eastland, Tex., Feb. 6, 1922. 
To the Citizens of Eastland County, 
Especially the Citizens of Cisco:—.  

With reference to the unfortunate 
affair which occurred last Friday in 
which Mr. Starkey received serious 
wounds, caused by knife at the hands 
of G. N. Mahaney, I• desire to state 
that I was only attempting to settle 
some difference between Mr. Starkey 
and Mr. Mahaney and had no ill feel-
ing or ill will against Mr. Starkey. 
Mr. Starkey was practically a stranger 
to me and I did not have the least 
idea he was going to strike me, and 
when he did so he almost knocked me 
blind, and '1 was only attempting to 
defend myself in doing what I did. 

I did not know until after the diffi-
culty that Starkey ha been cut by Ma-
haney. I do not approve of such act 
on his part. 

Mahaney was not at the time of the 
difficulty-, and had not been for five 
or six months prior thereto, my depu-
ty. If Mahaney has been carrying a 
'gun toe last five or six months I did 
mot know of it and he certainly was 
not carrying such as my deputy, 

I have no interest in the defense of 
Mahaney and am ready at all times to 
do my duty 'with reference to seeing 
that a speedy trial is had of the matter 
in order that justice may be done. Ma-
haney is no more to me than Starkey 
and I am willing for the law to take 
its course. 

I regret very much this undortunate 
occurrence but desire to state that I 
felt like, and 'feel' like now, that I had 
a right to protect myself from assault 
at the hands of any man. • 

With reference to the hasty and ill-
advise,: accusations made against me 
by the American Legion, of Cisco, that 
I have been and am protecting gamb-
lers and bootleggers, I desire fo state 
that I court the fullest investigation of 
said fairie charges, and insist that the 
grand jury and all law-abiding citizens 
of this county use every effort to find 
out the truth or falsity of such accusa-
tion. I am ready and anxious to aid. 
in any possible way to stamp out boot-
legging, .gambling and Noy other crime.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 0.—The NIGHT POLICE 
the limitation of naval arma- 	

DISMISSED -Y ments and the settlement of far 

Eastern questions came to an 

CITY FATHERS end today with the signing of the 

treaties and the farewell address 

of President Harding. 

With the work characterized 

by President Harding as "the 

first deliberate and effective ex-

pression of the great powers on 

the consciousness of peace and 

of  war's  futility," the conference 

went into a niche of history to 

await future judgment and  de-
velopments. 
The final session of the arms con-

ference was Called to order this morn-
ing to hear the farewell address of 
President Harding and to sign the 
remaining treaties. The final session 
brought the largest crowd  -of the 
conference. Scores sat in the aisles 
and stood around the walls. 	Mrs. 
Harding, Mrs. Calvin Coolidge and 
other wives of officials sat in boxes. 

As the prominent delegates arrived 
the spectators applauded, Balfour re- 
ceiving particular attention. 	Many 
delegates were kept busy signing au-
tograph 9liums. 

The session was called to-  order at 
10:02 o'clock. Prayer was offered 
by the Rev. William Abernathy, pas-
tor of the Calvin Baptist church, 
Which is attended by President Hard-
ing. 

Amid applause, Secretary Hughes 
announced that the Shantung treaty 
with Japan was signed Saturday. He 
then announced the treaties to be 
signed and the(American delegation 
filed -around to the foot of the big 
green-topped table and began signing. 

The signing was in the following: 
The United States, Belgium, Great 
Britain, France, Italy, Japan, the 
Netherlands, China and Portugal. 

There was prolounged applause as 
the seven British delegates marched 
around to the signing place. While 
the British were signing motion pic-
ture photographs were taken.

For many years 
he was librarian of the .A.mbrosian 
library and archives at Milan. Later 
hebecarue librarian• of the Vatican. 
In this position he remained until the 
new republic of Poland established 
official diplomatic relations with the 
Vatican at which time Ratti was ap- 

Then the motion was made that the 
meeting rescind its condemnation of 
the mayor for having. asked for rangers 
or soldiers, and this was done. 

The Daily News was criticized by one 
of the Citizens Leaguers for not hav-
ing taken their side of the question on 
the fight against the paying of taxes 
and against the public utilities com-
panies in Cisco. 

Law and order speeches were made 
by Rev. E. H. Holmes and Rev. L. N.

Resolutions were framed condemn-
ing Sheriff Nolley and demanding his 
resignation. These resolutions will be 
presented to the sheriff this afternoon. 
The resolutions follow: 

"Resolved that we, the citizens of 
Cisco, Texas, in mass meeting assembl-
ed, having under consideration the en-
forcement of criminal laws of the 
state of Texas within the limits of 
Eastland county, having fully and con-
scientiously informed ourselvee as to 
the facts surrounding a tragedy en-
acted in our city February 3rd, 1922, 
in which one of our citizens was struck 
down by knife and gun in the hands 
of Sam P. Nolley, sheriff of Eastland 
county. TeXas, and one Newt Mahaney 
his henchman, hereng denounce in un-
measured terms the' said dastardly act, 
and, taking further into consideration 
that instead of striking down unarmed 
and inoffensive citizens, it is the sworn

Oil Wells on Farm 

FRANKLIN, Ky., Feb. 6. —
James Arthur Poteet, whose $1-
a-day income recently was swell-
ed to one of $51 when five oil 
wells wet* brought"- in on his 
farm near here, has "retired," it 
became known today whe,n he 
quit-his farm hand job. 

With the wealth pouring in 
from his sixty-four-acre farm, 
which he purchased several 
years ago for a total of $10, Po-
teet has set-out - to spend part of 
it. 	He- has just finished building 
a home, erected by his own 
hands at the cost of• $250. The 
long-harbored desire of Mrs. 
Poteet for a sewing machine, has 
been gratified and Poteet htim-
self has spent $6 for  a  year's 
subscription to an oil magazine 
for his own enjoyment. 

Poteet's new home is the first 
improvement that has been made 
on the "worthless" land which 
he took off a friend's hands so 
the latter wquld not have to con-
tinue to pay taxes on it. 

With the five wells flowing. 
rapidly, Poteet's income is in-
creasing at such a rate that, 
Simpson county residents say he 
soon will be the rickest man in 
this section of the state. News 
of his wealth has been spread 
broadcast and he is being 
swamped with letters requesting 
donations for charity.

They returned to the house shortl 
after 10 o'clock, and Joyner left fo 
hes room at the hotel about 10:45. Iva 
Daniels, night clerk at the hotel, say 
that Joyner called for his key and 
went up to his  room about Il o'clock... 

Unable to get into the room at' 2:30 
Sunday afternoon, the Maid on the 
third floor of the hotel called the offiee, 
and an entrance was forced into the 
room. Joyner was .stretched out on 
the bed, clad only in his underclothes. 
Efforts to arouse him were futile, and 
Or. E. L. Graham was summoned. 

By the time the doctor arrived, 
Joyner's jaws were set, and his breath.

An inquest was held this morning, 
and the verdict 'was that Joyner came 
to his death by poison, the nature of 
which is unknown. 

Dr. Graham, after working over the

That so bright a man as Senator 

Capper, of Kansas, should be unable 
to shake off certain campaign falla-
cies and view the ease on its merits, 
when explaining his vote against 
Truman H. Newberry, is a surpris-
ing thing.

"This game will aid your spelling," 
she explained. "It also has to do with 
geography. The first child ;tames a 
city, State or country. Now you must 
all be on the alert to discover which 
was named—City', State or country and 
the next child in turn must locate it 
and then name a new place whose 
first letter shall be the last letter of 
the place just named. This game may 
be played with many variations. Some 
one may name a city and the next 
person must name another using the 
second letter of the name, the next 
child must begin his city with the 
third letter of the name, the fourth 
child with the fourth letter, etc., until 
the first place is entirely spelled out 
in the initial letters of new places.

HE "Mouse Whirligig" is an inter- 
esting project for the boy who 
keeps pets and who likes to fix 
things up for their comfort, for 

the mouse seems to enjoy running on 
the wheel which turns by his weight 
as he runs upon it; even though he 
travels miles every day, the fact that 
he never loses his interest in attempt-
ing to reach the top of the wheel 
shows that it is anything but a hard-
ship to him. 

The top of the cage is '5{," x 9" x 9", 
the back, 7/g" x 9" x 11%", the bottom 

x 9" x 8%", may be of any kind 
of soft wood, or  a wooden box of 
about this size may be used, though 
the latter would be open upon only 
one side instead of three sides as 
shown in the sketch. 

Cut a door or hand hole about 3" 
x 6" in the back and fit a door or 
cover that can be opened easily and 
closed securely and nail pieces togeth-
er. Make the 7" wheel of the whirli-
gig of a piece of heavy paper packing 
board, or of a piece of very light 
wood. Make the spindle of a piece of 
straight round wood, a dowel, for ex-
ample, and 10 1/2 " long. Bore a small 
hole in the exact center of each end 
and drive a 11/2 " No. 16 brad into each 
-hole for about half of its length. File 
the head off and make the brads as• 
smooth as possible for the whirligig 
turns upon them. Make the hub c of 
-the wheel of a piece of 1/2 " square 
wood through which a 3/4 " hole should  

be bored; fasten this upon the spindle 
at the height to support the wheel, 
for it depends upon the hub to keep 
the wheel fastened firmly to the 
spindle. Balance the wheel by sup-
porting the spindle horizontally upon 
the brads; turn the wheel, and if one 
part of it stops at the bottom every 
time, either cut the wheel away at 
that place or drive a nail in the op-
posite side to make the wheel balance. 

Bore a small hole at b in the under 
aide of the top to receive the brad in 
the top of the spindle; it may be easier 
to bore through from the top, but in 
any case it must be bored at the right 
slant to permit the brad to turn easily. 
The block d should be made of a 
piece 1/2 " x 1" x 2" long with a hole 
bored at a to receive the bottom brad 
of the spindle; this also must be bored 
at just the right angle to permit the 
brad to turn easily in it. With the 
top brad of the spindle in the hole in 
the top, and the bottom brad in hole 
a of the base block b, place the latter 
upon the floor of the cage and move 
It until the wheel turns freely, at 
which place the block should be fas-
tened by a couple of 1" brads. 

Cover the three sides of the cage 
with wire netting not coarser than 
1/2 " mesh as indicated in the front 
view; place a square baking powder 
or spice tin upon its side and fill it 
loosely with cotton to serve as a bed 
chamber, strew some sawdust on the 
Boor, provide a small dish for drink-
ing water, and the cage will be ready

MARVELS OF SCIENCE 
Mr. Godbey spoke in assembly Tues-

day morning on a recent invention, 
the vacuum tube amplifier. As he has 
read a sreat deal on this invention, he 
explained to the students what it is• 
and its uses. 

In 1915 a tube amplifier was in-
vented einelar to this one, but it was 
not so complete as this invention is. 
The world was startled in 1915 when 
two men talked from New York`to 
San Francisco over a telephone. In 
these telephones they had one of these 
tube amplifiers, and this was what en-
abled them to hear clearly at such a 
great distance. With this new ampli-
fier, it is estimated that a person will 
be able to talk around the world. This 
amplifier, when arranged on an aero-
plane, will make it as safe to ride in an  

aeoplane as in a car, because lit en-
ables the aeroplane to land even In 
foggy weather when the aviator cannot 
see the field. It also enables ships to 
go into harbor in foggy weather. 

If this amplifier is arranged on ships 
so as to avoid colliding, and if on aero-
planes so that there is no danger in 
landing. it will save millions of dol-
lars each year. 

INFORMAL PHYSICS 
Because of the small size of his 

physics class, Mr. La Roque has adopt-
ed a unique plan of teaching. As 
there are only seven students in the 
class, he is able' to give them expert 
special instruction. Mr. La Roque has 
arranged a large table, around which 
he and all the students are seated. All 
the experiment apparatus and neces-
sary equipment is kept in the middle 
of the table. The members of the 
class take turns getting up the ap-
paratus for daily use. This gives them 
an intimate knowledge of the material 
used. 

This gathering might be called the 
"Scientists of the Square Table," com-
pared to Arthur's "Knights of the 
Round Table." Mr. La Roque has done 
Interest on the part of the students, 
a very sensible thing in making this ar-
rangement. He has aroused greater 
interest on the part ot the students 
and provided himself with a more in-
structive plan of teaching.

FEWER FLUNKS 

First Tern' Grades  an Improiement 
Over Last Year. 

Parents will probably be interested 
in finding out how our students came 
cut in the recent examinations, for  

they came out very well indeed. The 
high school had a passing average of 
S1 per cent, while only 19 per cent 
failed. The city schools had a general 
average of 82.9 per cent. 

The high school almost tied the ward 
schools for the per cent. of promotions. 
A report by classes for the high school 
is as follows: low freshmen, 239 grades 
reported, 33 failures average of 86 per 
cent; high freshmen, 186 grades 46 
failures average 75 per cent; low soph-
omores, 218 grades, 46 failures,' averiege 
of 79 per cent high sophomores, 96 
grades, 19 failures, average of 80 
per cent; low Juniors, 127 grades 
average of 82  -per cent; seniors, 131 
29 failures, average of 77 per cent; high 
:uniors, 33 grades, 6 failures, average 
e2 per cent; seniors, 13e grades, 13 fail 
urea, average of 90 per cent. Seniors 
had the highest passing average, and 
the low freshmen the next highest. 
The high freshmen hold the honor of 
having the lowest average, which is 75 
per cent. The high school as a whole 
has a good average, which is some-
what better than it was last year. Why 
not raise the average still higher. It 
can easily be done; all it depends on is 
fewer shows and more work. 

The ward schools as a whole have a 
higher average than the high school, it 
being 82.9 per cent. The west ward had 
tee highest average of 'all. Out of 485 
grades reported, 61 failed giving the 
average of 88.9 per cent. The kinder-
garten is included in the west ward. 
The east ward came next highest, with 
229  grades,  51 failtires, average of 81.8 
Per cent. The south ward had 105 
grades, 28 failures, and 78.9 per cent 
average. 

The upbuilding of the Cisco public 
schools in the past two years is due to 
Mr. Godbey and his efficient corps. of 
Principals and teachers.
