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There Is No Such Thing
As An ‘Off-Election’ Year
(An Editorial)

Today is Thursdey and citizens have only through
Satqrday to qualify to vote in 1965 elections.

And poll tax sales are lagging in Eastland County.
The Chamber of Commerce office is offering a public
service in announcing its intention of remaining open
Saturday — but that’s no reason to wait. Get ’em
today. And remember too, that mailed applications
must be in the hunds of the tax office before the dead-
line—post marks do not count.

It’s every person’s own business whether he wants
to equip himself to vote this year, but we would at
least remind the public that the term “off-election” year
is somewhat deceptive. And at no other time have East-
land Countians had more reason to be qualified voters,
what with the EC-65 program now in progress. We
have no idea what we may be called on to do in the
future to help our county expand industrially, and some
sort of election might be necessary. You'd want to be
prepared to voice your vote.

And too, there’s a vacancy in our 91st District
Court which may at some time in the future require the
casting of a ballot by a qualified voter.

In Cisco, a city election is certain in April, when two
members of the Cily Commission and a Mayor will be
chosen for three-year terms. There’ll be a school board
election with three posts to be voted on.

And what about local option? One never knows
and it’s best to be prepared to vote — regardless ot your
convictions.

Through Thursday morning there had been 450
poll tax receipts issued by the CofC office.

Beyond that, it cannot be predicted in January
what other elections will arise before the year is out.

There already are strong signs that there will be a
state constitutional election as a result of the legislative
session now underway.

For example, Gov. John Connally Monday told the
State Democratic Executive Committee he hopes Texans
will nave the opportunity to vote again this year on a
1constitutional amendment to repeal the poll tax. Con-
nally urged the committee members to support an all-
out drive for poll tax payments this week in anticipation
of such an election,

Locally, elections could be called during 1965 on
which citizens would want to vote. These could include
bond issues or, conceivably, a wet-dry election. We'say
simply these are possibilities, without having any fore-
knowledge that such proposals are in the making.

For whatever eventuality may come, citizens will
want to be qualified to vote.

Iroqic as it might be — remember you’ll need a poll
tax receipt to vote for the repeal of the poll tax.

ABOARD THE LURLINE
EDITOR:

We sailed from the Port of
Los Angeles last
afternoon, and are now on a
fifteen degree course south of
west 975 miles from Los An-
geles.

Our passage reservation
stated we would sail at 4:00
o'clock, and this we did right
to the minute. All lines
were cast off on time and
the harbor tugs took over
their job of turning us
around in the channel toward
the harbor entrance. Sailing
time is exciting for a passen-
ger ship for there were thou-
sands of friends and relatives
on hand to see the passengers
These folks go aboard

At 3:30 o’clock a blast of the
ship’s whistle told them it
was time to go ashore. They
then lined the pier and car-
iried on loud but friendly con-
versations until the Lurline
pulled away from the dock.

| At sailing time hundreds of

colored paper streamers are
thrown from passengers on
the ship to those waiting on
shore. Perhaps my colored
slides will turn out good.
Dozens of small craft escort-
ed us down the channel while
a few larger boats accom-
panied us to the open sea
where final good byes were
said. As the ship picked-up
speed we realized the main-
land was behind us, and 2,240
miles ahead lay Hawaii. By
the way, the ocean depth at
our present olcation is 13,800
feet.

Twenty one years ago I
sailed from the same port.
The Port of Los Angeles doed
a tremendous shipping busi-
ness today, and does not in
any way reemble the Port
of San Pedro in 1944. The sea
gulls are still here but no
landmarks of 1944 remain to-
day. The Navy had ordered’
me from Virginia to . San
Francisco for transportation
to strange places such as
“RREY? DOTI :and. < UCIP."
In their order these wartime)|
code designations were Pearl|
Harbor, Manus in the Admir-
alty Islands and Manila.

Near San Francisco at Liver-!

more two large boxes of
equipment were issued to me
with instructions to ‘keep

them with me at all times.””,

This certainly simplified
things because 1 was already
Jloaded with my personal foot

locker and Uniform-pak. Or-!

ders came to the Plaza Hotel
where I was quartered to pro-
ceed to Los Angeles for over-
seas transportation via ship.
No mention was made that a
pick-up would be made for
my gear . . . and there I was
in a San Francisco hotel with
all that Navy stuff. With the
help of a friendly taxi driver
we managed to load all these
things in his cab destined for

the Southern Pacific station. |
On arrival in Los Angeles the |

same problem of too much
gear or too little of me still
existed. This problem was
solved when the fellows at the

San Pedro fire station carried |

these boxes and my footlock-
er from the train to their fire
station where things were
stored until sailing time later.

‘After two days at the Long
Beach Naval Station we were
again on our way. I shall
always be grateful to the
same firemen in San Pedro
because they sent all my be-

' longings to the ship in a fire

truck, otherwise I might have
spent the rest of the war in
San Pedro gefting the gear
aboard. My ship then
the Christopher L. Sholes, a
tanker destined to Pearl Har-
bor with a load of aviation
gasoline.
