Mrs. M. A. Fergusen
Outlines Platform
Which She Stands

AUSTIN, March 17—For-
mer Governor Miriam A.
(Ma) Ferguson today had is-
sued a platform calling for
complete regulation of oil
supply and the price charged
for gasoline at filling stat-
ions.

The ‘“oil plank” of the plat-
porm on which she seeks the
governor’s office is in two
paragraphs. The first calls
for prevention of both physi-
cal and economical waste in
production of oil, and a “fair
division of the price”  bet-
and retail

buyers.

A second paragraph declar-
es that as supervision is nces-
sary to prevent the waste,

it is but fair that the retail
buyers should receive part of
the profits of those who sell
either through a graduate tax
or through proration laws.

Former Governor James HE.
(Pa) Ferguson, when asked
by the United Press for clari-
fication of the plank, said:

“If the State is to be put to
the expense of maintaining
either military or civil forces
to* control production, thus
benefiting the producers, it
is only fair that it have the
right also to regulate the re-
tailing of the products for the
benefit of the consumers, or
that there be a tax sufficient-
ly high to cover all expenses
to which the state is put in
regulation.”

Ten Plank Platform

Mrs. Ferguson divides her
platform into ten general
planks. They deal with the
division of the tax receipts,
appropriations for

and busses, the state highway
commission, exemptions and
extending of taxes, reducing
of interest charge, combining
State departments, prison
system conduct, amending
the election law and conser-
vation of gas and oil.

Mrs. Ferguson would have
the gas tax divided equally
between qublic schools, the
State highway department
and the State ad valorem
general revenue fund. She
would remove the ad valor-
em tax entirely from homes,
farms and ranches.

Election of a State high-
way commission is favored,
the issuance of bonds by the
State for' highway purposes
is opposed and the substitu-
tion of hand labor for mach-
inery on public highways,
where possible, is recommen-
ded.

Would Regulate Trucks

Among her other planks,
are the following:

“I am in favor of such re-
gulation of trucks and busses
as will prevent the destruc-
tion of our roads and insure
the safety of life and limb of
the traveling public.

“I urge the equity of re-
demption law favored by me
in the last campaign giving
owners of real estate two
years in which to redeem
same after foreclosure. Fore-
closures on homes are becom-
ing inhuman and there ought
to be some relief.

“T am in favor of the con-
stitutional amendment ex-
empting from all taxes the
homestead to the amount of
$3,000.

“I also favor taxing only
the owner’s equity in real es-
tate and favor taxing the
vendor’s lien notes against

public
schools, regulation: of trucks

the real estate for the bal-
ance.

“I favor extending time for
payment of taxes accuring
before Jan. 1, 1932, for two
years, and remitting of inter-
est, costs and penalty if paid
in two years from that date.

Would Reduce Interest

“I favor reducing all inter-
est charges to 6 per cent and
making all notes uncollect-
ible by law that have not been
rendered for taxation.

“I favor combining and co-
ordinating wherever possible
different departments of gov-
ernment. I would combine
the duties of tax assessor,
collector and county treasur-
er all in one office and save
alone $700,000 a year to tax-
payers. Enough to educate
4,000 children every year.

“To insure the purity of the
ballot box I would require
that every clerk or election
officer who calls the ballot
shall sign his name to each
ballot called by him.”

Federal Tribunal
Orders Hotels Sold

The Laguna hotel, Cisco’s
newest and largest hostelry,
is temporarily closed to busi-
ness. By the foreclosure of
a lien on the property the
American National Insurance
company, of Houston, took
charge through accredited
representatives in proceed-
ings filed in the federal court
at Abilene on Wednesday of
this week.

Obligations totaling $177,-
000 are. said to be held
against the Laguna and its
furnishings. The Laguna
was erected about four years
ago by the Cisco Hotel com-
pany. Ownership in the
property is understood to be
widely scattered over Texas,
titles being held by several
prominent persons in busi-
ness and political circles. W.
A. Myrick, is given in the le-
gal documents as the person-
al representative of the own-
ers.

At the same time that di-
rect action was taken against
the Laguna a similar bank-
rupt petition was filed in the
Abilene court against the
Settles hotel, of Big Spring.
Meetings of the creditors of
the two hotels were conduct-
ed by D. M. Oldham, Jr., re-
feree in bankruptcy.

Date of the sale of the two
hotels with their furnishings
was set for March 30. It is
alleged in the hearing before
the referee that claims
amounting to $604,250 are
held against the Settles ho-
tel. The Settles hotel was
opened two years ago amnd
i cost new $700,000, according
to the builders.

Just how long these hotels
will remain closed to the pub-
lic depends upon the results
of the sale of two weeks
hence, as both institutions
will undoubtedly be reopened
for the tourist trade this next
summer and fall. They will
remain closed probably thirty
days, which will allow suf-
ficient time for the sales and
a re-organization of their re-
spective managements.

C. A. LOTIEF NOW OUT
MEETING THE VOTERS

Hon. Cecil A. Lotief, of
Crossplains, candidate for
flotorial representative from
Eastland and Callahan coun-
ties, was a visitor in Cisco on
Tuesday of this ‘week. He
said that from this time on
until the primaries in July he
expected to make a close
canvass of the district, meet-
ing and talking with practi-
cally every voter.

Local Refunding
Bonds are Issued

Austin, March 12—The at-
torney general’s department
today announced approval
has been granted for issuance
of an Eastland county road
refunding bond issue amount-
ing to $150,000.

Abilene refunding bonds
of $120,000 were also ap-
proved.

The $150,000 in refunding
road bonds approved by the
February term of the commis-
sioner’s court to refund the
county roads for 1932 and
1933.

The bonds will be payable
in the amount of $50,000 a
year for the years 1934, 1935
and 1936 and will bear 5%
per cent interest as did the
original road bonds.

rett said Saturday that $312,
000 in road bonds would fall
due in 1932 and 1933, leaving
$162,000 to be supplied from
current levies.

The action was found ne-
cessary because of decreased
revenues of the county and it
would have been necessary to
levy a higher tax in the coun-
ty to pay the bonds. TUnder
the present plan a reduction
of 15 to 25 cents in the tax
rate will be impossible.

In speaking of county fin-
ances Judge Garrett said that
the county had never default-
ed in the payment of bonds,
though in 1921 payment was
delayed because of the clos-
ing of the Texas State bank
of HEastland. The county
lost no money by the closing
of the bank, the judge pointed
'out, as the $260,000 on depos-
it was protected by the $285,
000 in securities and when
sold the difference in the pre-
sent price of the securities
would not be enough to cause
any loss on the deposit. Half
of this money has been secur-
ed by the county and the bal-
ance will be available with-
in two or three weeks.

Letter to Depositors

Notice to the depositors of
the Cisco Banking Company,
reciting the incidents con-
nected with the closing of
the institution last fall, to-
gether with the efforts made
to obtain national and State
charters, both of which ap-
plications have thus far fail-
ed, also stating in detail other
business  operations of the
banking company having in
view the early re-opening of
the bank and, finally, the de-
cision to elect a trustee to
take over the bank’s affairs
and make payments to the
depositors, was mailed Wed-
nesday of this week through
the Cisco postoffice.

The stockholders have
agreed to transfer their hold-
ings to the trustee, who has
undertaken to raise funds
from the sales of the indivi-
dual interests and apply same
to the discharge of the bank’s
liabilities “until each deposi-
tor receives his money in
full,” as stated in the notice.

East Texas Tomato
Crop Larger Than
Last Year, is Said

Barring another freeze, to-
mato growers of Hast Texas
will. have larger and, very
likely better, crops than last
year, according to a news re-
port in the San Augustine
Tribune as follows:

“From reports of tomato
growers, the past week of
cold weather up to and in-
cluding last Sunday has kill-
ed practically all the toma-
toes in the San Augustine
territory. Some growers re-
port a third or fourth of their
plants, saved, but there was
not enough saved to call a
commercial crop. However,
every grower who has report-
ed on tomatoes is planning to
plant seed over. Quite a few
have the seed planted already
Some have asked the ques-
tion, what are the growers
doing about the tomatoes?
The answer without an ex-
ception is that they have al-
ready planted over, or are
preparing to plant over, SO
no one need fear that San
Augustine will not have more
tomatoes than last year.

“From reports on tomatoes
in the main tomato section
of Cherokee, Smith, and An-
derson counties, they suffer-
ed practically 100 per cent
loss also and will do just as
our growers are doing, plant
over. The tomato deal will
be just as it would have been
had we not had the freeze ex-
cept that it will be ten days
or two weeks late.”

Can you
get telegrams from pro-
minent citizens in every
congressional district to
respective representati- -
ves, urging their hearty
support as above? Time
is short and this vital.
Answer.”

The contents of this wire
indicates that there has been
considerable trading in
Washington and we will have
to take the manufacturers’
tax, which is a sales tax on!
magst of fhe commodities you
will buy,,in order-to get the
excise tax on oil. This is
frequently necessary in legis-
lative matters and if you feel
still favorably inclined-‘to the
excise tax, will you comply
to the request in Mr. Frank-
lin’s wire at once? We sug-
gest that you do it by wire
as time is short.

The oil excise tax is in the
revenue bill now before con-
gress and a strenuous fight is
being made on both sides.

One of the difficulties is
that there is a manufactur-
ers’ sales tax in the bill,
which affects a number of
industries. These lines of bu-
siness are naturally opposed
to the entire revenue meas-
ure. It is the same old story
of desiring the government
to levy its tax on someone
else.

Out of the turmoil is grave
danger of causing defeat of
the oil tax, which we have
fought for through three ses-
sions of congress.

As near as we can ascer-
tain, the oil industry of Tex-
as is willing to accept the
manufacturers’ tax in order
to get the oil tax. In fact,
it is the only way we will get
such a tax. '

If you agree with this po-
sition, please wire your re-
presentative and senator in
Texas that this is your con-
ception on the Texas view-

point and the desires of Tex-
as people.

President Parten prepared
a statement after the ways
and means committee had vo-
ted favorably on the bill, and
we are pleased to enclose a
copy of that statement for
your information and such
use as you may desire to
make of it.

0il Import Tax

Last Saturday the ways and
means committee of congress
reported favorably an import
tax on crude oil, fuel oil and
gasoline at the rate of 1 cent
per gallon, or the equivalent
of 42 cents per barrel.

The committee pointed out
that this duty should yield
$60,000,000 per annum in re-
venue.

This favorable report
should be largely accredited
to the diligent and uncom-
promising efforts of the In-
dependent Petroleum ' Asso-
ciation of America, now un-
der the leadership of the
Honorable Wirt Franklin,
president, of Tulsa, Oklaho-
ma. The association has re-
ported an import tax levy on
foreign oils before congress
for the past four years.

The emergency demanding
the levy was: (1) The need
'bf additional revenue to bal-
ance the national budget;
and (2) the apparent need
of protection for the compe-
titive element in American
oil production against the
cheapness of an untaxed for-
eign oil production.

The facts underlying and
justifying the levy may be
best had by consulting the
ways and means committee
report of the public hearing
on the question at Washing-
ton, January 27, 1932. The
following are some of the
facts that were derived from
testimony adduced at that
hearing:

(1) The recent report of
the United States tariff com-
mission shows that Venezuela
(South America) crude oil
can be laid down at Atlantic
seacoast points at a cost of
$1.03 per barrel less than
Mid-Continent (Southwest
United States) oil.

(2) In 1930 oil imports,
duty free, into the TUnited
States aggregated 100,000,000
barrels. In the same year
United States domestic pro-
duction was curtailed 109,-
000,000 barrels in an effort to
balance supply with demand.
In 1931 United States dom-
estic production was curtail-
ed some more to make place
for 85,000,000 barrels of du-

States and there has been no
over-production in thirteen
years. Statistics show that
for this period our consump-
tion of oil has outweighted
our production of oil. That
there was no over-production
in 1930 is indicated by the
fact that the United States
withdrew from oil stocks ov-
er 23,000,000 barrels of oil to
supply the demand in the
United States, in addition to
imports that year. Again,
stored oil stocks declined in
the year 1931.

(5) 1In 52 typical cities of
the United States the average
price of gasoline at the fill-
ing station in February, 1926
was 18.09 cents per gallon,
exclusive of tax. At the same
time the average price of
crude oil of 36 gravity was
$2.04 per barrel. In Febru-
ary, 1929, the average price
of the same crude oil had
dropped 84 cents per barrel
to $1.20 and the average price
of gasoline in the same cities
had actuall increased to 18.39
cents per gallon. In other
words, the reduction in the
price of oil of 84 cent per bar-
rel was followed by a rise in
the price of gasoline. Neither
is lubricating oil, the other
product in which motorists
are interested, affected by the
price of crude. In 1926,
when crude oil was worth
$2.04 per barrel the motorists
paid 25 cents or 30 cents per
quart for his lubricating oil.
Today, when the price of the
same crude is 77 cents, he
still pays the same 25 cents
or 30 cents per quart for lu-
bricating oil.

(6) In the United States
there are approximately 300,
000 wlells which produce an
average of one and one half
barrels per day each by pum-
ping. 'In the aggregate those
wells produce 500,000 barrels
of oil per day, day in and day
out. As a matter of fact,
those wells are the backbone
of the petroleum industry in
the United States, but be-
cause of the low prices for
the product during the last
three years, thousands of
those wells have been aban-
doned and plugged and lost
forever.

(7) The oil men of the
United States are divided on
the question of the levy of
an import tax of any kind.
They are divided into two
groups: the importers of oil
are against the levy, and the
non-importers of oil are in
favor of the levy.

The proponents of the levy
advocated an 84c per barrel
import tax in view of more

ty free foreign oil.

(3) Under curtailment of
United States production |
above stated, nevertheless the!

(4) There is no over-pro-

duction of oil in the United

nearly compensating for the
$1.03 per barrel differential
reported by the tariff com-
mission as being in favor of
South American.oil product-
ion. It is thought, however,
that the 42 cents per barrel
rate will lend less discourage-
ment to importation and
serve more certainly to yield

This 42 cents per
barrel tax should serve effec-
tively, in some degree, to bal-
ance the cost of United States
production against foreign
oil production, and should
prove a gigantic benefit to
all of the oil producing states.
It should not serve to in-
crease the price of refined
oils to the consumer. It
should greatly increase the
the purchasing power of the
oil producing states west of
the Mississippi river, which,
the report shows to be popu-
lated by 22,000,000 people,
who are directly or indirectly
dependent upon the general
prosperity of the oil industry.
The people of these states are
primarily consumers of
manufactured goods of the
other states of the nation.
Their increased purchasing
power that would result from
this import duty should serve
as a great impetus to con-
sumption of goods brought
from other states of the na-
tion, thus giving a potent
national benefit. The import
duty should save the life of
many thousands of stripper
wells in the oil producing
states that are now on the
verge of abandonment, and
to that end aid conservation
of the natural resources of
the nation.

It would therefore appear
that all citizens of the South-
western states interested in
this measure should, without
delay, urge their congress-
men to lend their support to
the passage of this import
duty.

ag before, The average muffin is about
2% inches in diameter and 13 inches
high, with straight sides and slightly
rounded’ top, free from knob or peak.
';‘he crust is tender, crisp, a golden
brown all over and slightly pebbled,
rather than a smooth, even surface.
The inside texture shows small holes
of about the same size and evenly dis-
tributed throughout the product with
no tendency to tunnels. You can make
good muffins with self-rising flour.

Order of Work for Making Plain’

Muffins.
1. Assemble ingredients and uten-

- slls needed; oil muffin tins.

2. Light oven, obtain moderate tem-
perature (400-425 degrees F.).

3. Combine ingredients:

a. Sift In a bowl the self-rising
flour and sugar.

RULES FOR GOVERN-
MENT CROP LOANS

The regulations governing
crop productional loans in
1932, to be made by the secre-
tary of Agriculture under the
Reconstruction Finance Cor-
poration appropriation of
$50,000,000 are in part as fol-
lows:—

Amount.—Not over $400 to
any one farm, over $1,600 to
tenants of any one landown-
er (unless he farms in 2 or

more counties. /

Interest Rate.—5 and one-
half per cent. :

Cotton and Tobacco Acre-
ages.—If the borrower plant-
ed more than ten acres of cot-
ton or more than three acres
of tobacco last year, he must
cut-each crop 35 per cent.

Fertilizer Loans.—$6 per
acre maximum on farm crops
—except for truck and pota-
‘toes (sweet and Irish) $20
per acre, and for tobacco $10
per acre. Fruit growers may
borrow $25 per acre for fer-
tilize and spraying materials.

No loans for new Farmers.
—Loans will not be made to
persons who did not farm in
1931, nor to minors.

Loans only for Crop Mak-
ing.—Money may not be used
ifor the purchase of livestock,
| feed for livestock other than
lwork stock, the purchase of
,machinery, or the payment of
'taxes, debts, or interest on

debts. Loans may be pay-

able in installments.

Security for Loans.—A
first mortage on the crop to
be produced in 1932, the mor-
tage maturing November 30.
The borrower must have gar-
den, grow feed crops, and use
farm methods approved by
the county agents.

County Advisory Commit-
tees to Handle Matter.—Co-
unty seed loan advisory com-
mittees are to be set up in
each county to make recom-
mendation to the secretary of
agriculture with reference to
the individual applicant. For
further information see your
county farm agent or agri-
cultural teacher.— Progres-
sive Farmer.

$2,000,000 ECONOMY
PROGRAM FOR KANS.

Topeka, Kans., March 16—
A $2,000,000 economy pro-
gram for the state of Kan-
sas during the next fiscal
year under which Governor
Harry H. Woodring will ac-
cept a 10 per cent salary cut,
was announced today by the
chief executive.

Calling for a 25 per cent
slash in expenditures under
legislative appropriations,

PORT ARTHUR CUTS
CITY PAY $10,000

Port Arthur, March 16—
Salary and personal reduc-
