The Vesicular Stomatitis virus outbreak began in New Mexico earlier this summer, where
livestock on 1127 premises now are under quarantine. Arizona has one case, and Colorado has four premises
quarantined, all due to infection in horses.

“With a laboratory confirmed case in Texas, many other states will add extra health restrictions on livestock
from Texas.” said Dr. Max Coats, state epidemiologist for the TAHC, the state’s livestock health regulatory agency.
“Most states will require a certificate of veterinary inspection (health paper) for the animal, with a written statement
from the veterinarian that the animal haven’t been exposed to Vesicular Stomatitis, or been on or within 10 miles
of an infected premise within the past 30 days.

For several weeks, TAHC inspectors have been working at inspection sites on roads in West Texas to check
incoming livestock and health papers and are assisting show, fair, and rodeo officials with livestock inspection.

Vesicular Stomatitis can af-
fect horses, cattle, sheep, goats,
and deer, causing blisters in and
around the animals’ mouths, on
their tongues, hooves, and teats.
When the blisters break, large sec-
tions of skin slough, leaving painful
open lesions. The animals become
lave and unable to eat or drink until
healing begins. Infection lasts
about two weeks, and affected
animals usually display symptoms
two to eight days after exposure.
To prevent the spread of infection,
affected livestock must remain
under quarantine until 30 days
after their last lesion has healed.

“The infected horse in Fisher
County apparently was exposed to
the virus at an out-of-state event by
an infected and contagious horse
that was not yet showing
symptoms,” aid Dr. Coats. “The
infected horse in Texas, as well as
two other horses exposed to the
infected horse have been held in
isolation and under veterinary care

for the past two weeks.

ow many times have you scen the wife of the United States President o television or read about her in various

leﬂimlim? Her appearances are takea for granted, but obviously, it wasn’t always that way.

In her book, First Ladies, author, Betty Boyd Caroli has related “an intimate look at how 36 womena (from
Martha Washington to Nancy Reagan) handled what may be the most demanding, unpaid, unclected job in
America.” She interestingly conveys the story of how the role of our nation’s First Lady evolved from only a
ceremonial situation to prominence as a public world figure.

As Martha Washington stepped ashore in Manhattan that May morning in 1789 with her husband, there was

still uncertainty

surrounding
included the first public role for a presidential spouse.
George was the one who hired the houschold staff and even selected guest lists for social functions of which

there were few. Martha, content to play the hostess role was never requested to do more. Custom required that
a gracious lady, regardless of her husband’s title, return all calls of women who left calling cards (there was profuse
curiosity concerning the First Family), so Mrs. Washington resolved to return each visit within three days. She
displayed a character of meckness, and never involved herself in political debates of the day.

Martha’s successor, Abigail Adams, with a sharp tongue and strong views, was quite opposite. Accused of
playing politics, she stepped beyond the proper bounds for women. Her husband, John discussed many important
problems with her. When some, in favor of opinionated women, desired the President’s approval, they occasionally

went to his wife first.

Even though a few of the First Ladies were outspoken through the ecarly nineteenth century, most lived a
domestic role. Some of them made themselves nearly invisible in Washington, pleading poor health and often
sending substitutes to preside over social gatherings.

A busy highway can be a
dangerous place to take a walk. In
fact, it would be suicidal to stroll
down the fast lane of a freeway at 6
p.m. on any Friday. I would not be
so foolish as to get my exercise in
that manner, because I have a heal-
thy fear of fast-moving
automobiles. But as long as I don’t
behave ridiculously, I have no
cause for alarm.

I want my child to view me
with the same healthy regard. As
long as he does not choose to chal-
lenge me, openly and willfully, he
lives in total safety. He need not
duck and flinch when I suddenly
scratch my eyebrow. He should
have no fear that I will ridicule him
or treat him unkindly. He can enjoy
complete security and safety--until
he chooses to defy me. Then he’ll
have to face the consequences.

Q. Is retention in the same
grade advisable for any child,
other than the late bloomer? How
about the slow learner?

A. There are some students
who profit from a second year in
the same grade level. The best
guideline regarding failure to
promote is this: retain the child for
whom something will be different
next year. A child who is sick for
seven months in one academic year
might profit from another run-
through when he is healthy. And
again, the late bloomer should be
held back in kindergarten (or the
first grade at the latest) to place
him with youngsters of comparable
development.

For the slow learner, how-
ever, nothing will be changed. If he
was failing the fourth grade in June,
he will continue to fail the fourth
grade in September. Itis not often
realized that the curricular content
of each grade level is very similar to
the year before and the year after.
The same concepts are taught year
after year, the students in each
grade are taken a little farther, but
much of the time is spent in review.

The arithmetical methods of
addition and subtraction, for ex-
ample, are taught in the primary
years, but considerable work is
done on these tasks in the sixth

posure to easier concepts. He will
not do better the second time
around! Nor is there much magic
in summer school. Some parents
hope that a six-week program in
July and August will accomplish
'what 'was ‘impossible: in the 10 -
months between September and
June. They are often disappointed.

Q. There are times when it is
obvious that my son is trying to
provoke my anger, just for the fun
of it. Why would he want to upset
me when he knows I love him?

A. It may be the result of a
power play between him and you.
Indeed, there are times when I
think children understand this
struggle for control even better
than their parents, who are bogged
down with adult responsibilities
and worries. That is why so many
kids are able to win the contest of
wills; they devote their primary ef-
fort to the game, while we grown-
ups play only when we must.

Parents Can Get Children Back Into Routine

'lwh‘l'x - For childrea the difference between summer vacation and school days is like comparing Texas
and Hawaii, an ocean of difference and several time zones. About this time of ycar, parents are attempting
to get their school-aged child back on a regular routine after two and a half months of staying up, sleeping late,

Constance J. Fournier, Ph.D., a psychologist in the Scott & White Division of Child and Adolescent Meatal
Health, advises pareats to plan ahead by establishing routines, staging a practice run-through before school starts
and keeping the lines of communication open between children and teachers. Dr. Fournier is also assistant
professor with the Texas A&M University Health Science Center College of Medicine.

“Parents have to help their children adjust; parents have to move their children’s schedule back a few time
zones to get their systems ready for school time,” she said. To get youngsters back on track, Dr. Fournier advises
parents to plan ahead. First, about a week or two before school starts, parents should start encouraging their
children to adjust to the schedule change by setting firm times for bedtime schedules and routines. “The more
children are on a schedule, the better off they are,” she said. “Setting a regular routine before school starts help

What time should a child go to bed? “That depends on the child’s age and the child’s individual needs. The
parent is the best judge,” Dr. Fournier said. “If you have any doubts about how much sleep your child needs, talk

Every youngster has a repertoire of stalling tactics to push bedtime: A drink of water, one more story, an
interesting television show. Be fir on weekdays and flexible on the weekends, said Dr. Fournier. Thanks to the
miracle of video recorders, a child’ favorite show can be taped and viewed at another time.

Two to three days before the first day of school, have a practice morning. “Doing this a few days before gives
you time to work out whatever kinks appear in the system.

This dry run should also include time schedules: What time does the bus or car pool come? What time must
a child leave home to walk to school? What route is the best way to walk to school? What time does school begin?

The practice sessions should also include setting aside a special place to organize books and papers the night
before. “Getting all this organized the night before climinates the last-minute shuffle in the morning as the school

Parents and children need to renegotiate routines cach year. What worked last year may be obsolete this
year. “For example, routines change as a child gets older. Older students or teenagers may want to spend more
time in front of a mirror for such activities as fixing their hair. This becomes important at certain ages. So, make
sure the child wakes up a few minutes carlier to allow extra time before the mirror,” she said.

Dr. Fournier also advises parents to arrange a visit to the school before the start of the school year. This is

especially beneficial for kindergartners or first graders heading to school for the first time, or whea children are
transferring to new schools. “If possible, arrange a visit with school officials so that your child can learn where the
classrooms, play yards, and cafeteria are and, especially important, know where the lavatories an water fountains

are,” she said.
Building a team with the teacher

Dr. Fournier, a former school teacher, encourages parents to meet carly in the year with the child’s teacher.
“Parentsnsuallymectthcteachcronthcﬁmdyofschod,blnthafsmcnrmdthucday,”shcnld. Instead,
parents should arrange to meet or telephone the teacher during conference period, when the teacher is free for

phone calls or a visit.

What message does all this
parent involvement give to the
child?

“This shows the child that
parents value education and how
important itis. A parent’s involve-
ment in school lays a foundation
and the understanding that ‘We as
a family place a value on education.
Your teacher and we are a team to
help you, but it is your job to learn.
We're going to help you as best we

can.

Even if parents are divorced,
they must work together for the
good of the child. “Studies have
shown that children of divorce ad-
just better when their parents can
communicate about the children.
That means that the custodial
parent must keep the other in-
formed about the child’s activities,
programs, meetings, and other
child understand that both parents,
even though they are divorced, are
involved and interested.”

Study time for everyone

All family routines must in-
clude time for homework or study
after school, Dr. Fournier said.
“Parents must gauge this according
to their child’s needs,” she said.

No matter when, study time
should include no television or
phone calls and a well-lighted place
to study. Study time should apply
to everyone. “This means a time
for all family members. Mom and
dad can read, and younger children
may engage in a quiet activity such
as coloring or working puzzles.

Everyone
benefits from the study break. By
that parents value this time.”

Television should not rule
and ruin the family routine. “In-
stead, encourage your child to read
more. More reading means a bet-
ter school student.”

When to get additional help

At the beginning of school
children can experience anxiety
and a feeling of loss mixed with
excitement. “It’s not unusual for

beginning a new school,” she said.
Coupled with this are the tradition-
al rituals of buying ne clothes,
checking with other schoolmates to
“find out what everyone is wear-
ing.” This is all part of growing up,
she added.

However, if a child is having
difficulty adjusting to the newness,
has trouble sleeping, appears
anxious, cries too much or is having
other adjustment problems, Dr.
Fournier advised parents to talk to
their child’s physician. “There may
be some other issues that are affect-
The child’s doctor may refer the
child to a mental health profes-
sional for evaluation,” she said.

Likewise, the agreement for

“The fair-notice requirement
is not necessary if the landowner
can prove the hunter had actual
notice or knowledge of the

provision,” says Fambrough.

There are 52 million dogs, and 55 million cats in peoples homes in this country. Some 4 million people
experience a dog or cat related health problem in a typical year, although not all of these people suffer bites. The
problems amounts to $300 million a year. So, there are
many of us at risk and the risk is significant from the perspective of both the cost to socicty and the impact on us

cost of treating people for these dog and cat related health
as individuals.

Lets look at the potential consequences to us of the bites of these animals. Dog bites occur more frequently
to males, and most frequently involve the extremities, except in children who tend to be bitten more frequently
aboutthehee. The victims of cat bites are more frequently women and usually it is a young cat or a kitten that
docs the biting or scratching. Eighty to ninety percent of the bites that occur are serious enough to require medical
