He was 
further informed that the Highway 
Department would send an engineer 
to meet with the various county 
commissioners along the route of 
Highway 18 where gaps are to be 
closed.

Mr. Reeves was accompanied by 
Sam Braswell representing the local 
Chamber of Commerce. Representa­
tives from Perryton. Pam pa and Tur­
key were present In Austin at the 
hearing. Senator Clint Small made 
the final plea for the highway work 
to he completed when he appeared 
before the Department, Mr. Beeves 
stated. (

Donley county commissioners are 
meeting this afternoon to adopt res­
olutions and use every means pos­
sible to get the work started as soon 
as possible.

C)NCRETE failures can be avoid* 
ed by following a few basic rules 

In mixing and laying which elimi­
nate the causes tor dusting, flaking 
and cracking. (

Concrete mixed with clay, loam 
or other so-called impurities, or pre­
pared with sand in excess proportion 
to the cement, will Inevitably (ail to 
give lasting, satisfactory service.

The Ingredient! must be stirred 
thoroughly and the mixture poured 
before setting begins.

Pour concrete only during period* 
when moderate to warm tempera­
tures may be expected. Freezing ot 
soft mixture will result In Imper­
fect setting.

Do not allow concrete to dry out 
before chemical action of setting has 
occurred.

When dusting or chipping results, 
treat surface with a hardening fluid 
prepared by dissolving three pounds 
of zinc sulfate crystals in one gallon 
of water. Saturate entire area with 
the solution and. allow to dry thor­
oughly. Under all but exceptional 
conditions, this treatment will check 
dusting making further correction 
unnecessary.

Liquid wax Is also useful In check­
ing surface failures Work the wax 
in well, allow to dry, then rub 
flrmly.

If dusting or chipping continues 
ascertain by hard brushing or pick­
ing if failure is more than surface 
d e e p . If so, no hardener will suffice. 
Entire wall or floor must be replaced 
to correct trouble.

QUES. Can paint mixed on the job 
from paste pigment and linseed oil 
be used effectively in a spraying 
machine? a

ANS. Red and white lead paints 
mixed on the Job from the paste pig­
ments are widely used for spray ap­
plication. .

Prepare the paint according to 
standard volume formulas for the 
surface In question, then add addi­
tional turpentine until paint sprays 
freely. Generally one extra quart of 
turpentine per gallon will suffice.

During the long period of drought in the Southern Great Plains which brought the black blizzards 
and dust storms, food and shelter for wildlife was reduced to such an extent that some species almost dis- 
appeared from the Plains. Within recent years the ever-increasing: use of soil conservation practices has 
been o f great benefit in increasing valuable wildlife. Lack of vegetation around stock watering ponds 
(upper left) prevents use by wildlife, while development to encourage wildlife (upper right) results in 
production of ducks and other valuable species. Plants along the banks also reduce wave-cutting and 
catch silt.

Don’t Transplant Rio Grande Perch

One of the reasons why the Mate 
Game Department iiiukcs no effort 
to slock tile waters of Texas with the 
huge Itio Grande perch wus demon­
strated during the severe cold spell 
which hit the Valley. The perch died 
by the thousands. They cunnot stand 
a water temperature lower than 50 
degrees They are a tropical fish be­
longing to the cichlidae family.

Another reason the Game Depart­
ment does not encourage the spread 
of Itio Grande perch are that they 
are so prolific and such voracious 
feeders that they compete with b.tss 
and few lakes or streams can support 
many buss after the Itio Grundc 
perch move in.

Among the hardy trees which muy 
lie used for windbreak plantings in 
tile plains region of Texas are green 
ash, parsifoliu Chinese elm, Chinese 
elm, Chinese jujube, desert willow, 
vitex, and salt cedar.
