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MARVIN JONES IS APPOINTED
TO U.S. COURT OF CLAIMS

WILL CONTINUE 'TO SERVE
UNTIL END OF CURRENT
SESSION OF HOUSE

Rumors of Cong. Marvin Jones’ ap-
pointment to a judgeship for several
months became a reality Tuesday.
President Roosevelt appointed Jones
to the U. S. Court of Claims Tues-
day. The salary is 812,000 a year and
a life-time job. He will accept.

Jones began his political life when
he defeated John H. Stephens for his
present position in 1916, He-became
chairman of the Agricultural Com-
mittee in 1931 after'being a member
of that committee since 1920,

Mr. Jones has announced that he
will serve out the present session.
He will be succeeded as Chairman
of the Agricultural Committee by
Cong. Hampton P. Fulmer, democrat,
South Carolina according to senior-
ity rule.

Prospective candidates to succeed
Jones are Deskins Wells, newspaper
man of Wellington; Louis Goodrich,
former district attorney of Sham-
rock; Mayor Ross Rogers of Ama-
rillo; E. T, “Dusty” Miller, Amarillo
eriminal lawyer and several others.
The position pays $10,000 a year.

Jones has been a strong man in
the New Deal administration, a per-
sonal friend and adviser of the
President, and always got what he
asked for if within the power of na-
tional leaders in political life.

That is an example of the stories
going the rounds about the new horn
fly trap designed by W. G. Bruce of
USDA Bureau of Entomology
and Plant Quarantine, and tested ex-
perimentally on several Texas ranch-

The trap resembles: a carnival
“crazy house” and is placed where
cattle must pass through it on their
way to water and in similar loca-
tions.

Weighted flaps knoek off the flies
and traps—placed to take advantage
of the insect’s habit of flying to the
side when disturbed -catch them,

There has been no difficully in
familiarizing livestock with the trap.
Once the flies become annoying, the |
cattle soon learn to make for the
trap. ‘
