A—The law requires you dim
your headlights when approach-
ing within 500 feet of oncoming

vehicles, A courteous, defensive
driver will dim before this,

Q—Does the law require you
to dim your headlights when fol-
llowlnz another vehicle at night?

A—The law requires that you
dim your headlights when fol-
lowing a vehicle within 200 feet
at night. This does not apply
when you are in the act of over-
taking and passing.

Q—When and on what type ve-
Lh)cles does the law require safety
flaps or guards (commonly re-
"ferred to as mud flaps)?
r«A—Every truck, road tractor,
truck tractor in combination with
a semi-trailer and trailer having

Chemicals - And Machinery —
The use of both chemicals and
machinery by Texas cotton grow-
ers continue to increase, Fred

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that without the electoral votes
of the midwestern farm states,
Richard M, Nixon would not be
President. Although Texas failed
to award Nixon its electoral
votes, the Panhandle area did al-
most solidly support him.

The letter is headed NIXON'S
NO. 2 PROBLEM — LOW FARM
PRICES and continues:

The economic situation of the
American farmers is the worst
since the “‘great depression” and
instead of improving, it is wors-
ening, Farm prices are depressed
and farm debt is high. Next to
ending the war in Vietnam, the
most important problem con-
fronting President Nixon is that
of extending to farmers and the
residents of farm communities
the same degree of prosperity as
is now enjoyed by people in busi-
ness and industry, government
and the professions, The [first
step toward carrying out such a
program is the inauguration of
an honest and comprehensive
study of the entire farm situa-
tion; a study that will answer
three questions: 1) how bad is
the farm problem, 2) how did it
get that way and, 3) what is re-
quired to remedy it.

In conducting the study, there
are several avenues of investiga-
tion which should be pursued. It
should be determined if the Ken-
nedy-Johnson team of ‘“new
economists'’ utilized every pos-
sible means of depressing farm
prices for the purpose of keeping
food costs low while inflating
wages and profits in business and
industry to create prosperity.
For example, did the government
repeatedly sell wheat domestic-

ally from government stocks fnr.
the purpose of depressing wheat |

prices? Did the government cur-
tail wheat sales to foreign na-
tions and grants in aid to necedy
peoples in order to keep govern-
ment held wheat surpluses at
high levels? Did it allow in-
creased imports of beef from
New Zealand, Australia, and Ar-
gentina for the purpose of de-
pressing beef prices in this coun-
try? Did it permit increased im-
ports of dairy products from
European countries in order to
depress dairy farm prices in
the U.S.?

Another avenue of the invest-
igation should be devoted to a
study of the policies, practices
and present financial condition
of Farmers Home Administra-
tion. Among other items, it
should be determined if the pol-
icy of Farmers Home Adminis-
tration has been to grant low
cost loans only to those farmers
who are unable, on account of
their poop financial status, to ob-
tain loans from cooperative or
commercial banking agencies, If
such is the case, was the policy
adopted for the purpose of keep-
ing inefficient and incompetent

farmers on the farms to produce
price depressing farm surpluses?
Former Secretary of Agriculture
Orville Freeman in a farewell in-
terview with the press stated
that loans granted by Farmers
Home Administration Increased
from around 300 million dollars
a year to almost one and a half
billion in 1968. One phase of the
study should be to determine how
the billions of government funds
loaned out were spent und how
much of the total loaned is re-
coverable,

What action the new govern-
ment takes in connection with
the farm problem is up to Pres-
ident Nixon, He can attack the
problem with all of the facilities
at his command to attain sound
and lasting solutions, or he can
gloss it over as did his predeces-
sors, If he should follow the lat-

- e
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ter course, he is apt to awaken
on the morning of election day,
1972, with a message from the
farmers of the nation, “Thou art
weighed in the balances, and art
found wanting."

I believe both the President
and Seeretary of Agriculture un-
derstand the urgent and vital
need of a substantial increase in
farm income and that agriculture
must be restored to a sound eco-
nomic basis,

Members of the House Agricul-
ture Committee, on which I
serve, are also acutely aware of
the need for a solution to this
critical problem. Achieving ade-
quate farm income is the first
necessary step in solving not only
our rural problems but in a
large way can contribute to the
solution of the crisis in the
cities,
