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SCS or EPA: Who Will Oversee the Farm?

he State Conscrvationist, the highest ranking official with the SCS in Texas, met with farmers from this arca
in Memphis last Thursday. His message was cordial but uncompromising: cither farmers and the SCS
demonstrate that they can control wind and water erosion, or Congress will turn conservation enforcement over

to the Environmental Protection Agency.

Wes Oncth, State Conscrvationist, described the difference in the two agencies. The Department of
Agriculture and the SCS believe in conservation, the intelligent use of resources in such a way as to avoid depleting
them. The EPA believes in preservation, which Oneth described as preserving a resource without using it. The

resource in question is the farmer’s land.

The Soil Conservation Service has set up a program that allows some latitude within acceptable margins. The

EPA can be expected to allow “zero tolerance”.

Skelton said he is wary of pos-
sible large cuts within state’s
Department of Human Services.
He said community mental heakh
center will weather the storm be-
cause they will have to.

“Unless I'm being naive,
we’re not expecting any cuts at the
community mental-health level,”
he said. “I they close down beds at
the state hospitals, it will put a great
deal of pressure on us to serve a lot
more people.”

Skelton said providing ser-
vices to additional consumers will
be difficult without additional
funding, especially when the state’s
recommended cuts involve closing
one of every four state hospital
beds.

“But we're not going to get

' any more money,” he said. “If we

can just maintain what we’ve got,
we'll have to be happy.”

In other action, the board ap-
proved spending $34,234 of reserve
funds for a computer system that
will brigg the mental health
authority into compliance with
state and federal law requiring
drug-use review.

Trafﬁc accidents. killed fewer

people in Texas during 1992
than in any other year since 1974,
according to figures compiled by
the Texas Department of Public
Safety. Traffic deaths have
declined during each of the past
four years.

Last year, 2,690 fatal traffic
accidents claimed 3,057 lives - a 0.7
percent reduction from the 3,079
deaths in 1991.

“Although we are pleased
that there has been a decrease in
the number of traffic deaths, we are
still concerned about the numbegr of
lives lost because of traffic acci-
dents, DPS Director Col. James R,
Wilson said. “Some of those deaths
could have been avoided if
motorists and their passengers had

- adhered to our traffic laws.!70

Of the traffic fatalities in
1992, 40 percent (1,222) were killed
in alcohol or drug related acci-
dents, a decrease from the 40.6 per-
cent in 1991. Nearly 65 percent of
all people killed in the front seats of
passenger cars and light trucks
were not wearing seat belts, and
approximately 24 percent of the
1434 fatally injured motorcyclists
were not wearing helmets.

The state’s death rate, 1.9
deaths per 100 million miles
traveled, remained the same as in
1991. The Texas Department of
Transportation reported that
162.769 billion vehicle miles were
traveled in Texas in 1992, which is
a very slight reduction from 1991.

“The DPS and other Texas
law enforcement agencies will con-
tinue to work hard to maintain a
downward trend in traffic
fatalitics,” Wilson said. “The com-
bination of legislation and in-
creased social pressure against
