COUNTY- A grasshopper 
infestation in the county is 
causing considerable dam-
age to home gardens, 
fruit trees and other crops, 
according to Greg Gem-
gross, County Extension 
Agent. 

Numerous small grass-
hoppers observed over 
most parts of the county 
this past week indicate that 
the population will be more 
severe in coming weeks. 

Two insecticides are la-
beled for use for grass-
hopper control are Sevin 
and Malathion. There is 
also a Toxaphene bait 
available for use along the 
edge of fields. This form-
ulation is intended as a 
barrier treatment to reduce 
migration into fields. A 
formula for mixing this 
bait is available from the 
County Extension office.

COUNTY- July 31, 1979 
is the date by which 
employers must report on 
Form 941 Social Security 
and withheld federal in-
come taxes for the second 
quarter of 1979, and pay 
any taxes due, the Internal 
Revenue Service said.
