THD MAINTENANCE EMPLOYEES
SALUTED IN EMERGENCIES

AUSTIN — The more than
nine thousand maintenance em-
ployees of the Texas
Department today were saluted

for their work during the worst |

winter and early spring in re-

cent history.

A letter of commendation
from the Texas Highway Com.
mission went to the heads of
some 250 maintenance sections
in Texas.

“The past few months serve
to remind us of the skill, cour-
age and dedication of you and
your crews in emergency situa-
tions,” the letter said.

Highway Department main-
| tenance crews are based in al-
{ most every of Texas' 254 coun-
ties. Primarily, their job is to
keep the highways in good con-
dition, patching pavements,
making minor repairs on struc-
tures, picking up litter and car-

|ing for natural vegetation and
| landscaping along the roadside,

upkeep of Texas' 1,100 safety
rest areas, roadside parks and
turnouts and other tasks invol-
ved in good highway housekeep-
ing.

In the process, maintenance
crews often act as Good Sama-
coming to the aid of

But in times of natural disas-
ter, the crews put in long hours
clearing snow and ice of high-
ways, sanding bridges and putt-
ing out warning signs and fla-
res.

The winter tested the mettle
of the maintenance men, es-
pecially in the Panhandle. Ama-
rillo had subfreezing tempera-
tures recorded every day for 36
days prior to Christmas and 17
more days after New Years.

Overnight freezing followed by
rapid thaws produces immediate
and extensive damage to high-
way surfaces. In some areas
maintenance crews worked long
hours during the holiday season,
some of them working straight
through with only Christmas
off.

In most West Texas counties,
the snow storms meant that the
crews went on round-the-clock
schedules until the highways
were clear, Even ordinarilly
balmy Houston caught part of
the icy blast. Two inches of snow
fell starting on January 9. From
the time the first flakes started
until four days later, 275 main-
tenance men worked continu-
ously on 12-hour shifts. One
freeway had to be sanded six
times in one night.

When the weather - usually
high water - forces the closing
of a highway, maintenance men
put out barricades and pass the
word so that the Austin office

After great disasters, highway
maintenance crews often ini-
tiate the cleanup. Since highway
crews are based nearby and
have the necessary haevy equip-
ment handy they often turn to
assisting communities with
clearin gaway debris just as soon
as highways are restored to ser-

vice
The recent Burnet tornado
was an example. The twister

incredible amount of debris
blocked the highways serving
Burnet. But by noon, a Highway
Department crew of 14 men,
four trucks and two loaders had
the highway open and started
clearing city streets,

In all, they were on duty 22
hours that weekend. Most of
them also helped friends and
| neighbors clean up the remains
of their homes and possessions
when they went off duty.

Highway maintenance forces
do not wait for something to
happen. Before the arrival of
hurricanes along the Texas coast
crews are standing by
ready. Often, Highway Depart-
ment tank trucks
into service, the tanks cleaned
thoroughly and filied with
fresh water in anticipation of
drinking water shortages.

The Highway Commission's
letter of commendation said:
“Maintenance crews and other
Highway Department people who
work so unselfishly during crisis
periods reserve the appreciation
of all Texans.”

The letter was signed by Com-
mission Chairman Charles F.
Simons of Dallas, Corimission-
ers DeWitt C. Greer of Austin
and Herbert C. Petry Jr., of Car-
rizo Springs, and State Highway
Engincer Luther DeBerry.

Now there
is a seventh flag to look for to
save lives and prevent injury -
the red warning flag denoting
highway construction and main-
tenance,

This summer crews will be on
the job working with heavy
equipment. Drivers should be
ready to obey directions of flag-
men who guide traffic through
and around construction ob-
stacles.

Being a flagman is considered
the hardest job on some crews
because it 1s both tiring and

dangerous. Motorists can make
this job easier by slowing down
when they first see the flagman

The flagman generally uess the
flag and hand signals to stop,
slow or alert traffic, and gen
erally uses hand signals only to
instruct it to proceed.

In addition to the flagmen,
Highway Department signs will
be posted at the approaches to
all construction sites warning
motorists to slow down, to avoid
passing, and to be ready for re-
stricted land traffic or possible
detours.

Sngn Owners Hove Til

‘June 30 For Permits

AUSTIN Owners of signs
‘a!ong Interstate and federal-aid
primary highways face a June
30 deadline to apply for a per-
mit and a license for them.

The Texas Highway Beautifi-
cation Act, in effect since June
of 1972, requires owners of signs
which are within 660 feet of In-
terstate or federal-aid primary
highways and are visible from
main traffic lanes to file per-
mit requests with the district of-
fices of the Texas Highway De-
partment. The permit cost $5
each.

Before permits can be approv-
ed, sign owners must obtain a
$25 state license and post $2,500
bond for each county in which
they have a sign. Maximum
bonds of $10,000 are required of
owners with signs in more than
three counties.
