SOUTH AMERICA 
BREATHES EASY

Settlem ent of Tacne Dis­
pute Ends Fifty-Year 

W ar Threat.
Santiago, Chile.—The announce­

ment of the settlem ent of the long 
standing boundary dispute over 
racuu  and Arlca, often called Ihe 
Alsace-Lorraine of South America, 
ends a 50-year th rea t of war that 
many times hus imperiled the peace 1 
of South America.

The dispute had its beginning in ! 
the war of the Pacific, or the n i­
tra te  war, as it is more latterly 
called, which began in ls7U when 
Chile Invaded the Bolivian province 
of Atacama on the pretext of 
broken treats rights.

Prior to tills war much Chilean 
capital was Invested in tlie nitrate 
plants of Atacnma, l*ut Chile never 
vigorously pres ed Its doubtful 
claim to the province as lung a- Bo­
livia did uut attem pt to tax Chilean 
capital Invested there.

Whether, as charged by Chile, 
for the purpose of Inciting war or 
for revenue, Bolivia broke its 
treaty with Chile and begun tax 
Ing Chilean n itra te  interests. W ith­
out waiting to declare war Chile 
seized the city of Antofagasta.

Chile Wins.
Two weeks later Bolivia for­

mally declared war and called upon 
Pent to assist her. The Chileans 
charge that Bolivia and Peru bad 
an offensive and defensive treaty 
against Chile. The war ended in 
1881 when Chilean troops seized 
the city of Lima.

The treaty  of Ancon was signed 
In 1881. Bolivia handed over to 
Chile the province of Atucarua, and 
thereby lost Its entire seaboard and 
a world monopoly of n itra te  of soda. 
Peru ceded the province of Tara- 
paca and handed over T icna  and 
Arlca for ten years, when a pleb­
iscite was to havs been held.

The plebiscite was never held, as 
the Peruvians will explain, because 
Chile feared she would not win, 
aud, as the Chileans will explain, 
because Peru believed she would 
lose.

U nofficial re tu rn s indicate th a t 
the two constitu tional Amendm ents 
voted on Tuesday have carried  by 
a vote of 2 to 1.

The Tart compilation approved 
the  m easure to increas the sa lary  
of the Governor from $4,000 to 
$10,000 by 21,145 votes to 10,134 
against. By alm ost the sam e m a­
jo rity  the am endm ent to  add six 
more Justices to the personnel of 
the S ta te ’s Suprem e ourt was f a ­
vorably reported, the vote being 
21,670 for and 9,757 against.

Should the official count confirm  
the unofficial figures, it would 
m ark the end of an e ffo rt of a 
num ber of y ears ' stand ing  to give 
T exas’ chief executive a sa lary  in­
crease, several o ther a ttem p ts  a t 
the  polls having been turned down. 
The m easure, however, would not 
become effective until 1931, or u n ­
til a fte r  the election of a new Gov­
ernor.

The court am endm ent advocated 
by leading bur associations in o r­
der th a t lC^al procedure m ight be 
speeded up was voted upon for 
the f irs t tim e Tuesday.

I t  would become effective fortv  #
days from now, the new m em bers 
of the court to  lie appointed by the 
Governor. Five mem bers of the 
court would constitu te  a quorum , 
and it would regu ire  the assen t of 
a t least five mem bers to establish  
a decision.
