Why should we keep the col-
lege in Clarendon? Some say it
would be better to do away with
the college and spend all of our
money and efforts on the high
school. These people who say this
must be blind to what the college
is doing for the high school. The
combination college-high school
unit makes possible more teach-
ers than the high school alone
could ever afford to hire. This
makes possible higher specializa-
tion in teaching fields for the
teachers. This advantage is found
only in the very largest of high
schools. The college also provides
teachers with higher educations
than a high school the size of
Clarendon High School could at-
tract. The per cent of the teach-
ers in Clarendon High School
with advanced degrees now far
exceeds that of most schools of its
size.

The college does not need the
high school to support it. It
stands on its own feet. Some peo-
ple claim that Clarendon cannot
afford a college. It can be shown
that the college not only operates

:‘m’u its m finances,

support the
rest of the schooll

But why keep the college?
What advantages does it offer?
It offers two years of education
which are equivalent to those of-
fered by any college in the State
of Texas. It gives many oppor-
tunities not offered by larger
schools. The classes are all small;
small classes are advantageous.
Most educators agree that class-
room efficiency drops rapidly
with classes of more than twenty
students. Clarendon College of-
fers students in the Clarendon
area who are financially unable
to go away from home to school
a chance to continue their edu-
cation. Many students in the past
have managed to complete an
otherwise impossible education
by the boost given by two years
at Clarendon College.

What abut the business man?
What is the college worth to him?
He needs customers tc keep his
business going. Each student and
teacher in Clarendon College is a
potential customer. Each student

Cotton farmers have their de-
fense work all cut out for them
this year, for the Nation needs
cotton more than almost any-
thing except steel. To get a crop
of at least 16 million bales, farm-
ers have a suggested guide of
28% million acres—an increase of
more than 50 per cent over last
year. The present national emer-
gency is not a one-shot affair—
it may last for years. This means
we must protect our land’s fu-
ture productivity by continuing
good farm management and con-
servation practices. What is need-
ed in 1951, then, is the largest
cotton acreage consistent with

PHOSPHATE IN SOIL WILL
HELP PRODUCTION
THIS YEAR

Don’t skimpson nitrogen and
potash on your crops this year
even though phosphate may run
short. This suggestion is made
because some farmers may re-
duce their application of nitrogen
and potash because less phos-
phate may be available this year.

One of the reasons for keeping
up applications of nitrogen and
potash is that in many parts of
the country more phosphate has
been applied to the land during
the last few years than has been

taken off in crops. For the coun-

; |
try as a whole in 1947 there were

about 1,976,312 tons
the Nation’s soil. The same year
crops removed 1,815,331 tons.
That left a balance in the soil of
160,981 tons.

Here in the State of Texas the
amount of phosphate applied in
1947 was 56,164 tons. Crops re-
moved from the soil 101,613 tons.
Therefore we removed 44,449
tons that were not replaced.
Since phosphate does not leach
out the soil, the balance from
other years can be drawn upon
by this year’s crops, even though
not as available as when first ap-
plied.

It is suggested to farmers that
they get as near *heir normal re-
quirements of phosphate as they
can and apply it to their crops.
Then apply the usual amount of
nitrogen and phosphate. The re-
sults from experiments and act-
ual farm operations if the normal
amounts of nitrogen and potash
are put on the land in addition
to the amounts of phosphate in
commercial fertilizer t her e
should be little if any ~~duction
in yield this year.

“Living Endowment”

PLAINVIEW-—Friends of Way-
land College here have subscrib-
ed $116,600 in “Living Endow-
ment” since the college's new
financial drive began, according
to a statement released here to-
day by C. G. Sewell, assistant to
the president of Wayland.

“Living Endowment” is accept-
ed by accrediting agencies as the
equivalent of capital endowment,
Mr. Sewell said. Under this plan,
an individual receives a certifi-
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cate for $1,000, for example, but
does not pay the principal — he
just pays the equivalent of the
interest on this sum, which would
be $40 a year or four per cent of
$1,000.

Mst of the amount already sub-
scribed has been pledged by
Wayland College students and
faculty members. A total of $35,-
700 was subscribed by 87 stu-
dents; 21 faculty members sub-
scribed $18,200; and 32 other
friends of Wayland subscribed
$62,700.

Printed certificates now in use
are in the following denomina-
tions: $300, $500, $1000, and
$5000. New certificates in larger
amounts are now being prepared
up to $100,000.

This plan, designed to bring
added income to colleges for cur-
rent expenses and stabilize fi-
nances, already has proved a suc-
cess at such institutions as
Princeton University, Wake For-
est. College in North Carolina,
and the Southern Baptist Theo-
logical Seminary in Louisville,
Ky., Mr. Sewell said.
