Charity is ulowedly the great
moral and social center of gravity
in masonry; it is the principle
everywhere taught; the duty incul-
cated with increasing earnestness
at each succeeding stage of ad-
vancement; it is the pole-star,
ever above the horizon and al-
ways in view; it is the life-blood of
masonry, as my brother has just
said, the motive power that moves
nil the other parts of the organic
machinery,and wiihout which, all
its wheels stand still or revolve
only in conflict and confusion. It
is conspicuous in the alphabet of
the apprentice, typified in the
rounds of that mystic ladder that
reaches from eatth, through the
clouded canopy, to the starry

ol
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Yet, masonry exacts from its mem-
bers no fixed or forced ‘untrihu-
tions of money or mentis for spe-
cific purposes of charity, though
it may dispense such actual chari-
tiesusare oluiitarily contributed.
It is a school where tlic doctrines
of charity and ‘he principles of
benevolence are tuuglit tit tlieir
broadest sense, rather than a bus-
iness method uud channel for the
distribution ofaims. 1i is more
comprehensive than this iu its
sphere and scope of usefulness.
Nor is masonry a religious sect
or society, although it is so inter-
woven with r&iftO'tas to lay us
under constant obligation l,uy
that rational homage to the Deity
which constitutes at once our duty
und our happiness. It exacts a
beliefin God nnd the Holy Scrip-
tures, nud a hope of immortality,
ns essential pre-requisites of
membership. The Bible is the
great masonic chart, nnd without
the presence.of the Holy Book,
no masonic lodge can lie organ-
