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WE HAVE BEEN expecting it
for some time, but nonetheless
it was an unusual sensation this
week when a news story crossed
our desk bearing the notation
“this news item was prepared
by Census Bureau electronic
computer.”

The note went on to explain
that the story was typed by the
computer at 10 lines per second
-- considerably better than the
speed of our antique Underwood
typewriter.

As one who has made a living
for the past 10 years by writ-
ing, it was a bit eerle reading
a story you know was written
by a machine. And in all hones-
ty, it must be admitted that
the story was considerably bet-
ter than a good many we have
written during that 10 years.

Computers can be designed to
handle routine, research-type
stories such as the one in to-
day's edition from the Census
Bureau. But, we assume, they
cannot be tuned to exercise the
individual initiative necessary
for a first-rate feature story or
article.

If we had been depending on
computers, the Dc€laration of
Independence would have been
a pretty humdrum document.

Census Report Shows County's
Retail Sales Decrease in 1903

Callahan County’s 104 retall
establishments had $6.2 million
in sales in 1063, a decrease of
10 per cent from 1958, the U. S.
Bureau of the Census has just
reported after tabulating data
gathered from all firms in the
1963 census of business.

The last previous business
census conducted by the Cen-
sus Bureau, an agency of the
U. S. Department of Commerce,
was in 1958.

Retall trade in the county
meant jobs (exclusive of pro-
prietors) for 224 men and wo-
men and a yearly payroll of
$561,000.

In volume of business the
county’s food stores had sales
of ' $1.8 million, a decrease of
13 per cent from 1958. In other
retall business -- the county’s
eating places had sales of $338,-

000, and gasoline service sta-
tions had sales of $878,000.

For the state as a whole the
Census Bureau reported 96,406
retall establishments with sales
of $127154 million, up 18 per
cent from 1958.

Census figures to be Issued
during the next few months will
give state and county figures on
whole sale and service trades,
manufacturing and mineral in-
dustries.
