Texas Parks and Wildlife To Kill 
Fish In T& P  Lake Aug. 12-14

Recently, the Texas Parks & 
Wildlife Dept, sent two men to 
Belrd to check the TAP Lake, 
owned by the City of Baird, for 
rough fhsh. After two days of 
netting, their catch showed 78% 
by volume, and 90% by weight 
of shad, suckers, buffalo, etc. 
Very lew bass, crapple or chan­
nel catfish were caught In the 
nets.

It has been known for some 
time that the T&P Lake was not 
a “good fishing hole.” and the 
City has been desirous of Im­
proving It, so fishermen can 
have a place to fish, with at 
least a chance to catch edible 
fish.

So, on the recommendation of 
the Parks and Wildlife Dept , 
who will do the work If the City 
■will furnish the rotennone, the 
lake will be treated on Monday, 
Tuesday and Wedncsd-iy. Aug­
ust 12, 13 and 14 The treatment 
will begin about 4 p, m. Monday. 
The Parks & Wildlife Dept, 
recommend.; a complete kill of 
all fish In the lake and then 
restocking.

The Department also sent a 
chemist last week to check the 
water and depth of the lake. He 
reported that for a complete 
fish kill In the lake. 1.400 pounds 
cf rotennone will be needed.

Everyone who desires to come 
to the lake on Aug. 12. 13 or 
14 wUl be welcome. The fUh will

not be poisoned and will be good 
CO eat. Rowboats will be allow­
ed on the lake , during the treat­
ment. but according to Warden 
Larry Holloway of Baird very 
few motors will be allowed, as 
the Department wants the ro­
tennone to .settle over all sec­
tions of the lake evenly.

Numerous local fishermen 
have expressed a willingness to 
donate to the purchase of ro­
tennone to treat this lake. So 
If you so desire. It would be 
greatly appreciated by the City, 
as $560 00 will be needed for 
this purchase.

TwoBairdites Injured In 
Auto Mishap Near Odessa

Mrs. C B. Holmes has been 
transferred from the Medical 
Center Hospital In Odessa to the 
West Texas Medical Center In 
Abilene. Mrs. Holmes, her son, 
C. D. and her sister, Katie Lee 
Oliver, were Injured Wednesday 
when the 1962 model auto went 
out of control on IH 20 and 
plunged 25 feet down an em­
bankment onto U. 8. 385 at the 
south edge of Odessa.

The wreck occured just before 
11 a. m Wednesday as the east- 
bound oar, driven by Mrs. Hol­
mes. west out of control while 
passlnf a tractor-trailer. TTie 
vehicle slammed Into a guard 
rail on the median, struck a 
bridge abutment and overturn­
ed one time It then plunged 
25 feet down the west embank­
ment and came to rest on Its 
wheels, facing west

Highway Patrolman Oerold 
Bradford said the vehicle was 
a total loss. The top of the car 
was cru.shed when the vehicle 
overturned, and the right front 
wheel spun o ff as the car went 
down the embankment, landing 
just In front of the car 

C. B Holmes, riding the back

seat, was pinned In the wreck­
age for a short time. He receiv­
ed cuts about the head and was 
released from the Odessa hos­
pital Sunday Katie Lee Oliver 
received cuts and bruises and 
neck Injury, and was released 
Monday from the hospital, and 
went to her son's home In 
Toyahvale.

Mrs Holmes Is reported to be 
resting well and her condition 
is Improving. She received cuts 
and bruises about the head. She 
and her son had just spent two 
weeks In Mlmbres. New Mexico 
with her sister. Mrs. Oliver, and 
she was accompanying them to 
Baird for a visit.
