Arguing for the price-fixing bill 
masquerading as a Fair Trade' 
Practice Act, Mr H. Grady 
Chandler, representative of the 
Texas Wholesale Druggists' As­
sociation told the Texas Senate’s 
commerce and manufacturing 
committee quite frankly that his 
organization asks the Legislature 
in this proposed bill to repeal part 
of this state's antitrust laws in 
order to regulate retail business. 
The comment on the Chandler 
statement by Rep. Mark (Hop) 
Halsey of Lubbock is so pertinent 
that it requires no amplification:

"The only strength behind this 
bill sufficient to brinR it the 
prominence it has always had is 
its support by many retail drug­
gists in Texas.

“ I am a druggist, but I think 
that both as a representative and 
a merchant. I am obligated to op­
pose* any law which would de­
stroy the only protection our peo­
ple have from price-rigging and 
exploitation, the antitrust laws so 
wisely and stoutly welded by the 
Texas Legislature at the insist­
ence of the great and farseeing 
Jim Hogg more than thirty years 
ago.

“Even if every druggist in Tex­
as wanted this law. and many do 
not because they fear it will take 
away from them the control of 
their own businesses, there are 
only about 3,500 retail druggists 
in this state—and there are 7,000,- 
000 consumers. I am going to rep­
resent the consumers, and do 
everything 1 can to prevent this 
law 's passage

*'A Senator who voted in com­
mittee for this Fair Trade Act 
said he voted that way because 
merchants are organized politic­
ally and consumers are not. That 
made up my mind for me. The 
unorganized consumers need the 
legislator's consideration and vot­
es more than an organized group 
as powerful as that Senator ap­
parently believes the fair traders 
to be.

“Personally, 1 believe the drug­
gists who want this law have been 
misled, and are supporting a 
measure designed more for the 
benefit of wholesalers and manu­
facturers than for retailers. That, 
however, is beside the point in 
this matter.

"The real isaue is whether or 
not to repeal our antitrust laws 
and expose this state to all sorts 
of price-rigging that could send

the cost of living up to any height 
the manufacturers and wholesal­
er;. who could use this law choose.

"The outright demand by Mr, 
Chandler for the repeal of these 
antitrust laws has shown to the 
Legislature clearly the import­
ance of this fair trade proposal."

WHITE MEN

The Navajo Indians in the up­
per regions of Arizona, the only 
American Indian tribe never to 
sign a treaty with the United 
States? are- sttM 'Ten>tn*!« their
wildness and rapidly growing in 
numbers. Dr. Will N. Winton, pro­
fessor of geology and biology at 
Texas Christian University, Fort 
Worth, said at a meeting of the 
Texas Geographical Society in the 
Jefferson Hotel Tuesday night.

Dr. Winton, who has spent sev­
eral summers in the high country 
making a study of Indian life and 
customs, presented a mgrie illus­
trated lecture on the High Coun­
try of the Southwest. Dr. W. E. 
Wrather, president, directed the 
meeting.

The Navajos, although kept on 
their reservations, are still con­
temptuous toward the white 
man’s way of living, he said. The 
tribe numbered about 18,000 
when dismissed from fte  Con­
federate ranks two yearOrafter the 
Civil War. Last year thq govern­
ment census showed more than 
50,000. Not all were accounted for, 
however, as census takers had 
difficulty catching younger resi­
dents of the reservation.

started out to reinvigorate law 
enforcement to an unbelievable 
degree. He appointed and organ­
ized his staff, and a member of 
the Austin Court of Civil Appeals 
looked it over to say: “ It’s the 
finest Attorney General’s staff 
I’ve seen in the 25 years I’ve been 
dealing with that office.”

He slammed the door on num­
erous local laws, some 7 which 
doubtless were well meant, but 
which were passed in plain viola­
tion of the constitution to help 
local legislators.

He stopped raids on the State 
Treasury in the form of tax re­
mission bills.

He ruled “no” on a price-fixing 
bill, the fair trade act, the tax re­
mission bills and various other 
“hot potatoes" the legislature 
passed, acts that favored special 
groups or interests—19 in all.

Gerald Mann 
is seeking his senatorship at the j 
age of 34. with almost a decade of 
public service and experience be­
hind him.

Gerald Mann was born in Sul­
phur Springs on January 13. 1907, 
coming from a line of pioneer

East Texans who had settled in 
Hopkins County during the mid­
dle 19th century. John Mann, his 
paternal grandfather, came to 
Texas from the Tennessee moun­
tain count-y, served with the 
Texas Cavalry. His mother’s fath­
er, J. H. McClimmons, a South 
Carolinian, migrated to Hopkins 
County to make his home after 
surrendering with Lee at Appo- 
matox. Both of Jerry’s parents, 
Mr. and Mrs. Grover C. Mann, 
were born in Hopkins County.

Jerry was educated in the pub­
lic schools of Sulphur Springs, 
working on his grandfather's farm 
and at the local hotel to "pay his 
way.” Jerry’s athletic prowess be­
came evident early. He was quar­
terback of the high school foot­
ball team two years and captain 
of the baseball team. He was 
president of the senior class and 
for two successive years was 
elected the most popular boy in 
school.

At Southern Methodist Univer­
sity, Mann lettered three years in 
baseball and football, was two 
years All-Southwestern Quarter­
back and in 1927. while captain of 
the Mustangs, won national fame 
on the football field. He was also 
president of the student body that 
year. He took his B. A. degree 
from SMU in the summer of 1928 
and the following June married a 
Hopkins County girl. Anna Mary 
Mars of Cumby. The following 
year their first child, Gerald C. 
Mann Jr., was born.

It was then that Jerry decided 
to complete his law education. He 
loaded his wife and baby into an 
ancient model car that fall and set 
out for Harvard University. The 
first 18 months he worked after­
noons and nights in the shipping 
department of a garment factory 
at Melrose. Mass..* and commuted 
thirty miles daily to his classes.

Then one . day a . visitor to 
Mann’s Sunday School class at 
Melrose encouraged him to try 
out for a pulpit vacancy at Mag­
nolia. a suburb of Gloucester. It 
was a Congregational church, the 
only Protestant organization in 
the town.

Jerry heretofore had limited his 
theological background to Sunday 
School activities, but he bought a 
long coat and appeared twice in 
the Magnolia pulpit. The congre­
gation liked him. chose him as the 
regular pastor and he held that 
post for eighteen months, preach­
ing every Sunday until he had 
finished his law course at Har­
vard.

Returning to Texas with his law 
degree, Jerry organized a law 
firm in Dallas with his brother, 
Guy, of Dallas. In 1934 he man­
aged Jimmy Allred's campaign 
f o r  G o v e r n o r  tn n o r t h e a s t  T exas  
and that year was named Assist­
ant Attorney General on Allred’s 
staff. When William McCraw suc­
ceeded Allred as Attorney Gen­
eral, Mann remained until Janu­
ary 15, when Allred made him 
Secretary of State. As Secretary 
of State. Mann authored the Tex­
as Securities Act which superced­
ed the rntiquated “blue sky” 
laws. In 1935 the Texas Planning 
Board was formed and Mann be­
came its secretary, later gave up 
his office as Secretary of State to 
represent Texas in Washington as 
a co-ordinator of state and federal 
works projects in Texas.

There he worked with govern 
ment agencies on the old age pen 
sion plan and obtained millions 
of dollars for the state in federal 
grants and relief allotments.

Mann returned from Washing 
ton in 1935 and resumed his law 
practice, spent many weeks in 
Austin before legislative commit­
tees in the interest of soil conser­
vation measures. He became a 
member of the State Democratic 
Executive Committee also that 
year and was re-elected to that 
post in 1937, representing the 
Dallas district.

In 1938 he announced his can­
didacy for Attorney General and 
in the July primary lacked only 
some 10.000 votes of leading the 
field of five candidates. In the 
second primary he won by more 
than 130.000 ballots.

In 1940 he was unopposed for 
renomination.

Travel Expert Finds 
Five Million Tourists 
Visited Texas in 1940

At least 5,265,570 tourists visit­
ed Texas last year, and spent 
$306,264,265.00, according to an 
estimate which has just been re­
leased by Philip Fuller, director 
of the Conoco Travel Bureau, the 
largest free service organization 
for motorists in the country.

Fuller’s estimates are based on 
all tourist information obtainable 
—traffic flow data, counts made 
by state highway controls, sta­
tistics obtained from managers of 
private tourist attractions, and 
from toll bridge records, and 
from various other sources, in­
cluding the Bureau’s own rec­
ords of travel information fur­
nished through Conoco stations 
where Touraides are available.

Records of the Conoco Travel 
Bureau, broken down by state 
regions, show that the Bureau it­
self directed 73,985 tourist parties, 
or 258.948 individual tourists, in­
to and through the Panhandle; 
42,434 parties, or 148,519 individ­
uals, into and through the south­
west corner of the state; 36,360 
parties, or 127,260 persons, into 
and through the Gulf Coast reg­
ion; 52,060 groups, or 182,210 
tourists into and through East 
Texas; and 51,990 parties, or 181,- 
965 persons, into and through 
central Texas.

Fuller's investigations over the 
entire country show that motor 
travel throughout the United 
States showed an increase of 6.82 
per cent last year. The greater 
portion of this increase. Fuller in­
dicated, was brought about by 
Mr. Average American making 
his vacation a motor trip. The 
wealthy group of travelers added 
materially more than their usual 
amount to the total tourist travel 
by staying away from war-tom 
Europe and doing their traveling 
in this country, a fact definitely 
indicated by an increase in the 
business done by the higher-pric­
ed recreational establishments 
throughout the country.

“ Behind the Scenes In 
American Business”

By John Craddock
NEW YORK. April 20—BUSI­

NESS—Still no downturn in sight 
in the pace of industry, boosted 
by ever-accelerating defense pro­
duction; nor of general trade, 
which in turn reflects expanding 
demands of consumers whose 
purchasing power is steadily 
growing—also attributable to the 
basic surge of defense program— 
Nation's department store sales 
for week ending April 5 were 17 
per cent abive same week of 1940 
Shipments of finished steel by all 
subsidiaries of U.S. Steel corpora­
tion for March set new all-time 
record, topping mark set in May, 
1929—Automobiles still going like 
hot cakes, with estmiated 515,000 
units delivered in March—almost 
30 per cent better than same 
month a year ago; 20 per cent 
ahead of February; 7 per cent a- 
bove best previous March, that of 
1937—Pressure upon manufactur­
ers to find subcontractor outlets 
for their defense work is increas­
ing. Enforced subcontracting may 
be resorted to if farming-out of 
work is not stepped up.

Tax and Save— It hasn’t been 
officially proposed, but one of the 
more extraordinary super-tax 
plans being discussed in Wash­
ington is a combination income- 
tax-and-fofted savings arrange­
ment, somewhat similar to the 50 
per cent just adopted in Great 
Britain. In the case of an employe 
earning $50 a week, the govern­
ment would take $10; half of it 
would be a gross income tax, and 
in return for the other $5 he’d 
get a $5 government bond or simi­
lar security, to mature 10 years 
from the day the deduction is 
made. Those advocating this plan 
—not for adoption right now, but 
probably eventually, say it would 
not only provide many billions 
for defense, and thus help us to 
“pay as we go,” but would pro­
vide a useful supply of some- 
money every week for Individuals 
in the past-war period which is 
almost invariably marked by a 
depression. Anyway, they say. it 
would be I>etter than a straight- 
out levy on savings of low-income 
groups by “deepening" the regu­
lar income tax.

Suburbanity—Maybe you had­
n't noticed it, but the census 
bureau reports that there’s ‘more 
life' in the small towns and rural 
areas these days. Conversely, big 
cities aren’t growing so fast. Dur­
ing the last 10 years city popula­
tion increased only 7.2 per cent, 
compared with 16.1 between 1920 
and 1930. At the same time rural 
population went up 6.4 per cent— 
against only 4.4 the previous de­
cade. Experts say the trend means 
more men who work and trade in 
towns are seeking “greater per­
sonal freedom” by building hom­
es in the country.

Things to Watch For — A hot 
weather sleeping bag to cool the 
sleeper without a suspicion of 
draft, via millions of tiny jets of 
refrigerated air; coffee is latest to 
join the ranks of the “quick-froz­
en” foods —super-quick analysis 
of your watch, on a machine some

the match books—a small, motor- 
driven eraser, in its own case, like 
that of a fountain pen—a new 
super-sheer, lace-effect women’s 
hosiery, that is supposed to have 
solved the problem of making 
that type of hose sufficiently elas­
tic to hold shape— one of the lat­
est plastic gadgets is a pouring 
spout which can be inserted into 
the top of a can of evaporated 
milk to make easy pouring—there 
is a new soap, in eube form. It’a 
described as “aoapless suds," and
