Aa the Inventor c\; dallied, the con­
ception of l'.! leadline with voice, 
eurs and hand* Is at most only two 
months old. Tiie “ televox" I* a unique 
ajKflmen, a vcrital !e Adam of Its race 
o f robots, and was fa.-hloned linatlly 
by Its creator in less than a v.<-ek. 
At present, It Is In it.* crudest and 
most expensive shape; even so. cost­
ing only $1,000 for the complete de­
vice and using less electricity 01 op­
eration than a standard radio. This 
cost can he cut to u mere fraction, 
aaya the Inventor, through u process 
o f retiuement.

Davies a 6 mpl: On?.
A* the Inveutor experimented with 

this tTilld o f his bruin, it required 
little imagination to conceive tin* In­
finity o f Uses to which the “ televox" 
cun he put. Standing at an ordinary 
telephone In the Wes.lnghouse build­
ing, he asked the operator for exten 
sioti jso, connecting him with another 
telephone In the anme room at which 
the “ televox” was statlomsl. At the 
first ring o f the phone hell, a lead 
weight lifted automatically from the 
receiver hook and the “ televox" was 
ready for action. The receiver Itself 
was slung in n frame before the micro­
phone, hut not in contact with it. and 
before the phone stood a load speaker, 
microphone and loud speaker being 
respectively ear and mouth of this 
startling device.

The language of the “ televox" Is 
straight mu Ic, or at least musical 
sounds, tuning forks, pitch pipes cr 
the human whistle being used at will 
by tbe person desirous of conversation 
with this nunslevptng. noneuting 
serVnnt.

••vli -re they report carefully, when 
called up. the height o f water In three 
I >i irlct of Columbia reservoirs. Sub

lfons o f electrical companies could 
employ them to greHt advantage In 
regulating and reporting on machine* 
in automatic operation, said Mr. 
Wensley.

Any telephone may be used to call 
up “ televox" and the regulations of 
tin* telephone companies are strictly 
adhered to, since there Is no attach­
ment to the phone and the range of 
sound Used are well within human 
range. If. however, a person unt 
known to “ televox" calls up. the ma­
chine Impassively signifies by buzzes 
that It Is ready for action and then If 
none o f the properly pitched tones 
come to It. hangs up automatically 
wlthln a minute. The danger o f an 
unauthorized |>erson tampering with 
a “ televox" at a power plant, by use 
o f projierly pitched tones Is very 
siiglit. explained the Inventor, us the 
necessary code combinations make 
operation ns difficult as the opening | 
of a safe without knowledge of the 
combination.

“ It Is theoretically possible tn con 
struct sound-sensitive relays such as 
employed In “ televox" that will re­
spond to s|Hikcn words," said Mr. 
Wensley, "and to prove this we have 
In the Pittsburgh laboratories a door 
which will open to the call o f ’open 
sesame1 and no other sound comldna 
tlon. Such a system Is very compll 
rated, however, and the rode em­
ployed In the tel vocal system makes 
many more operations possible through 
combination. With a ‘televox* the 
housewife will he able to cook her 
dinner and regulate the furnace from 
the club or theater by telephone, and 
Just before returning home can turn 
on the lights to greet her."

-FLEA” 20 MINUTES 
CROSSING CHANNEL

Makes Dover Passage at 93 
Milas an Hour.

London.—George de Ousenko crossed
the English channel from Boulogne to 
Dover In 2U minutes In his Men Flea, 
which looks like a cross between a 
submarine and a seaplane.

The queer craft averaged PS miles 
an hour for the trip, and the Inventor 
was so cheered by Ills success that he 
predicted a similar craft, holding 100 
passengers, could cnslly he built tn 
cross the Atlantic In -10 hours.

Lobster Feels No Pain
in Hot Water Plunge

London. A lobster Is not hurl hy 
throwing it Into boiling water any 
more than a telephone Instrument is 
pained hy being banged upon the 
floor, it Is declared In an article hy 
I>r. Harold Jackson of the Zoological 
department o f London university.

"Lain Is an entirely relative term," 
he says, “ and except for ourselves, 
our near relatives, urn) possibly the 
most artificial domestic animals it 
does not exist In the meaning we 
give the word. I ’ain In moet lower 
animals nets as a sort o f burglar 
alarm, which hus no feeling o f itself, 
hut gives notice that something def­
inite Is wrong and can probably bo 
set right by certuln standardized ac­
tions.

" I f  animals really had the sensitive 
feelings that are sometimes attributed 
to them, what a horrible agony life 
In nutural conditions would In* for 
them. What nonsense it la to talk 
about the ‘agony* o f a lobster being 
plunged alive Into boiling w ater!"

OF CUPPER SHIP

Explorer Continues Search 
at Constantinople.

Cousluutliio|ile. — Treasures of the 
Byzantine M tlliilt uiul m loiub of liv­
ing death have lieen discovered In an 
■n< lent cistern by Prof. Edmund T il­
ley. an A merles n attached to Robert* 
college.

For i «u  years Ibis young American 
bus beeu exploring the maze o f uu- 
cien* cisterns anil mysterious iiassugea 
beneath the city of Constantinople. 
1‘ lts which the Turks ulwuys regarded 
merely as wells he has proved to be 
Byzantine cisterns, many of them rich 
in relic* and art of the period of the 
Creek emperors.

ills  explorations have led him 
through a series o f amazlug adven­
tures and have culminated with n 
grisly climax In his discovery of “/he 
coffin cistern.**

A Living Tomb.
Here Professor Tilley found not 

only the usual beautiful columns, with 
cai ted capitals rising In blackness 
from heaps o f rubbish scurried over 
by rs»*. hat s living tomb, as well. 
The Mint object his flashlight fell upon 
was an ancient coffin, and beside the 
coffin, lying on s tied o f burlap and 
straw, was an old man. dying.

How many years the old man had 
mad* the black Byzantine pit his home 

> h d  how he had managed to provide 
himself with a coffin are unsolved 
mysteries, for he died as the people 
whom the explorers had called for 
help carried him out o f bis living 
grave Into the sunlight above.

O f the several hundred cisterns 
which make a labyrinth o f the ancient 
city, underworld, many o f the fifty- 
eight thus far located are still partly 
filled with wuter from mysterious un­
located sources. Most o f these cis­
terns are accessible only by rope lad­
ders swung down wellheads, and can 
he Investigated only by wading 
through slimy uiud and dirty, Icy 
water.

The cold and foul air makes Impos­
sible a long stay below, and no at­
tempt has yet been made to unearth 
the Jewels and treasures of old By- 
santlum. which were hurled In cisterns 
daring riots and raids. A Turkish 
soldier who has been assisting ITofes- 

.sor T illey discovered an antique Janis­
sary sword sticking In the mud of one 
cistern.

Finds Blind Fish.
In one lurge cistern o f thirty col­

umns, situated beneath a modern 
Turkish hospltul. Professor T illey nb- 
gef"-.<! a peculiar blind fish.

The professor declares that the els 
terns o f t'onstantlnople are the only 
unsettled relic* of Byzantine archi­
tecture. While ntl that the Byzaiitluea 
built above ground has been de­
stroyed. the cisterns, the solidity of 
which Is s wonder o f masonry, stand 
stnnchly underground, untouched by 
earthquake, their porphyry and mnr- 
Me columns raising the unsolved ques­
tion o f  why men In past ages created 
such beauty !c the bowels o f the 
earth.

Once Greet Industry Is Rap­
idly Decreasing.

Whangutmunu, New Zealand. — 
Whales are decreasing In numbers an 
rapidly that they will he as scarce as 
sailing ship* in a few yeurs.

The New Zealand government has 
limited the numlier of whaling ships 
In Its waters In an effort to conserve 
the world's stock, which la now mostly 
In the Rosa sea

A century ago whale catching In 
New Zealand waters was at Its height 
and around 1825 the only white men 
in t ie  dominion were those at the 
many whaling stations around the 
coasts o f South and North islands

Since then the Ross sen has been 
nearly Ashed dry o f whales, ami now 
only one firm Is permitted to go whal­
ing on Ross tea and Antarctic waters 
The concession Is held by a Norwe­
gian firm, which pays the New Zeu 
land government $1.0110 a month nnd 
a royalty of 50 cents a gallon on whale 
oil obtained. It has three whalers 
small, fast vessels-, each equipped will* 
a “torpedo*" harpoon, and a “parent'* 
ship o f 12.000 tons equipped as a 
“ whale factory "

Average Fifteen Feet Long.
The wholes move In achoola o f 20 

Some are large, others small hut the 
average length of the beast It 13 feet 
over his back. When the chasers have 
their load of whales they are brought 
on to the “ factory" for cutting up nnd 
extraction o f the valuable oil and 
glycerin.

In the last three years whale oil 
production has been Increasing. Down 
In the Ross sea the 12,000 tonner “ fac­
tory** produced 711.040 gallons o f oil 
In 1024, a year later 1,286,000 gallons 
and last year more than 1.500,000 gal­
lons.

SPEED IN INDIAN 
RECORDS IS URGED

Alaska Tribes Are Forget*
ting Old Traditions.

Washington. If the languages, be­
liefs, tradition* und customs o f the 
Alaskan Indian* are not to go the 
way o f those o f so many other native 
American tribes und be forever lost to 
humuu history, ethnologist* will have 
to work double time in the next few 
years. This Is the warning brought 
hack from un expedition to the Yu­
kon by Herbert \V. Krleger, ethnolo­
gist o f the Nntlctv'l tuu«eutn under 
the 8uiltb»onlan Institution.

Mr. Krleger found that the younger 
Indians have become '.horoughly 
Americanized. For them the pot- 
latched—once cercno.dal event* of 
great Importance for the propitiation 
o f those spirits who could Insure good 
hunting or good n«Hng— are merely 
opportunities for a g..ial time. They 
have forgotten their own muglc und 
their tribal f< !k lore. Only the old 
people rytnember these things, und If 
they are to t*e preserved these old 
people must he Interviewed before 
they die.

Tract* Eckimo Bites.
Mr. Krleger** expedition wit* car­

ried out with nld front the Joseph 
Henry fund o f the National Academy 
o f Sciences. Its mnin purpose was to 
follow np certain archeological and 
ethnological leads uncovered by I>r. 
Ales llrdlicka In Ids survey o f Alaska 
under the Smithsonian Institution last 
year. Doctor llrdlicka traced old In­
dian ami Ksklmo sites which might 
throw light on undent man In Alasku 
and so help the solution o f the vexed 
problem of man's origin In America.

As a result o f Mr. Krleger’* excava­
tions at Bonnslln and his Investiga­
tions at Anvlk. Hologochalk, Shngeluk 
Slough nnd elsewhere along the Yu­
kon, he believes that any archeologi­
cal evidences o f ancient man In the 
Interior o f Alaska are going to he 
very hard to find, though there Is 
much o f later date to he uncovered.

Mr. Krleger’* most Interesting dis­
covery wns made far from the mouth 
o f the Yukon; It comprised examples 
of the curving* of a coast trll*e un­
known before Inst year when both 
Doctor llrdlicka nnd the Canadian 
Archeologist, Doctor .Tenues*, found 
specimens o f these carvings. Indicat­
ing the existence of the tTll>e on 8t. 
Lawrence and Nelson islands.

They an* done In eld Ivory and are 
examples of an art unlike nnythlng 
nlse known from Alaska. The modem 
natives dig them up from old graves 
and recarve the old Ivory for com­
mercial purposes, thus destroying 
nfanV linV'*rtant \p,s liiivir*: • •

Evidence that a uniform stone cul­
ture prevailed at one time from the 
Yukon down to southeastern Alaska 
was uncovered by Mr. Krleger. He 
found certain stone |mpl *ment*. chief- 
ly n type o f ax. common to the entire 
area.

The places visited by Mr. Krlrror 
on the lower Yukon represent the fu­
sion |Hilnts between the Eskimo and 
Indian cultures. Although the In­
terior Is now entirely Indian territory, 
Mr. Krleger found pottery, masks nnd 
other object* which typify Eskimo cul­
ture. The Indians there have many 
traditions of battles with the Eskimos.

Follows Trail to Idaho.
On his way hack from Alaska Mr. 

Krleger continued earlier explorations 
for tlie bureau o f American ethnol- 
og.v along the Columbia nnd Snake 
rivers. Last year he succeeded In 
tracing n single prehistoric culture 
characterized by semi-subterranean cir­
cular houses nnd cremation hurlnl* 
from British Columbia through Wash­
ington to Oregon. This year he fol­
lowed traces of the same culture down 
the Snake river Into Idaho, hoping 
that It would lend him Into l*tnh and 
the northern outposts o f early Pueblo 
culture, thus connecting the prehis­
toric people* of the West from f'ana- 
dn to Arizona.

But he lost the trail in the Snake 
river canyon of central Idaho, the tra­
ditional home of the Bannock nnd 
other Bhostionean tribes.

The Y. M. C. A. and the 
Federal Council o f Churches are Inno­
cently led to support those who seek 
to destroy the government In the be­
lie f that the propaganda Is tending to 
advance the teachings of Christ and 
promoting world peace.”

Two major diHaaters, the Florida 
hurricane and the .Mississippi flood, 
required the services of Red Cross 
nurses !u large numbers over a long 
period of time In the past year.

In the Florida storm, service of 3&n 
nurses is recorded. It Is estimated 
•hat about 100 others assisted In the 
first few diiys as volunteers. The total 
number of nurses in tbe Mississippi 
valley flood was approximately 200. 
In every major disaster the services 
of Red Cross uurses are needed, lend 
Ing added Importance to tho enrolled 
reserve wh'ch now numbers more than 
45,000 Red Cross nurses. These nurses 
re available for any emergency, 

thnvr^h they ere on duty In hoaplUls 
and In private practice. They consti­
tute the reserve of tbe Army and 
Navy nurse corps lu time of war.
