Frontier of Freedom 1

Gel1 Acquainted With Your Newspaper . .

“We must be informed . . .  I t is essential for us to 
know . . . The people have a  right to know.” These were 
comments stressed by United States Senator John Tower 
of Texas in addressing the 1961 convention of the West 
Texas Press Association in San Angelo.

“Indeed the whole success of democracy is predicated 
on an informed electorate,” the senator added.

There is nothing particularly new in Senator Tower’s 
declarations. The significant thing is they are just as im­
portant and just as essential today as they ever were. In 
fact, they may be even more noteworthy In today’s fast- 
moving, ever-changing age of missiles and moon rockets, 
and in the face of stepped-up communications around the 
world.

Our very survival as a nation, if you please, rest with 
our right to know . . . and our desire to know and to be 
informed . . .  and then upon our willingness to stand firm­
ly and fearlessly for those principles upon which our great 
and free nation is founded.

All of this, of course, places a tremendous responsi­
bility upon the press ~ the newspapers, both large and 
small, both daily and weekly, of the United States of 
America.

We mention these things in opening this talk, be­
cause, in the first place, they are pertinent comments of 
direct interest to you and to me and to the safeguarding 
of the rights and freedoms we hold dear.

Secondly, this is National Newspaper Week, and 
frankly, we do not know a better way of approaching the* 
assigned subject than by citing major responsibilities 
resting upon the shoulders of your American newspaper.

Newspapers publicize all kinds of special observances, 
from National Go-Fly-A-Kite Week to National Allergy 
Month -- yet they are modest to a degree of shyness when 
it comes to promoting themselves, even during National 
Newspaper Week.

This is an excellent time for newspapers in Texas and 
across the nation to interest citizens generally in becom­
ing better acquainted with their newspaper, which is a 
leading force in the community, and which wants always 
to be a good neighbor, dedicated to community service.

“Get Acquainted With Your Friendly Newspaper" 
might be a fitting slogan for this particular observance.

National Newspaper Week affords a marvelous oppor­
tunity to visit your newspaper and meet and visit with its 
personnel. You are invited to do tha t very thing, too,

When you visit your newspaper plant, you likely will 
be amazed at what you see -- all the expensive equipment, 
the effort, the industry, the skill required and involved in 
the publishing of your newspaper, which reaches you 
daily or weekly -  and which most of us take for granted.

That is, we take it for granted until delivery is late 
or, on very infrequent occasion, missed altogether. It is 
then tha t a newspaper really learns just what it means 
to its readers, and how!

This is one of the satisfactions busy newspaper peo­
ple get out of their day-in and day-out assignment. Yes, 
readers do miss their newspapers and they speak out in 
tones loud and clear -  when their newspaper isn't deliv­
ered in its regular place and at the usual time.

It is difficult to explain just what a newspaper is in 
all its varied aspects -  why it means so much -  what it 
represents -  the things for which it stands . . . yet, with­
out newspapers, without freedom of the press, as it were, 
our communities, our states and out nation would not be
what they are today. T hat is not bragging or boasting. 
That merely is intended to place the burden of responsi­
bility on the newspaper profession and the loyal, dedicat­
ed men and women engaged in it. And tha t includes the 
Newspaper Boys who distribute the finished product.

Newspapers, of course, mean various things to various 
people. But uppermost perhaps in the overall evaluation 
is the newspaper’s role as the principal guardian of our 
cherished freedoms.

We Americans are inclined also to take Freedom 
of the Press for granted, forgetting th a t tha t very free­
dom which is such a vital force among all our freedoms, 
didn’t just happen. It was earned a t tremendous sacrifice 
in this nation.

Our forefathers recognized the necessity of press 
freedom in a representative form of government, and this 
freedom is guaranteed, along with others, in the First 
Amendment to the great Constitution of the United States 
of America.

That guarantee of freedom was adopted in 1791, but 
Freedom of the Press actually was recognized in 1735 in 
New York by the acquital of John Peter Zenger, editor of 
the New York Weekly Journal, on charges of libeling a 
British governor by criticizing his conduct of office. That 
was a glorious happening for the people of America.

America had to struggle to get and to keep the na­
tional freedom -  and a free press has been one of the 
chief weapons in the continuing struggle. Please remem­
ber, too, th a t there are no other freedoms as we know 
them in countries which do not have press freedom.

There is nothing mysterious or difficult to under 
stand about a free press, even though some persona strive 
to make it a mystic sort of thing. A fis t  press dossal

mean a newspaper is free to do anything it wants to do 
. . . rather a free press means YOUR RIGHT TO KNOW 
. . . the right of the people to know what is going on in  
the community, the state and the nation. Yes, your right 
to know is all-important.

It is the duty and obligation of a newspaper under a  
free press, then, to obtain th a t information and to pre­
sent it accurately, factually, fairly and without fear or 
favor, for its readers.

Through the years, the American newspaper willingly 
has assumed its responsibilities, performing to the very 
best if its ability to assure tha t Americans are the best 
informed people in the world.

Actually, the American newspaper has been cast in  
the role of a fiduciary -- a trustee representing the people 
in meetings of public bodies concerned with public affairs, 
and keeping the public advised as to the conduct of pub­
lic officials and agencies. The American newspaper typi­
fies private enterprise at its highest, yet representing the 
man on the street and defending his individual rights.

Closed door meetings and sessions of governmental 
units cannot and must not be tolerated at any level if 
freedom of the press -  or rather the right of the people to 
know -  is to be maintained.

Recently, the matter of voluntary censorship on the  
part of newspapers has been very much in the news. I t  
all started when President Kennedy asked the nation’s 
newspaper to re-examine their positions from the stand­
point of national security and in the light of serious situa­
tions confronting the nation. He suggested, more or less, 
the adoption of voluntary cold-war censorship and the use 
of self-restraint in the publication of news which could 
affect the nation’s security.

Felix McKnight, executive editor of the Dallas Times- 
Herald and president of the American Society of News­
paper Editors, told the recent convention of the Texas 
Daily Newspaper Association. “If the urgency of the mo­
ment dictates it, the American newspaper can re-enter 
the World War II operation of voluntary censorship In the  
interest of the national security.

“However, the industry does not feel tha t it should 
be singled out and asked to conform to wartime restric­
tions unless all segments of the American society assume 
similar responsibility in a common fight against our 
enemy.

"The truth, and the free flow of it through news­
papers and other media, is a weapon that has served us 
well since the birth of this free nation.”

Someone else has said, ‘’Freedom needs knowledge to 
live, and knowledge demands truth, not half of it, but 
all of it.”

But a newspaper is much more than that. The news­
paper is an indispensable part of our free society, as well 
as an integral part of the free community in which it lives. 
The newspaper actually helps create a community out of 
what otherwise would be simply a collection of people. 
Newspapers create a community image. The newspaper 
welds a community together, serving every man, woman 
and child. It offers information, features and advertise­
ments of interest to every member of the family.

The newspaper is a definite, active part of the com­
munity.

A newspaper, then, cannot escape, and neither does 
it wish to escape, public service.

J. Montgomery Curtis, director of the American Press 
Institute of Columbia University, says “public service” 
are the two words which best represent a newspaper’s re­
sponsibility to the communily.

Public service, he says, is more than a newspaper re­
porting news. I t ’s whatever a newspaper can do in addi­
tion to reporting news, such as: Campaign for good gov­
ernment, honest courts, economy, good fire prevention, 
adequate water supply, public utilities, fine schools, parks 
and playgrounds. This is all public service, and news­
papers strive to do everything they can to improve a com­
munity.

And we certainly must not overlook advertising in  
this discussion. Advertising in the newspaper is as im­
portant to the average reader as is the information offer­
ed in the news column. Newspaper advertising has set the 
pace in developing our living standards, which are th e  
world’s highest.

Advertising informs, in addition to its function of 
creating desire. I t  is a  basic part of our great and ever- 
expanding economy. I t is vital to the life of the commun­
ity.

It must be remembered, too. tha t advertising provides 
the newspaper’s major source of revenue . . . and th a t a  
financially-unhealthy newspaper cannot meet today’s  
challenge and responsibilities as cited previously.

Theodore M. Bernstein, assistant managing editor of 
the New York Times, said recently. “ A newspaper p re­
sents through its advertisements a city-wide show window 
of general stores. And you can buy it all for the price of a  
daily newspaper.

He further likened a  newspaper to a radar scope sweep­
ing the skies to pick up what is going on in the commun­
ity, state, nation and the world.

You can see tha t your newspaper is pretty big and 
important business . . .  I t  is high time th a t you become 
better acquainted with your newspaper -  a  friendly, co­
operative fellow citizen.

one million acres of agricultural 
land to urban and industrial de­
velopment.
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News From Your 
County Agent

By TRAVIS ALLEN
Peanut harvest has begun in 

the county with reports of some 
good yields coming in. The bulk 
of the harvest is not yet under­
way. but if the good weather 
stays with us, it will pick up in 
a hurry. Some reports of 55 and 
59 bushel yields have come In 
from the Cross Plains area. This 
is probably better than the 
average, but most everyone has 
indicated they expect a little 
above average production this 
year.

Tommy Harris, of the Rowden 
community, said the grass In his 
area Is the best he has ever seen. 
This seems to be the general 
condition over the whole county 
as the late summer and fall 
rains have made conditions ideal 
for a good grass crop.

Volunteer small grains and 
early planted fields are making 
excellent growth. Some farmers 
who usually don’t like volunteer

small grains have left patches 
this year, as the ideal moisture ] 
conditions have given them such 
a head start that they already 
have a tot of grazing on them. 
Many farmers in the county are 
looking for a few days of clear 
weather so they can get their 
wheat and other small grains 
planted. I

If you have been thinking of 
using fertilizer on some of your 
fields this should be a good year 
to use it. With the excellent 
moisture conditions, fertilizers 
should give a good return. Any 
commercial mix which Includes 
nltro-V’n and phosphorus such 
as 16-20-0 or others should be 
good.

Watch for greenbug or army- 
worm Infestations of your small 
grains. These pests can damage 
crops very quickly. Parathlon Is 
recommended for control of the 
greenbugs. Use a spray, when 
temperature Is above 50 degrees 
and do not graze or harvest 
within fifteen days after appli­
cation. Toxaphene or DDT In 
the form of dust or spray can 
be used for the control of the 
armyworm. When using DDT, 
fields should not be grazed; also 
the DDT should not be used 
after the head starts to form.j 
When using toxaphene, only, 
cattle that will go back on the 
range can be grazed In It. Dairy 
cattle and cattle for slaughter 
cannot graze on It. It should not 
be grazed for 15 days after ap­
plication, nor oats, rye or wheat 
harvested within 7 days and 
barley not harvested for 14 
days.

Bulletin MP-339 gives recom­
mendations for each crop and 
for each pest. This bulletin is 
available In the county agent’s 
office.
