"To protect themselves from 
such losses, automobile purchas­
ers should beware of suspicious 
bnrgalns, and should buy their 
automobiles only from well- 
known, established dealers in 
their owyi communities,” Pitt­
man stressed. "No legitimate 
dealer would handle such a sale. 
This same type of unscrupulous 
activity cost many hard working 
families their life savings when 
they purchased autom obiles 
brought in from Louisiana after 
Hurricane Audrey," he added.
