Tyson was shot once in the
neck with a slug from a 22 cali-
ber rifle.

Four other youths with Tyson
the night he was shot were ar-
rested at the service station.
The lid to a soft drink box was
standing open, according to
Sheriff Homer Price of Baird.

Roger Corn, 16, Robert Corn,
19, James Warren, 19, and Ro-
bert Barnhill, 20, said Kanady
poked the barrel of the rifle
| through the window of the sta-
|tlon and fired almost at the

| same time he shouted “hold it”
| once.
| Kanady testified he had his
head and shoulders through the
window and one foot on the
window sill when he snapped of
a shot from the hip at the car
moving away in the drive of his
| station.
| Tyson was apparently the only
member of the fivesome making
his first trip to the Coke box
at the closed station. The four
youths who testified all admit-
ted entering the box on as
many as two pervious occasions.

| It was common knowledge,
they testified, that the locked
box could be “jiggled” open

Baird nightwatchman Joe

Jones testified that he had found
the box open "more than a dozen
times" since Kanady bought the
station Sept. 6.

The youths also sald the rear
window on the two-door sedan
was rolled up. Deputy Sherift
Lee Brown sald it was opened
about 2% to 3 inches.
| The four Baird youths sald
they were riding around with
Tyson the night he was slain.
They generally agreed in their
| testimony that it was James
| Warren who proposed going to
the Kanady station to get the
soft drinks.

All four youths admitted pass-
ing up two open service stations
whete drinks  coul
purchased. Asked why they
didn't stop at an ail-night Tex-
aco station, Roger Corn sald
“We would have had to pay.”

The four sald that once in the
station, James Warren got out
and opened the box and then
called for ald, Roger Corn got
out, they said, and had just
reached the box when the glass
crashed, Kanady shouted and
the shot was fired.
