Tax Deferral Available For 
Homeowners

rpexas aged 65 or older can postpone paying delinquent and current 
1 property taxes on their homes. They can take advantage of a tax 

option called “over-65 deferral” by signing an affidavit at the Donley 
County Appraisal District office.

Once a homeowner files an over-65 tax deferral affidavit with the 
appraisal district, no taxing unit can start or continue a lawsuit for delin­
quent taxes as long as that person owns and lives in that home.

Taxpayers need to be aware that tax deferral for the elderly only 
postpones paying delinquent taxes on the home; it does not cancel them. 
During the deferral time, taxes and interest of eight percent continue to 
add up. When the elderly taxpayer no longer owns or lives in the home, the 
taxes become due. Taxing units can then sue to collect all the deferred tax 
and interest.

Filing of the deferral affidavit does not forgive penalties that are 
already due. Also, if the taxes remain delinquent more than 90 days after 
the deferral ends, an added penalty may be charged if the account goes to 
a delinquent tax attorney.

Tax deferral affidavits are available at the appraisal district office.

aplasticATM-fike hank card to deliver food stamp and Aid to Families with 
Dependent Chfldrcn benefits to qualified Texans.

Thh high-tech system, first proposed in my 1991 Breaking the M old 
report, began as a pilot project in a small section of Houston late last year 
and, after a dose performance evaluation to determine its success, was 
expanded across the city on February l  By this time next year, the Lone 
Star card wiD have made the old paper food stamp coupons obsolete 
throughout Texas.

But as the Houston bust proved, Texans are already getting a  great 
value. One million dollars were taken off the Mack market just weeks into 
the system’s existence. These were taxpayer-funded benefits that pre­
viously disappeared into the black hok of the black market.

In fact, investigators gave full credit where credit was due. What 
broke the case, they said was the Lone Star card, which created an 
electronic “paper” trail that led to the criminal ring’s downfalL The Lone 
Star card also allowed investigators o identify nearly 700 food stamp 
recipients suspected of selling their benefits for cash.

Thafscxacdy the kind of efficiencywe had in mind when we proposed 
the Lone Star card. And that’s exactly what taxpayers throughout Tc 
can expect when the system goes statewide early next year.

The Lone Star card k  already the largest EBT system in the i 
Administered by the Texas Department of Human Services and Transac­
tive Corporation, the Austin-based operator of the system, it has placed 
Texas o die cutting edge of welfare reform.

The Lone Star card has done something else, too. As the Houston 
bust shows, k  gives law enforcement a tool that can take public benefits out 
of the hands of swindlers, who were almost completely unaccountable 
under the old system without leaving an electronic traiL

For at least a year, the criminals in Houston and the recipients who 
sold their benefits went undetected. But it took a matter of weeiks to bring 
their operation to an end. We expect the Lone Star card to continue to pay 
big dividends to needy Texas who legitimately qualify for our temporary 

! and to the Texas taxpayers who foot the bills.
