¢ity Sunday in the interest
of the Texas Baptist Edu-
cational Commission. This
gommission is charged with
the duty of equipping and en-
dowing all the Baptist schools
of the state which belong to
the Baptist General Conven-
tion. There are five of these
schools which make a system,
with Baylor University of Wa-
co, as the head. That is, one
university, one female college
and three academies. The con-
vention appoints all members
of the several beoards, and so
each school is directly respon-
sible to the convention. The
female college sends its gradu-
ates to the mniversity for all
post graduate degrees. The
academies cannot carry classes
above the sophomore year, but
gend their students to the uni-
versity for junior and senior
years. Dr Carroll reports $85,-
000 raised to date for these
schools, and confidently ex-
pects to reach $100,000 by Nov
10, when the general conven-
tion meets in Dallas. He' goes
from'this place to Plainview
where, on Wednesday next, he
addresses the Confederate Vet-
eran’s Association.
