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TOKYO, Jan. 21. ) —The
Japanese parliament was dissolved
by imperial decree this afternoon to
make way for general elections.

The order was promulgated im-
mediately after Premier Inukai, For-
eign Minister Yoshizawa and PFi-
nance Minister Takahashi complet-
ed an outline of the new govern-
ment's program to both houses and
no opportunity was given opposition
members to ask questions.

In the outline of policies, the
three ministers touched on the
Manchurian question, reiterating
that Japan has no territorial ambi-
tions in the territory.
