Water bills too high?

Muenster ISD school board 

held their monthly meeting, 
Thursday, June 13 in the 
school district administration 
building. All board of trustees 
were present along with 
superintendent Steve Cooper. 

Minutes from the May 
meeting and the special 
meeting held June 6 were 
approved. Board members then 
questioned, discussed and 
approved accounts payable for 
May. 

Discussion continued on the 
North Texas Education 
Network (NTEN) courses 
Including Spanish, English and 
Government. Also, the 
possibility of two Internet 
stations in the NTEN room and 
other improvements offered by 
Muenster Telephone Company. 

Mr. Cooper informed the 
board of transportation 
allotment for the next school 
year. A change of bus routes 
would require one less bus. The 
average number of students 
riding buses is 125. The longest  

route is 88 miles with the 
longest ride for a student about 
one hour. 

Cooper covered other items 
including: 

• A possible budget 
workshop in July for board 
members. 

• The 1996:97 budget, with 
income from state finances and 
the estimated tax rate. 

• Increased expenses 
including staff and teacher 
raises (which will place all 
teachers on state base or 
above), NTEN expenses, 
electric and city (water, 
garbage) bills. 

The board approved: 
• The repairs to the track 

including an added expense 
requirement to have the sub 
grade tested on site during 
construction, and the contract 
bid with Track Master. 

• The 2 hour special 
education class for 20 days this 
summer, including the 
transportation of 4 elementary 
students. The class is taught by 
Leigh Hale. 

• Property and liability 
insurance policy from FMW 
Insurance Company. 

• Repair stalls in high school 
and elementary bathrooms, 
and adding two outside doors 
to 	the 	middle 	school 
classrooms. 

Discussion will continue 
after more preparation and 
estimated costs are figured for 
enclosing the west high school 
porch area for the Special Ed 
students. 

The board also approved the 
request of two more transfer 
students. 

The regular meeting 
adjourned at 9:35 p.m., as the 
board went into executive 
session to hire a girls' coach 
and take action on 
administrative raises. 

Donny Vernon of Sherman 
was hired as the girls' head 
coach. In April, the board hired 
Blair Kellner as an assistant 
football coach. The two join 
coaches Randy Tankersley and 
Ted Heers.

City employees are working 

hard to provide the city with 
water and to maintain a 
superior water quality. 
Although Texas is in a drought, 
the wells in Muenster have 
kept up with the demand. 
However, we still face the 
hottest months of the year 
ahead. Therefore, we all need 
to conserve our water as much 
as possible. As we conserve 
water, we also lower our water 
bills. Therefore, I'll prepare a 
series of articles on watering 
conservation tips around the 
house. The first article is on 
lawn watering. 

LAWN WATER TIPS 
Here are some lawn watering 

tips from the Texas Water 
Development Board: 

1. The typical lawn receives 
twice as much water as needed. 

2. Observe the grass to know 
when to water: curled blades of 
grass, footprints remain 
visible, dull green color. 

3. Water efficiently: set 3-5 
cans in sprinkler range, run 
sprinkler for 30 minutes, add 
inches of water and divide by 
number of cans; multiply 
average by 2 to determine how 
many inches of water are 
applied in one hour. 

4. Water 1 to 1 1/2 inches 
every 2-5 weeks for Buffalo 
grass; 7-10 days for Bermuda, 
Centipede, or Zoysia grass; 5 
days for Carpetgrass or St. 
Augustine; and 4 days for Tall 
Fescue or Bluegrass. 

5. Water early in the 
morning or during evening 
hours to avoid evaporation. 

6. Water lawns, not 
sidewalks or driveways. 

7. For sloping area: place 
sprinklers near top of slope. 
Apply water for 5-15 minutes, 
turn water off for 5-15 minutes, 
turn it on for 5-15 minutes, etc. 
until correct amount of water 
has been applied. 

John 	Sharp, 	State 
Comptroller of Public Accounts, 
announced that a total of 
$154.5 million in June Sales 
tax rebates were sent to Texas 
cities and counties.

ith the purchase of Cromeens' 
cility. The facility, now 
imed the K C Arena, was 
?.signed after the arena in 
ill Rogers Coliseum, but is 
rger. KC Arena boasts a 
'ound span of 260' x 120'. 
hat doesn't include the stall 
'ea. 

K C Arena's owners 
organizes events and do the 
advertising for them. At this 
time they are working on the 
Muenster Mash Barrel Racing 
Futurity scheduled for 
September 5, 6, and 7. 
Although this is a three day 
event, Cheryl said they are 
expecting people to begin 
coming in the Sunday or 
Monday, Sept. 1 or 2. 

According to Kelli they 
expect about 125 Futurity 
horses, 100 Derby horses, 200 
Sweepstakes horses, and 50 
youth riders on horses for the 
September Barrel Racing 
Futurity. Covered stalls are 
now being added to the facility. 
They hope to have 125 covered 
stalls completed by the end of 
August to accommodate the 
equine guests. 

Shower facilities and 
electrical hook—ups are 
available for the riders who 
need them. Many have trailers 
with live-in quarters. Others 
will book into area motels. 

A concession stand is now 
being added. Eventually they 
plan to remodel one of the large 
shops on the ranch into a 
cafeteria and horse auction 
barn. "It'll be like a banquet 
center, even if it isn't horse 
related," noted Kelli. 
"Primarily we'll be using it for 
stallion parades and horse 
auctions." 

Twice a week barrel racing 
takes place at KC Arena. "We 
have about 40 entries each 
night for the barrel racing 
which is very good for an arena 
that holds two nights a week 
barrel racing," Kelli said. "You 
get a few of your rodeo girls in, 
but mostly it's your weekend  

barrel racers or barrel racers 
who are raising a family and 
can't really go on the road and 
do barrel racing for a living. To 
have 40 entries twice a week is 
wonderful. Normally you go 
someplace and there's 20 
entries." One reason they felt 
the facility is popular with 
barrel racers is the spacious 
area that allows plenty of 
running room for the horse. 

In July Family Night Team 
Penning will be. on Friday 
nights rather than Thursday 
nights. "We have a lot of youths 
who show up for the team 
penning, as well as adults," 
remarked Kelli. "We keep the 
prices low where everyone can 
enjoy it and have a good time. 
It's $3 per person to do a 
practice run and $10 per 
person to actually compete." 

As of July 1 Larry Jackson 
becomes district director for 
National Barrel Horse 
Association (NBHA) District 
16. Cheryl and Kelli are 
representatives for the district. 
They are planning to have four 
super series a year with the 
NBHA. They anticipate about 
400 barrel racers competing 
during each day of a super 
series. Four districts will  

compete in a super series. It 
will also be open to competitors 
from other areas also and they 
are expected. "They come 
because on a super series you 
have about $15,000 added 
money to the pot," explained 
Kelli. "When you put money 
like that up people come from 
all over. That makes for a good 
paycheck for a 15 second run!" 

Area businesses have been a 
help to this new enterprise by 
donating prizes for the weekly 
competitions. Tony's Seed and 
Feed and Flusche Enterprises 
are among their sponsors. 
Muenster Mill recently 
expressed an interest and 
several other large companies 
plan to join the list of sponsors 
at the larger shows. 

Larry has worked around 
horses all of his life and Kelli 
for about half of hers. Cheryl 
hasn't worked with horses for 
very long, but is learning 
quickly. Bill has a job in Dallas 
and isn't as involved with the 
day to day work at KC Arena, 
but he does help out when he 
can. Larry takes care of prep 
work in the arena. elli is the 
announcer for slows and 
Cheryl does all the secretarial 
work. 

The two couples hope that 
their facility will continue to 
expand as word of mouth 
spreads the good word about 
them. They encourage people to 
come out and see what is going 
on at the arena. Cheryl says 
curious people have stopped to 
see exactly what's what at 
their ranch. From the activity 
at the arena to the electricity 
generating wind turbines, the 
ranch seems to be a novelty. 
Cheryl invites people to stop 
and see what's going on.

Dear Editor, 
Someone recently asked if I

So, the 
conspirators of the tobacco 
industry have instead targeted 
our young, particularly females 
who stand the most to lose, to 
make up for the exodus of adult 
smokers. 

In addition, these same 
tobacco companies have 
launched a massive campaign 
to hook third world populations 
who, in most cases, cannot 
even afford a decent pair of 
shoes or to feed their families. 
Addictions work that way. In 
essence, what we are 
witnessing are merchants of 
death preying upon the weak 
and gullible among us for 
profit. 

Closer to home, most local 
merchants sell cigarettes to our 
youth with impunity before the 
law. Parents are implicated, as 
well, by bad example or failing 
to adequately warn their 
children. Just when we need 
raised consciousness, we see 
eleven-year-olds running 
around on bicycles with 
cigarettes hanging out of their 
mouths. 

The many concerned 
responses to my last missive 
about this problem indicate 
that many, many people are 
alarmed about this disturbing 
trend. The question arises, 
what can we do? It starts with 
every parent, every teacher, 
every merchant, every law 
enforcer--saving our kids one 
kid at a time. It worked before; 
it can work again.

TOMATO PROBLEMS 

Many gardeners have been exper-
iencing real problems in trying to 
raise tomatoes this year. First, we 
have been seeing a lot of bloom 
end rot. This is characterized by 
the lower portion of the tomato 
turning black and rotting. It has 
been attributed to both improper 
moisture and low fruit calcium. 

Recently I ran across some infor-
mation by Calvin Lyons, an Exten-
sion Horticulturist, who summa-
rized the calcium problem by ex-
plaining that calcium is taken up by 
the growing or white root tips. 
When we are not getting new root 
growth, there isn't much calcium 
intake so foliar and fruit growth 
can develop calcium deficiencies 
even though the plants are in high 
calcium soils like we.have in North 
Texas. 

Another problem gardeners are 
having with their tomatoes this year 
is poor fruit set. Several thigs can 
cause poor fruit set. Too much ni-
trogen fertilizer, nighttime tempera-
tures of 70 degrees F., low tem-
peratures below 50 degrees F., ir-
regular watering, and even some 
insects like thrips can cause poor 
fruit set. 

Both of these tomato problems 
that we have mentioned can be 
helped along by what my good 
friend over at Bowie, Rayford 
Pullen, calls the "Texas Three 
Steps." 

First, always mulch around your 
tomato plants to ensure more even 
moisture. 

Second, there are commercial 
products available to aid in fruit set 
that can be sprayed on the tomato 
plants while they are blooming. 

And third, you can assist polli-
nation by shaking your tomato 
plants to dislodge pollen 

BOXELDER AND RED 
SHOULDERED BUGS 

While everyone has been predic-
ting that the dry weather might be 
having a dampening effect on insect 
problems this summer, someone 
apparently forgot to tell the bugs. 

Most recently people have been 
complaining about boxelder bug 
problems. Since this is a fairly 
widespread pest, we will update 
you on on these critters. 

Two species of insects belong to 
this family of bugs and are reported 
to be common pests of certain seed-
bearing shade trees in Texas. The 
boxelder bug is commonly found 
on boxelder trees in home yards. 
The boxelder bug is 1/2 to 3/4 
inch-long, black with red markings 
on the shoulders and wings. Al-
though box elder bugs do not cause 
any damage to the trees which they 
frequent, they can become VERY 
abundant on infested trees. This, 
in turn, can irritate and alarm 
homeowners, especially when they 
enter homes in late summer and 
fall, looking for overwintering 
quarters. 

The red shouldered bug is a kiss-
ing cousin to the boxelder bug, and 
may actually be more common in 
Texas. Its recorded host plants in-
clude chinaberry, soapberry and 
goldenrain trees. It is very similar 
in appearance to the boxelder bug, 
however its red marks are confined 
to two small shoulder spots. 

Neither of these insects will bite 
people, but they can become a nui-
sance when they become numerous 
and enter homes. Unfortunately, 
most insecticides available to home-
owners are only marginally effec-
tive. 

Unfortunately, the best and only 
sure solution to boxelder or red 
shouldered bug problems is remov-
al of the host tree. 

has worsened the crises now 
facing farmers and ranchers," 
he said.

Corn 
growers, he noted, will be able 
to plant 15% more acres this 
year. 

The Administration has 
defended its decision to restrict 
corn plantings in 1995 because 
the nation had just harvested a 
price-depressing record crop in 
1994.
