1898 PIONEER TELLS |
OF NEW CHURCH

FELKER RESUMES
ROAD GRAVELING
SOUTH OF TOWN

Five Miles Being Rebuilt
Through Federal WPA

Assistance

With the return of balmy weath-
er last week Babe Felker and his
crew returned to thelr graveling
work on the road south of Muenster.
WPA gravel scoopers and a fleet of
dump trucks are now on the job
moving gravel from the C. J. Fette
farm.

The road work in the present proj-
ect will extend three miles south of
Muenster, which apparently means
from the Elm Creek bridge at the
city limits to the Big ¥lm bridge,
Immediately following that strip the
crew will gravel the mile from Emil
Vogel's farm to the Kleiss Brothers
home and then the mile from Kleiss
Brothers to the new overpass.

Original appropriations for FFed-
eral aid in the project are still in
effect, According to Mr. Felker's
statement on January 4 enough
money had been appropriated to last
until February 15. Since almost a
full month was lost at the work, it
is probable that their money would
last until March 15. The Federal
grant provides for 70 per cent of the
graveling expense while Cooke Coun-
ty pays the remaining 30 per cent.

The road building is being thor-
oughly done. TFirst the old surface
is graded to the side to serve as a
shoulder for the new surface. Next
the gravel is laid eight inches deep
and 16 feet wide. And then the
grader makes its regular trips over
the road to get it thoroughly leveled.

To date Mr. Felker has taken
gravel from three different locations.
First he got the material from Bar-
ney Voth., After striking a number
of sand pockets that deposit was
abandoned for a rock deposit on the
Hesse farm which in turn was aban-
doned when the percentage of dirt
ran too high. 1t is thought that the
present source will provide an ade-

LINDSAY 4.-H GIRLS
ENTHUSIASTIC OVER
THEIR CLUB HOTBED

Lindsay, Feb. 9.—In order to en-
courage more interest in 4-H Club
work and to aid club girls in reach-
ing their goals of providing the re-
quired number of feet of leafy veg-
etables for each member of the fam-
ily a club hot bed for starting cab-
bage plants was suggested by Miss
Nettie Schultz, county home demon-
stration agent at a recent meeting
of the club.

The site chosen for the construc-
tion of the hot bed is a portion of
Miss Caroline Mueller's vegetable
garden, near the school grounds.

The structure as planned by Miss
Schultz measures approximately 6
by~10 feet, and is large enough to
provide for 3,500 plants. These in
turn, at the time of transplanting
average 40 feet of cabbage per per-
son in a family of five. There are
23 girls in the club.

Due to persistent bad weather the
construction of the hot bed was
somewhat delayed; however, during
the past week with the rising tem-
perature and occasional sunshine the
work was completed and the seed
was sown in drills about three inches
apart.

Three popular varietles, Charles-
ton Wakefield, Copenhagen Market
and Flat Dutch were selected by the
agent. A fourth variety, Chinese

THE CORRECT PICTURE

IF YOU have made any attempt to keep
up with the Spanish situation in daily
newspapers you have probably been mis-
led as to the true state of affairs over there.

Our newspapers carry all sorts of tales
about the “rebels” bombing cities full of
defenseless’ women and children but few
of them mention the wholesale murder and
personal outrages inflicted on priests, nuns,
and prisoners captured by the “loyalists.”

We read that Hitler and Mussolini are
aiding the rebels with their Fascist forces
but few of us have been informed that “loy-
alists”’ of Spain have received help from
Communists all over the world.

And how many of us know that the very
names applied to the conflicting forces are
reversed. Those given the high sounding
name of loyalists are the group of Com-
munists that strong-armed their way into
power in spite of being actually defeated
at the polls in 1936. They are now in
charge of the government, yes; but actual-

ly they are a mob of traitors pledged to the
destruction of a civilization and religion
that has come down to present day Span-
iards as a heritage of 20 centuries. -

On the other hand those branded as
repels are the people who are willing to
lay down their lives in defense of the prin-
ciples, institutions, and the religion that
have played such an important part in the
lives of their ancestors, :

In short the conflict in Spaln is one of
Christianity versus Communism, of social
security versus oppression and chaos, of de-
mocracy versus dictatorship.

Why aren’t we ‘getting the correct pic-
ture of Spanish affairs? Because Com-
munists here as well as in Europe have such
a well established system of propaganda
that only the items they want published,
whether they are true or not, get into the
majority of our papers.

The time has come for Americans to
be alert. An organization so strong that
it can disguise world news to serve its pur-
pose certainly cannot be considered as a
minor threat.

LEFT TURNS

NYWHERE one goes he will find a con-

siderable percentage of drivers who
use very little judgment in leaving their
regular lifle of travel.

Possibly the most frequent offense in
this respect is unwarned left turns. Who
has not seen the driver ahead suddenly
swerve to the left without warning to the
one behind him?

Naturally as a person prepares for a
left turn he slows down and the unsuspect-
ing driver behind just as naturally pre-
pares to pass on the left. Then as the turn
is made a collision may be avoided if the
driver behind is alert and lucky. But too
frequently the outcome is tragic.

There are two simple methods by which
that kind of accident can be avoided. First
of all, signal for a left turn by extending
the arm horizontally out of the left side of
the car—Ilet the driver behind know that
a turn will be made. Secondly, occupy the
lane of traffic that would otherwise be
taken by a passing car — don’t give the
driver behind a chance to pass while the
turn is being made. It stands to reason
that if the first car is in the middle, or even
at the left side of the road—which is actu-
ally safer if no oncoming cars are in sight
—the second car cannot possible be along-
side when the first makes the left turn.

For the same reason a right turn
should never be made from the center or
left side of the street. This is especially
true in city traffic where drivers slip
through any available opening. The one
who turns from the center of the street may
notice too late that someone is beside him.

Again the rule is don’t give the driver
behind room to pass on the side to which
you are turning. And if you wish to sig-
nal extend the arm with albow bent and
forearm pointing upward.

Get the right habit in making right and
left turns and half your driving worries
are over.

Influenza in Texas
Not Widespread Says
. State Health Officer

Austin, Feb, 9.—Reports to the
State Department of Health indi-
cate a seasonal increase in influ-
enza, but there are no indications of
an epidemic in any such degree as
that which swept the Nation with
such disastrous results during the
World War, is the assurance given
Texans by Dr. George W. Cox, State
Health Officer.

“T'he number of cases reported for
the first two weeks in January is
not in excess of those reported for
the same period last year,” he said,
“and the situation does not call for
alarm, such as is likely to arise in
the minds of the people because they
recall the terrible  destruction
wrought by influenza in 1918,

“Influenza is an acute, contagious
and highly infectious disease, occur-
ring in epidemic and isolated form
and often characterized by sudden-
ness of onset, fever, headache,
marked prostration and a tendency
to severe complications of the lungs.
Practically everybody is susceptible
to it. No matter how many times
vou have had the disease you may
contract it again,

“Attempted preventive measures
fall naturally into two groups—first,
everyone should try to avoid expos-
ure to the disease by avaiding over-
crowded places, and stay away from
persons ill with the disease; and,
second, every person should form
such health habits as will keep the
resistance of the body at a mixi-
mum, so that when they are exposed
the body will be able to resist in-
vasion of the germs.

“Sufficient rest, clealiness® of
hands, mouth and teeth, fresh air
while at work and at sleep, regula-
tion of meals and bodily functions,
wholesome food and freedom from
anxiety will increase bodily resist-
ance and go a long way to avoid
contracting the disease,

“The complications of influenza
are far more important than the dis-
ease itself, Pneumonia all too often
follows influenza. Don’'t neglect
youpr ‘cold.’ If you have the slight-
est suspecian of fever, go home. go
to ged immediately, and call your
physician. Stay in bed until he tells
you that you can get up, and fol-
low his advice explicitly.”
