Scrambles Tourney Winners Named 
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The visit of George Bush 
to Mainland China, ap-
parently did not serve its in-
tended purpose. His number 
one mission was to reconcile 
the government of Peking to 
the fact that Ronald 
Reagan, if elected, intends 
to renew the friendly 
relations with Taiwan which 
have been broken by the 
Carter administration. 

The word from Bush in-
forms us that the message, if 
presented gently, certainly 
was not accepted that way. 
Peking was furious, fuming 
that any change in the US 
stance on Taiwan would be a 
serious setback to Sino-
American relations, which 
could be broken off. 

This appears to be the be-
ginning of terrific pressure 
on the GOP candidate to 
scrap one of his favorite 
principles. Along with 
threats from the Reds we 
can expect proposals of ap-
peasement by liberal 
Republicans and campaign 
oratory from the 
Democrats, insisting on con-
tinuation of our give-in to 
Peking. 

This also appears like a 
fine opportunity for Reagan 
to show some statesman-
ship. He is 100 per cent right 
in claiming that our betrayal 
of Taiwan is a national 
disgrace and that US honor 
should be redeemed by 
nullifying our cowardly and 
shameful agreement with the 
Red Chinese. The Reds in-
solently told us that the price 
of friendship with them is to 
stab an old friend in the 
back... and the Carter ad-
ministration paid that price. 
Reagan tells us that con-
science and honor demand  a 
correction. This treachery 
must not be a part of our of-
ficial policy. 

We sincerely hope he will 
stick with his principle. In 
the first place his stature 
among us Americans will be 
enhanced if he shows us that 
he will not yield to political 
arm twisting. Even more 
important, his stature before 
the rest of the free world will 
be enhanced by a show of 
US loyalty to people on our 
side of the global conflict. 

As regards China's threat 
of calling off relations, it 
seems like a bluff. If mutual 
interest prompts US and 
China to cooperate they can 
and will do so regardless of 
one's hostility to tiny 
Taiwan. In fact, both coun-
tries would be wiser to have 
Taiwan on their side against 
the Soviets. 

In the last analysis, the 
success of the next ad-
ministration, before 
Americans and the world, 
will be determined on 
judgment guided by con-
science. We think Reagan 
knows it and will act accor-
dingly. 

A favorable development 
in the political campaign is 
the apparent swing to 
morality and religion as in-
dicated by the National 
Affairs Briefing held last 
week in Dallas. We've heard 
for a long time that conser-
vatism is gaining, and it's 
good news now to learn that 
it is getting an assist from 
increasing regard for God 
and His way of living. 

Some 20,000 people at-
tended the two day meeting 
which was intended to get 
Christians more involved in 
politics. 	Along 	with 
speeches 	by 	nationally 
known leaders in religion, 
politics and economics, they 
heard how to get involved 
through such means as 
spreading the good word of 
the conference, voter 
registration and getting out 
the vote. 

The 	movement 	is 
somewhat similar to waking 
a sleeping giant. A big 
majority of Americans 
believe in God and live ac-
cording to His rules, but 
they are complacent and 
allow the vocal minority to 
amplify the impact of its 
twisted thinking on society. 
America desperately needs 
to reverse this trend and re-
establish the basics of 
religion and morality which 
guided our founding fathers 
in setting up our gover-

The count is 
392 at the public school and 
263 at Sacred Heart, as 
compared with respective 
figures of 401 and 287. 
Combined enrollment of the 
two schools has dropped

The losses are mostly in 

high school where the com-
bined total has plunged 
from 242 to 213, a drop of

Another comparison with 
the previous year shows that 
the net loss of 9 at the public 
school includes a gain of 9 in 
the elementary and a loss of

FACTS ABOUT 
AMERICA 

Any nation has two chief 
responsibilities. The first 
responsibility is to assure 
security for the country, 
domestic and foreign. This 
means having adequate 
domestic laws and properly 
enforcing them. It means 
protection against foreign 
nations. 

The second chief respon-
sibility of a nation is to create 
and maintain a sound financial 
policy. 

Up until 1945 America did a 
superior job in maintaining 
good laws and enforcing them 
and the American dollar had 
become the standard of 
currency valuation around the 
world. In our own country when 
we wanted to commend 
something, we had a saying, 
"It's as sound as a dollar." 

Now in 1980, we look out on a 
very different picture. Our laws 
oftentimes are not carefully 
evaluated and they are not well 
enforced. In fact, crime keeps 
growing worse every passing 
year We no longer have 
adequate internal security . 

In 1945 America had the 
strongest Navy, the strongest 
Air Force, the strongest sub-
marine force, the best equipped 
land Army and alone had the 
atomic bomb. Today we are not 
first in any one of these areas. 
We have intentionally and 
knowingly allowed Russia to 
surpass us in virtually every 
military area . 

Russia has been spending 
about fifteen percent of her 
total gross national product 
annually on military 
preparedness. America on the 
contrary has been spending 
only about five percent of her 

gross national product on 
military preparedness. 

We also know well the design 
of the Communists. They have 
two overriding determinations. 
In the first place, they declare 
that their determination is to 
free the "slaves of all the 
capitalist nations" including 
America. They maintain there 
can be no peace in the world as 
long as capitalism prevails 
anywhere. Their second 
overriding ambition is to create 
a total communist world. Under 
these circumstances, 
America's security from 
abroad is in great jeopardy. 

In the second place, we no 
longer have a sound financial 
structure. America decided 
shortly after World War U to 
live with inflation and that 
possibly a limited amount of 
inflation each year would be 
good for the country. So we 
began tolerating inflation. Now 
finally, it's gotten so out of 
control that for the last five 
years we've averaged ap-
proximately $50 billion a year in 
deficit spending. This means 
we've been spending in the last 
five years about 150 billion a 
year above all of the national 
income. We've simply been 
adding that much each year to 
the national debt, which now 
approximates $900 billion and 
the annual interest alone on it is 
probably up to about $70 billion 
or more at the present time. For 
five years our government has 
been promising us it was going 
to reduce inflation. But instead 
inflation is now growing faster 
than ever. Each dollar will 
probably lose 25 percent of its 
value just in 1979 and 1980 — a 
period of two years. 

We all know what to do to 
meet this crisis. But so far we 
lack the courage, the deter-
mination and the self-control to 
do it. 

WASHINGTON, D.C. —
Two years ago, the Food and 
Drug Administration and the 
Department of Agriculture an-
nounced that nitrite, used as a 
preservative in cured meats and 
poultry, caused cancer. This 
week, they changed their 
minds. 

The revision was certainly 
good news for both consumer 
and producer of those meat 
products, but the nagging 
question remains: After two 
years of consumer uncertainty 
and untold millions of dollars 
worth of damage to industry, 
who is to be held accountable 
for this error? 

As background, in 1978 the 
two agencies acted on the basis 
of a single study done at the 
Massachusetts Institute of 
Technology that said that 
nitrite had been found to cause 
cancer in rats when used in 
such foods as bacon, hot dogs 
and other food products. 

Despite cries from the in-
dustry that the research was in-
clusive. the agencies proceeded 
to loudly decry the use of 
nitrite, creating an immediate 
reaction by the consuming 
public. Since nitrites have been 
used for years for the control 
of bacteria that cause deadly 
botulism, secondary fears were 
raised as to the safety of pro-
ducts that did not use nitrites. 
An estimated $12.5 billion 
worth of food — 7 percent of 
our food supply, has nitrite 
added to it. In many respects, 
the nationwide production and 
distribution system for pro-
cessed meats, poultry, fish and 
other products depended on 
the use of nitrite. And yet, on 
the basis of a single study, a 
phase-out of its use was begun 
and the costs to the industry 
and the consumer began to add 
up. 

And what, after all of that, 
was the government's response 
to the costly error? 

The senior official from the 
Food and Drug Administration 
told Congressmen at a special 
briefing this week that he was 
"sorry that this has caused 
problems, but that is the price 
we pay for open government." 

My response to that 
lukewarm apology is that 
sometimes "sorry" just isn't 
enough. Uncle Sam. in the 
cloak of regulatory authority. 
taps on the shoulders of 
American industry and 
American consumers at every 
turn. This latest example of the 
over-use of that authority and 
lack of judgment on the part 
of those regulatory decisions, 
tells us that we have reached 
the point where producer and 
public alike must demand 
government accountability. 

Congress itself, in passage 
of the Delaney Clause which 
requires the ban of any agent 
suspected of causing cancer, 
must admit its own role in that 
accounting. In the well-
meaning guise of protecting the 
public, Congress opened the 
way for unlimited regulatory 
decisions, which — hastily exe-
cuted and slowly retracted —
have had the two-fold effect of 
alienating both the producer 
and consumer. The producer 
of the product in suspect must 
pay in the form of decreased 
demand for his product and 
for the costly defense of his 
product. The consumer has 
heard the government "cry 
wolf—  with its various cancer 
warnings long enough to begin 
to ignore thoroughly substan-
tiated, real dangers. 

It is time for Congress to 
demand that all regulatory 
agencies adhere strictly to the 
old adage: Be sure you're right; 
then go ahead. Not the other 
way around. Of course the real 
problem is simply too much 
regulation, by too many 
regulators, that cost too much 
money. 

AUSTIN — Pretrial hear-
ings in the Texas Bnlab 
investigation opened in 
Houston last week, a rough- 
and-tumble judicial football 
game played in a political 
windstorm. 

While House Speaker Bill 
Clayton's lawyers fight for 
his political life, the cam-
paign season winds are be-
ginning to build from a 
whistle to loud hunt 

Clayton, along with others, 
faces charges of extortion. 
racketeering, fraud and con-
spiracy in connection with 
an alleged scheme to award 
a lucrative state insurance 
contract in exchange for 
campaign contributions. 

Clayton's lawyers sought 
to have the case thrown out 
of federal court into a state 
court on jurisdictional 
grounds last week, and sev-
eral of the "Brilab tapes" of 
conversations with Clayton 

and other key figures were 
played in the courtroom. 

Among other revelations, 
the press learned that the 
FBI informant in the case, 
Joseph Hauser, was paid 
165.000 by the government 
for his role in the sting. 

The federal judge, upon 
ending the pretrial hearings 
Friday, was expected to rule 
with little delay on whether 
the case should be dismissed 
on the grounds of entrap-
ment, federal government 
misconduct, or artificially 
created federal jurisdiction. 

Buttock Subpoenaed 
State Comptroller Bob 

Bullock was subpoenaed last 
week to testify Sept. 3 before 
a Travis County grand jury 
probing charges his former 
chief deputy used state em-
ployees and equipment to 
conduct private business. 

Bullock himself is not a 
target in the investigation in-
to the activities of former 
Bullock top aide Ralph 
Wayne. 

Two grand juries have al-
ready probed the allegations 
within the past two years, 
and Bullock has labeled the 
action a political witchhunt. 
He and District Attorney 
Ronald Earle, both former 
state legislators, have waged 
colorful, verbal media ex-
changes since the first in-
vestigation. 

AG Opinions 
In legal opinions issued 

last week, Atty. Gen. Mark 
White ruled: 

--The Board of Regents 
of North Texas State Uni-
versity may validly designate 
the chief executive officer of 
the university as chancellor. 

—The Texas Department 
of Corrections is responsible 
for the agreed cost of trans-

porting prisoners from a 
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If the inflation rate could be brought down to 5.9 
percent this year, everyone would be delighted. Politicians 
would stampede to take credit for the near-miraculous feat. 
But in 1970, when that WAS the inflation rate. the figure 
caused alarm and indignation. People feared for the state of 
the economy. 

Now, economists and government officials yearn for a 
10 percent rate of inflation. That would mean prices would 
double only every 7.2 years. 

The consumer price index -- the most commonly used 
measure of inflation — was 18 percent for the first quarter 
and then dropped in the second quarter to 11.6 percent. 
That sounds like a big improvement, even if it was the result 
of recession. But the consumer price index is not the best 
measure of what is happening to the inflation rate because 
home mortgage rates are a major factor in calculating it. 
For the CPI to be an accurate indication, every family 
would have to buy a home every month. 

The most comprehensive measure of inflation in the 
economy — called by economists the "implicit gross 
national product deflator" — rose from 9.5 percent in the 
first quarter to 10.4 percent in the second quarter. In 1976, 
it was 5.2 percent. All this indicates we are not winning the 
battle against inflation. Finally, the astounding 1.7 percent 
one-month jump in the producer price index — a measure 
of wholesale prices — indicates there may be even more 
serious trouble ahead. 

The Carter Administration's commitment to fighting 
inflation was questionable from the start, in spite of loud 
public promises to make that battle the first priority. This 
Administration has accumulated $132.1 billion in actual 
and estimated deficits, more than the combined total 
deficits from the end of World War II until 1972. Federal 
tax receipts this year will gobble up 22.4 percent of our 
gross national product, compared to only 21.9 percent at 
the height of World War II. In fad, taxes have increased 
from $357 billion in 1977 to a proposed 5628 billion in 1981. 

Personal income has not begun to keep pace, as every 
family knows. Government economists tells us that incomes 
from wages and salaries actually dropped last month. 

Home mortgage rates. which plunged as the full 
impact of housing costs and recession hit potential home 
owners, are on the rise again. Food costs for months kept 
the rate of inflation down with prices so low that farmers 
have been driven into bankruptcy by the thousands. Now 
drought, and the cuts in production that were inevitable 
when farmers were unable to make a living with their 
business, have started to push food prices up to realistic 
levels. 

Yet, at this critical time, even the half-hearted 
inflation battle waged by the Administration is in danger of 
faltering. The President now asserts that creating jobs is the 
number one priority of the federal government. Does that 
mean hundreds of thousands of artificial make-work jobs at 
a cost of billions of dollars? Certainly, he already is under 
pressure to take that step. 

Unemployment is a serious problem. one that damages 
our nation's economic health and causes personal suffering. 
But inflation hits every American, and the unemployed 
most of all. We must work to solve our unemployment 
problem. However, if we lose sight of the overriding need to 
control inflation, we will not have helped anyone.

OPINION 
MARSHALL, J. 

On the 2nd day of August, 1980, 
came on to be heard the above 
cause wherein Defendant was 
charged with a violation of Tex. 
Rev. Civ. Stat. Ann. art. 670ld 5 
166, speeding, and carne the Defen-
dant in person and, having been 
advised of her rights by the Court, 
entered a plea of not guilty; 
whereupon, the case proceeded to 
trial. At the conclusion of the 
evidence the Court found that the 
Defendant was guilty of the offense 
and entered judgment accordingly, 
assessing a fine of 539.00, plus costs 
in the amount of 53.50. Execution 
of the judgment, however, was 
suspended pursuant to Ten. Rev. 
Civ. Stat. Ann. art. 670Id S I43A, 
whereby the Defendant, upon her 
own statements as to her driving 
record, was permitted to attend a 
duly accredited defense driving 
course some time par), to Novem-
ber I, 1980, and retum to present to 
the Court proof of completion so as 
to permit a dismissal of the case. 
The Defendant was released accor-
dingly. 

On August 14, 1980, the Clerk of 
the Court received from an attorney 
an instrument purporting to be an 
appeal bond. The instrument does 
not state an amount as to the bond, 
does not state the date on which 
Defendant is to appear before the 
County Court of Cooke County, is 
not endorsed by the Sheriff of 
Cooke County, nor does it bear the 
sworn statement of the sureties that 
they are worth the amount of the 
bond in terms of non-exempt 
property held by them, nor any ad-
dresses. 

The threshhold question before 
the Court is whether it has jurisdic-
tion to examine the alleged "bond" 
and to determine whether it satisfies 
the statutory requisites. The Court 
is of the opinion that it does have 
such jurisdiction. The attempted 
filing of the alleged "bond", as the 
functional equivalent of a "notice 
of appeal", has the effect of in-
voking this Court's "quasi-
appellate' jurisdiction, so that 
there is authority to rule upon such 
questions as those affecting appeals 
from it. See Stevenson V. State, 600 
S.W. 2nd 307 (Tex. Crim. Appl, 
1980) at 309. 

Upon due examination of the in-
strument now in issue, the Court is 
of the opinion that it is not in fact a 
"bond" within the meaning of Tex. 
Code Crim. Proc. ch. 44, in that it 
does not comply with the 
requirements of Tex. Code Crim. 
Proc. arts. 17.08 52, 17.11 91, 
17.13, 44.13, and 44.20. 

No opinion is expressed hereby 
on the issue of timelines of the 
filing, inas -nuch as the deter-
mination of the status of the in-
strument is dispositive of the at-
tempted appeal. 

No bond having been filed, the 
instrument is not approved for 
filing, the appeal is hereby 
dismissed, and the decision of the 
Court made final. 

Order accordingly. 
Opinion delivered August 20, 1980.

To Need 
Recognizing that not all 

farmers have the same need 
for insurance protection, 
Federal Crop Insurance 
policies for 1981-crop wheat 
enable you to virtually 
"write your own insuran-
ce". 

Ronald Lovan, District 
Director of USDA's Federal 
Crop Insurance Corporation 
points out that Cooke Coun-
ty wheat growers can select 
not only the yield level they 
want to be guaranteed, but 
also the amount of indem-
nity they want to be paid for 
each bushel a damaged crop 
falls short of the guaranteed 
production. The cost of the 
insurance depends on the 
amount of protection selec-
ted. In any case, Lovan ad-
ds, the insurance premium is 
a fully tax-deductible 
business expense. 

"With the flexibility that 
this year's policies provide, 
Lovan notes that a wheat 
grower can insure up to the 
total investment in his crop 
or he can insure some por-
tion of the total investment. 
Some producers, for exam-
ple, may want to carry only 
enough insurance to cover 
specific expense items such 
as fertilizer and chemicals, 
or their mortgage payments 
on land, or their current 
loan and interest 
obligations. 

Depending on his finan-
cial circumstances, one far-
mer may choose a policy 
that combines a high yield 
guarantee with a relatively 
low indemnity payment for 
each bushel lost. Another 
may prefer a lower yield 
guarantee with a higher 
payment for each bushel of 
loss. Still another might 
choose a policy with both a 
high yield guarantee and a 
high indemnity payment. 

"While it's obviously a 
matter of getting what you 
pay for," says Lovan, "it's 
also a matter of getting what 
you want."

Winter pastures will be 
needed by most of them in 
order to stay in the livestock 
business and now is the time  

to 	prepare 	for 	these 
pastures, he pointed out. 

Winter pastures must be 
grown before cold weather 
stops growth throughout the 
colder days in December, 
January and February Dr. 
Lovelace says. 

Early planting, in winter 
pasture terms, means plan-
ting in late August or early 
September on prepared 
seedbeds.

fertilizer incorporation, ana 
planting seed should be 
arranged for well ahead of 
the planting date. Two or 
three weeks delay in 
preparation and planting 
may make the difference 
between winter pasture and 
spring pasture, Dr. Lovelace 
points out. 

Early 	planting 	on 
prepared seedbeds is a key 
factor in having grazable 
winter pastures. Late plan-
tings (mid-October-
November) result in spring 
pastures. Weather will play 
an important role in winter 
pasture production. By 
planting early, the 
probability of adequate 
rainfall for growth is good. 

Early planting allows the 
plants to take advantage of 
the sunlight of the longer 
days of September and Oc-
tober. After October, the 
day length and temperatures 
for optimum growth 
decrease. 

"The probability of ob-
taining adequate growth af-
ter October decreases and 
weather cannot be con-
trolled, so winter pastures 
must be planted on expec-
tations," Dr. Lovelace says. 

Ceral grains (oats, wheat, 
rye and barley) are the types 
of winter pasture that can be 
planted early. The small 
grains have large seeds that 
can be deep-planted and 
establish seedlings that can 
survive the hot weather of 
mid-September. Wheat and 
rye are the more cold 
tolerant of the ceral grains. 
Oats and barley are the least 
cold tolerant but will furnish 
slightly less fall grazing and 
slightly more winter grazing 
because of the cold toleran-
ce. 

"Total production of the 
best varieties of all small 
grains will be approximately 
the same at the end of the 
growing season," Dr. 
Lovelace emphasizes. 

Additional winter 
pastures can be obtained by 
overseeding or planting 
ryegrass and clovers. 
However, these are small 
seeded and require shallow 
planting which may not 
allow them to survive a Sep-
tember hot spell. Con-
sequently these types of 
pastures should be planted 
around October I, when 
chances of extreme hot 
weather is past, he adds. 

"The time has come when 
we must utilize fertilizers ef-
ficiently. Research and 
demonstrations throughout 
Texas has shown that rate, 
time and method of ap-
plying phosphorous and 
nitrogen affect yields and 
profit from fertilization," 
Dr. Lovelace says. 

"Why does my small 
grain get off to such a slow 
start?" is a common 
question from farmers. 

Many times the cause is a 
lack of readily available 
phosphorous in the seedling 
root zone. Adequate 
nitrogen and other nutrients 
are also essential but 
phosphorous in the row with 
the seed is a key to early 
growth and winter hardiness 
in winter pastures, Dr. 
Lovelace emphasizes. 

A good rule of thumb for 
small grain fertilization is 
two pounds of nitrogen and 
one pound of phosphorous 
for each bushel of expected 
grain yield. When grazing 
one 500 pound calf per acre, 
each ton of forage removed 
will use about 80 pounds of 
nitrogen, Dr. Lovelace 
recommends. 

Don't guess-Soil Test! 
Use only the nutrients 

needed, use them in the 
amounts required to meet 
expected needs and a more 
efficient pasture program 
will be the result, Dr. 
Lovelace concludes.

nment. At the same time it 
needs to create a climate of 
declining acceptance for the 
characters who scoff at God 
and violate His comman-
dments. 

One of the principal spe-
akers of the conference was 
Ronald Reagan, who has 
long identified himself with 
the fundamental relation-
ship of religion and morality 
to government.

The Rev. W.A. Criswell, 
noted Baptist minister of 
Dallas, pointed out the 
nation's greatest problem 
when he said "Will our 
country continue to be 
prosperous or go down in 
shame? Is there a god of 
humanism, of sexuality, of 
promiscuity, of degeneracy, 
of drug abuse and 
drunkenness? It is time for 
the nation to return to the 
God of our Pilgrim Fathers. 
to the faith of our praying 
mothers and to the prin-
ciples that our nation was

founded upon." 
The convention likewise 

took a firm stand in op-
position to abortion, 
homosexuality and ERA. 
The most prominent speaker 
on that subject was Phyllis 
Schlafly, national anti-ERA 
leader. She said "the devil is 
using one word, sex, to take 
away the rights of wives and 
give them to homosexuals. It 
doesn't give women rights 
but puts sex into the con-
stitution". She further stated 
that ERA would erase the 
laws that say husbands must 
support wives and that 
husbands must be men and 
wives must be women. 

While supporters of the 
old time fundamentals were 
building enthusiasm at the 
meeting, gays were demon-
strating and politicking in 
another part of Dallas, 
claiming that their life style 
is a private matter and they 
are entitled to all the rights 
and respect accorded to 
normal people.
