As it was founded on new and untried erononut theo­
ries. it is not surprising that there have been mans incon­
sistencies in its operation.

It is unfortunate, we believe, that administraucm of 
the code has been left to such a temperamental character 
as General Jofyison. The very traits of character that 
made him the ideal man for putting the various codes into 
operation seem to ns to make him of little value in seeing 
that all factions receive fair and intempetate consideration 
of their rights and claims.

The Pioneer Phnlorraidier

J M ’ ERY summer for the last few 
year* a rray-halred New York­

er has been setting ont on a ro­
mantic Journey. He Is William H 
Jackson, past four score rears In 
age. who has been bark-tracking 
on the path of his youth, the his­
toric Oregon trail.

Among.the thousands who pass­
ed over that trail, Jackaon Is 
s o la  us. For he w a s  Che pioneer
photographer of that "highway of 
a westward-faring nation.” the 
first man to traverse it with the 
crude photographfr materials of 65 
years ago, to make a pictorial rec­
ord of the country through which 
It ran In Its primitive state and 
to make hundreds of photographs 
of Indians, among them chiefs and 
warrior* who became famous by 
their deeds cm the warpath and 
In the council lodge.

Born in New York in 1.843 Jack- 
son became an Itinerant artist, a 
map-maker in the Union army 
during the Civil War. a village pho­
tographer afterwards, then a for­
tune-seeker in the trans-Mtssissip- 
pl West In 18#K-*7 heaves a “ hull- 
whacker" for a freighters’ outfit 
hauling supplies from Nebraska 
City on the Missouri to the valley 
of the Great Salt Lake in Utah.

Next he and his brother set up 
as photographers In the booming 
frontier town of Omaha, hnt when 
the Union Pacific began bnlldlne 
west. Jackaon left his brother to 
run the studio, and started out to 
record what was happening In 
what was then the real “ Wild 
West.’’ To get picture* he took the 
chance of toeing his scalp, but be 
got the pictures!

So successful was he that Dr. C. 
V, Hayden, head of the United 
States geological survey, offered 
hftc a Job as photographer for the 
expedition which started nut In 
1870 to survey the old Oregon Mor­
mon trail and the old Overland 
Stage route. For the next ten 
years he accompanied other sur­
veying expeditions and it was on 
these expeditions that he took the 
pictures of scenes In the West, In­
dians. frontier posts, etc., which 
have become such a priceless her­
itage to posterity.

In 1871 he made the first photo­
graphs of the marvels of the Yel­
lowstone country and hi* pictures, 
as well as the discoveries of and 
the specimens collected by the 
Hayden expedition, of which he was 
a member, played an Important 
part In the creation of the Yellow­
stone National park In 1372. In 
recent years Mr. Jackaon haa been 
research secretary of the Oregon 
Trail Memorial association. In 
which role he is completing the 
work atarted whrii he was not on­
ly a frontiersman himself but the 
pictorial historian of the frontier.

The Flag of Texas

Mamie Wynne 
Cox. ha* dlven much time to the 
study of Texas flags—the six flags 
of Texas so that henceforth, in 
the centennial year especially, the 
proper flag* should be shown In 
emphasis of ’ ’Texas under six 
flags."

The approaching centennial 
should cause througheut the state 
a revival of Interest in the fasci­
nating pages of Texas history. 
With its imperial urea and re­
sources the state is destined to 
take a prominent place in Ameri­
can life While sources of informa­
tion can best be had. accurate 
knowledge should be secured to 
supersede present Inaccurate 
knowledge about many events In 
the state's earlier history.
