When President Reagan 
was elected by a landslide, 
one might say that his vic-
tory was accompanied by a 
surge of optimism, in which 
the big majority looked for-
ward to a better America 
with reduction of big spen-
ding and inflation along 
with a reduction of crime 
and immorality and a 
comeback of national 
security and global esteem. 

The president has convin-
ced the country that he is 
dedicated to all of those im-
provements and it is con-
fident that he will make 
good on every promise. But, 
unfortunately, his good in-
tentions are encountering 
too much foot dragging, cer-
tainly a lot more than he or 
we expected. 

First line of opposition is 
the liberals whose political 
success was founded upon 
being generous with tax 
money, and whose survival 
depends on the same policy. 
They are pressuring the ad-
ministration and congress to 
continue the extravagance. 
At the same time they are 
receiving help from us 
special interest people who 
cheer each proposed 
economy until it involves a 
pinch on our own wants. 
We're in favor of all spen-
ding cuts but that one. With 
this situation applying to all 
of the proposals, it's easy to 
understand why reforms are 
slow in coming. 

In this connection it seems 
proper to explain that 
Reagan's support of con-
tinued subsidy to tobacco 
farmers was more than just 
favoritism to Senator Jesse 
Helms. It's good judgment 
to invest pennies in the 
tobacco corp when the 
tobacco industry pays 
dollars in tax revenues. We 
who are inclinded to howl 
about this situation can im-
prove our opinion by 
remembering that one big 
objective is reached. The 
country's cash balance im-
proves by a few billion, 
which is certainly in line 
with the fiscal endeavor. 

However the same thing 
can't be said for hundreds of 
other programs which are 
said to be on the president's 
"hit list." These are mostly 
schemes involving big outgo 
but no income whatever. A 
prime example of this evil is 
the poverty program, which 
includes many underserving 
beneficiaries along with 
thousands of bureaucrats 
who get big pay for soft jobs 
as administrators. These 
people and their lobbying 
and congressional suppor-
ters make a big issue of un-
fortunates already in finan-
cial trouble as a reason for 
opposing the cutback. And 
they keep complaining even 
after the president has 
assured that the needy will 
be helped. Without doubt a 
clean-up in this area is in or-
der, administrative drones 
as well as chiseling 
beneficiaries. 

Another good area for a 
sweeping cleanup is the 
Department of Education, 
which was established by 
President Carter for the 
purpose of expanding 
federal guidelines and 
eliminating local guidelines 
in the nation's schools and 
also delivering the teachers' 
political support to the 
Democratic party. 

The department deserves 
to be terminated on both 
counts. The political reason 
is that it brazenly used tax-
paid department resources 
to support the Carter cam-
paign while pressurizing its 
members and using their 
dues money in behalf of the 
campaign. 

That irregularity is minor, 
however, in relation to what 
it does to the schools and the 
children. The department's 
greatest fault is to dominate 
the country's schools, 
brushing aside the influence 
of school boards, parents 
and teachers. This 
organization of self styled 
superior intellects, with 
twisted moral and religious 
ideas, presumes to set the 
standards of American 
education.

Muenster's semi-annual 
blood collection will be held 
next week Wednesday, Mar-
ch 25, when the Blood-
mobile unit of Wichita Falls 
Red Cross Blood Center 
makes its regular visit to the 
community. Receiving 
facilities will be set up 2 to 7 
p.m. in the K of C hall and 
personnel of the Red Cross 
center will be assisted by 
hospital staff and hospital 
auxiliary members. 

The collection goal is 100 
units, which is based on 
community capability rather 
than need or usage. 
However, usage has been in-
creasing lately, according to 
David Bright, administrator 
of Muenster Hospital. This 
demand includes the tran-
sfusions administered 
locally as well as those given 
to community residents in 
other hospitals. In such 
cases the Red River blood 
center replaces the blood 
used by Muenster patients in 
other hospitals. 

The 	Muenster 	com- 
munity, 	including 	the 
hospital, is one of 42 areas 
in Texas and Oklahoma 
which are served by the Red 
Cross Regional Center of 
Wichita Falls. Each provides 
a fair share of the overall 
needs through a schedule of 
collections which insures a 
fresh supply of blood on 
hand at all times for 
distribution throughout the 
system.

The Texas Legislature has 

now been in session for nine 
weeks. Amongst the most 
controversial and most vital 
bills have been the "War on 
Drugs" package consiting of 
five bills. I am the co-
sponsor of four of the 
measures in the Senate. 

Four are currently pen-
ding in committee or sub-
committee and one has 
passed the Senate. 

Senate Bill 396 provides 
for automatic suspension of 
licenses of doctors, phar-
macists, dentists, 
veterinarians and podiatrists 
who incur drug-related 
felony convictions. The 
revocations are permanent 
unless their respective 

WASHINGTON, D.C. —
During his initial unveiling of 
proposed budget cuts, Presi-
dent Reagan challenged 
Democrats in the Congress to 
either support his plan or come 
up with a better plan. The 
Conservative Democratic 
Forum (CDF) has basically 
done both. We support the 
general level of cuts, but 
reserve the right to increase or 
change the numbers to improve 
on the chance of success of a 
more conservative govern-
ment. 

The Reagan budget has 
taken some healthy strides 
toward our goal of financial 
solvency for this country, a 
direction that I strongly sup-
port. It does not, in my 
opinion and that of the CDF, 
which includes 44 of the more 
conservative Democrats in the 
House of Representatives, go 
far enough. 

We met with the President 
recently to present him with a 
five-point plan to further 
reduce government spending 
and reduce the gap between the 
amount of money coming in to 
our national coffers and the ex-
penditures going out. 

If approved, the CDF pro-
posal would further trim the 
national deficit by $11.2 
billion. 

Proposals included in the 
plan are: 

• Private financing of the 
Strategic Petroleum Reserve. 
This proposal assumes that all 
capital and management costs 
will continue to be funded by 
the government, but that 
transferable equity certificates 
will be issued to the public to 
fund the acquisition of oil to 
fill the reserve. Proposed two-
year outlay savings or revenue 
increase: $7.4 billion. 

• Eliminate investment 
value of home purchases from 
the Consumer Price Index used 
for cost of living adjustments 
for federal entitlement pro-
grams. The CPI, as currently 
figured, measures housing 
costs in a way that overstates 
the actual rise in the cost of 
shelter and the importance of 
housing in total living costs. It  

regulating 	boards 	have 
hearings and make findings 
that the reissuance of the 
license is in the public in-
terest as well as that of the 
revoked professional. 

This bill has passed the 
Senate and is awaiting a 
hearing in Committee in the 
House. 

A second bill, sponsored 
by Senator Farabee, in-
creases substantially the 
fines and jail sentences for 
commercial trafficking in 
illegal drugs. Senate Bill 393 
would set the penalty for 
"boatload" and 
"truckload" quantities at a 
minimum fifteen calendar 
years and fines up to 
$250,000. 

uses housing purchase prices 
which reflect not only the cost 
of shelter but also the invest-
ment value of housing. Sav-
ings: $2.1 billion. 

• Termination of the Legal 
Services Corporation. The 
original purpose of the Legal 
Services Corporation was to 
give legal aid to the truly 
needy. However, this agency 
has continually involved itself 
in matters out of their jurisdic-
tion and there is little evidence 
that the LSC has been effective 
in fulfilling this objective. Sav-
ings: $241 million. 

• Reductions in foreign 
and multilateral aid. Basically, 
the proposal entails a 10 per-
cent across-the-board reduc-

tion in such aid and develop-
ment programs, including their 
administrative budgets. Sav-
ings: $635 million. 

• Repeal of Davis-Bacon 
requirements that workers on 
federal projects receive the 
union scale, instead of an 
average locality rate. This then 
tends to increase the construc-
tion costs to the government as 
well as implicitly protecting 
unions from non-union com-
petition. The savings assume 
$30 billion in new public con-
struction, 25 percent of which 
is assumed to be labor costs 
and a 7.5 percent wage dif-
ferential. Savings: $700 
million. 

In the weeks ahead, conser-
vative Democrats in the House 
and the Senate plan to develop 
an alternative tax package to 
present to the President as well 
as the above budget cuts. We 
believe we can improve on the 
fairness of the administration's 
plan and reduce our Federal 
deficit. 

I cannot say I like each and 
every cut that Congress is being 
forced to make. There are few 
individuals in this country who 
will not be affected by some 
area of proposed cuts. But, we 
must not forget the real enemy: 
there is no American who has 
not been affected by inflation. 
This is a national battle — and 
a bi-partisan effort — that 
America cannot afford to lose 

Penalties 	for 	lesser 
amounts are graduated 
down and provision is made 
for enhanced penalties for 
repeat offenders.

Senate 	Bill 	394, 
"Triplicate Prescription 
Bill", provides that any 
health care professional 
writing a prescription for a 
commonly abused drug do 
so on a triplicate serially-
numbered pad printed on 
special hard to duplicate 
paper. 

The doctor and phar-
macist would each keep a 
copy and the third copy 
would be sent to the State 
where it would enter a corn-
outer system for analysis. 
This would be sent once 
every thirty days. 

In 	Illinois, 	the total 
amount of drugs covered by 
the program which were di-
spensed by pharmacies 
dropped more than 40 4/o in 
the first three months of the 
program. 

This measure is pending 
business in State Affairs and 
should have been voted on 
this week in that Committee. 
In the House it is awaiting a 
hearing in the Health Ser-
vices Committee. 

Senator Jones is spon-
soring a bill which would 
outlaw the trade in drug 
paraphenalia and permit the 
seizure of such 
paraphenalia. Senate Bill 
395 provides that a person 
commits an offense if he 
possesses, manufactures, 
sells, offers to sell, delivers 
or offers to deliver drug 
paraphenalia under circum-
stances which indicate that 
the paraphenalia is to be 
used in a direct violation of 
the Controlled Substance 
Act. 

Simple possession of such 
paraphenalia would be a 
class B misdemeanor while 
the other offenses would be 
a felony of the third degree. 

This bill is presently pen-
ding in the Seante in the 
Jurisprudence Committee 
and is in Subcommittee in 
the House. 

Senate Bill 397 makes 
delivery of a controlled sub-
stance or marihuana by a 
person 21 years of age or 
older to a person 17 years of 
age or younger a first degree 
felony and denies probation 
to anyone convicted of this. 

Also, persons convicted 
of this offense would not be 
eligible for parole until they 
have served at least five 
years. 

This bill is also awaiting 
hearing in the Senate 
Jurisprudence and is in Sub-
committee in the House. 

It is my feeling that these 
bills are very vital to the 
State.

The Senate Armed Services Committee is holding 
hearings now on the Administration's proposed defense 
budget changes for fiscal year 1982. 

The request is for some $25.8 billion in budget 
authority above the recommendation of the previous 
Administration. Although only a relatively small portion 
of that will be actually spent in the next fiscal year, that is a 
great deal of money. 

Even so, all that this additional money would do is to 
fund the minimal requirements to begin positioning our 
military strength to match our foreign policy objectives. 
Our national defense system has suffered a decade of 
neglect. After subtracting for inflation, our defense 
spending in real terms has stayed at almost the same level 
while the Soviets have invested some $355 billion in 1982 
dollars more than we. 

Defense spending used to take almost half our federal 
budget. Now it consumes less than a quarter of the federal 
dollar — even under the increased Reagan budget. 

What will this $25.8 billion buy us in national 
defense? Almost a billion of it is necessary just to fund 
adequately the programs in the previous Administration's 
budget. 

Another $8.7 billion is needed to improve the 
readiness of our armed forces. Supplies of spare parts for 
planes and other equipment are so low that we are forced 
to cannibalize some equipment to keep other pieces 
operational. Our training often is inadequate because we 
don't have enough fuel, ammunition and other items for 
sufficient training time. We do not have enough reserve 
stocks to meet our own anticipated resupply requirements, 
much less for foreign assistance or prepositioning in other 
parts of the world. 

Personnel retention still is a serious problem. 
Although the significant pay increase approved last year 
has begun to turn the tide, we must do still more to bring 
military pay and benefit levels to a level comparable to that 
which our talented and dedicated service members could 
expect to receive in civilian life. The budget proposals asks 
$1.8 billion to cover a 5.3 percent "comparability" pay 
increase, in addition to that which will be required to for a 
cost-of-living increase at the end of the fiscal year. 

The largest increases in the budget authority requested 
— $13.7 billion in fiscal year 1982 — is for modernization 
of our forces. We must fully use our technological genius 
to begin to rebuild our industrial capability to manufacture 
the best equipment possible. These attributes always have 
been our primary strengths, but we have not invested 
enough to maintain our technological or industrial edge. 

Approving these funds for modernizations will begin 
to correct the deficiencies that have resulted, by giving us 
more and better tanks, helicopters, vehicles, weapons, 
airplanes and missiles. 

Finally, another large chunk, $3.8 billion is necessary 
for shipbuilding. We must have naval superiority because 
we depend on sea lanes to bring us so many products 
essential to our security and a prosperous economy. We 
have only the most tenuous edge in naval capability now, if 
we have not already fallen behind. 

All of us realize that this is a time of economic crisis, 
and each federal dollar spent must be weighed to make 
sure its expenditure is absolutely essential. We have made 
some economies in lesser priority defense spending, but the 
increases I have outlined are of the most vital importance. 
If we fail to maintain our place in the world, we-will find 
ourselves living on a Soviet-dominated planet. We cannot 
allow that to happen.

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Dr. Knight Will Test 
Children For Scoliosis 

Cub Scouts Plan Summer Day Camp 

Dr. Marvin Knight will be 
at the Muenster Public 
School Friday, March 27 to 
perform the scoliosis test 
(curvature of the spine) on 
the children. In appreciation 
of his service the PTO will 
donate 850 to one of his 
favorite charities. 

At the Muenster PTO 
meeting on March 16, 
President Don Park opened 
the meeting and the prayer 
and pledge were given by 
Rita Russell. 

Kathy Vogel reported that 
the Arts and Crafts show 
was a huge success and 
showed the many talents of 
the children. 

In drowning, this time is 
reduced to about four 
minutes. The first four 
minutes generally there is no 
brain damage; 4-6 minutes 
without oxygen can mean a 
possibility of some brain 
damage, and 6 minuites or 
more generally would in-
dicate severe brain damage. 

CPR should be started 
immediately upon finding a 
victim that appears unable 
to breathe on his own. CPR 
externally supports the 
respiration and circulation 
of a victim of cardiac or 
respiratory arrest or insuf-
ficiency. 

When finding a victim 
that is unable to breathe on 
his own, the fireman must 
first determine the particular 
CPR proceedure to use. This 
varies according to the age 
or size of the victim. 

For example, if the victim 
is an infant (0 to I year), the 
rescuer would depress the 
sternum at a rate of 80 to 
100 compressions per 
minute and ventilate once 
every five compressions. 
The main difference in per-
forming CPR on babies and 
children (1 to 8 year olds) is 
the depth of the com-
pression on the sturnum and 
how much volumn is used in 
ventilating. 

For an adult, one rescuer 
would use 15 compressions 
to every two ventilations at a 
rate of 80; compressions per 
minute. With two rescuers 
working on a victim, five 
compressions to one ven-
tilation would be used at a 
rate of 60 compressions per 
minute. 

On Wednesday, March 
11, the firemen viewed a 
film on CPR called "The 
New Pulse of Life" fur-
nished by Cooke County 
College. Linda Walter- 
scheid, R.N., discussed 
anatomy, the proceedures of 
CPR, when it is used, and 
gave demonstrations. The 
firemen practiced on 
"dummies" provided by 
Muenster Memorial 
Hospital and CCC. 

After the initial meeting 
on CPR, the firemen were 
divided into two groups. 
One group took further 
training on Thursday, Mar-
ch 12; the other on March 
13. 

During 	their 	second 
meeting on CPR, the 
firemen practiced more on

Fire Chief Harvey Schmitt 
said, "Mrs. Walterscheid 
was very thorough in 
checking each individual 
fireman off on all the 
steps." He went on to say 
that she would not certify 
anyone not fully capable of 
using CPR correctly. The 
fire department will have ac-
cess to the "dummies" in 
the furture for further prac-
tice. 

After being certified, each 
fireman will be required to 
have a refresher course each 
year in order to keep his 
license. Licenses are issued 
by the American Heart  

headed by a male leader. 
This is a one-year transition 
before the boys go on to Boy 
Scouts. 

If anyone is interested in 
guiding 10-year old boys 
through this transition 
period, they are asked to call 
Lupe Evans, 759-2520 or 
759-2911.

As firemen, they are likely 
to confront emergency 
rescue situations. CPR saves 
lives, and the Muenster 
Volunteer Firemen are 
prepared.

Twenty firemen of the 
Muenster Volunteer Fire 
Department were instructed 
in the ABCs (Airway, 
Breathing, and Circulation) 
of CPR (cardiopulmonary 
resusitation) last week. 

CPR is adminstered tp a 
victim of drowning, shock, 
heart attack, drug over-
dose, smoke inhalation, 
brain injury, poisoning, or 
any circumstance that leads 
to suffocation or choking. 

The deprivation of oxygen 
results in accumulation of 
carbon dioxide and fixed 
acids. When breathing 
stops, no matter what the 
cause, oxygen must be sup-
plied artifically or uncon-
sciousness will take place, 
followed shortly by death. 

Few people survive after 
their lungs have gone 
without a change of air for 
more than twelve minutes.

In 
case of fire it reached the 
scene faster than the hose 
truck and also delivered 
water quickly from its own 
tank. When the hose truck 
arrived it added to the 
volume of water and direc-
tion of approach.

A recent item in the En-
terprise inspired by the ad-
dition of modern new 
equipment to the Muenster 
Fire Department unfor-
tunately did not include a 
review of the interesting 
early times of its history. 

As some of the old timers 
recall, the volunteer fire 
department is closely 
associated with the incor-
poration of the city. 

The need of establishing a 
city became apparent when 
the community had its first 
oil activity in 1926. Respon-
sibility for streets, police 
protection, fire protection, 
etc required a governing 
body, with authority. So 
Muenster undertook its in-
corporation as a city in 
1927. But the issue of a char-
ter was delayed for five 
years by a law suit involving 
oil production on land to be 
included in the incor-
poration. Muenster finally 
became a city in 1932, and 
one of the new council's 
early acts was to authorize a 
volunteer fire department, 
which was organized in July 
1932. 

In its authorization the 
city named a list of residents 
and asked them to select one 

of their members as the fir-
st fire chief. Those men were 
Joe Kathman, John 
Hellman, Al Walterscheid, 
Charles Reiter, Leo Hen-
scheid, Herbert Meurer, Ben 
Seyler, Joe Wilde and 
Lawrence Flusche. They 
chose Ben Seyler. Other 
persons added to the roil as 
charter members of the 
department were Nick 
Miller, Joe Fisher, John 
Fisher, Pete Rollman, Frank 
Hoedebeck, Elmer Fette and 
George Gehrig. 

The first act of the new 
organization was to get 
equipment, with the depar-
tment aiding in purchase of 
the items.

edge of a grass fire. And a 
suction hose permitted rapid 
re-filling from any adequate 
supply of water. Sometimes 
that was from a pond or 
stock tank, sometimes from 
a tank truck that came to 
help. 

Over the years the tank 
truck became worn and un-
dependable and has been 
replaced by a new unit which 
does essentially the same 
job. It's the quickie, getting 
there and getting water to 
the fire in a hurry, and 
exlusively the rural fighter. 
A basic difference is that it 
has a separate engine instead 
of a PTO to operate the 
pump. Likewise it can refill 
from a tank truck or other 
water source. Lately the 
truck usually has a com-
panion. A tank truck 
acquired by the city is 
present when needed. 

Progress likewise has 
enabled the fire department 
to upgrade its hose truck 
service and retire the depar-
tments very first unit. The 
replacement is basically a 
hose truck delivering water 
it draws from the fire 
hydrants, but it has a pump 
to increase pressure whereas 
the old truck had only the 
pressure it got from the 
water mains. In addition the 
truck serves as a mobile 
supply department. It 
carries the axes, bars and 
various other tools, first aid 
equipment, protective 
clothing, helmets and 
shields, air packs, smoke 
ejector, foam eductor, etc.

If you want your rose bushes 
to give  you  years of beautiful 
blooms. start out by giving 
them a proper planting. 

Before you actually start dig-
ging — scout out the best possible 
site for your roses. The spot 
should be well-drained and re-
ceive at least 6 hours of sunlight 
a day. 

If you have a choice between 
afternoon sun and morning sun 
— morning sun is best. Morning 
sun dries dew earlier, cutting 
down on the likelihood of black-
spot, powdery mildew and other 
common rose diseases due to 
dampness. 

Also — don't select a spot too 
close to other shrubs and trees. 
Roses should not be in close 
competition with the roots of 
other plants for food and water. 
Don't plant in a windy area 
either — gusty winds can quick-
ly destroy open blooms. 

After buying the plant, soak 
the roots in a pail of water over-
night. To plant properly — dig 
a hole larger than the bush's 
root system and mold loose soil  

into a cone at the center. Prune 
back any dead or excessively 
long roots. 

Spread the roots around the 
cone of dirt. After the roots are 
arranged, fill the hole with a 
soil/compost mixture until the 
grafting knob (the knob on top 
of the root shank at the base of 
the canes) is an inch below 
ground level if you live in the 
North. and just above ground 
level in the South. 

Pour water over the filled 
hole and gently rock the bush 
back and forth and up and 
down. This will settle the soil 
and eliminate air pockets. 

After planting, prune canes 
back to about six inches. remov-
ing any dried or broken wood at 
the same time. Make all cuts at 
a 45° angle about ■4 inch above 
outside buds. 

To prevent rose canes from 
drying out — mound soil 2/3 of 
the way up the plant. Leave this 
mound in place until new growth 
develops, then gradually wash 
the soil mound away. Once 
planted, your roses will have

Start your garden in the sky 
with some down-to-earth plan-
ning this spring. Success with 
hanging baskets involves a 
careful assessment of the site, 
the type of flower and the 
cultural requirements necessary 
for a thriving airborne display. 

Hanging baskets are not hard 
to keep beautiful, as long as at-
tention is paid to the type of 
flowering plant and the location 
where it will be placed. Now is 
the time to make these assess-
ments, with the help of a simple 
check list. 
❑ No flowering plant enjoys a 
very windy location. Try to 
select a site where air will be 
stable the majority of the time. 
o Make sure you can reach the 
plants easily for regular main-
tenance. Hanging baskets are 
dependent on the gardener for 
the regular moisture they need 
for proper blooming. The hang-
ing basket may need daily or 
twice daily watering, when 
placed in full sun. 
❑ If the basket will be in a very 
hot location, take extra care to 
select a species which is 
tolerant of heat and somewhat 
resistant to water deprivation. 
One of the best choices is a 
spreading vinca such as Pink 
Carousel. 
o Petunias are superior hang-
ing basket plants as long as the 
proper variety is selected. One, 
the Cascade series, is bred for a 
graceful basket display. Other, 
more upright petunias will re-
quire frequent pinching to re-
main beautiful. Read petunia 
variety labels carefully. 
❑ Where low maintenance is a 
consideration, consider the 
gazania. Hybrid gazanias, such 
as Golden Margarita, are now 
available for profuse blooming 
with plenty of sun and low 
maintenance requirements.

C=I Shade can now he brightened 
with today's improved impa-
tiens. The Super Elfin series and 
the Fantasia series are both ideal 
candidates for a summer of 
bloom with only a few hours of 
sunlight. Hang a garden of impa-
tiens from a latticed patio or 
dramatize a long overhang with 
three or four impatiens baskets, 
each planted with the same col-
or and variety of flower 
❑ Gardeners in cool weather 
climates can enjoy baskets of 
summer beauty from the blue 
and while browallias or bright 
blue lobelia. These species also 
make outstanding spring 
choices in warm climates. 
❑ Hanging baskets planted in 
soilless mixes are lighter and 
more foolproof than those 
planted with garden soil. which 
will compact and crack during 
the gardening season. If you 
are planting your own baskets, 
choose a mixture such as the 
Jiffy-Mix. which will stay moist 
longer as a result of its basic 
peat formula. 
U Don't forget that vines are as 
much at home hanging down as 
growing up. Annual vines like 
Susie thunbergia grow quickly 

cro 
from seed, and cascade as suc-
cessfully as any bred-to-hang 
variety. 
Cl Begonias are ideal for that 
hallway spot with an equal mix. 
ture of sun and shade. Pink 
Avalance, des-eloped for hang-
ing baskets, is also a variety with 
heat tolerance. The large-leaved 
begonias provide very dramatic 
interest in hanging baskets of all 
kinds. 
o How about enlivening a patio 
with half baskets of flowers? 
There are now baskets designed 
with flat backs to fit snugly 
against a wall yet cascade from 
the front with color Many are 
available already planted and in 
bloom, from garden suppliers. 
o Choose a rot-proof hanger for 
the sake of security. Rope may 
begin to decompose during 
humid weather and as a result 
of frequent waterings 
o Finally, if your watering 
method has depended on a tippy 
ladder or crack aim with a hose, 
try this idea. Couple an alum-
inum tube with bent end to your 
garden hose. The plant can then 
he watered from ground level, 
with safety for all!

2. The owner or a close 
relative must be actively in-
volved in working the 
property. 

3. The owner must have 
some "risk" involved or 
have an "economic in-
terest" in the operation. 

4. The property must pass 
from the descendant to a 
close relative. 

5. It must be owned and 
used for agricultural pur-
poses at least five years 
before the descendant's 
death. 

6. The owner or a close 
relative must be paying self-
employment tax and must 
work the land full-time or 
do all the necessary work if 
less than full-time. 

In addition to these 
requirements, there are 
numerous other factors in-
volved in establishing a farm 
or ranch estate for special 
use valuation, noted 
Bravenec. A landowner that 
is interested in this special 
IRS treatment of 
agricultural land should 
contact his tax lawyer or ac-
countant for further details. 

Taxing farms and ranches 
according to their 
agricultural use rather than 
their fair market value can 
mean substantial savings to 
farm families on the death 
of the landowner. 

Savings in estate taxes can 
be as much as 50 percent for 
those that qualify, said Dr. 
Lorence L. Bravenec at an 
Estate Planning Seminar 
held recently at Texas A&M 
University. The seminar was 
sponsored by the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice of the Texas A&M 
Univeristy System. 

The opportunity for farm 
and ranch families to reduce 
their estate taxes came about 
with Internal Revenue Code 
Section 2032 A enacted in 
1976. The law set forth 
provisions for special use 
valuation for farms and ran-
ches. Purpose of the 
provision was to help family 
farms survive financially 
and not be taxed out of 
existence, noted Bravenec, a 
Texas A&M professor of ac-
counting.

March is many things to 

many people. Among its 
various dedications is: 
"March Is Nutrition Mon-
th". Strangely, though, it 
seems this country is talking 
DIET with its mouth full. 

The public's concern over 
food safety is equalled only 
by its obsession with dieting. 

Weight control is a com-
mon thread interwoven 
throughout all proposals for 
nutrition policy, according 
to Philip White, who directs 
the Department of Food and 
Nutrition for the American 
Medical Association. Yet, to 
talk about weight loss while 
gaining weight is not only 
acceptable but fashionable 
behavior in our society, 
White told those who atten-
ded the Sixth Annual 
Nutrition Press Symposium, 
co-sponsored by Dairy 
Council, Inc.

' 
 and Texas 

Cattle Feeders Assoc. 
"We live in a country 

where discussion of dieting, 
diet books and spas is con-
versation at calorie-laden 
cocktail parties and heavy 
dinners," he said, "where it 
is chic to be thin but more 
chic to be on the way to 
thinness." 

White's belief that more 
dollars are spent on wor-
thless 'cures' for obesity 
than on all medical research 
is supported by statistics. 
Recent estimates show that 
the diet industry accounts 
for $10 billion of the Gross 
National Product. 

White accused the authors 
of the latest four best-selling 
diet books of publicly ad-
vocating their weight control 
plans without first exposing 
them to the critical review of 
their colleagues. 

Popularized diets fail in 
the long run because they 
cannot provide the ap-
propriate and highly per-
sonal motivation and in-
struction required for suc-
cessful adherence, White 
said. 

In his opinion, obesity 
prevention is better than 100 
pounds of cure, no matter 
which diet is chosen. 
Prevention should em-
phasize personal dietary 
control and exercise more 
than federal control through 
policies regulating food 
components such as 
cholesterol, sodium and 
sugar.
