It's politics as usual, or 
maybe more than usual, as 
Congress fusses over 
President Reagan's 
proposed improvements in 
the Social Security system. 
Liberal opponents, miffed 
by the President's recent 
budget victories, are going 
all out to deflate his soaring 
popularity by finding fault 
with the proposal and 
claiming to have a better 
idea. 

Deciding on the details is 
a job for the congress, but 
the good news as of now is 
that something is being done 
to solve an intolerable 
problem. Experts tell us that 
the present operation will 
bankrupt the system in 
slightly more than a year. 
The same signs were evident 
four years ago, and 
Congress responded by 
adopting Carter's proposal 
for massive new Social 
Security taxes amounting to 
$227 billion in the next 10 
years. But now, after only 
four years, outgo is ex-
ceeding income again. 
Reluctantly the liberals, 
whose methods are respon-
sible for the red ink, have to 
acknowledge that it's time to 
come up with a cure rather 
than just treating the sym-
ptoms. 

Possibly one reason that 
the Democrat leaders are 
complaining is that the ad-
ministration's idea is too 
easy for all it proposes to 
do. It's embarrassing to 
have adopted Carter's high 
cost but ineffective solution 
when they could have adop-
ted a permanent but cheaper 
way. The key to Reagan's 
suggestion is to discourage 
retirements before 65 by 
reducing benefits before that 
age. 

Whereas people now can 
draw 80 percent of full 
benefit by applying at 62, 
the Reagan plan proposes a 
55 percent benefit at the 
earlier age. This would have 
the double effect of reducing 
the benefit payments while 
increasing monthly total of 
input from employers and 
employees. 

The combined gain from 
these two sources is 
estimated at $17.6 to $20.3 
billions a year. This sizeable 
amount is considered suf-
ficient not only to avoid the 
looming deficiency in the 
Social Security trust fund, 
but to put the system on a 
sound actuarial footing well 
into the next century. 

In addition, the administ-
ration plan offers more at-
tractions. One is to eliminate 
the so-called "double dip-
ping" by retired government 
employees. Another is to 
require more specific 
evidence before workers 
would become eligible for 
disability payments. Other 
possibilities are in greater ef-
fort in seeking out fraud or 
more efficiency in 
management. 

Legislature recently pro-
posed by Congressman 
Collins of Dllas is another 
way to help the SS system. 
He wants to eliminate some 
30,000 prisoners now 
receiving $60 million a year 
in benefits. These 
beneficiaries are criminals 
already being supported at 

4. public expense and certainly 
not deserving of any more 
taxpayer money. The same 
can be said of thousands of 
illegal 	aliens 	and 	their 
dependents. Billions can be 
trimmed off the out-go by 
more 	attention 	to 
eliminating beneficiaries 
who don't belong. 

These and still more chan-
ges could reduce the future 
cost of Social Security by 
about 10 percent a year. As 
a result, the system would 
not only be put on a realistic 
pay-as-you-go basis, but 
scheduled tax increases 
enacted during the Carter 
administration could be 
eliminated. 

To carry this subject far-
thur, our government ought 
to start thinking of phasing 
out the hand-to-mouth 
socialistic method we now 
have and replace it with an 
honest to goodness insuran-
ce plan with the cooperation

Over all, Muenster's two 
grain dealers estimate that 
about one third of the crop 
is delivered. 

It's also estimated that the

The sordid 
facts go on and on in-
dicating that millions of 
lives are being wasted, 
parents hearts are being 
broken, the nation's human 
resource is being sabotages..

The Texas Farm Bureau 
has told members of the 
Texas congressional 
delegation that a multi-year 
tax cut "is of tremendous 
importance as a second step 
in our national economic 
recovery program." 

"As you know, we were 
and are in full support of 
congressional efforts to 
balance the budget, and we 
feel as strongly about the 
necessity of real tax cuts as 
an incentive for individuals, 
businesses, and industry to 
increase productivity," TFB 
President Carrol Chaloupka 
said in a letter to the 24 
congressmen and two 
senators from Texas. 

"We are deeply concerned 
about those in Congress who  

apparently do not feel tax 
cuts are necessary, or who 
believe that multi-year tax 
cuts would be inflationary."

of established business fir-
ms. The idea is based upon 
the fact that the ratio of pay-
outs to premiums is so much 
better in regular insurance 
than in social security. It 
seems there ought to be a 
way whereby personal 
security can be assured at' 
the free enterprise actuarial 
cost rather than our present 
socialistic cost. 

In proposing this, It 
should be stated that a plan 
is advisable for a limited 
level of security coverage 
through insurance com-
panies rather than the 
government, and that 
coverage should be available 
for benefits similar to our SS 
benefits. Furthermore, it 
seems advisable to make the 
plan mandatory so that 
every person could have 
coverage. Otherwise the less 
responsible people who fail 
to take care of their future 
might become wards of the 
government. 

But once the minimum 
of mandated security is ob-
tained individuals can be 
free to supplement it with 
private insurance policies as 
they do now. 

Considering the obligat-
ions of the Social Security 
system and the many 
mistakes and abuses that 
have crept into it, the gover-
nment has a clear obligation 
to give it a thorough clean-
up, for benefit of both tax-
payer and beneficiary. But it 
really has an added 
obligation as well...to 
change over to a complete 
new system harmonizing 
with our free enterprise kind 
of society. This kind of 
security fits the Reagan 
philosophy. Hopefully we'll 
see the day when our 
traditional Americanism 
recovers sufficiently to make 
room for that kind of 
arrangement. 

WHY NOT 
WORKFARE? 

There 	is 	considerable 
evidence to indicate that all that 
is necessary to cut government 
spending drastically is to use 
common sense and stand on 
principles. Several lest 
programs involving food 
stamps and other types of 
welfare have proved fairly 
conclusively that this is the 
case. 

In an editorial in the 
Washington Post, Congressman 
Paul Findley of Illinois told 
about experiments carried on 
for over a year in seven com-
munities across the country. 
Able-bodied recipients of food 
stamps are required "to work 
off the value of the benefits they. 

 receive in public service jobs.' 
Findley states that, "Ac-

cording to USDA (Department 
of Agriculture) figures, 88 
percent of the food stamp 
recipients obligated to work 
dropped food stamps rather 
than take a public service job. 
Only 12 percent actually worked 
the few days a month needed to 
continue receiving food 
stamps." 

According to Review of the 
News, which quoted Congress-
man Daniel E. Crane of Illinois, 
the Department of Agriculture 
conducted a pilot study from 
July 1st, 1979 to the end of 
January 1980, in which "a total 
of 2,518 able-bodied food stamp 
recipients in five communities 
became subject to a 
requirement to work in public 
service jobs or lose their food 
stamps." Less than to percent 
worked for their food stamps 
which should prove to anyone 

that they did not need or 
deserve them. 

Just think of the implications 
of these facts when applied to 
the national figure of 23 million 
individuals receiving food 
stamps. It means that less than 
3 million would really need  

them. If such a reduction held 
nationwide, food stamps would 
cost the taxpayers slightly over 
St billion instead of nearly $11 
billion as al present. 

These experiments worked 
with food stamps. Why not 
apply them to all welfare 
programs? For too long our 
welfare system has been 
designed in such a way as to 
discourage work. There has 
been no incentive for low-
income people to work because 
they have been provided free as 
much or more in welfare 
payments as they could earn if 
they worked. 

Human nature is such that if a 
system permits an individual to 
live without work — without 
effort — he will do so. We must 
take a clue from the clear 
lessons in the above-mentioned 
food stamp experiments and 
reform our welfare system to 
require work in exchange for 
aid. 

There are all kinds of jobs 
that need doing. Literally 
millions of them are advertised 
daily in the classified pages of 
our newspapers. But there are 
many millions more which need 
doing in every locality for the 
State, for the county, for the 
cities and towns, for the school 
districts, and for the charitable 
agencies, not make-workjobs 
but real jobs that would be done 
if there were sufficient funds to 
pay for them. 

Such a program was installed 
by President Reagan when he 
was Governor of California. Not 
only were thousands qualified 
for jobs in private industry, but 
also, "Thousands of welfare 
recipients just disappeared —
never reported when they were 
ordered to report . . . And we 
shut off the money. They were 
never heard from again .. ."

Scien-
tists are studying a new way 
excessive fat in the diet may 
affect people's health — the 
link between fat and the 
development of cancer. 

"The average American 
takes in 40 percent of his 
daily calories in the form of 
total fat in the diet, -  says 
Dr. Guy R. Newell, director 
of cancer prevention pro-
grams at The University of 
Texas M. D. Anderson 
Hospital and Tumor In-
stitute. 

Scientists think that ex-
cessiv• amounts of fat may 
contribute indirectly to the 
cause of cancer by somehow 
influencing metabolic pro-
cesses of normal cells to 
make them more susceptible 
to cancer caused by other 
agents. 

"Cutting back on fat in 
the diet may be helpful in 

minimizing the chances of 
developing breast or colon 
cancer," Dr. Newell sug-

gests_

Ponds, as a rule, have low 
or moderate fertility. For 
good fish production, ponds 
usually need the addition of 
commercial fertilizer. Once 
started, fertilizing should be 
continued. 

Fertilizer increases the 
growth of microscopic plan-
ts. Fish do not eat the fer-
tilizer and most of them do 
not eat the tiny plants. But 
fish do eat the worms, insec-
ts, larvae, and other aquatic 
animals that feed on these 
tiny plants. 

It takes 4 or 5 pounds of 
these aquatic animals to 
produce a pound of bluegill 
or redear sunfish, and it 
takes 4 or 5 pounds of small 
sunfish to grow a pound of 
bass. Thus the high produc-
tion of microscopic plants in 
fertile water results in more 
pounds of fish.

Ponds that are not fer-
tilized usually support about 
150 pounds of bass and sun-
fish and yields only 15 to 35 
pounds of usable fish per 
surface acre annually. A 
pond that is fertilized may 
support 400 pounds of bass 
and sunfish per surface acre 
and yield ISO pounds an-
nually to the fisherman. 

High fertility also preven-
ts the growth of submersed 
waterweeds. With enough 
fertilizer, millions of 
microscopic plants color the 
water to a depth of 18 inches 
or more and prevent 
sunlight from reaching the 
pond bottom. Submersed 
waterweeds cannot grow 
without sunlight. Further, 
without weeds to harbor 
them, mosquito larvae are 
eaten by the bass and sun-
fish.

No one can predict exactly 
how much fertilizer a pond 
will require. Ponds need less 
fertilizer in dry years but 
need more if rains dilute the 
fertile waters. You can 
determine when to fertilize 
your pond by testing the 
water with a device you can 
make yourself. 

Nail a white disk or coffee 
lid on the end of a stick. 
Mark the stick at 12 and 18 
inches above the disk. Sub-
merge the disk in the pond 
water. If the disk goes out of 
sight about 12 inches below 
the surface, the pond is fer-
tile enough. If you can see 
the disk at a depth of 18 in-
ches or more, you need to 
fertilize. The color of the 
water may be any shade of 
green or brown. Color 
depends on the number and 
kinds of the microscopic 
plants growing in the water.

A mineral fertilizer is best 
for fishponds. Organic 
materials such as cottonseed 
meal, blood meal, manure 
and leaves encourage un-
desirable filamentous algae 
(sometimes called pond 
scum). A good fertilizer 
analysis is 8-8-2. You may 
use a stronger fertilizer but 
be sure you use less. Also 
use as much nitrogen as 
phosphate. 

At each application, use 
100 pounds of 8-8-2 per sur-
face acre, or 50 pounds of 
16-16-4 etc. 

Most ponds require an 
application about once a 
month. A pond that requires 
as few as two or three ap-
plications a year is unusual.

Two of the main health 
problems of summer are 
dehydration and heat ex-
posure, says Johannes 
Steenkamp, D.O., acting 
chairman of Texas College 
of Osteopathic Medicine's 
department of public health 
and preventive medicine. 

"All of us are somewhat 
dehydrated in extremely hot 
weather," he said. "Our 
bodies perceive this need for 
liquids as a need for salt, a 
false perception. We all 
ought to drink more during 
the hot summer months than 
we think we need to." 

That doesn't mean more 
beer, however. According to 
Dr. Steenkamp, two beers a 
day should be considered a 
maximum. Alcohol of any 
kind dehydrates the body's 
liquids instead of 
replenishing them. 

Guarding against heat 
exhaustion is usually a mat-
ter of common sense. 
"Limit your exposure to 
high temperatures and the 
sun to an hour at a time at 
first," the TCOM faculty 
member advised, "or to half 
of that if your skin is very 
fair.

"Gradually get used to 
the heat before doing 
strenuous exercise in it. The 
old and the very young have 
less tolerance to heat and 
should limit their exposure 
even more." 

Persons using certain 
drugs such as tetracycline 
expose themselves to the risk 
of sunburn and heat 
exhaustion because the 
drugs sensitize the skin, Dr. 
Steenkamp added. Am-
phetamines and drugs with 
drying effects alter the tem-
perature-regulating mechan-
isms of the body. Check 
with a physician if you think 
your medication may expose 
you to greater risk of heat 
exhaustion.

An airborne spray program 
is under way right now to 
save farmers, ranchers and 
consumers money. The 
Rangeland Grasshopper 
Control Program has been 
initiated as part of an 
ongoing effort to combat 
this summer's heavy in-
festations of grasshoppers in 
cattle-producing areas. 

According to Ron John-
son, staff officer with the 
U.S. Department of 
Agriculture's Animal and 
Plant Health Inspection 
Service, as many as 30 
million acres of rangeland 
are infested with high levels 
of grasshoppers. The result 
is millions of dollars' worth 
of losses of valuable 
livestock forages. 

Since 10 to 15 percent of 
infested acreage normally is 
treated, Johnson says five to 
seven million acres may have 
to be treated this summer. 
More than 5.3 million acres 
in 1980 and approximately 
7.1 million in 1979 were 
treated as part of this 
program. 

The spray program is 
organized on a local area 
basis and is required to meet 
certain criteria, including: 
An economic infestation of 
grasshoppers (usually eight 
per square yard) must be 
present; a proposed spray 
area must have at least 
10,000 acres; everyone in the 
spray area must participate; 
and the landowner's money 
must be on deposit. The key 
to making the program work 
on a local level is spraying a 
large enough block to deter 
re-infestation of grasshop-
pers from untreated areas, 
according to Johnson.

A change in the method 
of packaging trash and gar-
bage has been requested by 
the city.

Also, 
paper bags are preferred 
over plastic. 

Objection to the big bags 
is that they are hard to lift 
and make the collection job 
needlessly difficult. The 
recommended weight is no 
more than 50 pounds. 

Bags not properly crim-
ped are harder to handle  

because they are less com-
pact. Besides loose bags are 
more likely to be opened by 
dogs or to spill their conten-
ts if knocked over. 

Nearness to the curb is 
asked because it save time 
and steps. 

The objection to plastic 
bags is that they do not 
disintigrate in the sanitary 
landfill. They last in-
definitely under the ground 
and become a problem when 
dirt is turned later for future 
trash disposal. Paper was 
originally adopted as the 
trash and garbage container 
because it decays in the 
ground. 

Another objection to 
plastic; it is subject to split-
ting in hot weather and con-
tents may spill out when the 
bag is picked up.
