FESTIVE NEW YEAR’S SQUARES 

2 cups sifted cake flour 
2 teaspoons double-acting baking

powder
Yi teaspoon salt
% cup butter or other shortening 
2 cups sugar 
6 eggs, well beaten 
4 tablespoons milk 
1 teaspoon vanilla 
Sift flour once, measure, add bak­

ing powder and salt, and sift togeth­
er three times. Cream butter thor­
oughly, add sugar gradually and 
cream together until light and fluffy. 
Add eggs and beat well. Add flour, 
alternately with milk, a small 
amount at a time, beating after each 
addition until smooth. Add vanilla. 
Bake in greased pan, 15 by 9 by 2 
inches, in moderate oven (350 de­
grees) 35 miniites, or until done. Cut 
with fancy cotter or sharp knife.

time, mixing well after each addi­
tion. Chill until firm enough to roll. 
Roll Vi inch thick on slightly floured 
board. Cut with fancy floured cut­
ter. Brush with egg mixture for 
glazing and decorate as desired. 
Place on ungreased baking sheet 
and bake in hot oven (425 de­
grees) 5 to 6 minutes.

Chocolate Cookies.
2V4 cups sifted cake flour 
1V4 teaspoons double-acting bak­

ing powder ,
V4 teaspoon soda 
y« teaspoon salt 
% teaspoon cinnamon 
V4 cup butter or other shortening
1 cup sugar
2 eggs, well beaten
3 squares unsweetened choco­

late, melted
Sift flour once, measure, add bak­

ing powder, soda, salt, and cinna­
mon, and sift three times. Cream 
butter, add sugar gradually, cream­
ing until light and fluffy. Add eggs 
and chocolate, and beat well. Add 
flour, a small amount at a time, 
mixing well after each addition.
Chill until Arm enough to rolL Roll 
% inch thick on slightly floured
board. Cut with floured cutter.
Brush with egg mixture for glazing 
and decorating as desired. Place on 
ungreased baking sheet and bake in 
moderate oven (350 degrees) 9 min­
utes.

Cutters used f«r cookies: Baking 
powder cans (tops of 1-pound and 
8-ounce double-acting baking pow­
der cans), thimble or top of salt 
shaker, and knife (small paring
knife).

Egg mixture for glazing cookies: 
Mix together 1 beaten egg yolk and 
Vi cup milk. Brush lightly over 
cookies before baking.

Decorations Used for Cookies. 
'Sugar: Granulated sugar, mix­

ture of cinnamon and sugar, or col­
ored sugar. (Colored sugar may be 
bought or prepared at home. To 
color sugar, dissolve a bit of color­
ing in a teaspoon of water, sprinkle 
over Vi cup granulated sugar, mix 
well to distribute coloring evenly, 
and spread sugar out on unglazed 
paper until dry. This gives attrac­
tive large crystals of colored sugar 
for decorating.)

Nuts: Whole almonds, halves of al­
monds, walnuts and pecans, or any 
nuts, finely chopped.

Candies: Tiny colored candies, 
small red winter-green or cinnamon 
candies, candied caraway seeds, and 
silver dragees.

Fruits: Raisins (seedless), cur­
rants, and citron. (Citron should be 
green, and may be cut easily with 
sharp scissors.)

Combine egg whites, sugar, wa­
ter, and corn syrup in top of double 
boiler, beating with rotary egg beat­
er until thoroughly mixed. Place 
over rapidly boiling water, beat con­
stantly with rotary egg beater, and 
cook 7 minutes, or until frosting will 
stand in peaks. Remove from boil­
ing water, add vanilla and beat 
frosting until thick enough to spread.
CHOCOLATE WONDER FROSTING

2 ounces (1 package) cream 
cheese

2 or 3 tablespoons milk 
2 cnps sifted confectioners’ 

sugar
2 squares unsweetened choco­

late, melted 
Dash of salt

Soften cream cheese with milk. 
Add sugar, 1 cup at a time, blend­
ing after each addition. Add choco­
late and salt and beat until smooth. 
Makes enough frosting to cover tops 
of two 8- or 9-inch layers, or top and 
sides of 8 by 8 by 2-inch cake, or 
about 2 dozen cup cakes. Only half 
this recipe is needed for lettering 
on Festive New Year’s Squares.

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WORLD WAR II VETERAN RETURNS HONE
Wounded In Action 

Over La o , New Guinea
Sergeant C l a r e n c e  ( B u d )  

Hoehn of the US. Army Air Corps 
arrived in Muenster M o n d a y  
morning for a visit with his par­
ents, Mr. and Mrs. A. T. Hoehn. 
He landed in the States recently 
after spending several months in 
the Pacific war zone. He had 
been overseas a year.

Sgt. Hoehn is a veteran of the 
Lae, New Guinea, air battles. He 
was wounded on July 3rd., when 
the bomber in which he was tail 
gunner was attacked by 2 0 Jap 
Zeros for 40 minutes during the 
Allied raids on Lae.

A delicate brain operation, per­
formed by physicians in a field 
hospital is credited with saving 
his life. The doctors removed the 
nose of a shell fired by the Jap­
anese Zero fighters and took out a 
piece of bone which was pressing 
on the brain center. He was also 
wounded in the thigh and should­
er. Hoehn spent several months 
in the hospital and recently re­
turned to the States via Hawaii, 
where he visited for a few weeks.

For his gallantry in action 
Hoehn was awarded the Silver 
Star.

He volunteered for service on 
November 1, 1940, at the age of 19 
and received his basic training at 
Kelly Field and later trained at 
Fort Douglas, Utah, and Gowen 
Field, Idaho, before going over­
seas in November, 1941!

Reluctant to talk about his ex­
ploits when he arrived here Mon­
day, gallant, shy Bud never-the- 
less answered questions asked by 
his friends.

When asked how many 
planes he shot down, he1 answered 
that a gunner never knew f o r  
sure just how many planes h e 
downed when several planes were 
firing at the enemy, that it was 
difficult to determine whose guns 
sent the ehemy down.

Bud has entirely recovered from 
his injuries and is the picture of 
health and physical perfection. 
He will report back for duty on 
January 8th.

Your Health

Texas State Health Officer
Commenting today on the con­

trol of communicable diseases. Dr. 
Geo. W. Cox, State Health Officer, 
said that whooping cough is one 
of the hardest of the so-called 
children’s diseases to control. This 
is because it is a highly contag­
ious disease which begins as an 
ordinary cough and is often not 
reconized until the child has ex­
posed other neighborhood child­
ren. Whooping cough is contag­
ious during the week or ten days 
preceeding the easily recognizable 
symptom known as the “ whoop.” 
Even when the disease has been 
recognized, often a physician is 
not called and children are allow­
ed to play with others when they 
are known to be sick.

In children ynder t he age of 
three years, whooping cough can 
be very dangerous and is often 
fatal. Frequent spells of coughing

Careful Consideration 
Of Fire Prevention Is 
Urged During Holidays

Marvin Hall, State Fire Insur­
ance Commissioner, suggests that 
plans for the coming holiday sea­
son include careful consideration 
of fire prevention. I

“We must not allow destructive 
fires t o . bum our homes, or to 
cause injury or death to our fam­
ilies,” Hall said. “This can be 
avoided by being careful in plan­
ning our decorations for Christ­
mas. The decorations more com­
monly used are highly combus­
tible, and therefore create addit­
ional fire hazards during the hol­
iday season.”

Several fire safety practices 
mentioned by the Commissioner 
were:

See that decorations are kept a

safe distance from stoves or other 
heating equipment; do not allow 
them to come in contact w i t h  
electric light bulbs, or appliances; 
prevent the accumulation of trash 
papers, boxes or rubbish; “ black­
out” matches, cigars and cigaret­
tes before discarding them; keep 
matches beyond the reach of chil­
dren; be careful to keep electric 
circuits from being overloaded.

If a tree is used, secure a fresh 
one, keep it dampened and outside 
the house until actually needed. 
When set up, place the tree in a 
room where it will be as cool and 
moist as possible.

CHRISTMAS 
GREENS

For a great number of people, a 
house not decorated with Christmas 
greens would be dull indeed. One 
expert has pointed out, though, that 
there need be no fear that there 
ever will be a shortage of the greens 
peculiar to the various sections of 
this nation if proper care is taken 
in collecting the greenery.

But as it is today, wanton de­
struction in the collection of the 
Yuletide decorations, so thoughtful­
ly placed for our use by Mother 
Nature, has brought about a dan­
ger that we might not have some of 
the greens we are so accustomed to.

There is a danger that the Ameri­
can holly, in southern Atlantic coast 
states, and the laurel plants of the 
mountainous country of the East, 
will both face extermination unless 
some organized method of harvest­
ing is brought about.

Three other Christmas decorative 
plants that are rapidly disappearing 
because of new, and increased de­
mand, are the winterberry, the 
ground pine, and the bittersweet

To a large extent these plants can 
be saved if the nation turns to the 
use of evergreen boughs, such as 
cedar, pine, hemlock and spruce. 
For a touch of color, artificial red 
berries could well be used.

The story of our over commercial­
ization is always connected with the 
background of the dissipation of our 
native plant life without regard to 
future stock. Some form of protec­
tive law has to be put into effect to 
protect the quickly disappearing 
greenery. Restriction or prohibition 
in certain areas seems to be the 
coming necessity to save them.

Rationing Of Meat 
To 2 V2 Pounds Per 
Week, No Hardship

Self - rationing of meat to two 
and one-half pounds weekly for 
each person isn’t such a hardship 
when the total for the year is rec- 
kond says Roy W. Snyder of the A 
and M. College Exetnsion Service. 
He’s the extension animal indust­
ries specialist. The full quota 
would give one person 130 pounds 
each twelve months.

Snyder suggests that the differ­
ence of 16 pounds— less than five 
ounces weekly—can readily be of- 
set by good management in the

home. Poultry and fish, a lcm  
with liver and other portions of 
meat animals are not subject to 
restriction. Used a little more 
freely these staples would provide 
satisfying substitutes for beef, 
veal, pork, lamb and mutton.

As the self - imposed rationing 
applies to farm families, Snyder 
says they can kill jneat they need 
to supply two and one-half pou­
nds weekly for each adult. A fat 
225 pound pig will cut out about 
100 pounds of meat which can be 
cured in addition, there will be 
about six pounds of spare ribs and 
five pounds of sausage.

To avoid the usual congestion 
of meat at hog butchering time, 
Snyder suggests staggering the 
slaughtering program. Where 
two hogs normally have been kill­
ed and cured for the year’s meat 
supply, he recommends butcher­
ing them at intervals of three or 
four weeks. This would reduce 
the amount of meat which ordin­
arily must be consumed as fresh. 
This includes the liver, the head 
when properly cleaned and trim- 
ed, some of the bone meat, and 
feet especially the portion below 
the knees and hocks.

“ The family who wishes to help 
all it can in the emergency will 
cure all the pork suitable for such 
treatment,” Snyder counsels.
