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An occasion hardly noti-

ced in these days of Inter-
national terrorism and con-
fusion is the 20th anniver-
sary of the building of the 
Berlin Wall. Though the 
wall has served its purpose 
to prevent mass departure 
from the Communism of 
East Germany it remains a 
symbol of failure, tyranny 
and disgrace. 

It might be noted that 
many countries have built 
walls to keep their enemies 
out, but this one is a wall 
to imprison a country's own 
people. While regarding the 
act as inhuman one can 
easily understand that it 
made sense by Communist 
standards. Otherwise the 
exodus would likely have 
continued until the country 
had lost all whose abilities 
were the very essence of the 
country's survival. 

During the 12 yews betw-
een World War II and the 
establishment of the Ger-
man Democratic Republic 
(GDR) the number of 
escapees is estimated as high 
as 3.5 million, an amazing 
ratio of one out of six, a 
condition which desperately 
needed to be changed. Ob-
vious alternatives were im-
provements inducing people 
to remain or restraint for-
cing them to remain. For the 
Reds there was only one 
choice. 

The wall within the city of 
Berlin is only a part of the 
vast confinement system. 
Along the 856 mile border 
between East and West 
Germany is a fence with for-
tifications, watch towers, 
search lights, land mines and 
what not. Together with the 
wall it has greatly reduced 
the flow of escapees to a 
comparative trickle, but cer-
tainly did not stop it. During 
the past 20 years 2746 East 
German border guards have 
chosen to defect. During the 
first year of the wall 21,000 
East Germans climbed over, 
burrowed under or broke 
through it. 

In response the GDR has 
constantly reinforced and 
refined its detection and 
death strip into a 
sophisticated barrier, but 
they still don't have it es-
cape proof. It's reported 
that 51 East Germans got 
through last year. 

As much as the wall is des-
pised, one has to admit that 
it is a good investment. The 
105 mile Berlin Wall, plus 
856 miles of fortified fence 
cost the GDR $60 billion. If 
it had not been built the 
country by now would be 
mostly depopulated, leaving 
only the party faithful and 
the people not able to get 
across the border. 

The wall has another eco-
nomic value to East Ger-
many. Relatives and friends 
from West Germany, along 
with tourists, are invited to 
visit and are required to buy 
S13 worth of GDR marks at 
an unrealistic rate of ex-
change for each day across 
the border. 

In other respects also the 
East Germans are making 
the most of a bad situation. 
Realizing that they have lit-
tle chance to get away from 
Communism, they apply 
their native hard work and 
talent to improve con-
ditions, and take a clear lead 
among the red satellites of 
Eastern Europe. 

Of every 100 East (jet-
mans, 37 have a car, 82 have 
washing machines, 99 have 
TV sets (tuned to West 
Germany, of course), and 99 
have refrigerators. Needless 
to say they would be more 
advanced if not burdened by 
Communism. 

The thought of the Berlin 
Wall, and the Iron Curtain 
and Bamboo Curtain. 
presents a contrast which is 
especially complimentary to 
us Americans. People by the 
thousands are still risking 
their lives to escape those 
countries, especially where 
they have to endure filth, 
disease and starvation as 
well as the loss of freedom. 
No wonder they come to us 
in droves, seeking not only 
freedom but also food and 
shelter.

House Joint Resolution 
49 proposes a constitution-

Currently, farm products 
in the hands of the pro-
ducer and family supplies 
for hors and farm use 
are exempt. 

The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The 
constitutional amend-
ment to provide for the 
inclusion of livestock 
and poultry with farm 
product. as exempt 
from taxation." 

PROPOSITION NO. 6 
ON TIIE BALLOT 

House Joint Resolution 
PI authorizes the govern-
ing body of ■ county, city. 
school district or other 
political subdivisions to 
exempt from taxation a 
portion of the market 
value of a residence 
homestead. The portion  

exempted may be as 
much as 40% for 1982-
1984; 30 ,, for 1985-1987; 
and 20'; for 1988 and af-
ter. The amount of an 
exemption may not be 

less than $5,000 unless 
the legislature by general 
law prescribes other 
monetary restrictions on 
the amount of the exemp-
tion. An eligible adult is 
allowed to receive other 
applicable exemptions 
provided by law. An ex-
ception is made where ad 
valorem tax has previous-
ly been pledged for the 
payment of debt. 

The amendment further 
directs the legislature to 
require that notice be el, 
en to property owners of 
a reasonable estimate of 
tax on their property in 
certain situations.

relief for owners of 
residence homesteads 
and changing certain 
property tax admini-
strative procedures." 

PROPOSITION NO. 7 
ON THE BALLOT 

Hoene Joint Resolution 
I proposes a constitution-
al amendment that would 
authorize the Veterans' 
Land Board to isteue and 
sell an additional $250,-
000,000 in bonds increas-
ing the Veterans' Land 
Fund's total bond is-
suance authorization from 
$700,000,000 to $950,000,-
000. The amendment 
would increase the maxi-
mum interest payable by 
the state on these bonds 
from 6', to 10 1 ; and 
permit an even higher 
rate, if specified by the 
legislature. 

The proposed amend-
ment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The 
constitutional amend-

MHS wallops Callisburg 35-0 
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The game that was predic-
ted as a toss-up turned out 
to be a run-away as Muen-
ster's Hornets opened their 
1981 grid season at the hap-
py end of a 35-0 count. 

The Callisburg boys did 
not have a chance. MHS, in 
almost complete control 
made total gains of 419 yar-
ds while allowing the Wild-
cats only 37. At the same 
time they led 23-3 in the 
count of first downs. And 
the difference might have 
been more. Hornets had to 
give up 55 yards in penalties 
whereas Callisburg was not 
penalized once. 

The decisive win was esp-
ecially gratifying to Coach 
Peters following two scrim-
mages in which the boys 
were held scoreless. Their 
fine performance on both 
offense and defense in-
dicated teamwork and 
aggressiveness. It's a morale 
builder for both players and 
coaches. 

For the Wildcats it was an 
exercise in frustration. 
While being helpless on 
defense they were constantly 
punished by Hornet defense, 
with Glenn Hermes, Doug

Huckaby leading the way. 
The game was played on a 

sloshy field soaked by a 
shower just a few minutes 
before, but fortunately there 
was no rain during the 
game, and the only result 
was frequent slippage and 
four fumbles by each side. 

The contest opened with 
an anxious moment for 
Muenster.

Nugent blasts gas policy

with the lower leaves up to 4 
inches long and the upper 
leaves a lot shorter. 

Narrowleaf gayfeather 
has numerous composite 
flowers in dense spikes up to 
10 inches long with 3 to 6 
flowers in each composite 
flower. The plant has purple 
rays with the heads 
becoming white as flowers 
mature. 

The fruit is a hairy achene 
tipped with numerous 
feathery bristless 1/2 of a in-
ch long. 

This deep-rooted forb is 
palatable and nutritious in 
the early growth stage and is 
readily eaten by all classes of 
livestock, but is especially 
preferred by sheep. 

The bulb-like root has a 
carrot flavor in early spring 
and has been used for food 
by the Indians. The 
beautiful blossoms of this 
plant have been used for 
years as floral decorations. 
The plant can be easily tran-
splanted by moving the 
corms or rootstocks in win-
ter or early spring. 

Other common names are 
Blazing Star, Button 
Snakeroot, and Rattlesnake 
Master. The roots are sup-
posed to have been used 
medicinally for sore throats 
and as a cure for rattlesnake 
bite, the latter accounting 
for the name Rattlesnake 
master. 

Texans face the "looming 
spectre of living in the midst 
of rich gas fields, unable to 
get adequate supplies, and 
paying artifically bloated 
prices for the privilege of 
doing without," said 
Railroad Commission 
Chairman Jim Nugent at 
press conferences in Austin 
and Dallas this week. 

Nugent said Texas con-
sumers face higher natural 
gas prices and probable 
shortages in supply unless 
changes are made in the 
federal Natural Gas Policy 
Act. 

As the act now stands, an 
estimated 40 percent of all 
U.S. natural gas will remain 
under federal price controls 
after 1985. 

Most of the low-cost, 
price-controlled gas will 
continue to flow to other 
states under the federal law. 
The Department of Energy 
estimates that this so-called 
"old interstate" gas will cost 
51.01 per Mcf (thousand 
cubic feet) in 1985, com-
pared to 93 cents per Mcf in 
1978. 

By contrast, old intrastate 
gas prices will cost Texas 
consumers $3.29 per Mcf in 
1985 under the NGPA. 

"This is the gas you and I 
burn every day, and we'll be 
paying over three times what 
it costs our northern neigh-
bors," said Nugent. 

Problems multiply fo 
Texans when interstate 
customers use the dollar 
they save to bid up the price 
of new gas supplies. Nugent 
seriously questions whethe 
the intrastate pipelines car 
compete for these new sup 
plies without a base of con 
rolled low-price gas. He 
ited a recent Department o

estimates that hall-a-trillion 
cubic feet of gas will be tran-
sferred from intra-to inter-
state markets in 1985 under 
the NGPA. 

Even if state pipelines do 
compete successfully, 
Nugent said they will have to 
pay higher-than-market 
price for the gas. "If Texans 
are to burn Texas gas, they 
will have to pay more than 
the free market price, 
because they will be sub-
sidizing the costs to con-
sumers in other states, par-
ticularly the Northeast," he 
said. 

Other factors add to the 
problem, noted Nugent. Not

Volunteers from all walks 

of life and all backgrounds 
contribute their valuable 
time to the 4-H and youth 
program of the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, thus insuring its suc-
cess.

Your trees, shrubs and 
other landscape plants are a 
valuable investment — one 
that grows — contributing to 
the value of your property. 

As a homeowner, if these 
items are damaged or des-
troyed through a casualty, 
you may be eligible to collect 
a casualty loss from an in-
surance company, or deduct 
the loss from your federal 
income tax. Generally, the 
damage must have been caused 
by an identifiable event of 
sudden, unexpected or 
unusual nature. 

For the purposes of tax 
claims this might include 
mishaps from ice storms, 
lightning or floods, accidents 
such as a car running into a 
tree, etc. 

Most insurance policies, 
however, are more restrictive 
and contain provisions delin-
eating exactly the kinds of 
losses they will cover. 

In other words, if your 
trees or landscape plants suffer 
a casualty, there may be 
avenues open to you for the 
recovery of their financial 
worth, such as: Insurance 
Coverage, Income T. Deduc. 
tion or Civil Damage Claim. 

There are steps that you 
can take for recovery if you 
sustain such a loss. The 
information is contained 
in a tree pamphlet, "The 
Tree Casualty Puzzle."

According to a recent 
broadcast sponsored by the 
Columbia-Presbyterian Medi-
cal Center and The Prudential 
Insurance Company, health 
professionals should take ad-
vantage of every opportunity 
to immunize youngsters 
against childhood diseases. 

Despite the successful pub-
lic health campaign to attack 
childhood diseases, Dr. Lance 
Chilton, a pediatrician at the 
University of New Mexico 
Medical School, points out 
that the most recent national 
Immunization survey showed 
a completion rate of only 60 
percent. Dr. Chilton believes 
the continued success of this 
effort is undercut at least in 
part by missed immunization 
opportunities. 

"We find that many chil-
dren are not given immuni-
zations when they could be, 
because they have an upper 
respiratory infection or a 
cold," said Dr. Chilton. "This 
is no reason for failing to 
carry out immunizations on 
schedule. All statements from 
advisory bodies on immuniza-
tions state that only a 'severe 
Illness with fever' should keep 
a child from an immunization 
opportunity." 

Dr. Chilton offers advice 
for health professionals. 
"When a child appears for a 
minor illness, it may be the 
only time he or she meets 
the medical profession in 
any way. Those opportunities 
should be taken by medical 
professionals to immunize the 
child and increase a rather 
poor immunization comple-
tion rate."
