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The favorite subject of conver­
sation around here hasn’t changed 
in the past week—nor in the past 
three weeks. Everybody is still 
conscious of the alert order, and 
keeps wondering whether we’ll 
go back to regular routine or take 
off for foreign shores. Even bets 
are available on either side of the 
question.

Naturally, anyone would say 
that the army isn’t going to waste 
a lot of time getting men ready 
for the move and then forget about 
them. Evidently this gang is go­
ing. But new developments in the 
changing fortunes of war can 
easily induce the powers up the 
line to change their plans. Per­
haps other units are more needed 
in the immediate future than ours. 
In that case we wait until they can 
get to us. Such procedure isn’t at 
all new. Men here have been telling 
about friends who were on the 
alert for months. After which some 
were shipped, some went back to 
the same old duty.

So, we don’t know what the score 
is. Neither do we worry. The only 
reason we discuss it so much is 
that we can’t pick better subjects 
to talk about. And, after all, the 
principal reason for all the inter­
est is the possibility of first mov­
ing to another part of the country. 
The East Coast boys especially have 
wonderful plans. Visions of park­
ing a month or so at an Atlantic 
port of embarkation—a month to 
be taken up completely by three 
day passes. More power to them. 
Let’s hope they get the break. 
After being out here all these 
months they are entitled to a visit 
home. Actually, this is the kind 
of wishful thinking that is respon­
sible for most of the current 
rumors. What will probably ftap- 
pen now is a return to plain duty 
or embarkation from the West 
Coast.

Meanwhile the training tempo 
has slowed down a bit. At any 
rate, the more interesting part has 
passed. Drilling and other funda­
mentals such as we have been hav­
ing the past week just don’t have 

‘ the exciting flavor that range prac­
tice has. Without the rumors and 
suspense, this column would be 
at a total loss for material.

Something new as far as I am 
concerned is the disclosure that 
I am one of the few to carry the 
old fashioned Springfield when we 
get over there. That, after I’ve 
practically fallen in love with the 
Garand. However, there’s a catch 
to this. The rifle is meant to serve 
as a grenade launcher in addition 
to its usual purpose. What a 
vicious weapon that makes! It 
will heave trouble a lot farther 
and a lot more effectively than the 
best pitching arm ever can. With 
it a good shot can place a gren­
ade in a gopher hole 75 yards a- 
way. And he can lob it another 
40 or 50 yards with fair results.

This system is entirely new to 
me, although, I understand, it is 
old stuff as far as the army is 
concerned. The grenade itself is 
somewhat similar to the regula­
tion hand type, except that it 
has a shaft that fits down into the 
barrel, the business end extends 
out in front. A blank cartridge 
furnishes the energy to send it 
on its way.

So far, all I know about the con­
traption is what I’ve been told 
and have read in a manual. No 
opportunity so far to see it in 
action or to fire it myself. I’ve 
doped out, however, that it has a 
tremendous kick. And others tell 
me I guessed correctly. Quite 
often the thing is handled like a 
mortar, with the butt to the ground 
and merely pointed out in the 
desired direction. Nevertheless, the 
way to really hit the mark is to 
sight as in firing an ordinary rifle. 
When my time comes to try it I 
intend to have a well padded 
shoulder, as well as a snug sling. 
I’d rather have all of me picked 
off the ground than just my arm.

Something else we’re likely to 
see plenty of is booby traps. Those 
innocent looking or invisible little 
gadgets that send honorable en­
emies to their honorable ancestors 
if they come snooping around in 
the wrong places. There arc as 
many varieties of them as the 
imagination can figure out. Es­
sentially, they are all alike. A 
black thread across a path is brok­
en, and Wham! Or a twig is bent, 
or a sensitive magnet is attracted.

Seems like cold-blooded war­
fare. Actually, it is. However, this 
only happens to be a case of play­
ing rough because the other team 
is doing it. Our slant-eyed foes 
have been using every trick in 
the book. They have come for­
ward in surrender only to heave 
a grenade. They have sent fake 
emergency calls and ambushed 
stretcher bearers. They have done
