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A foreign affairs develop-

ment which deserves the 
country's cheers is the 
proposed repeal of the five 
year old Clark Amendment 
which prohibits US aid to 
opposition forces in Marxist 
Angola. in effect, our coun-
try has been supporting the 
Soviet and Cuban backed 
government which has been 
trying for undisputed con-
trol of Angola as well as to 
establish Soviet influence in 
all of the southern part of 
the continent. 

The US Senate has voted 
its disapproval of the amen-
dment by a lop sided vote of 
66 to 29 and the House of 
Representatives still needs to 
turn down the amendment 
before freedom will have an 
opportunity to operate in 
that distressed country. 

The present situation there 
is that Dr. Jonas Savimbi, 
the pro-Western leader of 
the guerrilla forces in 
Angola, is edging closer and 
closer to a possible victory 
over the Communist-con-
trolled central government. 
As pointed out by 
Washington Post reporter, 
Jay Ross, "Savimbi's 
guerrillas have created 
serious problems for the 
Angolan regime, with or 
without the South Africans. 
Savimbi himself has denied 
that South African aid is 
crucial to his effort, and 
American journalists 
visiting his stronghold have 
not seen evidence of 
significant amounts of 
South African aid. 

The important fact is that 
with removal of the Clark 
Amendment the US, either 
directly or indirectly, would 
be able to furnish enough 
diplomatic, military and 
economic aid to Savimbi to 
enable him to retake his 
country. 

And that development 
would have related good ef-
fects. It would not only deal 
a major - set-back to Soviet 
aims in Angola, but it would 
also severely damage the ef-
forts of the pro-Communist 
SWAPO guerrillas who are 
using Angola as a base for 
trying to bring about a 
Communist takeover of 
Namibia. Savimbi in power, 
moreover, would be in a 
position to rid his country of 
the Soviets, East Germans 
and Cubans who, besides 
propping up the unwanted 
Angolan government, are 
also supporting the Soviet 
effort to take over the 
mineral rich areas of South 
Africa. 

We hear so much 
nowadays about providing 
weapons to the free world to 
counter the weapons 
buildup by the Soviets, but 
we should remember that we 
can inflict serious and long 
lasting damage to the Soviet-
Cuban empire by furnishing 
conventional aid to those who 
are willing to physically 
challenge the Reds. Savim-
bi's guerrillas, like the 
natives of Afghanistan, are 
willing, able and ready to 
battle the Communists. And 
in winning their country's 
freedom they can strike a 
blow for the security of the 
West. 

Too often, as we see the in-
creasing influence of Com-
munisism, we are inclined to 
be discouraged about the 
survival of freedom and 
Christianity. Also, too often 
we're not aware of the ex-
tent of Red propaganda 
blowing up its success far 
beyond actual achievement. 
A once prominent defector 
admitted only a few days 
ago that disinformation is 
regarded as a vital weapon 
in damaging our cause and 
helping theirs. As much as 
we hate to admit it, our 
country has lots of so-called 
journalists who are willing 
to accept the propaganda 
handouts and have it 
published as fact. Unfor-
tunately, we also have sub-
versives who are willing to 
spread such falsehood as a 
service to the Red conquest. 

Bul we also have another 
situation for which we can 
cheer, especially since 
President Reagan's election.

The cost of a tran-
sfusion is determined by 
related expenses such as 
collecting, packaging, 
storing, transporting, tran-
sfusing, etc. On an average 
the charge is about half as 
much as when commercial 
blood is used. 

Another benefit is the 
quality of blood as deter-
mined by the physical con-
dition of some donors whose 
primary purpose is the 
money they receive from 
selling blood.

The Muenster blood bank 
program is part of a system 
which extends the benefits to 
42 areas of North Texas and 
South Oklahoma, all served 
by the regional Red Cross 
center of Wichita Falls.

A network of 41 small 
floodwater retarding dams 
took the brunt of up to 17 
inches of rain during a 24-
hour period near Gainesville 
last week, reducing flood 
damages by an estimated 
$750,000. 

Preliminary estimates in-
dicate the dams held back 
about 22,000 acre-feet of 
floodwater from tributaries 
draining into Upper Elm 
Fork of the Trinity River. 

"Our engineers believe 
the rain could have been of 
the intensity that you can 
theoretically expect to occur 
on an average of once every 
500 years," George C. 
Marks, state conservationist 
for the USDA-Soil Conser-
vation Service (SCS) said. 
"The rain, which fell on soil 
already saturated by six in-
ches of rain the previous 
week, caused extensive 
erosion and flood damages 
in the watershed; but the 
damage would have been 
much more severe without 
those dams." 

Marks said one dam, a 
few miles west of 
Gainesville, called Sycamore 

Drivers who do not main-
tain the specified coverage 
risk being fined at least $75 
for the first offense and a 
minimum $200 for sub-
sequent violations.

Lake, (lowed nearly five feet 
deep through the emergency 
spillway and went over the 
top of the dam a few inches 
deep for about four hours 
before the water receded.

The upstream dams, built 
in the 1950's and 1960's, 
were designed and installed 
by the SCS.

The Internal Revenue Ser-
vice advises victims of 
flooding caused by the 
recent heavy rains that they 
may be eligible to claim 
casualty losses on their 1981 
returns. 

Losses to business proper-
ty are generally deductible in 
full. Personal property loss 
deductions are limited to the 
amount of loss exceeding 
3100 for each occurrence. 

To claim a casualty loss a 
taxpayer must be able to 
substantiate the loss. Victims 
should compile a list of those 
items damaged or destroyed 
and determine their value 
immediately before and after 
the loss occurred. Before- 

shies that can be expected 
once every 50 years. By 
means of a conduit built 
through the dam, water is 
released at a rate slow 
enough to present down-
stream flooding. When rains 
of higher amounts occur, 
water flows through 
emergency spillways. For 
safety purposes, the struc-
tures are built to withstand 
some flow over the top of 
the dam in unusual 
siturations. 

Gene C. Vittetoe, state 
conservation engineer for 
the SCS, said the frequency 
of a rain of the magnitude 
that hit Gainesville is dif-
ficult to estimate because of 
the lack of complete rainfall 
records prior to the 1900's. 
He said a 50-year frequency 
rain in the area is 8.25 inches 
during a 24-hour period and 
a 100-year frequents rain is 
9.25 inches.

little or no inflationary impact 
at all. Increased spending by 
consumers on petroleum 
products necessarily leads, 
because of limited incomes, to 
reduced spending on other 
goods and to lower prices . . ." 

He points out that people in 
other countries which did not 
inflate "suffered losses in in-
come and wealth as a result of 
rising petroleum prices. But 
many other prices fell as other 
spending declined." 

On the other hand, here in the 
U.S. the general price level 
escalated. The consumer and 
producer price indexes which 
measure this level, of course 
provide us with the 
measurement of the inflation 
rate. 

The cause of this was a series 
of massive annual federal 
budget deficits brought about 
by the huge increases in 
spending required to finance 
the so-called "Great Society" 
welfare state and not offset by 
increased taxation. Dr. Sen-
nholz explains: 

.. massive federal deficits 
were monetized, that is, the 
federal debt was used to in-
crease currency in circulation. 
This was carried out essentially 
by the purchase of Treasury 
obligations by the Federal 

Reserve System, thus releasing 
Federal Reserve notes into

Insight from a wise man 
and an understanding which 
came while pondering these 
scriptures caused me to 
make two deductions. The 
first was, we should pray 
more expectantly knowing 
that the Lord is hoping and 
waiting for us to call upon 
Him for aid even in the sim-
plest functions of our daily 
living. The famous quote 
"God helps those who help 
themselves" is one of the 
greatest counterfeits that 
ever came down the pike and 
can cause nothing but stif-
fneck, psuedo-self reliant 
people. Our God is anxious 
to work miracles in our 
behalf even if what we ask 
for may seem petty. Jesus is 
not interested in the caliber 
of miracles He's asked to 
work, but the amount of 
glory we give to His Father 
in return. Why not start with 
a small thing? The rest will 
come later. Go ahead ask! 

The second deduction

stead of negative, 
demeaning complaints or

Texans will vote on seven more proposed changes in 
their State Constitution November 3. 

As Governor, I support them. Space does not permit 
detailed arguments here in favor of all seven, but at 
least three are of such commanding importance as to 
warrant elaboration. 

Amendment 4 creates a State Water Trust Fund. 
Contrary to some deliberately misleading propaganda, 
this is not a proposal designed to benefit some part of 
the State over others. Neither is it hastily-planned or ill-
conceived, as opponents have implied falsely. 

Within less than two decades, nearly all parts of this 
great State must have additional sources of water to in-
sure our continued growth and prosperity and expanded 
opportunities for future generations of Texans. 

Amendment 4 will set aside half of surplus State 
revenues, which otherwise would be eaten up by cur-
rent spending demands, to build the kind of water 
projects adequate to needs of a population exceeding 
22 million people within just two decades. The amend-
ment also allows use of the State's credit to guarantee 
local water project bonds, creates a state bond retire-
ment program and increases interest rates to make au-
thorized, but unissued, state bonds marketable. 

This, in effect, is goal-oriented planning at its best and 
a positive form of tax relief. It assures excess public 
revenues are set aside and saved for a known, identifi-
able need instead of -squandered in the usual spend-
everything-now-cry-later budget cycle. 

In an effort to curb residential tax increases and head 
off so-called homeowners' "tax revolts," Amendment 6 
would authorize local jurisdictions to exempt a percent-
age of the market value of residence homesteads. The 
amendment would also allow the Legislature to change 
some current property tax administrative procedures, 
including the "truth in taxation" notice requirement. I 
believe the amendment would make it easier for those 
on low or used incomes to buy and keep a home. 

It is worth mentioning that other amendments to be 
voted on November 3 would authorize an additional 
$250 million in Veterans Land Bonds at marketable *  in-
terest rates; authorize issuing patents for school lands 
held in good faith for a half century; make property tax 
relief available to encourage redevelopment or improve. 
ment of blighted areas; and include livestock and poul-
try with farm products exempt from taxation. 

Among the most important of all, Amendment 3 pro-
vides significant budget execution authority subject to 
limitations imposed by law. I campaigned for a similar 
measure two years ago, but misunderstanding due in 
part to an ambiguous ballot listing led to its defeat. The 
finance management committee and procedures to be 
set up by Proposition 3 are now needed urgently. 

The committee—to be composed of the Governor, 
Lieutenant Governor. House Speaker, two key Senators 
and two Representatives—will provide the vehicle for 
allocation of tremendous sums in federal block grants 
anticipated to flow into the State, without the necessity 
of a special legislative session. 

In the future, subject to legislative direction, the com-
mittee may become an effective mechanism for meeting 
other unexpected financial enlergencies when the Legis-
lature is not in session, may significantly improve bud-
geting of State funds and save millions in tax dollars.

One of the most pervasive problems facing American 
society today is crime. It takes an enormous toll on its 
vic ims, of course. But it affects all of us indirectly. 

When you buy an item in the store, you pay more to 
make up for the cost of shoplifting and security. When you 
pay your taxes, you pay for your city's best effort to 

prevent crime. Worse, you pay a price for crime in fear. 
Crime has become an increasing problem. Statistics 

indicate that within any given 30-minute period, one 
person will be murdered, nine women will be raped, 67 will 

be robbed, 97 assaulted, and 389 families the victim of 
burglary. 

For 1979, the last full year for which FBI figures are 

available, the number of reported burglaries had risen to 
3.3 million, a 50 percent increase since 1970. Robberies 
were up by one-third. In less than a generation, the murder 
rate has doubled. 

But the American people have had enough. A recent 
poll showed almost half of the respondents named crime as 
the most important problem confronting their area. This 
was true both in a large eastern state and in a booming Sun 
Belt city. Even a relatively trouble-free college community 
found 55 percent of its voters declaring that establishing 
law and order was the single-most important issue facing 
their local government. 

Solving the growing crime problem won't be easy or 
quick. But there are some steps we can take. 

A bipartisan U.S. Attorney General's Task Force has 
made a number of recommendations to curb the rate of 
crime and to address some of the problems we have in 
prosecuting successfully those guilty of crime. 

For instance, one recommendation would allow 
courts to deny bail to a defendant who, after careful 
safeguards to prevent abuse, had been determined to be 
dangerous or likely to jump even very high bail. 

Another recommendation is for legislation to permit 
judges to order criminals to make financial restitution to 
their victims. 

Criminal procedure would be modified to protect 
rights of citizens charged with crimes, but to keep these 
rules from shielding the guilty. 

Since space shortages in correctional facilities are one 
factor inhibiting efforts to keep criminals off the streets, 
the task force recommended a number of steps to assist 

state and local governments to provide adequate facilities. 
Exchange of criminal history information among 

jurisdictions also should be improved, the task force 
found. 

The task force also dealt with narcotics, guns, arson, 
tax cases, sentencing and parole, apprehension of 
fugitives, training of state and local personnel and juvenile 
crime. 

Together, the task force recommendations represent a 
comprehensive and thoughtful package which will be 
considered carefully in Congress. The American people are 
going to insist that their representatives take steps to make 
their cities, their streets, and their homes safe. 
Government -- national, state and local -- must have no 
responsibility more important than that. 

OPEC AND LIVING 
STANDARDS 

There can be little doubt that 
the OPEC oil cartel has played 
a very important part in the 
lowering of living standards of 
the American people. This 
same effect has been felt by all 
nations not self-sufficient in 
petroleum. 

As Dr. Hans Sennholz wrote: 
"The net effect was a massive 
shift of income and wealth from 
the industrial countries to oil-
producing countries." 

For quite some time it has 
been the practice of politicians 
in Washington to blame high oil 
prices, caused by the OPEC 
cartel, for our escalating in-
flation. On the surface that may 
appear to be correct. 

For an eight-year period prior 
to the 1973-74 Arab oil embargo, 
which launched price 
escalation, the U.S. inflation 
rate was an average 3.9 percent 
a year For the eight -year 
period since, 1973-1980, the 
inflation rate has averaged 9.3 
percent annually. 

Dr. Sennholz points out, "the 
ultimate impact of the oil price 
increase depends on the 
reaction of individual govern-
ments. In countries that refrain 
from deficit spending and 
monetary expansion, there is 

The US Department of 
Agriculture today issued 
new rules requiring food 
stamp recipients in large 
metropolitan areas to show 
photographic identification 
when receiving their food 
stamps. 

Secretary of Agriculture 
John R. Block said the new 
photo ID system "will play 
an important role in joint ef-
forts by the US departments 
of Agriculture and Justice to 
crack down on abuse of the 
food stamp program." 

Under the new rules, 
USDA will no longer replace 
food stamps reported lost or 
stolen. Block said these and 
other major anti-fraud 
measures are part of the 
Reagan administration's 
overall effort to eliminate 
fraud and abuse in the 
federal food stamp 
program. 

State welfare agencies will 
be required to institute 
photo ID systems within a 
year in food stamp project 
areas with 100,000 or more 
recipients, unless they get an 
exemption from USDA's 
Food and Nutrition Service. 
Smaller food stamp project 
areas may also be required 
to install photo ID systems if 
the FNS and USDA Inspec-
tor General's office finds it 
useful to protect program 
integrity. 

"The new photo ID 
system is principally 
designed to prevent the 
issuing of duplicate 
benefits," Block said. "For 
example, if a food stamp 
authorization card is stolen 
from the mail, the photo ID 
requirement can prevent an 
ineligible person from using 
the authorization card to ob-
tain food stamps illegally. 
By recording and cross-
checking ID numbers, the 
new system will discourage 
individuals from attempting 
to get a double allotment of 
food stamps by reporting 
their first authorization card 
lost or stolen and requesting 
a second." 

"Individuals 	caught 
defrauding the government 
in this program are subject 
to both criminal and civil 
penalties. Further, under 
new legislation recently 
passed, individuals would be 
required to pay back any 
fraudulent benefits received 
by having future benefits 
reduced," Block said. 

The City of New York, 
which has had a significant 
problem with duplicate food 
stamp issuance, will be the 
first to implement the new 
photo ID system. New York 
plans to begin using the ID 
system November 1, in con-
junction with other new con-
trols which have already cut 
the rate of authorization 
card replacements by two-
thirds. 

In New York and other 
areas where the photo ID 
card is mandated, all food 
stamp households will be 
required to have a member 
or an authorized represen-
tative of the household get 
and use the ID card as a 
condition of eligibility. Ex-
ceptions can be made for 
such cases as an elderly or 
disabled person who is 
unable to come to the food 
stamp application office. 

Other new rules will 
tighten procedures for 
replacing food stamp 
coupons and authorization 
cards which recipients report 
lost, stolen or destroyed. 

Under the new rules, 
coupons reported lost by or 
stolen from recipients will 
no longer be replaced. 
However, in certain disaster 
situations such as floods or 
fires, destroyed coupons 
may be replaced once in a 
six-month period. In the 
past, any food stamp 
recipient could receive a 
replacement for their food 
stamps if they were reported 
lost or stolen. Such a policy 

WASHINGTON, D.C. —
With large portions of the 17th 
District still recovering from 
recent flooding, it would seem 
a poor time to discuss pro-
posals to be considered in the 
upcoming Constitutional 
amendment vote to finance 
future Texas water resources 
and facilities. 

Those of us who live in 
North Central and West Cen-
tral Texas, however, are more 
aware than most of the vagaries 
of Texas weather. We have 
rains when we don't need rain 
— and often get too much of it 
— but during most of the year, 
that resource is in short supply. 

Those two problems — too 
much water and not enough 
water — best illustrate the im-
portance of Constitutional 
Amendment No. 4 to all Texas 
residents. Communities 
throughout the state are facing 
increasing problems in plan-
ning and financing water 
conservation, water quality 
treatment and flood control 
projects that are absolutely 
essential to the well-being of 
our citizens. Those challenges 
have now been made more 
severe by the declining level of 
federal funding available. 

Cuts in that level of federal 
spending have been absolutely 
necessary to our overall 
economy. Texans are to be 
commended for taking the 
responsibility of looking for 
means of solving what is essen-
tially a state problem at the 
state level. 

The proposition has four 
main elements: 

• WATER BOND GUAR-
ANTY. The general credit of 
the state, up to $500 million, is 
pledged to pay eligible bonds 
of eligible political subdivi-
sions. This is initially limited to 
SI billion in obligations, or a 2 
to 1 leverage factor. No money 
is actually set aside. No water 
bonds have defaulted in Texas 
in more than 40 years. Local 
governments can save up to 2 
percent in the interest rate 
paid, with the aid of the state 
guarantee. 

• RAISES ALLOWABLE 
INTEREST RATE from the 
current 6 percent to a max-
imum of 12 percent. The water 
development fund has $118  

circulation or creating bank 
reserves that permitted 
commercial banks to expand 
their credit even further. Ob-
viously, the federal government 
alone conducted the inflation 
and orchestrated the credit 
expansion. But it is extremely 
eager to point the finger of 
blame at someone else." 

In addition, Sennholz points 
out that "the federal govern-
ment greatly aggravated the 
situation and accelerated the 
wealth transfer by shackling 
and crippling the domestic 
industry so that the U.S. 
became ever more dependent 
on oil imports." 

Where before the oil embargo 
we imported only about 7 
percent of our oil, now we must 
bring in from abroad about half 
our petroleum needs. 

The Carter administration 
greatly compounded our energy 
problems, contributing to our 
lower living standards, by 
establishing the Department of 
Energy and promoting the so-
called "Windfall Profits Tax." 

As Sennholz says, "It is 
surprising indeed that domestic 
promotion, reeling under such 
heavy blows, continues to meet 
one-half of our petroleum 
needs." 

We should be commending 
the oil companies, not con-
demning them.

Block said these new rules 
represent only the start of a

• WATER 	TRUST 
FUND. One-half the 
undedicated state revenue for 
the biennium is to be deposited 
in a water assistance fund, a 
holding fund. From that 
holding fund, monies can be 
obligated to one of the three 
operating programs by the 
Texas Water Development 
Board after a public hearing, 
subject to any restrictions in 
the appropriations act for the 
biennium. The water loan 
assistance program can provide 
loans to political subdivisions 
of the state. Authorized pur-
poses are projects to develop or 
conserve surface water or 
ground water, water quality 
enhancement (waste water 
treatment plants, for example) 
or flood control and drainage. 
The storage acquisition pro-
gram can be used for the con-
struction or enlarging of water 
storage reservoirs. The state 
may act singly or as a joint ven-
turer with a local government 
or water authority. The 
research and planning program 
allows the state to contract 
with political subdivisions or 
private entities for water 
research or flood plain plan-
ning. Any monies in the water 
assistance fund not obligated 
to specific projects can be reap-
propriated by the legislature by 
a majority vote, another 
safeguard to insure control by 
local officials. 

• STATE BOARD RE-
TIREMENT FUND. The re-
maining one-half of excess 
state revenue may be dedicated 
by the legislature to one or 
more state bond retirement 
funds for the purpose of refir-
ing outstanding state bonds. 

No one can question the 
need to recognize the impor-
tance of addressing the 
problems of water supply, 
oversupply and quality nor the 
need to address those needs 
now rather than when faced 
with a crisis situation on down 
the road. I urge each and every 
voter to carefully examine 
Constitutional Amendment 
No. 4 and cast their vote on 
November 3 with the future of 
the State of Texas in mind.

covered by the minimum 
liability insurance specified 
by the law. Applicants will 
have to certify on the license 
application that the 
minimum coverage is in ef-
fect for the vehicle before 
they will be permitted to 
take the driving test. 

The DPS director predic-
ted that more Texans will 
obtain the required liability 
coverage when the new law 
goes into effect. 

"Current figures show 
that approximately 74 per-
cent of the drivers involved 
in accidents carry liability 
insurance," Adams said. 
"This indicates that a sub-
stantial number of people 
must secure the required 
coverage or face the 
possibility of heavy fines 
and loss of driving 
privileges." 

Out-of-state, government-
owned and self-insured 
vehicles are exempt from the 
insurance requirements of 
the new law. However, 
drivers of self-insured 
vehicles will be asked by 
DPS officers to produce 
evidence of self-insurance at 
accident scenes and traffic 
stops.

needed from the regional 
center and each community 
in turn provides blood for all 
of the system. In this way 
fresh blood is constantly 
available to all communities. 

In case blood remains on 
hand longer than the 
recommended storage 
period, the surplus is 
processed into plasma and 
other useful products. In 
case of extra heavy demand 
because of disaster or other 
emergency, the shortage is 
made up by dealing with 
commercial blood banks. 

The quota of a blood 
collection is usually about 
equal to the quantity used 
from one collection to 
another. However goals are 
set on capability rather than 
use. The normal collection 
here is about 100 pints. In a 
specially good response in 
March, 1981, the community 
went over the top in a big 
way for a total of 140 pints. 
This was in response to an 
abnormally high need of 
blood for several weeks 
before the collection. 

Donors are reminded that 
the collection schedule has 
both rush and slack periods. 
Normally a person can 
arrange for less delay by 
calling 759-2271 for an ap-
pointment.

WHAT TO DO WHEN 

THE STORM ENDS 

A loss, even minor, 
caused by a fire or storm is 
chocking. You'll need to 
depend on friends and re-
latives to help you clean 
op and adjust emotionally. 
says Dorothy Blackwell, 
OSU extension home man-
agement specialist. 

Blackwell urges you to 
know your rights and re-
sponsibilities. She says, 
"Don't let yourself get bog-
ged down by well-intention-
ed or contradictory advice. 

"Telephone your insur-
ance agent as soon as you 
can to report the loss. The 
agent will probably visit 
die site of your loss soon 
after you reads him or her. 
but you're also wise to re-
port the loss to the insur-
ance company in writing 
with a carbon copy to your 
agent." 

Blackwell encourages 
storm victims. to get their 
insurance policy out if it 
is accessible. If it was lost 
in the disaster, your agent 
can get you a copy, she ad-
vises. 

She warns against mov-
ing anything, except for 
personal safety or to save 
objects from further dam-
age. If possible, photog-
raph damages. 

"You'll need to itemize 
damaged items room by 
room and the photos will 
help ... Don't throw away 
anything until you and 
your insurance company 
have agreed on a settle-
ment," she says. 

She says, "Keep all re-
ceipts. You'll need them at 
settlement time. . . . Ask 
questions. Don't assume 
anything. Remember, no-
body expects you to be an 
expert."*g
