Forces have lined 
up on both the "pro” and "con" 
sides, campaigning has been active, 
and both groups have permitted 
their hopes to stretch to the point of 
optimism.

The election will be held in the 
city hail with B. H. Heilman as pre­
siding judge. It will offer two meth­
ods o f liquidating the debt on a pro­
posed $20,000 bond. Each method 
has a ballot of its own, however, ac­
cording to general agreement voters 
will'be expected to favor both or op­
pose both. That procedure was 
found necessary in view of the fact 
that* neither a revenue hearing nor 
a tax bond alone would raise the 
necessary revenue, but the two com- 
bineid would be adequate. According­
ly Mayor Endres suggested that 
those favoring a sewer vote “ for” on 
botli tickets and those opposing a 
sewer vote “against" on both.

As to connect charges it is said 
that no person need pay that price 
unless and until he begins using 
the- service.

One of the most powerful pleas 
advanced in favor of the project is 
that it releases In Muenster at 
least half of the $33,000 of its cost 
and offers an opportunity for keep­
ing! the equivalent of Mucnster’s 
shiire here. By favoring a small tax 
a prospective worker creates an op­
portunity for months of work. An­
other view reminds that no less than 
one third the tax would come from 
railroads, utilities and other outside 
owned Interests, thus relieving resi­
dents of much of their burden.

APPROXIMATE COST 
OF NEW PAROCHIAL 
BUILDING IS $2,500

The total cost of remodeling a 
wing of the old Parochial School 
building into two modern classrooms 
and an assembly hall will, in the end 
amount to approximately $2,500, 
Henry Fleitman foreman of the 
building program stated Wednesday. 
The cash expenditure to date is 
$1520.22.

Of this figure $1,201.82 was spent 
on materials and $318.40 on labor 
of moving the old building and en­
gaging workmen for the remodeling. 
Figured in the value of the building 
but not in the cash expenditure is 
donated labor in the amount of 
$171.80 and labor to apply on obli­
gations to the parish in the amount 
of $200.00.

In the opinion of Mr. Fleitman the 
cost of plumbing, gas and light fix­
tures, blackboards, desks, heaters, 
and other necessary equipment will 
be about $600, bringing total to 
about $2,500.

Mr. Fleitman and his associates 
of the building committee are well 
satisfied with their product. Though 
made of what was regarded an out­
moded shack It conforms to modem 
school standards of warmth, venti­
lation and Illumination. It Is attrac­
tive with sheetrock walls and oak 
floors and sturdy enough to be ser­
viceable for 25 years or more.

A 
rack along the remaining portion of 
the southside of the lot serves as a 
storage space for tile, fences, and 
other articles not affected by the 
weather.

Convenience is one of the out­
standing features of the new ar­
rangement. All materials can be 
easily reached for convenient load­
ing. The warehouse addition adjoins 
the salesroom.

What some local-people consider 
as a timely warning by providence 
is Governor-nominee W. Lee O'Dan- 
iel's declaration last Friday that he 
is in favor of more effective meas­
ures for the conservation of human 
health. His statement was made in 
connection with his meeting with 
Dr. George Cox, state health officer.

Dr. Cox said his department had 
been handicapped by lack of suffi­
cient appropriations to carry on con­
structive work in preventive sani­
tation and that lack of adequate laws 
had tied the hands of the depart­
ment in combating evils which the 
department knew existed. He also 
reminded that almost three times as 
much is appropriated for the pre­
vention and control of livestock di­
seases per head of livestock as is 
granted per capita for the care of 
humans.

The condition was recognized by 
O'Daniel as one of the leading fac­
tors slowing up the process of bring­
ing new industry to Texas.

In view of today’s sewer bond 
election the opinions expressed at 
that meeting are regarded as most 
pertinent for Muenster. Many here 
can see in the present unsanitary 
condition a deterrent to the estab­
lishment of industry.

But more Important still is the ex­
pressed ' opinion favoring “ more ef­
fective measures for the conserva­
tion of human health.”  The state­
ment is regarded as a prediction 
that, if possible, legislation will be 
enacted to force smaller cities to 
eliminate their filth by putting in 
sewers.

It raises the questions: "Will 
Muenster still be able to secure Fed­
eral aid In the event It waits until 
forced to install a sewer? Will It not 
pay dearly if It rejects the present 
proposal?”

Of equally great importance Is the 
assurance of the state's thinking 
men that better conditions of sani­
tation are necessary for both health 
and prosperity.

The wish expressed several weeks 
ago that some Muenster people will 
have the pleasure of using rural 
electrification current to decorate 
their Christmas trees, is still offered 
as a possibility, J. W. Hess, mana­
ger of the local co-operative, stated 
Tuesday. With the project in excel­
lent condition to cause very little 
delay, and a general report that 
REA officials demanded all possible 
speed, indications are that the con­
struction will move forward at a 
rapid pace.

In a meeting of directors last 
Thursday night Wm. G. Morrison, 
consulting engineer, stated that all 
data will be available to permit a 
call for contractors’ bids by the mid­
dle of October. After the contractor 
is engaged little time is expected to 
elapse until actual construction Is 
under way. For his part, Mr. Hess 
said, there will probably be no hind­
rance whatever because right of way 
easements have already been secur­
ed for about 97 per cent of the ap­
plicants. The few remaining, he 
thinks, can easily be cleared before 
construction begins.

The project continues to grow. 
Since last Friday nine more have 
submitted their applications for 
membership.

Outside interest also is being at­
tracted. A representative of Fuller 
Construction Company In Missouri 
met with the directors Monday night 
then made an Inspection tour over 
the territory on the following day. 
Attending at last Thursday’s meet­
ing were Mr. Morrison of Waco and 
Mr. Lee, REA field man.

Plans are also under way to find 
a larger office for the co-operative. 
Once the project gets under way 
that office will be used as a store 
room for much of the equipment. 
The office now in use is much too 
small.

Henry Henscheid Sr. To 
Be Buried Friday, 8 Â.M.

Age and Weak Heart Give 
Way to Attack of Four 
Weeks’ Illness

UNTEREINER VERY SICK

Emil Unterelner of Dlmock, S. D. 
well remembered here as a pioneer 
settler, a resident for several years, 
and especially for his work In as­
sisting Henry Henscheld, Sr., organ­
ize this German Farmers' Mutual in­
surance company, is reported to be 
very sick.

Arrangements are under way now 
to make this year's observance of 
Columbus Day a memorable event. 
At a special meeting in their hall 
last Wednesday night, officers of 
the local Knights of Columbus Coun­
cil made plans for the combination 
plcnlc-dance and appointed commit­
tee chairmen to take charge.

The celebration is scheduled to be­
gin at 6 o'clock in the evening. That 
time was Agreed upon because the 
tendency during recent years was 
toward smaller attendance in the af­
ternoon. At night very few are kept 
away by conflicting work schedules.

The ever popular tango game is 
again offered as the feature attrac­
tion of the picnic. Supplementing it 
will be an abundance of sandwiches, 
candies and cold drinks, and several 
tables where card players can have 
their usual games.

A dance upstairs will b§ the prin­
cipal attraction (or the younger set. 
Roy Endres, in charge of engaging 
an orchestra, states that he has 
hopes of making it the banner social 
event of the year. At the present 
time he is negotiating with several 
leading orchestras of North Texas 
and expects to announce his choice 
within the next few days.

Henry Henscheid, Sr., one of 
Muenster’s pioneers and an import­
ant contributor to the community’s 
progress, died Wednesday at 1:30 
o’clock following a four weeks’ ill­
ness.

A High Mass of Requiem to be 
followed immediately by burial in 
the Muenster cemetery has been set 
for Friday morning at 8 o’clock. 
Father Vincent Orth of Subiaco, Ark. 
his nephew, will officiate at the ser­
vices.

Members of Mr. Henscheld’s fam­
ily attribute his death to weakness 
of heart caused principally by old 
age. Next Tuesday, Oct. 4, would 
have been his eightieth birthday. 
Other internal complications also 
contributed to his death.

Until his sickness first came up­
on him, about two years ago, Mr. 
Henscheid was blessed with very 
good health. Since then he continued 
to grow feebler, and has not ventur­
ed from home since attending 
church services on the first Friday 
of this month.

Ever since settling here In the 
early nineties he has enjoyed a com­
munity wide friendship for his am­
iable kindness and untiring service 
in the interests of others. His ener­
gy and persistence is largely respon­
sible for the formation of the Ger­
man Farmers’ Mutual Benevolent 
Association, which Is saving thous­
ands of dollars annually for the 
farmers of this and several other 
German communities. In recognition 
of his work In that cause he was 
elected the company’s president at 
the first nleeting 41 years ago and 
has been re-elected at every meet­
ing since that time.

Mr. Henscheld likewise served his 
community with credit during the 
organization of the Muenster Tele­
phone Company, another mutual or­
ganization that has saved thousands 
in reduced rates. When the Farm­
ers’ Marketing Association was start­
ed he again offered his support but 
in a Jess vigorous manner because 
of his advancing years.

His spirit of public service led him 
also to spend day after day for 
weeks at a time in caring for the 
Sacred Heart Cemetery. After retir­
ing from farming in 1922 he im­
posed upon himself the task of fight­
ing the growth of weeds in th’e sa­
cred plot. It is hardly an exaggera­
tion to state that he alone contribu­
ted as much to its appearance as all 
the rest of Muenster combined. His 
capacity slowed down with declining 
health, but it did not cease until the 
recently organized Cemetery Com­
mittee relieved him.

Mr. Henscheid was born in Neun- 
kirchen, Germany on Oct. 4, 1858. 
He crossed to America as a youth 
and settled in Illinois, later moving 
to Iowa. At Hilsdale, Iowa, he was 
married to Christine Langenfeld on 
March 2, 1886. Five years later he 
moved to Muenster.

As a member of the parish he en­
joyed the same respect that was his 
in other affairs of the community. 
He was recognized as one of the 
mainstays of the Saint Joseph's So­
ciety since its organization. He was a 
member of the church choir for for­
ty years, severing his relations only 
when his voice weakened and he 
had enlisted several sons to take his 
place.

Mr. Henscheld retired from active 
duty on his farm in 1922, turning it 
over to his son Albert. Since the 
death of his wife In 1923 he has been 
living with Albert.

Surviving him are six sons. John 
of Norman, Okla., Henry of Black- 
foot, Idaho, Joe of Westphalia, Iowa, 
and William, Al,bert and Leo of 
Muenster: and three daughters, Mrs. 
Ben Derlchsweiler of McAlester, Ok­
lahoma., and Mrs. Frank Yosten and 
Mrs. Joe Hesse of Muenster.

Today’s election is a major event in our 
city’s history. The result of its poll on the 
proposed sewer bond will decide whether 
local citizens want to step into a parade of 
progress or whether they are content to sit 
back and permit a handicap which, though 
it need not prevent development, will at 
least retard it and deprive many a deserv­
ing man or boy of opportunities to which 
he is rightfully entitled.

One often hears the remark that condi­
tions that were good enough for our fath­
ers and mothers are good enough for us. 
Just a little reflection will suffice to con­
vince that, after all, such a remark is not a 
reason but rather an excuse for opposing 
the installation of a sewer. Few need to be 
reminded that fathers and mothers tackled 
conditions far less comfortable than now 
exist and added innumerable improve­
ments. To leave things as they were was 
not good enough for those pioneers. The 
present status of our city and community 
bears witness to the fact that they built. 
Those who place so much importance on 
tradition will do well to remember that the 
pioneer spirit was ever pushing forward to 
new possibilities. They conquered the wide 
open spaces in that way. We, since the 
frontier is no more, can carry on their work 
only by developing what they have left for 
us.

The opinions mentioned herein are not 
prompted by a tendency toward reckless 
spending. Careful thought from the view­
point of one who also must help carry the 
financial burden, presents the sewer plan 
rather as a wise investment, one that is 
worth several times its cost in newly cre­
ated business opportunity, then again is in­
finitely more valuable in health and con­
venience.

These opinions are a plea for the cause 
of Muenster youth. No one will deny that 
opportunities in farming, business, and in­
dustry here are very nearly, if not com­
pletely, saturated. Unless boys and girls are 
to be turned out, sent away from their cir­
cle of friends and relatives, those of us in 
a position to determine this issue must de­
cide to provide an opportunity for more 
pleasant living as well as an opportunity 
for business and industrial expansion. Any­
one who is far sighted and fair will admit 
that investors, whether local or from the 
outside, are reluctant to cast their lot in an 
antiquated city. Our outmoded tenacity fa­
voring inconvenience and poor sanitation is 
little inducement to employe or employer. 
In order to compete with other communi­
ties, to protect what progress has been 
made, to provide for coming generations, 
we must remove a glaring handicap. We 
must move Muenster out of the rank of old 
towns, give it recognition for aggressive­
ness and progress and a bright future out­
look.

As regards an immediate opportunity 
for local laborers, this column has mention­
ed before that many a person can work on 
the sewer and quite likely earn more than 
lie will ever have to pay as his share in liq­
uidating the debt. Some have said that im­
ported relief labor will be given preference 
hence that Muenster people would not 
have a chance. To counteract such state­
ments we explain that the proposed project 
is to be handled by PWA, not by WPA. The 
latter is a relief agency. But PWA is an 
agency to assist in public works, and pla­
ces its contracts the same as any individual 
builder. It will offer an opportunity for 
anyone who wishes to work.

As a final plea we ask voters to consider 
the project from this angle. By approving 
it they will impose upon themselves a tax 
of 35 cents per $100 of valuation. To the 
average property owner this will bring a 
tax of $3.50 a year. Who will consider this 
post excessive in view of the opportunity it 
opens? Is there any prospective laborer 
who would not spend that amount for the

chance at several month’s work? Is there 
any business man who would not spend it 
for the chance of profiting by the future 
growth of his city ? Is there any parent who 
would not spend that amount for the 
chance of securing a better future for his 
children? Is there any young man who 
would not spend it to enhance his own op­
portunity? Is there any man now thinking 
about placing modern conveniences in his 
home or wondering when his septic tank 
will lose its usefulness who would no.t pay 
that price to have a sewer available?

Let us not misunderstand. To make the 
sewer and its many advantages available 
will cost a 35 cent tax and no more. Ad­
ditional expense will then fall on the man 
who decides to connect,- but we can rest as­
sured that no one will assume that cost un­
less he feels he is getting his money’s 
worth.

UNITED STATES STRIVING FOR TAX RECORD
• Americans often attempt to cheer themselves by ar­

guing that our tax burden is not yet so heavy as that 
borne by the British people. But, as Harry Scherman 
points out in the New Republic, this is definitely a 
misconception.

Due to the tremendous increase in taxation that has 
taken place hero in recent years, we have the unenvi­
able distinction of having caught up with the English. 
In the last fiscal year, the English paid $107 per per­
son in taxes. And the American people paid precisely 
the same.

Furthermore, much of our emergency spending has 
been financed by deferring the taxing period— that is, 
by inflating, the debt, and incurring gigantic obliga­
tions to be paid in the future. If we made our tax In­
come equal our tax outgo, it would very possibly be 
discovered that we are the highest taxed nation in the 
world.— Mission Times.

TAXED FOR CLEANLINESS—  

A new study reported last week by 
one of the numerous Emergency 
Consumers Tax Councils of New Jer­
sey formed In the last year to pro­
test hidden taxes and the rising cost 
of living shows not only how many 
taxes exist on a cake of facial soap 
but how the calculation is reached. 
When a housewife pays for ten cakes 
of facial soap, the report says, she 
actually receives only nine for the 
tenth Is consumed by hidden taxes. 
Fourteen of ‘these unseen levies are 
placed on the tallow producer, 14 on 
the perfume maker, 15 on the chem­
icals manufacturer, 17 on the wrap­
per factory, 14 on the soap compa­
ny, 10 on transportation companies, 
10 on the soap wholesaler and 10 on 
the retail store, making an almost 
unbelievable total of 104 taxes, of 
which the average consumer is com­
pletely unaware even though they 
take a toll of 10.3 per cent of the 
purchase price of a ten-cent cake 
of soap.
