DATA ON SEWER
APPLICATION

Form Will Be Prepared by
- Wichita Falls Engineer,
* Returned to Muenster -

" For Signatures

The first stage of preparatory
work on Muenster's application for
a PWA grant on a sewer has been
completed and submitted to Joe
Ward, consulting engineer,
chita Falls, Mayor M. J. Endres ad-
vised Wednesday afternoon. It con-
sisted of answering a questionaire
regarding population tax rates, as-
sets and liabilities of the city and
other pertinent data indicating the
feasibility of a sewer project.

Within the next few days Mr. En-
dres added, an application will be
prepared in typed form under the
direction of the Wichita Falls engi-
neer and will be sent to Muenster
for the signatures of city officers.

The application will contain, be-
sides the data submitted Wednes-
day, a complete report on a sewer
project survey made several years
ago with notations of minor chang-
es as suggested by T. E. Lundy
during his visit here on Monday of
last week.

When completed the application
will be filed with PWA division
headquarters at Fort Worth some
time prior to September 1, the date
set as the deadline for filing appli-
cations.

In submitting its application
Muenster does not obligate itself to
put in a sewer. If the grant is ap-
proved the proposal will be placed
before citizens in a bond election to
determine whether they are willing
to assume their share of the cost.
According to Mr. Lundy's estimate
the total cost will"be about $40,000
of which a PWA grant would pro-
vide 45 per cent or $18,000 and
Muenster would have to provide 55
percent or $22,000.

From random reports during the
past week prospects of success M a
bond election appear somewhat
brighter that at any time in the
past. While some object to the in-
crease of taxes it would necessitate,
increasing numbers of others are
confidently anticipating the release
.of thousands of dollars of payroll in
Muenster and are apprehenslively
looking forward to the time when
the city will be forced to build its
sewer without the generous PWA
grant.

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SWAPPING DOLLARS

In the last analysis the deciding factor
in Muenster’s problem of whether or not
it will have a modern sewer is the cost.
Using the estimate given by a competent
engineer last week we take it for granted
that the city would have to vote on itself
an obligation of between $20,000 and
$25,000. In rough figures, over a 20 year
period this sum would require an annual
payment of about $1,500.

According to the proposed plan of fin-
ancing, funds to retire the indebtedness
would be secured partly from an increase
in water rate and partly from an increase
in ad valorem tax. In this last connection
it is well to understand that about one-third
of the assessed valuation is owned by the
railroad, gas, power, and oil companies
and would bring to the city about $250 an-
nually, leaving c¢itizens to pay with their
own tax and water rates about $1,250, an
average of between $10 and $12.50 a fam-
ily.

Is this cost so tremendous in view of the
fact that it will bring greater convenience
than we have ever enjoyed, that it will
serve to eliminate the plague of flies and
dysentry, that it will open our city to op-
portunities of development that coud neot
get a hold during the present unsanitary
condition? :

The most attractive feature of the whole
project, however, is that it releases about
$40,000 in our midst, considerably more
than half of it going to labor. This circum-
stance spells opportunity in capital letters
for every ambitious workman of our city
and community. There is not a laborer in
town who could not realize from his labor
on the sewer during the coming winter sev-
eral times the amount of his share in the
total debt. With that situation prevailing
is it possible to suppose that any ambitious
working man can vote against it?

The outlook for business men is no less
encouraging. Some of them, especially
hardware and lumber dealers will have
the opportunity of selling materials for use
on the project. Their increased earnings
also will offset to a great extent the total
of their share of the debt. And other mer-
chants will naturally benefit from increas-
ed business when thousands of dollars of
payroll is released here. Under such cir-
cumstances, how can our business men fail
to vote for the sewer?

In plain words the situation is this. Muen-
ster will have to pay 55 per cent of the en-
tire cost. But no less than 55 per cent of
the entire sum will be released right here
in Muenster.

Of course we realize that in many cases
people will not receive from the project
what it costs them whereas others will re-
celve much more. We realize that some
new families will move to town just for the
job, but all of those are prospective cus-
tomers of our merchants. Considering the
entire town as one unit this is a mere swap-
out affair, we pocket about between $20,-
000 ad $25,000 in a few month'’s time, we
pay out that same amount in 20 year’s time.

Think it over you voters of Muenster.
Can you reject this vast value when its fin-
al cost is no more than a little work during
an otherwise slack season? Can you reject
an improvement that more than any other
1s necessary for the continued health and
progress of your city and the future oppor-
tunity of your children?

Above all, remember this — Muenster

lcan have a sewer by merely swapping dol-
ars. !

A JOB FOR OUR LEGISLATER

The remark has often been made that an
excess of laws, especially unreasonable

»
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laws, is responsible more than anything
else for the widespread contempt our pub-
lic has for legislative bodies as well a8 law
enforcement agencies.

There are two regulations especially
that grate on the feelings of people in this
community. One of them is the much con-
iended beer situation, another is the truck
law demanding a 7,000 pound load limit.
Now that- we are getting ready to ‘elect
a representative for our state legislature
at Austin it is high time we pressed the two

_contestants for a stand on both those prob-

lems.

As regards the beer situation, it simply
isn’t just that this community is deprived
when 98 per cent of its voters express their
preference for legalizing it. Even drys
must concede that no law should oppose
the will of that percentage of the popula-
tion. Since our efforts to legalize beer have
been consistently blocked we are forced to
ask that the law be changed.

We are told that a wet precinct in a dry
county is unlawful but that a dry precinct
can be set up in a wet county. We say it’s
a poor law that doesn’t work both ways.
Why can’t it be changed so that our people
will not be continuously beyond the law.
It’s up to our representative to do some-
thing about that. It’s up to us to let him
know that we expect to have something
done.

The load limit law for trucks is another
bit of ridiculous legislation affecting all
the rest of the state as well as this county.
Some of our people heap abuse on the Rail-
road Commission for enforcing the law,
which is its duty, but fail to demand con-
structive changes from our legislators.

We have people in this community who
are handicapped by being restricted to
7,000 pounds load limit., Is it fair? Is it
reasonable?

A child can understand that the gross
load, not the net load is what damages the
road. A child can understand also that the
law, under its present status is distinct fav-
oritism toward other transportation agen-
cies.

How do our candidates for representa-
tive feel about this? It is our duty to let
them know we want the unjust restriction
on truck loads abolished. Of course we
want the unjust restriction on truck loads
abolished. Of course we want a restriction,
but let that be a gross load restriction and
determined by the estimates of competent
engineers regarding the load our roads can

carry.

CLOTHING FROM PAPER

During the World War the Germans developed paper
clothing, being unable to obtain enough cotton and
wool to make clothes for the civilian population. Those
“ersatz” garments proved so unsatisfactory, however,
that as soon as the war was over woven fabrics took
their place.

In Japan for centuries a considerable proportion of
the people have worn garments of various kinds, made
of varnished or lacquered paper. Paper rain-coats are
common in Japan, and the Japanese paper umbrellas
were once common in America, but only as sunshades,
not for protection against rain.

Now a new Kkind of paper fabric has been developed
in this country and is shortly to be placed on the
market for clothing of all kinds. It is already in use for
other purposes, including pillow-cases. This new ma-
terial, called Pewel, is made of wood pulp by a special
process, It is neither spun or woven. It is said to be
soft, strong, as limp as silk, and has the appearance of
percale, or cotton broadcloth. It can be dyed in almost
any color or prin* ! in patterns like dress fabric. The
inventors say that it can be produced as cheaply As
paper, so that soiled clothing and other articles made
from it can be thrown in the fire, since there is no
way of cleaning them.

We have not seen the new fabric, but it appeals to
ocur imagination, like the woven glass fabric which has
also been made into dresses and even men's clothes.
Like many other modern improvements, such things
tend to lessen the demand for the old staples. We won-
der what effect this newest one will have on the cot-
ton-growers.—Mt. Vernon Optic-Herald.

“MID-SUMMER NIGHT'S DREAM”

“Lord, what fools these mortals he!"

Those are the words of Puck in “A Midsummer
Night's Dream” written by Shakespeare back in the
days of the horse, the coach and the litter. And though,
it is true' the words bore no relation to problems of
travel, there is a temptation to echo them now every
time the constantly mounting statistics of death on
the highways point to the tragedy of these beautiful
summer nights, ¢

‘A Midsummer Night's Drama” is a modern drama
that no man wrote. Nevertheless, it is one in which
thousands play a part after the curtain of darkness
has fallen over the highways and by-ways and over
the busy city streets—And thousands die!

It is a paradox of this age of light that we continue
to carry on the potentially most dangerous actfyity of
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the time in comparative darkness-—continue to drive
at mile-a-minute speeds over highways that are as
lacking in illumination as those over which the coach-
es rattled from Boston to Worcester 200 odd years ago.

Seeing is effected by two major factors. The first,
reflected light—Ilight which thrown upon an object is
reflected back, distinguishing for us the detail of that
object. The second factor is silhouette—or the lightness
or darkness of objects contrasted with the backgrounds
against which they are seen. The distinctness of black
type on a white page is a good example.

Headlights contribute almost nothing to seelng my
silhouette and their effectiveness, therefore, must be
determined, not merely by the beam power of the
lights, but just as importantly by the reflective quali-
ties of pedestrians, roads, unlighted cars, trees, etc., 1s
worse than poor, and consequently the effectiveness of
headlights is correspondingly limited.

Until major highways and main city streets, at least,
are provided with really adequate illumination and are
made as modern and safe at night as they are in the
daytime, there can be but one salvation—common
sense !

When darkness comes, slow down! Be more careful
than ever! Use dimmers when meeting a car! Keep
headlights in proper adjustment and keep them clean
—dust and dirt on lenses or reflectors can cut their ef-
ficiency in half. .

Let's not have to keep chanting “Lord, what fools
we mortals be!"” Let's not make of a summer night a
tragedy in which we play a part.—Mt, Vernon-Optic
Herald.
