I’. W. •♦mil*' Heilman of Gaines­
ville, was out of business four days 1 
and encountered considerable Incon­
venience as a result of the fire dls- 1 
covered In his store at 3 a. m. last 
Friday morning. His direct financial 
loss was covered almost entirely by 
Insurance.

The fire started. Mr. Heilman said, I 
In a bark corner where his truck was | 
parked near several grain sacks. ' 
From the fact that the truck seem­
ed to be most severely burned he 
judged that It caused the fire.

When discovered It was smoulder­
ing and smoking profusely and pro­
bably would have been beyond con­
trol If the excellent condition of the 
building had not retarded it.

The principal fire damage consis­
ted of the loss of two tires and the 
body of the truck, several sacks of 
feed, a section of wall separating 
the grocery and feed compartments 
and some groceries in the Immedi­
ate vicinity of the fire. Most gro­
cery damage was caused by the smo­
ky odor on perishable Items and the 
water damage resulting from fight­
ing the fire. Several days work were 
required to clean shelves and mer­
chandise and repaint walls and fix­
tures. -

LINDSAY YOUNG MEN 
T O  REPLACE STONE 
FENCE W ITH  HEDGE

Lindsay.—  An Improvement pro­
gram consisting of the removal of 
the old rock fence now on the parish 
property and replacing It with ever­
green shrubbery is an objective set 
by the young men of Lindsay in 
their regular monthly meeting on 
Wednesday night of last week.

Under the direction of their spon­
sor, Father Conrad, the young men 
plan to remove all the building 
stones, w'hlch were left over after 
completion of the present church 
and split them Into sizes adaptable 
for a possible future building pro­
gram. No definite plans were made, 
however, for the building they con­
template.

Father Conrad Is now trying to se­
cure information on the be%t type of 
hedge and a place to secure It so 
that the replacement can be made 
promptly after the stones are re­
moved.

Every kind of activity with ref­
erence to rural electrification from 
project development work to actual 
line construction Is now under way.

Sine*, the beginning of the year, 
J. E. Morgan and Sons has added 
forty odd unskilled laborers to Its 
payroll. These men are divided prin­
cipally Into tamping, digging, and 
brush clearing crews.

Hand diggers continue to get a 
larger percentage of the work than 
the original quota railed for. During 
the past few' days the power digger 
was moved from the rocky forma­
tion north of Muenster to the sandy 
land near Hulcher. Another digger 
that arrived lately has been taken 
north of Lindsay but remains idle 
while wet weather prevents passage 
over grain fields. Digging north of 
town is now being done by hand 
except In spots where the machine 
will be put Into service again.

Stringing wire will begin as soon 
as It Is felt the men will be able to 
continue without Interruption, prob­
ably next week.

At the same time the Co-opAssues 
a request that all members make ar­
rangements as soon as possible to 
have their homes wired. Within a 
few months the line itself will bo 
completed and a delay In wiring may 
cause a delay in energizing.

Ed Roberson of Thackcrville, Ok­
lahoma. has received official REA 
approval os wiring Inspector for the 
Muenster project. He expects to be­
gin his work at once.

Sensing a possibility that the con­
struction company will soon want 
data on the south line, J. H. Flood, 
resident engineer, has made art-ajige- 
ments to put another staking crew 
In the field for the last forty miles. 
He is particularly anxious to com­
plete the survey early so that he can 
provide a requisition list of poles and 
materials in time to permit delivery 
here before they are actually needed.

The efforts of J. T. Whiteside are 
showing encouraging . results. Near 
Valley View he has Improved the 
proposed line by adding several new 
signatures to the list. He also offers 
encouraging prospects for extensions 
to Calllsburg, Sivells Bend, and a 
small area north of Gainesville. The 
total number of signed members In 
the co-op now reaches 588 but It is 
expected that nearly a hundred will 
be dropped because a line to them 
would not be feasible.

QUESTION: WAS MAN 
WHO SOLICITED FOR 
BOYS’ HOME A FAKE?

There Is still some question In the 
minds of local people as to whether 
the person who identified himself as 
A. C. Arnold, solicitor for Father 
Flanagan’s Hoys’ Home was actu­
ally working In the Interests of that 
institution.

After he had spent some time so­
liciting here early last week word 
came out that Father Flanagan 
does all his soliciting by direct mail, 
hence the man must be an Imposter. 
County officers were then Instructed 
to question the man but he could not 
be found.

Two days later, on Thursday, he
returned to continue his campaign 
and was taken In custody by Con­
stable Frank Hoedqbeck shortly af­
ter he had accepted a donation of 
one dollar. He was promptly taken 
before the county grand Jury, then 
In session, for questioning.

The hearing and a telegram from 
Father Flanagan revealed that Arn­
old had once been an authorized so­
licitor for the boys' home but that 
he was discharged several months 
ago, and that recently, while unem­
ployed. he decided to use his old cre­
dentials and solicit on atbe former 
basis In order to earn his customary 
commission.

The grand Jury was unable to 
bring charges of collecting a suffi­
cient amount to constitute a crim­
inal offense nnd Imposed a small fine 
on the misdemeanor charge of solic­
iting under false pretenses.

Complying with Father Flana­
gan's request, officers relieved Arn­
old of his expired credentials and re­
turned them to the boys’ home.

Decline Noted While Oil 
Activity Awaits Better 
Weather, New Discoveries
MUENSTER H ATCHERY 
CHICKS ELIGIBLE FOR 
RED CHAIN CONTEST

Presenting a special opportunity 
to patrons of the Muenster Hatch­
ery, Felix Becker has completed ar­
rangements whereby all baby chicks 
purchased or custom hatched at the 
hatchery are eligible for entry in the 
Red Chain chick raising contest. His 
announcement was made this week 
simultaneously with the opening of 
the hatchery.

Rules of the contest specify only 
that chicks must come from a hatch­
ery using Red Chain' feeds, they 
must be Red Chain fed during the 
first 8 weeks, and an accurate re­
port on their progress and the feed 
consumed during that period must 
be submitted. The prize money, $1,- 
500, is divided Into 115 prizes.

In the number of eggs set, Mr. 
Becker said, the hatchery had a nor­
mal opening day with slightly more 
than 2,700. The opening was better 
than usual, however, In that orders 
are already on hand for more chicks 
than will come from the first hatch. 
More orders for later deliveries give 
promise of capacity settings for sev­
eral weeks.

RAIN HELPS CROPS, 
DELAYS PROGRESS ON 
RO AD , REA PROJECTS

Prospects for a grain crop were 
Improved immensely, last Sunday 
when a two inch soaker made up for 
the shortage of moisture that had 
been <elt since early fall. The rain, 
which covered a great area of the 
state, was accompanied by a high 
wind that caused some damage In 
other parts of the state, but left 
Muenster unharmed.

Continued warm weather since 
Sunday has brought an apparent 
Improvement in crops. As for graz­
ing, however, the rain Is said to be 
of limited value because only a few 
weeks of normal grazing time are 
left and If the present wet weather 
prevails livestock cannot be put on 
the fields even for that short time.

The rain Is a cause for delay in 
road work and rural electrification 
.progress. On the WPA road and 
bridge project south of town dirt Ih 
too wet to be moved successfully, 
and fields are too muddy to permit 
the entry of trucks and machines in 
the rural line construction. The de­
lay, begun Sunday, was extended by 
a slow rain Wednesday morning.

Partly because of wet weather and 
partly to await new discoveries, oil 
activity saw a slight decline during 
the Past week.

Since Monday, J. G. Richards and 
Son has been shut down on the 
deepening test promoted in the old 
Muenster townsite by Miss Alice 
Holton. At slightly less than 1800 
he encountered a formation which 
appeared to be the Kllenburger lime 
and awaited the arrival of Mr. Zahn 
of the Grayburg Oil Company, on 
whose lease the well is being drilled. 
Zahn and Richards took samples 
Wednesday for analysis by geolo­
gists, but the result of the analysis 
had not been made known early 
Thursday. Upon It depends the de­
cision to quit or continue drilling the 
well.

Two rigs now running In the Voth 
field seem destined to determine the 
Immediate future of that area. Re­
sulting from the report that the 
gusher of several weeks ago gets Its 
production from the Kllenburger, 
there Is a noticeable calm until more 
test wells give a more definite Indi­
cation of the field's possibilities. One 
of the wells now under way Is being 
spudded by Couch, the other Is be­
ing drilled with a rotary by Joe 
Beard.

Despite apparent wariness. Muen­
ster finds some cause for encourage­
ment In the lease developments be­
ing made by Whitfield, Pearson and 
Grimes. An adequate water supply 
system consisting of a deep well and 
storage tank of several thousand 
gallons Is complete. An all weather 
road Including two bridges has been 
laid out and awaits attention as soon 
as the weather will permit. Construc­
tion of a lease house Is set for an 
early date.

Between that field and Muenster, 
on W. M. Trubenbach’s, a spudder 
Is now working steadily on the test 
begun about Jan. 1. Its only inter­
ruption this week resulted from rain.

North of town A. G. Hutton fin­
ally beat the Jinx that defeated him 
on a half dozen former locations. A 
test on his last well brought in by 
M. L. Witherspoon and Son on F. J. 
Trubenbach's showed a production 
of 56 barrels.

The new Wlesman-Flsher pool dls- , 
covered by 60 barrel wells shortly 
before Christmas Is being given a 
rest for reasons that were not dis­
closed. A new power unit and report­
ed arrangements for pipe line con­
nections give promise of continued 
activity there In the near future.

The only drilling reported In the 
North Muenster area this week Is 
that of Schermerhorn on the Kess­
ler lease.

Be sure you give what you are 
being paid for. All business growth, 
be it the selling of apples or in the 
selling of Ideas, is built on repeats.

HEALTH INSURANCE 
PLAN TO  BE TRIED BY 
CALIFORNIA MEDICS

L08 ANGELES. Cal —The ruling 
house of delegates of the California 
Medical Association voted nine to 
one. after three days discussion, for 
a low-cost health insurance pro­
gram. They made their state organi­
zation the first in this country to 
take such action. The program will 
become operative within 60 to 90 
days, they said. It has the approval 
of the American Medical Association.

Subscribers will be provided with 
unlimited medical and limited hos­
pital service. They may choose their 
doctors and hospitals. Initial mem­
bership will be limited to wage earn­
ers with annual incomes of *2.600 
and under. The cost will range from j 
(2.60 to (2.65 a month. A family 
rate will be offered later.

Membership of doctors Is optional, 
but since all country units subscribe 
to the plan, their co-operation la 
thus practically assured. ,

Doctors will be paid according to 
the number of “ units”  to his credit 
on the books of the Health Insur­
ance Corporation. Value of the units 
to be determined according to classi­
fication of service, remains' to be

fixed.
Medical care will not be provided 

for alcoholics, persons suffering from 
mental diseases, or for narcotic ad­
dicts. Injuries covered by the Cali­
fornia State Workmen’s Compensa-

tion law also are excluded.
Members privately said that the 

new program was undertaken to o ff­
set government or socialized medi­
cine, which the American Medical 
Association has opposed bitterly.

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Another spending spree is on in Wash­
ington. With the opening of the new legis­
lature President Roosevelt proposed an ex- 
oenditure of more than 9 billion dollars 
which would bring the Federal deficit to 
the new high mark of more than 44 billion. 
Just what action will be taken by Congress 
is unknown, but there is some favorable 
indication in the recent election’s trend 
away from the New Deal and in the grow­
ing popularity of conservative John Gar­
ner.

The debt has already gone far enough 
to make us dread the day of reckoning. 
Just how will the payoff be maae, we ask 
ourselves. Already we are paying more 
than one fifth of our income in taxes and 

•the budget still isn’t balanced. Will the tax 
load become greater with the consequence 
that property will have to be confiscated to 
pay the assessments? Will debts be repudi­
ated? Will currency inflation be used? No 
matter what the course the New Deal is go­
ing to give a raw deal to millions of people.

And why? To pay for our nation’s little 
experiment in socialism. Or is this more 
than an experiment? Is it ^definite trend? 
Has this idea of dividing the savings and 
earnings of the industrious gone too far to 
lu- stopped? To answer these questions and 
to do something about them is the problem 
of our present legislature.

Last Sunday was a day dedicated by the 
Catholic Church to Christian families. Only 
a few days before a news release told that 
divorce, the greatest enemy of the Christ­
ian family, had parted 77 couples in Cooke 
county during the past year. There were 
one fourth as many divorces as marriages.

For the student of history such news car­
ries a grim warning. He will recall that di­
vorce was one of the aspects of physical 
and moral weakness that led to the down­
fall of great nations in the past. He recog­
nizes in our own time the same declining 
birth rate, the same tragedy of disrupted 
home life, the same kind of legalized prom­
iscuity that leads to a much wider destruc­
tion of the standards of decency. He knows 
that this nation’s present course will event­
ually result in a small population of physi­
cal and mental inferiors who will fall be­
fore any virile, agressive people.

We need not look into the future to see 
cause for grave concern. The fact that the 
American family fails by so very much to 
come up to the standards of the Christian 
family explains to a great extent the preva­
lence of vice and crime. Too many a home 
is nothing more than the family boarding 
and rooming house lacking the fundamen­
tal training so necessary to Christianity 
and citizenship.

Here is our greatest national problem. 
Grafting, murder, crooked politics, the un­
employment situation, foreign policies, are 
secondary evils that will fall by the way- 
side when our primary evil, neglect of re­
ligion and morality in the average home, is 
remedied. Anything that is substantial 
must rest on a substantial foundation. The 
American nation is no more secure than its 
first unit of society, the family.

A few decades ago there was a tendency 
in intellectual circles to leave the whole 
problem of religion and morality to the 
churches, and concentrate all scholastic at­
tention on secular courses. In fact the ten­
dency swung to thj? extreme of open an­
tagonism with religion when scientific the­
ories were advanced as proof that certain

scriptural passages are ridiculous.
Since then many a theory has been dis­

carded because it could not be established 
as fact, and many another theory that 
stood the test was reconciled with scrip­
ture. Such an outcome was inevitable be­
cause truth in one field must harmonize 
with truth in another. The same Supreme 
Being is author of both. ^

However, a great deal of harm has al­
ready been done. We are feeling today the 
effects of irreligion begun some time ago 
by the group of so called educators. Their 
destructive work continues under the guid­
ance of a few present day disciples, but, it 
is encouraging to note, there is a growing 
tendency among intelletual leaders to re­
cognize the need of religion and morality in 
education. Fundamental facts such as the 
existence of a Supreme Being, man’s de­
pendence on Him, and his duty and respon­
sibility to Him Are seen as the first essen­
tials for a true educational background. 
There is increasing concern over the fact 
that man has two faculties, mind and will, 
and that learning what is right is no more 
important than training a desire to do what 
is right.

For many years it has been taken for 
granted that moral and religious training is 
the responsibility of home and church. It 
is known that only a small percentage of 
homes teach religion and morality and only 
a small percentage of children attend 
church. With schools shirking the responsi­
bility of moral training many a child is left 
destitute of the principal part of his educa 
tion, and the favored few do not get their 
full quota. Of course some exceptions are 
found in parochial schools and colleges of 
various denominations.

A mere glance at conditions and elemen­
tary thought on the spiritual nature of man 
are sufficient to convince that men need 
more than materialistic pursuits. The spirit­
ual faculty feels empty, society is insecure, 
and life is a muddled mess without some 
idea of Divinity, eternity, and human obli­
gations.

The present tendency of prominent men 
is a start in the right direction. It may 
eventually result in a change of attitude to­
ward religion in public schools. If educa­
tors and legislators decide they want a 
change they can easily find a way.

T IT T L E  MAN. WHAT NOW"
In an editorial apt))' entiled, "Little Man. What 

Now?” the Oklahoman says: "It has been said by those 
who ftirure out such statistics that if the United States 
were to pay as It goes our taxes would now be the blith­
est In the world, which makes It rather cold comfort to 
remind ourselves that taxes In England are now high­
er than they ostensibly are in tho United States."

"Truth to the old saying, there Is one thing besides 
death that's sure, and that's liberal taxes. Little man 
(and that means most of us), you'll pay until It hurts."

"You'll pay more, proportionately, than the rich 
man. The liberal tax-eaters are hungrily sizing you up. 
Liberal bureaucracy la growing every minute. The lib­
erals are going to get you. even If you do wutch out."

Estimates vary as to just how much taxes— most of 
them the "hidden’’ or invisible variety—are paid by the 
average little man. But most authorities agree that they 
amount to more than one-fifth of every cent he earns. 
That means that you work one day out of five for gov­
ernment. It means that of every dollar you spend, more 
than twety cents finds Its way into the hands of the tax 
collector. It means a lower standard of living for your­
self and your family. And you are paying only part of 
the bill— the rest It yet to come.

The little man has far more to gain from economical 
government than the big man. The hidden taxes that 
are an Inescapable part of what you pay for a loaf 
of bread, a theatre ticket or a suit of clothes, are Infin­
itely more Important to a $20-a-week clerk than to a- 
820,000-a-year executive. As the Oklahoman points out, 
the "little man” is geting his now— and he'll get still 
worse If he doesn't make his protests felt.

JUST ANOTHER MISTAKE
Seems that we people made a mistake In adopting the 

change to allow children of six years of age to attend 
public school. What good has been accomplished? Cer­
tainly no benefit to the child. Some barely seven are 
now In the third grade. Too much advancement for the 
uverage child of thut age. Being rather backward this 
writer was 14 years old when he graduated from the 
fifth grade. It takes more state money, more teachers, 
more buildings. When the youngsters graduate many 
ol them are too young for college. Their minds are not 
as mature as required und many would be more easily 
Influenced to waste their time on various attractions 
than If they were older. If 100,000 children under seven 
are sent to school and numbered In the scholastic cen­
sus It means 82,200,000 paid for them out of the state 
scholastic apportionment, raised by taxpayers, and 
could be used for rural aid of for other essential re­
quirements.— Uvalde Leader-News.

HIDE AND SEEK
Baseball Is called our national pastime but the game 

of hide and seek Is more deserving of the title. Every­
one plays— only they don’t enjoy it In its modern ver­
sion.

Today's "game” goes like this. Most of our taxes—  
now 63 per lient of them— are hiding In the price of ev­
ery purchase. All of us, as consumers, do the seeking— 
wondering meanwhile why our dollars buy so little.

The National Consumers Tax Commission shows how 
desperate the "game" has become. In a survey at its 
Chicago headquarters, this organization, crusading 
against hidden taxes, revealed the average family liv­
ing on $600 to $2600 a year pays, blindly In indirect 
levies an amount equal to the Federal tax on a $7,- 
bOO Income.

It found that the family’s hidden taxes—totaling 
$160.60 or 12 per cent of all expenditures— rank In 
size only behind food and housing costs. The food bill 
la $428.76, housing takes $294.66.

The figures of the commission— which has nearly 
2,000 local women's groups already active In Its cru­
sade— show that the public Is "It” and will stay "It” 
until aroused customers not only seek but tag unfair 
and unnecessary taxes.— Mt. Vernon Optic-Herald.

A good policy 
from now on is to demand creden­
tials of the kind that we can recog­
nize us bona fide.

And so he 
makes a place in his shipping room 
for a poor lad the social worker told 
him about— campaigns for funds for 
the Boy Scout troop down In the 
slums, canvasses for Girl Scouts, and 
never denies an audience, at least, to 
a young person earnestly seeking a 
Job. And he helps a dozen other ag­
encies in the same way and in other 
ways.

Sometimes, like any other adult, 
he'd like to climb up on the roof nnd 
shout to all the young folks In the 
world. "For heaven’s sake, he de­
cent.” But he knows what a ridicu­
lous, what a pathetic figure he'd cut.
