light turnout The feast of the resurrect-

ion is a proper occasion to 
remember that the 
economical and political 
problems receiving most of 
the country's attention are 
not the important things af-
ter all. As President Reagan 
stated a short time ago in his 
speech at a convention of 
the National Association of 
Evangelicals, the crisis we 
face today is a spiritual one. 

The president was optimis-
tic on the subject. He not 
only stated that Com-
munisum is declining as an 
influence on civilization, but 
a great spiritual awakening 
has begun in America ... "a 
renewal of the traditional 
values that have been the 
bedrock of America's good-
ness and greatness." He said 
a recent survey by a 
Washington-based research 
council concluded that 
Americans are far more 
religious than the people of 
other nations; 95 percent of 
those surveyed expressed a 
belief in God, and a huge 
majority believed the 10 
commandments had real 
meaning in their lives. 

Another study found that 
an overwhelming majority 
of Americans disapprove of 
adultery, teen-age sex, por-
nography, abortion and 
hard drugs. And the same 
study indicated a deep 
reverence for the importance 
of family ties and religious 
belief. The president said 
that these subjects must be a 
key part of the nation's 
political agenda, adding that 
for the first time Congress is 
openly and seriously 
debating and dealing with 
the prayer and abortion 
issues. This is definite 
progress. It points the way 
to the principles and stan-
dards that prevailed in the 
nation's early history, 
"grounded on a deep 
realization that freedom 
prospers only where the 
blessings of God are avidly 
sought and humbly accep-
ted." 

Awareness of this truth led 
to the great triumph of our 
founding fathers. As told by 
William Penn, "if we will 
not be governed by God we 
must be governed by tyran-
ts." On the related subject 
of inalienable rights Jeffer-
son said "The God who 
gave us life gave us liberty at 
the same time." And it was 
George Washington who said 
that "of all the dispositions 
and habits which lead to 
political prosperity, religion 
and morality are indispen-
sable supports." 

Along the same line Alexis 
de Tocqueville stated 
eloquently after he had gone 
on a search for the secret of 
America's greatness and 
genius; "Not until I went in-
to the churches of America, 
and heard her pulpits aflame 
with righteousness, did I un-
derstand the greatness and 
genius of America. America 
is good. And if American 
ever ceases to be good, it will 
cease to be great." 

His statement points dir-
ectly at the source of trouble 
our country faces today. It is 
well known that the nation 
has been drifting away from 
God, indulging in the 
humanistic notion that our 
wordly-wise leaders have the 
answers, even while they see 
human principles and habits 
deteriorating daily. 

The president related his 
subject to the issue of 
military strength, which he 
regards as important in 
dealings with other nations. 
Nevertheless, he adds that 
the struggle now going on

The only action in last 
Saturdays voting at Muen-
ster was in the Water 
District's referendum-, which 
resulted in a 55 to 38 
decision favoring a tax on 
annexed area to the district 
since 1981. Prior to '81 all of 
the district was subject to a 
tax, but the area added since 
then was not subject to a tax 
unless authorized by a 
special referendum in which 
all of the district rather then 
just the new area was eligible 
to vote. 

The outcome of the 
referendum was taken for 
granted because it was 
assumed that those from the 
old area would choose to 
have newcomers share the 
water district tax with them, 
and the comparatively close 
count came as a surprise. 

In other respects, Satur-
day's three-in-one election 
was a routine event, with 
unopposed candidates on all 
of the ballots.

The Main Street Project 
in Gainesville received an ex-
tra financial stimulus 
Tuesday when four lending 
institutions there combined 
to make available 580,000 at 
an 8 percent interest rate as 
an incentime for redevelop-
ment of the city's downtown 
area in conjuction with the 
Main Street Project. 

Fifteen cities in texas are 
participating in the Main 
Street Program, which is 
open to towns and cities 
with less than 50,000 
population. The largest city 
participating is Harlingen, 
with a population of some 
43,000 and the smallest is 
Stamford — hometown of 
17th District Representative 
Charles Stenholm —
population 4,500.

The low interest loans will 
be available for exterior im-
provements to historic 
commercial property in the 
Central Business District of 
Gainesville.

T HE CONTROVERSIAL issue of prayer in public 
schools resurfaces periodically and although it 
hasn't been a hot issue recently, the recent passing 

of the most important day on the Christian calendar 
should bring it to mind for a lot of us. 

A couple of months ago, Paul Harvey was telling of a 
visit by a Russian diplomat, one of any number of such 
visits made from time to time by representatives of most 
countries. The visit apparently included various tours of 
facilities and briefings of customs, including our school 
system. Sometime during one of the conversations, the 
Soviet mentioned something about the amount of time 
spent on prayer in our public schools. 

"Oh no," the American explained. "Our Supreme 
Court has ruled that prayer in public schools is an uncon-
stitutional violation of the separation of church and 
state." To which the Soviet replied, "I thought you guys 
had religious freedom!" 

Chalk one up for the commrade. 
That zinger ought to do a lot to drive home a rather 

serious point. This nation doesn't possess the religious 
freedom it deserves. Even worse, this nation doesn't 
possess the religious freedom it needs. 

And this need remains unfulfilled because of the 
misdirected efforts of the nation's highest court, a court 
which has taken a well-intentioned concept and foundation 
of the Constitution and completely distorted it. 

Those who drafted our constitution arranged for a 
number of freedoms and conditions; among them, the 
separation of church and state. But by separating these two 
entities, the founding fathers never intended to completely 
separate the religious from the secular. Such a complete  

separation, as they knew then and we should know now, is 
not only wrong, but also unattainable to a great degree. 
The intention was to establish an atmosphere that was 
most conducive to a citizen's freedom to worship. 

If these wise men intend for a complete separation of 
church and state, should they not remove the words "un-
der God" from the pledge of allegiance? And would they 
not advocate the removal of the phrase "In God We 
Trust" from our coins and paper currency? And would 
they deem it unconstitutional for the president to lead a 
crowd in the singing of "God Bless America" as all 
presidents have been known to do on occasion? 

Sure, maybe such suggestions are a bit absurd, but-it's 
every bit as absurd to disallow the right of school -age 
children to devote a few voluntary minutes to the worship 
of their choice. 

For this court to preach individual rights at the same 
time these most basic and personal rights are being denied 
is pure hipocracy. The court's actions in the past few years 
would suggest that they have not only neglected these 
rights, but have sought to undermine them as well. 

The separation of church and state was never intended 
to mean isolationism, although that's what it's come to 
mean. Something's not right there. Isolationism has essen-
tially nothing to do with Christianity. One of the main 
ideas behind this separation concept is to guard against the 
formation of a national church. It's supposed to prevent 
governmental influence and control in the spiritual lives of 
American citizens. 

What's so ironic is, American citizens have never been 
closer to such influence and control as they are right now.

A The Owner's Manual  
A LTHOUGH EASTER 

is over, in actuality 
every Sunday is 

Easter Sunday. We celebrate 
His resurrection every time 
God's people come together 
to worship Him. 

There are some fourteen 
appearances of Jesus after 
his resurrection. All the 
apostles saw Him. More 
than five-hundred brethren 
saw Him at one-time. Could 
they all have been mistaken? 
Was it a figment of their 
imagination? No. The 
demonstrable facts were too 
self-evident; the persons in-
volved too many and too 
reliable to entertain such a 
concept. The simple fact is, 
"He is risen." 

On one occasion after 
His resurrection, Jesus ap-
peared to the eleven apostles 
who were gathered together. 
As they talked with one 
another, suddenly our risen 
Lord stood in their midst. 
They were terrified; they 
were troubled. They sup-
posed that they had seen a 
spirit. Our risen Lord 
dispelled their doubts and 
fears with a challenge: 
"Behold my hands and My 
feet, that is I Myself; touch 
me and see, for a spirit does 
not have flesh and bones as  

you see that I have," (Luke 
24:39). 

Thomas, one of the 
aposties, was not present on 
this occasion but eight days 
later he was with this com-
pany when Jesus again came 
and stood in their midst. 
Previously, when Thomas 
had been told that the Lord 
was risen he said that he 
would not believe that the 
Lord had been raised from 
the dead without some 
visible, physical evidence. 
Now Jesus addressed him 
and said, "Thomas, reach 
here your finger and behold 
the print of the nails in my 
hands and reach here your 
hand; thrust it into my 
side," (John 20:27). 
Staggered by this revelation 
— by this visible, tangible 
evidence of our Lord's 
resurrection — he could 
only cry out in utter 
amazement, "My Lord and 
my God," (John 20:28). 

I think many of us today 
who once strayed far away 
from God's plan for our life 
can identify with Thomas 
when he doubted. It is said 
that his doubting is the most 
remembered thing about 
Thomas. So much so, that 
even today when someone  

doubts we refer to them as a 
"doubting Thomas." No 
one seems to remember his 
profession of faith. Thomas 
turned his life over com-
pletely to Christ to be his 
Lord and Saviour when he 
said "My Lord and my 
God." History tells us that 
after Pentecost Thomas 
became a fearless evangelist 
and a great builder of chur-
ches in the Middle East and 
India and that thousands 
and thousands of people 
came to know Christ 
because of his ministry, and 
yet the main thing people 
remember about Thomas 
today is that once he doub-
ted. 

Today many Christians 
share a similar fate when 
some individuals want only 
to look at the kind of life the 
Christian once lifed before 
turning his life over to 
Christ. These individuals 
say, "Why he proclaims to 
be a Christian, but I can 
remember when he used to 
do such and such." What 
they don't seem to under-
stand is that God has 
forgiven and forgotten all 
the sins of the Christian who 
has repented. Wouldn't it be 
wonderful if all men could 
do likewise? 

R ECESSIONS SUCH 
as we are experien-
cing for the eighth 

time since the end of World 
War II are caused by malad-
justments among prices, 
costs and wages. The only 
way we can end this 
recession and get our 
millions of unemployed 
back to work, is to bring 
about adjustment of all in-
dividual prices, costs and 
wages — to supplant malad-
justment with coordination. 
That is how Japan keeps her 
unemployment rate down to 
I percent. All that is 
necessary in America is to 
return to freedom in the 
marketplace. 

It is not enough to simply 
talk about a commitment to 
freedom and free enterprise: 
We have to practice what we 
preach; we have to remove 
all unnecessary impediments 
to free prices, free costs, and 
free wages. 

We have a choice: We can 
dodge the issue by saying the 
task is too difficult; that 
there are too many powerful 
special interest groups 
whose members benefit 
from subsidies, controls and 
regulations — which have 
too much political clout —
to permit a return to a truly 
free market: we can say, 
"It's too late." — Give up  

and wait for the collapse. If 
we take this course the 
recession and unem-
ployment will get worse and 
ultimately the economy will 
collapse as have many others 
throughout history over 
similar loose fiscal and 
monetary policies. 

Or, we can recognize the 
seriousness of the situation 
and every one of us can 
demand of our represen-
tatives in Washington and in 
our State Legislatures a 
commitment to the process 
of unshackling the free 
market! 

If we can make this 
choice, the free competitive 
forces in the market will 
return coordination among 
prices, costs and wages. As a 
consequence, American 
business and industry will 
once more be able to ac-
cumulate capital, invest in 
new processes, new tools, 
new plants and put 
Americans back to work. 

Dr. F.A. Harper, said: 
"I would define unem-

ployment as involuntary 
leisure of a person who is 
willing to work at the free 
market price." 

If we used this definition 
as a guide to implement or 
not implement various 
economic 	fallacies 	in 

America, there would be no 
unemployment — Ever. 

Millions of Americans are 
voluntarily out of work 
because: 

— They can draw about 
as much in food stamps, and 
welfare payments, and 
unemployment 	compen- 
sation as they can earn by 
working for a living. They 
choose not to work. 

— They consider them-
selves worth more than the 
market values of their ser-
vices. 

— Their unemployment 
compensation is nearly 
equal to what they could 
earn working. Millions of 
Americans are involuntarily 
out of work because: Yes - 

— Minimum wages 
required by law are higher 
than the value they can con-
tribute to production. 

— Union agreements and 
cooperating government re-
gulations prohibit them 
from competing as taxi 
drivers, truckers, laborers, 
electricians, plumbers —
you name it! 

— Of laws prohibiting 
"cottage industries," where 
people work in their homes. 

The solution to the unem-
ployment problem is to 
return to a free price for 
labor: for all wages.

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HBO schedules private eye series 
merits. 

"The Smart — Aleck Kill," about the 
mysteries surrounding the death of a 
Hollywood idol, has particular relevan-
ce to the underbelly of today's Tin-
seltown. To give plot details would spoil 
it for viewers, but suffice to say, life was 
just as high in the 1930s. 

The drama faithfully captures Chan-
dler's pungent dialogue ("That's like 
taking a trip down a sewer in a glass-
bottom boat," Marlowe explains at one 
point) and his plot line, which has more 
twists and bends than a plate of linguini. 

The scenery and props excellently 
reproduce the Los Angeles of the 1930s 
— — even if the shows were filmed in 
London.

Live." 

Raymond Chandler's fictional detec-
tive Philip Marlowe, last seen around 
these parts as a foil to Steve Martin in 
film-noir spoof "Dead Men Don't Wear 
Plaid," is back, and playing it straight in 
HBO's limited-run series, "Philip 
Marlowe — Private Eye." 

The Pay-cable network is airing five 
one-hour Chandler classics, beginning 
with "The Smart-Aleck Kill" on Satur-
day, April 16. To its credit HBO will be 
featuring previously unadapted Chan-
dler works, adapted by two writers —
Jesse Lasky Jr. and Jo Eisinger — who 
knew Chandler personally. 

Powers Boothe, best-known for his 
role as cult leader Jim Jones in "The 
Guyana Tragedy," is cast as Marlowe, 
the cynical, but noble gumshoe. Unfor- 

tunately, Boothe operates under an 
automatic handicap — being compared 
to Humphrey Bogart, who created the 
classic Marlowe film role in "The Big 
Sleep." 

Indeed, Boothe ain't Bogie. He's a lit-
tle too healthy for Marlowe, as we've 
come to know him and isn't strong 
enough to make a deep impression on 
his own. He doesn't have that lean-and-
hungry look to give the role its proper 
cutting edge. Despite the fedora and 
wide-lapeled jacket, he belongs more to 
the Los Angeles of sprouts and granola 
than of cheap rotgut. Besides, his dic-
tion is too clear — even with a cigarette 
pasted on his lower lip. 

But once you accept Boothe as 
Marlowe, the drama succeeds on its own

Total cash receipts from 
farm and ranch products in 
Texas were down about SI 
billion-or 9 percent-last year 
compared to 1981. 

	

Cash 	receipts 	from 
agricultural production last 
year are estimated at almost 
$9.6 billion on figures com-
piled by Dr. Carl Anderson, 
economist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, Texas A&M University 
System. 

"This total figure is based 
on input from county Exten-
sion agents and Extension 
economists from the various 
regions of the state," says 
Anderson. The total 
estimate does not include 
government payments. 

"1982 was obviously a 
tough year for Texas far-
mers and ranchers due to the 
general downturn in 
economic conditions and 
poor farm prices that 
resulted from huge stock-
piles of agricultural com-
modities," notes Anderson. 
"Weather losses also were 
heavy in some areas, par-
ticularly in the South Plains 
where hail destroyed more 
than half the cotton crop." 

Cotton led the decline in 
cash receipts from crops, 
which totaled almost $3.8 
billion compared to the 
previous year's $4.6 billion. 
Cotton receipts dropped 
from $1.4 billion in '81 to 
$875 million last year. 

Sale of food grain 
crops, mainly rice and 
wheat, were down almost 
$300 million at $739 million. 
Feed crops — corn, grain 
sorghum, oats, barley, hay 
and ensilage — sold for just 
over $1 billion, down only 
slightly from 1981 levels. 

Oil crops — soybeans, 
peanuts, sunflowers, guar 
and flax — contributed $228 
million to last year's receipts 
— up moderately from the 
previous year. 

Receipts from vegetables 
were at $364 million while 
sales of fruits and nuts ad-
ded another $83 million; 
both of these categories of 
crops had reduced sales last 
year. 

Sales of all other crops 
totaled 8412 million, up 
from $339 million in 1981. 

Sales of livestock produc-
ts contributed most to the 
overrall agricultural receipts 
in Texas last year — more 
than $5.1 billion although 
the total was down $300 
million from '81. This in-
cluded the sale of meat 
animals, dairy products, 
poultry and eggs, and 
various other livestock 
products, such as wool and 
mohair. 

Cash receipts from cattle 
and calves alone totaled $3.8 
billion or 40 percent of the 
state's agricultural sales. 

Hog sales totaled $113 
million while sheep and 
goats contributed another 
$65 million. 

Sales of dairy products 
amounted to some $545 
million while poultry and

eggs kicked in another $514 
million, 

The sharpest increase in 
cash receipts came from 
farm-based timber, horses, 
fish farming, hunting leases, 
farm pond leases and 
recreation. Receipts in these 
areas jumped from $581 
million in 1981 to $724 
million last year. 

"Despite the economic 
woes in agriculture in 1982, 
Texas continues to rank 
third in the nation, behind 
California and Iowa, in total 
cash receipts," says Ander-
son. "The $9.6 billion in 
agricultural receipts has a 
tremendous effect on the 

Texas economy to the tune 
of about $35 billion in 
economic activity." 

Looking to the future, the 
economist sees some en-
couraging signs for farmers 
and ranchers. "Farm prices 
and incomes will improve as 
supplies decrease and 
demand increases," says 
Anderson. "Hopefully, the 
P1K program will be suc-
cessful in reducing the level 
of surplus commodities. In 
addition, production costs 
should be fairly stable 
through 1983, and reduced 
interest and inflation rates 
should also help the farm 
economy."

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With the various gover-
nment programs in effect 
this year, there will be an in-
crease in the amount of 
wheat and other grain hays 
being cut. As always the 
biggest problem faced is 
drying. Properly cut wheat 
or oat hay must be harvested 
during the wet season. 
Rains, high humidity, and 
general wet conditions 
prevent getting in the field 
and hinder curing. Keeping 
these problems in mind, 
early hearvest is important. 
Winter annuals have the 
potential of producing many 
pounds of protein through 
hay. At this year's State Hay 
Show many winter annuals 
had protein levels of 14 per-
cent to 19 percent crude 
protein making them com-
parable to many legume 
hays. Maturity was the key 
factor for these high protein 
contents. 

The forage testing lab at 
Texas A&M has processed 
many samples over the 
years, and results indicate 
that the quality differences 
in forage are largely due to  

management 	practices, 
which are summarized as 
follows: 

1. Protein percentage is 
largely affected by (a) the 
fertility level of the soil, and 
especially the amount and 
timing of nitrogen ap-
plications, and (b) the stage 
of maturity or age of plant 
when harvested. 

2. High energy values in 
grasses and legumes are 
associated with low cell wall 
content, which is largely af-
fected by the stage of 
maturity when harvested. 
Percentage cell wall in-
creases with age.
