The coming of another 

Labor Day brings back the 
usual repetition of 
widespread oratory remin-
ding the American 
public of the great things 
that have been achieved by 
the hard work of working 
people, and particularly 
through the cooperation of 
labor and industry in our 
economic system. It's been a 
good arrangement having 
organized labor strive for 
the best possible working 
conditions as well as a pay 
level to support the comfort 
and security befitting human 
dignity. Thanks to the effor-
ts of dedicated leaders, 
working people were able to 
overcome the servitude and 
poverty of their one time 
second rate status. 

Back in the early days of 
American industry the prin-
cipal concern was a just 
division of the fruits of 
production. Men of Samuel 
Gompers caliber, while ad-
mitting that the investors 
providing material, equip-
ment and shelter, along with 
those directing the operation 
were entitled to reasonable 
earnings, the same applied 
to labor, the third element 

• of the production process. 
Before long it was generally 
understood that prosperity 
was more attainable at good 
wage rates than poor rates. 
The reason was simple. The 
workers themselves became 

• better customers when they 
could afford a better living. 

These economic basics, 
while explaining past suc-
cess, now suggest at least 
one reason for current 
problems. The wage rate 
which once enabled workers 
to be good customers and at 
the same time made it 
possible to produce at prices 
others could afford, did not 
continue at the right level. 
Labor leaders, in their effort 
to guarantee the good life 
for their members, were in-
creasing production costs to 
the point of pricing their 
product out of the market. 
Like it or not, we are faced 
by the fact that American 
sales declined at home as 
well as abroad and the net 
results were extensive layof-
fs and shutdowns. This fact 
glares out at us from sales 
floors and shelves 
everywhere. Look at cars, 
motorcyles, electronics, 
clothing, almost any line, 
and notice how much is 
foreign made. 

The consequence is that 
millions of people have lost 
jobs, meaning office per-
sonnel as well as production 
line workers; and futher-
more their business 
has declined. On the 
other hand they have 
become an expense to the 
government receiving help at 
taxpayer expense. 

Leaders of our country, in 
Labor and government, 
really need to give this 
situation some serious 
thought. The problem leaves 
no doubt that a good thing 
has been overdone and the 
economy can't afford the 
high cost of labor. If 
restraints had been applied 
years ago many factories 
would still be open and 
many workers would still be 
employed. 

A few industries have ap-
plied this principle lately in a 
program of reducing pay to 
keep more people on the 
job. If widely adopted it 
would help immensely by 
reducing lay-offs and in-
creasing purchases, but ap-
parently the idea has not 
found popular support. 
Many workers are unwilling 
to accept less pay because of 
obligations or high-living 
habits, and others prefer 
welfare to a wage cut. 
However, all can understand 
that the entire country can

Labor Day is a time when we honor working men and 
women. It is a holiday dedicated to the social and economic 
achievements of American workers, to their contributions 
to the strength, prosperity and well-being of our country. 

Certainly, the greatness we have achieved as a nation 
rests on the shoulders of generations of hard-working 
Americans. Our vast resources would have laid untapped 
had it not been for the ingenuity, tenacity and effort put 
forth by those who settled our land. In return for their work, 
they found that here, more than anywhere else in the world, 
success and prosperity were determined by an individual's 
actions rather than family or background. 

It is this spirit which we honor on Labor Day. It also 
is a day in which we note the progress made in the past cen-
tury in improving the lives of those who work. 

Today's laborer enjoys the protection of wage and hour 
laws, regulations mandating a safe workplace, unemploy-
ment compensation to provide for necessities of life when 
a job is lost and a host of other safeguards against exploita-
tion. These advances have been crucial to the development 
of a prosperous America. They went hand-in-hand with in-
creasing productivity which made U.S. industry the envy of 
the world. 

Unquestionably, the organized labor movement of the 
early 20th century is responsible for many of these reforms. 
And certainly, organized labor will continue to play an im-
portant role in the economic life of the nation. 

However, union leadership must understand that for 
its members to prosper, industry must be healthy and able 
to compete both within the nation and in world trade. 

Part of our economic difficulties today result from a 
failure on the part of both management and labor in past 
years to remember that if productivity does not increase 
along with wages, prices are driven upward -- fueling infla-

tion and making U.S. goods less competitive on the world 
market. 

I am encouraged at the spirit with which many unions 

are working with management to make U.S. industrial 
facilities more productive and more price competitive. Many 
plants are staying open, and many jobs are being saved by 
this cooperative effort. 

The goal of the trade union movement at its inception 

was to make labor a partner of management, to give workers 

a voice in business. If this partnership works well -- with 
listening, concern and compromise on both sides -- we can 
rebuild our industrial might and bring renewed prosperity 

to the nation and all of its people.

PROPERTY TAXES— 
GOOD INTENTIONS AREN'T ENOUGH 

I want to talk this week 
about taxes and good intentions 

As I travel around Texas. I 
notice that what's known as 
the Peveto Bill is the subject of 
much talk and controversy. 
This bill. named after state 
representative W'ayne Peveto. 
is a tax reform law, legislation 
of the best intention. 

The law was designed to 
end confusion and unfairness 
in the WO) property taxes were 
assessed. Property was often 
on different tax rolls at dif-
ferent values. Older properties 
went years. sometimes dec-
ades. without being revalued 
or updated. New construction 
and newly sold property Nay 

on the rolls at more correct 
values and so people who 
owned it paid a higher share of 
taxes. Some property was sim-
ply left of the rolls entirely. 
The system was confusing and 
inequitable. 

In an attempt to correct 
these problems. the Peveto Bill 
created property tax appraisal 
boards for each Texas counts . 

 These boards were charged 
with the responsibility of set- 

tiny all property at its full 
value—as residential or com-
mercial property or as land 
used for agricultural purposes. 
Taxes could then be levied on 
this accurately assessed prop-
erty according to the needs of 
the taxing entities. 

It sounded good. but it 
hasn't worked. The biggest 
problem is that the people on 
the appraisal boards are ap-
pointed. not elected. They arc 
not accountable to the tax-
payers. So now we base 
new. faceless bureaucracy to 
deal with. It amounts to taxa-
tion without representation

PEACE OFFENSIVE 
While the "Peace Offensive" 

is a communist tactic designed 
to assist the Reds in their 
march toward world conquest, 
this obviously does not mean 
that all groups involved in the 
"Peace Offensive are Com-
munist-dominated or that all 
leaders are Communists. 

Unfortunately for us and for 
the pause of individual freedom 
world-wide, many groups and 
individuals will cooperate with 
the Communists and their front 
groups, The Commies long ago 
learned the value of the so-
called "united front" in which 
they work with non-
Communists to achieve certain 
limited objectives. 

And when you stop to think 
about it, does it really matter 
whether people working against 
the best interests of the nation 
are card-carrying members of 
the Communist Party, U.S.A.-
or is the important point the 
consequence of the action. We 
submit the latter is the case. 

Almost thirty years ago, in 
testifying before the Reece 
Committee investigating the 
subversive activities of "Tax-
Exempt Foundations," Dr. 
David N. Rowe, then of the Yale 
University faculty, now retired, 
a recognized expert on China 
and Communism in general, 
addressed himself to this point. 
He said 

" . In much of the activity 
that has to do with identification 
of Communist activity in the 
United States, it has seemed to 
me that we are going off on the 
wrong track when we limit 
ourselves to efforts to identify 
overt Communists, or let us say 
organizational Communists. 
people who carry a card or who 
can be positively identified as 
members of an organization 
subject to organized discipline,

you fail to identify, and it seems 
to me we even fail to identify 
most of those, there are a

gain if it will come down of 
its high-cost level and make 
sacrifices for the sake of 
more employment, a better 
break at the market place 
and relief for taxpayers. 

Union leaders In Labor 
Day messages like to tell 
what great things they have 
done for workers. Our coun-
try's economic distress now 
offers an opportunity for 
statesmanship, not 
necessarily in pay increase 
but job increase and better 
values at the store. 

A subject now getting 
considerable thought is a 
reduction of the minimum 
wage. Opponents claim it is 
not fair to pay so little but 
supporters say it will be 
good for employer as well as 
employee. Employers could 
hire needed helpers at pay 
that the job justifies, and 
youngsters could have an in-
come besides keeping out of 
trouble. 

Solutions like these no 
doubt are too simple to ap-
peal to big time economists. 
But really, doesn't it seem 
like good sense to reduce the 
cost while increasing the 
number on the payroll?  

thousand people who could not 
possibly be identified as such,

They will be found 
among these groups which sent 
some 200 representatives to an 
organizational meeting at 
Riverside Church, New York 
City on October 31, 1981: 

My very dear friends,

friendship is a precious and 
delicate relationship bet-
ween human beings. 

One must cherish the old 
friends and on the other 
hand constantly make new 
ones. I had a wonderful 
chance to do the latter bet-
ween August 14 and 27 at 
the Benedictine Manor in 
Hot Springs, Ar. I socialized 
daily for hours to my heart's 
content. 

The Benedictine Manor, 
which many of you know, 
has some hundred per-
manent residents. With 
these I visited at meals, in 
their rooms and during 
recreation time. 

Since the Manor also ser-
ves the public as a fine 
eating place I met lots and 
lots of people especially on 
Sundays and Fridays. On 
Sundays they just poured in-
to the large dinning hall as 
they came from attending 
services in their respective 
churches. On Fridays people 
came for the fine sea food. 

This visiting with people 
was really an immense treat 
for me because of the great 
variety of people I got to 
meet. Time and again I met 
people who lived in Texas or 
who had relatives there. 
Some even knew a lot about 
Muenster and had relatives 
there. Likewise I had the 
pleasure of meeting people 
of Swiss descent and a great 
number who had visited 
Switzerland. I got to talk 
with people who had lived 
through the horrors of 
World Wars I and II. I 
remember in particular the 
ladies from Latvia and 
Hungary. They told me in 
details about their experien-
ces. 

I also conversed with 

Catholic Peace Fellowship, 
Center for Defense In-
formation, Church Women 
United, Clergy and Laity 
Concerned, Communist Party,

use my thoughts to form the 
basis to begin their own 
study in order that each per-
son may ultimately form 
their own opinion as to what 
they believe each passage 
means. 

I have chosen the title, 
"The Owner's Manual," 
because the Bible says that 
once we have given our life 
to Christ, we no longer 
belong to ourself, but to 
God. In other words, God 
owns us. 1 Corinthians 6:19-
20 says "Or do you not 
know that your body is a 
temple of the Holy Spirit, 
who is in you, whom you 
have from God, and that 
you are not your own? For 
you have been bought with a 
price: therefore glorify God 
in your body." The apostle 
Paul, author of I Corin- 

thians, compares our body 
to a temple or church 
building. Because the Holy 
Spirit lives within our body, 
we should take care of our 
body and not do anything 
which would cause our body 
to deteriorate before its 
time. 

If you wanted to buy an 
item that was for sale, once 
you pay the seller the price 
he is asking, the item 
becomes yours, you own it. 
God paid the price for us, 
and that price was Jesus 
Christ, who died on the 
cross. Because God does 
own us, He expects us to 
take care of our bodies, 
present them to him as a 
living sacrifice, and to 
glorify (exalt, honor, and 
priase) His name. 

The nearly 2-percent increase in the gross national 

product during the second quarter (April-June) of 1982 is 
the good news. The bad news is that more than 10-million 

Americans — most of them through no fault of their own 

— still are unemployed. 
While there are pockets of prosperity around the 

country, there also are segments of the economy that are 

deeply hurting; the auto and housing industries are 
staggering. Similarly, while there appear to be many jobs 
for people with certain skills — computer experts and 
engineers, for example — there are very few jobs for people 

with no skills. 
For most people the economy will get better, and the 

job picture will improve. Unless something is done quickly, 
it'll be a long time, however, before prosperity reaches 
the street corners of South Philadelphia, Roxbury, or the 

Bronx. 
Clarence M. Pendleton, Jr., Chairman of the U.S. Civil 

Rights Commission, has started the ball rolling. He wants 

business and organized labor to agree to an emergency 
measure that would allow unemployed teenagers to work 

at jobs for less than the minimum wage. Pendleton says 
it would require suspending the minimum wage for a 
minimum of six months to create new jobs in the private 
sector. 

Best of all, his proposal doesn't involve government. 

There are no new programs. No new agencies. No more 
bureaucrats. No fat budgets. Just a throwback to yesteryear, 
when neighbor would help neighbor because they knew 

the job needed to be done. 
Why blame the minimum wage, you ask? Well, 

according to Dr. Walter Williams, an economist at George 

Mason University, the minimum wage (now $3.35) has 

priced many kids out of the job market. 
"Many supermarket owners would . . . hire teenagers 

at two or three dollars an hour to bag groceries, assist 

customers with their parcels, and sweep floors. Airline 
companies might like to hire teenagers, supervised by 

adults, to clean, vacuum, and empty ashtrays in airplanes 
or terminals," Dr. Williams says. There are many other 
jobs like these that kids could do but are prevented from 

doing by law or collective bargaining agreements. 
Dr. Williams — himself a product of the Philadelphia 

ghetto — says quite correctly that the minimum wage tends 

to discriminate against anybody who can't produce $3.35 
worth of goods and services per hour. Common sense tells 
us that it is a losing proposition for an employer to pay 

an untrained street kid $3.35 per hour when the kid only 

produces $2 worth of work per hour. Employers. more 
often than not, don't hire such marginal workers, especially 

in a recessionkyy economy. And the person in the labor 

force most likely to fall into this category is the teenager. 

The statistics tell an interesting story. For instance, only 
about 12 percent of the U.S. labor force works for wages 
at or around the minimum level. Of this 12 percent, more 
than 99 percent are not heads of households. Yet, 
proponents of a high minimum wage argue its merit in 

terms of household income needed to support a family of 
four. What they are saying, in effect, is that 17-year-olds 

should not have jobs unless they can make enough to 
support a family of four. Make sense? 

Pendleton's plan can work only if union officials and 

business leaders want it to work. Let's hope they can pull 

together to solve this problem.

Do you worry what your toddler is doing while you are 
busy in the kitchen? Do you feel that you must keep him 
in a play pen to keep him out of trouble while you are 
putting away the groceries or washing dishes? 

Growing Child, the monthly child development 
newsletter, suggests arranging things for safe play in the 
kitchen or involving him in your work. 

Safe Kitchen Play: Be sure that all potentially harmful 
substances-cleaning compounds, detergents, metal 
polish, furniture polish, anything your child might 
swallow-are carefully out of his reach. Knives and other 
sharp objects should be unreachable, pot handles turned 
in. Now just look around your kitchen and you will find 
any number of safe things for play and learning. A car-
dboard carton turned on its side makes a house or a cave; 
on its bottom it can be a car or a boat or just a comfy 
place to crawl into and count your treasure. 

Pots and pans and spoons make wonderful music. A 
collection of light-weight packages or cans will make 
Toddler's very own pantry shelf. A round cereal box or 
empty coffee can rolls almost like a ball. Empty cans with 
tops and bottoms removed are fun to look through, and 
small ones fit into or will drop through larger ones. 

A salad basket or a small plastic pail will serve to carry 
treasures from here to there. Empty paper towel or 
bathroom tissue rollers can be looked through. 
Measuring cups and spoons fit together and come apart 
endlessly and in many combinations. Small cardboard 
boxes make good hiding places for small toys and fit in-
side larger boxes. 

Helping: There are times when the sights and sounds 
and smells of your cooking operation are very attractive 
to a toddler, and he is apt to come in just to see what is 
going on. These are moments when you might wish he 
were in another room and not underfoot. But instead of 
saying "Go away, Mommy's busy•, why not take a 
moment to involve him, in a small way, in what you are 
doing? 

As Toddler hangs around, probably sucking his 
thumb, take note of what you are doing. Is there any ac-
tion or part of an action that he can do? If you are 
opening a can, hoist him up and show him how the han-
dle of the can opener turns, then leave the handle in a 
position where he can make about half a turn himself by 
pulling it toward thim. 

Then set him down, finish opening the can and show 
him how the lid can be raised to reveal the contents. You 
might point to the picture on the label. say "Peas", or

whatever, then dip out a few peas with a spoon and hold 
them beside the picture. "See, here are the peas." The 
significance of the picture as an indicator of the contents 
will not be lost on him. 

Now you can bring the pan down to his eye level and 
show him how the can's contents are poured into the 
heating pan. Pouring is and will be a fascinating 
operation to him, and he might well be shown the 
pouring anytime he is around. His hand is too small to 
hold the can, even with your guidance. But you can give 
him the empty can, with the lid safely folded in, and 
direct him to drop it in the garbage sack. 

How many jobs should a toddler participate in at one 
session? He himself will give you that answer. He will 
stay with you for one or more activities, then seem to lose 
interest and wander off. But that's so that he can digest 
what he has experienced. He has to ponder the idea that 
grownups pour and stir things, and push buttons. You 
may even see him pouring and stirring with new pur-
posefulness in his self-play not long after he has helped 
you in the kitchen. There will be times, of course, when 
you are too rushed to let him join in your activities. and 
in these cases he must accept the idea that you have 
nothing for him to do. But on more relaxed occasions the 
kitchen can serve as a center for new experiences, an in-
teresting place where important things happen, and 
where he has a chance to learn about the way big-people 
things are done.

The beautiful blue 

by Ted Brice 
The Garden Editor 

The spindle-shaped leaves 
on the dangling tassles of 
Burro's Tail create a plant 
of such symmetrical grace 
that you'll never tire of 
looking at it. 

Besides its beauty, Sedum 
morganianum is one of the 
fastest growing of all suc-
culents. It possesses an 
unusual metabolic property 
that allows it to use carbon 
dioxide during the night, as 
well as during the daylight 
hours, for the perpetual syn-
thesis of food and water. 
This characteristic, called 
Crassulacean acid 
metabolism, is also shared 
by the Jade Plants, and it 
results in dramatic increase 
in growth. 

Burro's Tail is certainly 
one of the loveliest of all 
succulents. It grows with 
long, dangling stems lined 
with chubby leaves bunched 
banana-fashion along the 
entire length. These tidy, 
tumbling braids are an 
unusual color that sparkles 
in contrast to the greens in 
your foliage window. The 
Burros's Tail plaits are 
green, all right, but they're 
frosted with blue sheen, in 
much the same manner as 
blueberries and plums. The 
effect is a stunning silver-
blue shimmer. 

In its native land, the dry 
plateaus and semi-arid 
regions of Central and Nor-
thern Mexico, Burro's Tail 
grows in fast-draining 
porous soil in a climate that 
produces hot days and cool 
nights with a minimum an-
nual rainfall. 

Use 	these 	natural 
preferences as a guide to the 
culture of the easy-growing 
Burro's Tail, and be careful 
not to over-water the plant. 
It stores moisture in its 
leaves so it shouldn't be 
watered until the soil is 
completely dry. Be sure to 
hang the plant where it 
won't be bumped, because 
the stems shatter easily, 
dropping leaves like rain-
drops. The fallen leaves, 
however, can be inserted in-
to moist soil for rooting. 

Most plants are killed by 
TLC (Too much Tender 
Loving Care) such as over-
watering and too much 
direct sun light. This plant 
the Burro's Tail is one of the 
easiest to kill by over-
watering yet it is the easiest 
to grow by neglect. The 
Burro's Tail should be 
grown in a hanging basket 
or in a pot that has room for

Results from the uniform 
wheat variety demon-
stration, conducted on the 
William Hermes farm near 
Hood, show that Texred 
variety produced a yield of 
34 bushels per acre, with a 
test weight of 59 pounds, ac-
cording to Craig Rosen-
baum, Cooke County Ex-
tension Agent. 

This variety produced a 
gross income of $128.86 per 
acre, based on a price of 
$3.82 for hard and $3.43 per 
bushel for soft wheat at 
Continental Grain Company 
in Fort Worth on July 26. 

Statistics on the other 
varieties in the demon-
stration were: Coker 68-15, 
test weight of 59, and yield 
of 32 bushels per acre; Stur-
dy, 55-27; H-114, 54-27; 
Vona, 53-27; and TAM 106, 
with a test weight of 53 
pounds and a yield of 27 
bushels per acre. 

Rosenbaum pointed out 
that all of the yields were ad-
justed to 14 percent 
moisture content and gross 
was based on 1 cent per 
pound discount on bushel 
weight below 60 pounds. 

The demonstration plots 
were planted on November 
24, last year and harvested 
July 26. 

"This demonstration was 
planted early, fertilized well 
and seemed to be mature 
enough in the spring to resist 
leaf rust, and then came the 
rains," commented Rosen-
baum. 

"Mr. Hermes swathed 
and let dry five days prior to 
harvesting. A conservative 
loss estimate was 50 percent 
due to shatering and
