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S 	Ten years ago, on January 
22, 1973, the Supreme Court 
of this nation legalized abor-
tion on demand. In plain 
words it decreed that 
thereafter it would be lawful 
to murder unwanted pre-
born children. The so-called 
wise men of the court, who 
more than any other people 
of this nation ought to be 
familiar with the basic 
religious background of the 
United States, defied both 
God and their forefathers in 
repudiating the comman- 
dment, "thou shall not 
kill." 

During these ten years the 
total of children killed is 
estimated at 12 million, an 
average of about 1,000 every 
day. These are human 
beings, God's chosen 
creatures, who have been 
derprived of their God-given 
right to life and the pursuit 
of happiness. 

In fairness, perhaps It is 
more proper to say that 
most abortionists are not ac-
tually guilty of deliberate 
murder. That's because their 
ideas are founded on the 
materialistic theory that an 
unborn child is not a person. 
In their process of 
separating themselves from 
God they also discarded 
many principles which are 
fundamental in living up to 
national duty, including to 
assure all rights of all 
people. 

The negligence is apparent 
in several areas of every day 
life. In crime especially, 
adults rights are flagrantly 
violated by criminals who 
get the two-way benefit of 
inadequate prosecution as 
well as legal pampering. Our 
law enforcement program 
finds it impossible to keep 
up with crime, and besides, 
the lenience of legal 
procedure excuses many 
crimes in over-solicitude for 
rights of the accused. 

The fault is evident in al-
most any crime. In robbery 
or burglary, for instance, an 
honest citizen is deprived of 
his possessions. If the 
criminal is caught he is 
required to make restitution 
only if he still has the stolen 
goods. More likely he has 
disposed of it, and if convic-
ted he is given another chan-
ce in a parole or confined at 
public expense. He becomes 
a burden on society but his 

• victim remains empty han-
ded. Or in the case of mur-
der the criminal either beats 
the case and completel■ 
escapes 	justice 	or 	he 
becomes an extended guest 
of the state. 

Our system is all wrong. 
US can get back on the right 
track only by showing that 
crime does not pay and the 
criminal must pay. We have 
to restore the traditional 
purpose of America which is 
to guarantee every body's 
God-given rights, with clear 
distinction against allowing 
criminals to hide behind 
rights to escape the con-
sequence of misdeeds. 

Various practices of 
government can be included 
in the nation's laxity of 
traditional principle. Ex-
cessive spending in many 
areas funnels our taxes into 
pork-barrell projects, 
wasteful and unjust ap-
propriations, over pay, and 

• dozens of other cases of 
waste, 	and 	even 
manipulating the economy 
to serve a political purpose. 
All of this is a form of 
stealing. It increases our tax 
burden and takes away 
possessions we are entitle to. 
It is another violation of 
traditional American law

While much of the hype surrounding the nuclear freeze 

movement makes for bad policy, I have to admit that it 
makes for good circus. Last summer's nuclear freeze dem-
onstrations in Europe relied heavily on theatrics, using 

masks of skulls and other grotesque faces to dramatize the 

horror of nuclear war. It was in essence a show. 

But while countless numbers of people were putting 

energy into a charade, one wonders why this cast of 

"peace" activists has not mobilized a worldwide audience 
to voice their outrage at the genocide going on right now 

in Southeast and Southwest Asia. 
A recent State Department report shows conclusively 

that the Soviets are using poison gas and deadly toxins 
to exterminate thousands of people in Afghanistan, Laos 

and Kampuchea (Cambodia). If one is looking for vivid 
and frightening images of death, the effects of these chemi-
cal toxins should be enough to shock even the most hard-

ened among us. 
Called "yellow rain" by the peasants, the poison is 

delivered by aerial bombings and artillery attacks. Direct 

exposure to the poison clouds causes breathing difficulties, 
extreme irritation of the eyes, skin, nose and throat. Small, 

hard blisters form over exposed body surfaces. This is ac-

companied by coughing of blood, choking dizziness, multi-
ple hemorraging, vomiting, seeping of blood from the eyes 
and ears, convulsions. Shortly after death the skin turns 

black. 
The Soviets and their proxies absolutely deny the 

charges. So committed to "peace" are they, according to 
other published evidence cited by both the Reagan adminis-
tration and NATO Secretary-General Joseph Luns, that the 

Soviets are doing whatever they can to boost the nuclear 
freeze movement. The sinister irony is that while they are 
helping to orchestrate theatrical demonstrations in the West 
about the horrifying effects of a nuclear war — which has 
not happened — they are directing a terrifying theatre of 
the macabre in Asia. 

Among the State Department's evidence were two 
Soviet gas masks. One was obtained near Kabul in 1981 
and testing showed that the yellowish powder found in the 
mask was the same pdisonous substance, trichothecene 
mycotoxin, identified in yellow rain samples from South-
east Asia. Another mask, taken from a dead Soviet soldier 
in 1982, contained the same toxins. 

The use of chemical weapons is in violation of the 1925 
Geneva Protocol and the 1972 Biological Warfare Conven-
tion to which the Soviets are a party. The implications 
for future aims control agreements are obvious. If the 
Soviets are blatantly cheating on past agreements and are 
using universally condemned methods of warfare, what 
confidence do we have that they would comply with future 
arms agreements concerning nuclear weapons? The State 
Department findings make strict verification provisions es-
sential in any further negotiations about nuclear weapons. 

If their activities in Southeast Asia are any indication 
of just how far the Soviets are willing to go in pursuit 
of their goals, the nuclear freeze proponents would do well 
to take off their make-believe masks of doom and look 

at the reality of death being orchestrated by those who are 
now crying the loudest for "peace."

Owner's Manual 
Did you ever wonder how 

our Bible that we use today 
came into being? 2 Timothy 
3:16 says, "All Scripture is 
inspired by God and 
profitable for teaching, for 
reproof, for correction, for 
training in righteousness," 
and 2 Peter 1:21 says "For 
no prophecy was ever made 
by an act of human will, but 
men moved by the Holy 
Spirit spoke from God." 
These verses tell us that God 
used human authors to 
compose and record .without 
error God's Word to man. 
This means that God put the 
thoughts which He wanted 
recorded into certain in-
dividuals, and these in-
dividuals then recorded 
these thoughts in various 
writings which later became 
our Bible. 

I would like to spend the 
next weeks studying how 
God used various men to 
bring our Bible to us as we 
know it today. 

The Old Testament was 
originally written on scrolls 
in the Hebrew language (the 
language spoken by the 
Israelites during the Old 
Testament times). To save 
space, because paper was 
very expensive, the people 
who copied the scrolls left 
out all the vowels, used no 
punctuation, and left no 
spaces between the wor-
dshlf it, were in English, 

SOME FUNDAMENTAL. 
ISSUES 

The recent investment 
conference in New Orleans 
presented by the National 
Committee for Monetary 
Reform certainly provided an 
opportunity for the 3,800 at- 
tendees to examine all possible 
scenarios for future per- 
formance of the U.S. economy. 

We attended as many of the 
lectures as possible in order to 
report on significant matters 
which might be of interest to the 
general public. Because most of 
those attending the conference 
were investors intent on 
preserving or increasing their 
wealth, most of the presen-
tations were technical in nature 
designed to assist these people 
in reaching their objectives. 

For objective observers like 
ourselves, however, we came 
away impressed with the im-
portance of considering certain 
fundamental facts if one wants 
to have a "feel" for the 
economic future. 

For example, as was pointed 
out by some of the experts at the 
conference, the recession being 
experienced by the U.S. is in 
fact a world-wide recession. It 
affects every major nation. 
This is fundamental in- 

formation. 
This international recession 

has been brought about by two 
major factors. First, the OPEC 
oil cartel boosted oil prices far

Around the 3rd and 2nd 
centuries B.C. a translation 
of the Old Testament from 
Hebrew into Greek had 
become necessary because 
the large Jewish colony in 
Alexandria was becoming 
estranged from the Hebrew 
and thus from the Jewish 
faith. This first translation 
of the Bible became known 
as the Septuagent. Most of 
the church fathers could not 
read Hebrew, and the Sep-
tuagent gave them their sole 
access to the Hebrew Scrip-
tures. 

But that was for the Old 
Testament. When the New 
Testament was written, it 
was written in Greek. It ,bas 
27 books written by at least 
eight men, during the years 
45-100 A.D. Copies of the 
books were made by hand, 
and many of the early chur-
ches had at least part of the 
New Testament. By around 
200 A.D. all the books that 
are in the New Testament 
were put together in one 
book. Books were usually 
copied one at a time, but as 
people needed more, trained 
slaves probably were used to 
make many copies at once. 
The master would dictate to 
several slaves, who would 

above the free market level, 
causing vast distortions in 
prices throughout all economies 
as a result of greatly increased 
energy costs. 

In addition, high oil prices 
caused vast transfers of wealth 

from all nations to the OPEC 
countries. This was especially 
hard on Third World countries. 

This, in turn, has affected the 
ability of these less developed 
nations default on their loans an 

international banking crisis 
may affect major U.S. lenders 
and create a banking crisis in 
this country. 

It is entirely possible, 
however, that U.S. taxpayers 
will be squeezed to bail out 
these countries to save the 
banks. But this, in itself, would 
be harmful to the U.S. economy 
as more wealth is transferred 
from U.S taxpayers to other 
countries. 

The second factor which has 
brought on this world-wide 
recession is the tendency of 
nearly every nation to inflate. 
As inflation must be factored 
into prices, including interest 
rates, it has a negative effect on 
business, especially on in-
ternational trade. 

There is much additional 
fundamental information which 
in our opinion must be con-
sidered by potential investors. 
This includes the trend in this 
country for the federal  

copy each book as he read it 
aloud. 

During the 2nd and 3rd 
centuries there arose several 
Latin translations of the 
Bible. Confusion caused by 
the various Latin tran-
slations caused Pope 
Damasus I to commission 
Jerome as editor of a new 
and standardized text of the 
Latin Scriptures. Jerome 
laboured at this project for 
more than 20 years, revising 
and reworking different sec-
tions of the Bible. The out-
come of his work was the 
Vulgate, which was the Bible 
of the Western Church for 
more than 1,000 years. The 
Council of trent adopted the 
Vulgate as the standard 
Latin version to be used in 
the church. Roman Catholic 
translations of the Bible into 
modern languages continue 
to be based upon it, and it is 
probably accurate to say 
that no other version of the 
Bible has exerted so broad 
an influence upon western 
religion and culture as has 
the Vulgate. 

Because of persecution by 
people who didn't like 
Christianity, Christians were 
arrested and executed and 
their Bibles would be 
destroyed. 

Next week we will look at 
translating the Bible into the 
English language.

billion more for each of the next 
three years than its people are 
willing to pay in taxes.

If current trends are not 
halted, then reversed, it is 
entirely possible the wealth 
hopefully to be accumulated by 
investors will in the end all be 
confiscated by a government on 
its way to becoming a Socialist-
Communist nation, With 
poverty for us all When we 
compare the building of private 
wealth, with the preserving of 
the fundamental traditions of 
our American heritage there is 
no question! We must make 
God and Country first.

Muenster State Bank 
gained in both deposits and 
loans during the past year, 
according to the official 
statement required by the 
Texas Banking Commission.

an increase of $919,858.85. 

The year end figures also 
top those of three months 
before when deposits were 

The city's first rebate of 
city sales tax in 1983, for the 
period ending Jan. 7 was in 
the amount of $3,677.05, 
and 11.16% drop from last 
year's first check and in line 
with other declines 
throughout the state.

Children and Change 

Young children respond to new events in their lives in 
ways that can't always be predicted, according to 
Growing Child, the monthly child development newslet-
ter. 

One city child may eagerly explore everything in sight 
on a visit to a farm. Another will find the animals 
strange and frightening, the sounds and smells un-
pleasant. 

Much of this has to do with the feeling of security a 
child has in a particular situation. This in turn depends a 
great deal on how the new situation differs from what 
he knows and is used to. 

If we could always see the world the way a child sees 
it, it would be easier to understand his behavior. Failing 
that, an understanding of how a great many children 
behave at a given age helps provide clues to a child's 
feelings and needs. 

Children seem to do best with a certain combination 
of sameness and variety. First of all, there are some ac-
tivities where a child demands a highly structured 
routine. He wants to do things the same way each time 
and he gets upset if the routine is changed even a little 
bit. This most evident in bedtime and mealtime rituals. 

Eating and sleeping satisfy a child's most basic 
physical needs. Adults have long since taken these for 
granted, but a child does not. He feels very keenly that 
they have to do with his well-being. As a result, they 
arouse strong emotional feelings for the child. 

In eating and sleeping, predictability means security 
to a child. If his basic needs are always met the same 
way, he is able to face the world with much more con-
fidence.

The Internal Revenue 
Service had developed a new 
simplified tax form for 
single taxpayers, call Form 
1040EZ. The IRS says that, 
as the name implies, the 
1040EZ is a brief, simple-to-
complete tax form. 

The IRS estimates that 
over 20 million taxpayers 
will be eligible to use the new 
form. For example, most 
college students who file 
federal individual income 
tax returns will be eligible to 
use the 1040EZ even if they 
are claimed as dependents 
on another taxpayer's 
return. 

To use the 1040EZ, a tax-
payer must be single, claim 
only one personal exem-
ption, and claim no exem-
ptions for children or other 
dependents. All income 
must come from wages, 
salaries, tips, and no more 
than 5400 in interest.

However, the IRS 
advises that this year's 1040 
EZ filers will need to use the 
1040A instructions for the 
tax table and for the special 
worksheet used to figure the 
allowable deduction for 
charitable contributions on 
the new form. 

The 1040EZ has been in-
cluded in the 1982 Form 
1040A tax package. It is also 
available separeately at 
many local IRS offices and 
through form distribution 
centers in many banks and 
post offices.
