
Muenster gets $847.06 drink 
rebate; county gets $6,649.02 
The city of Muenster has 

received a check of 
$847.06 from Comptroller 
Bob Bullock as a 15 per-
cent rebate of the 10 per-
cent tax on mixed drinks 

sold here during the first 
quarter of 1983. Also 
Cooke County has 
received $6,649.02 as its 
rebate of the tax collected 
in the county. 

In an accompanying 
statement Bullock points 

out that Texas cities and 
counties each receive a 15 
percent rebate of the tax 
collected on mixed drinks 
sold within their boun-
daries under the law that 
legalized the sale of mixed 
drinks in the state Rebate 
checks have been sent to 
220 counties and 415 cities 
in the state for a total of 
$10.5 million, a gain of 
2.7 percent over the first 
quarter of 1982. After 
rebating to counties and 

cities, the state retains 
$25.6 million of the tax. 

A report on the rebates 
in Cooke County indicates 
that the county received 
$6,649.02 on a total tax of 
$44,326.81; Muenster 
received $847.06 on a total 
tax of $5,647.09; Lindsay 
received $3,888.58 on a 
total tax of $25,923.89; 
Gainesville received 
$1,323.61 on a total tax of 
$8,824.06.

An eye opener on the 
subject of lobbying in 
Washington was presented 
in the last issue of Human 
Events by Senator Steve 
Symms of Idaho. After 
reminding us that the nation 
generally accepts the old line 
about special interest groups 
spending lots of money to 
influence Congress he sur-
prises us by saying it's time 
to revise the list. 

No sir, the big spenders 
are not the banks or oil 
companies or other big cor-
porations, or the military-
industrial complex or con-
servative organizations 
striving for limited gover-
nment and traditional 
Americanism. They are the 
unions, the environmen-
talists, the gun controllers 
and lots of other liberals 
promoting big government 
at the expense of private en-
terprise and personal 
freedom. 

This is a matter of public 
Record. The amazing 
fact is that the record has 
not only been ignored but 
the truth has been so com-
pletely twisted. Ironically, 
the liberals who have been 
lobbying Congress most in-
tensely have also managed 
to convince the public that 
lobbying is an evil practiced 
only by people who oppose 
their views and special in- 

', 	terests. 
The facts about lobbying 

are available to anyone. 
Every organization or in-
dividual who tries to in-
fluence passage or defeat of 
legislation, directly or in-
directly, is required by law 
to register with the secretary 
of the Senate and clerk of 
the House and submit quar-
terly income and expense 
statements which are 
published in the 
Congressional Record. 

According to the most 
recent published report, 
some 6500 registered spent 
more than a million dollars a 
month trying to influence 
legislation during the last 
half of 1982. Details of the 
report are revealing. The 
biggest spender of all is 
Common Cause, which is 
not only a strong supporter 
of liberal causes but noted 
for complaints about the 
amount of money spent by 
opposite interests. In the last 
three months of '82 Com-
mon Cause spent $442,537 
lobbying Congress. 

The next biggest lobbyist 
is a big surprise. It is Han-

dgun Control, Inc., which 
spent $356,443 in promoting 
gun control legislation. 
People have been led to 
believe that the National 
Rifle association and the 
Citizens Committee for the 
Right to Keep and Bear Ar-
ms — the best known 
groups opposed to gun con-
trol — are the biggest lob-
byists. But they are far down 
the list. Their combined ex-
penditure was far less than 
that of the pro-control 
group. 

The third biggest lobbyist 
is the American Petroleum 
Institute, $222,413, which 
rates as a conservative, but 
Numbers 4 and 5 are the 
Sierra Club, $212,052 and 
the American Postal 
Workers Union of AFL-
CIO, $176,927. There you 

O have it. Four of the five 
biggest lobbyists are liberal 
organizations promoting the 
liberal causes. Furthermore, 
those four spent more than 

• $1 million or nearly 15 per- 
cent of all the money spent 
by 6500 lobbyists. 

These disclosures make us

Under the Stenholm plan, 
the FmHA would set up 
three or five-member com-
mittees, depending on the 
needs of the county. On 
three-member committees, 
two members would be elec-
ted by farmers voting in con-
junction with regular ASCS 
community committee elec-
tions. The third member 
would be appointed, and  

would represent the rest of 
the farm lending com-
munity (production credit 
associations, federal land 
bank associations and 
private lenders) or present or 
past FmHA borrowers. 

On five-member commit-
tees, three members would 
be elected. Two would be 
appointed, and one of these 
would represent the private 
and cooperative lenders such 
as banks, PCAs and FLBAs. 

Stenholm said the changes 
were needed for several 
reasons: 

Final figures on the 1983 
Germanfest are not yet in, 
but committee members are 
expecting the total income 
from the event to be slightly 
less than last year's. Ger-
manfest Co-chairman 
Wayne Klement told mem-
bers at their monthly lun-
cheon meeting Tuesday that 
a final report was 
unavailable as yet but that in 
general, the weekend was a 
success with no serious 
problems. 

Nearly 	$20,000 	was 
brought in at the gate as a 
result of the one dollar ad-
mission charge. The number 
however, does not reflect 
total attendance since many 
persons were given gate

Members cited the effec-
tive security of the festival 
grounds as one of the 
brightest spots this year.

dustries in the community. 

In other action, the 
chamber voted to donate 
some $200 worth of equip-
ment to the Young 
Childrens Learning Center 
and the same to The Tender 
Loving Care Day Care Cen-
ter. 

To provide for a stronger, 
more independent county 
committee system. 

To enable the committee 
to move toward functioning 
as a "loan committee" 
which provides peer review 
of loan decisions, thus 
making the system function 
more equitably and 
smoothly. 

To increase the confiden-
ce of farmers in the system 
by giving them a voice in the 
selection of the committee. 

Functions of county 
committees in present law 

include 	certifying 	the 
eligibility of applicants for 
farmer 	program 	loans, 
reviewing problem 
borrowers and reviewing ac-
counts when liquidation is 
contemplated. 

The 	 Emergency 
Agricultural Credit Act it- 
self includes a number of 
provisions 	relating 	to 
FmHA, 	 including 
reauthorizing several len- 
ding 	programs 	and 
clarifying 	eligibility 	for 
some emergency loans.

A LL OF us who are 
parents have a 
tremendous respon- 

. 	..'s to endeavor to teach 
coot children to fear the Lord 
and to obey His command-
ments. Even if we fail in this 
endeavor, we need to know 
that we have tried to the best 
of our ability to teach our 
children to walk in the paths 
of righteousness, or we will 
have to answer to God for 
our failure to do so.

All this 
involved Eli's sons in great 
sin. As time went on, Eli's 
sons went from had to wor-
se. Finally, they had gone so 
far that the Lord had 
resolved to destroy them, 
and therefore would not 
grant them grace to repent. 
Eli finally tried mildly 

rebuking them, a rebuke 
w hich came so late in their 
lives as to be of no use 

whatsoever.Had he chastened 
his sons much earlier, he 
might have saved their 
character and their lives. 
Children should be grateful 
for parents who will not let 
their sins go unpunished. It 
would be a dreadful thing 
for a curse to come upon a 
family, because the sons and 
daughters 	were 	not 
restrained 	from 	sin. 
Children sometimes think 
their parents needlessly 
severe, but when they grow 
up they will bless them for 
not indulging them in sin. 

God revealed the coming 
judgment of Eli's family to 
the child. Samuel, who was 
a student under Eli. In I 
Samuel 3:11-13 we read. 
"And the Lord said to 
Samuel. "Behold, I am 
about to do a thing in Israel 
at which both ears of 
everyone who hears it will 

tingle. In that day I will 
carry out against Eli all that 
I have spoken concerning his 
house, from beginning to 
end. For I have told him that 
I am about to judge his 
house forever for the 
iniquity which he knew. 
because his sons brought a 
curse on themselves and he 
did not rebuke them." Now 
Eli, having known that God 
had spoken to Samuel, in-
sisted that Samuel tell him 
everything that God had 
said. In verse 18 of this 
chapter we read. "So 
Samuel told him everything 
and hid nothing from him. 
And he said, "It is the Lord; 
let Him do what seems good 
to Him." Eli was wrong 
with his sons. but he was 
right with God. We must 
admire the aged man's ac-
ceptance of God's plan for 
his life and his holy sub-
mission. and imitate it. 

In the following chapter 
we read how Eli's sons were 
slain in battle and the ark of 
the covenant of God was 
taken by the enemy. When 
this news reached Eli, he fell 
in a swoon of grief and died. 

This sad story of the 
destruction of Eli's family is 
a special warning to all 
parents not to suffer sin to 
go unpunished in their 
households. Want of 
discipline is want of love. 

F EW ISSUES ever faced by this state have been the 
source of more disagreement than its prison system. 
The only point which would gain universial 

agreement is that the prisons are overcrowded and 
something needs to be done about it. 

The problem has needed careful attention for some time 
now. But still, no one has come up with a solution to this 
problem that now promises only to become worse in the 
years ahead. 

So far, the only proposals have involved using a band-
aid to mend a fractured arm. Small-scale repairs may work 
on other states' prison problems, but not this one; Texas 
has the largest and fastest-growing prison population 
in the entire nation. The head count in Texas prisons today 
is about 37,000 and that number grows by more than 300 
each month. 

Now, in light of the Texas Department of Corrections' 
budget request of SI.3 billion for the 19134-85 biennium, 
it's about time someone found some answers to some 
questions that become more pressing every day. 

The first question is: Can the state afford this (now and 
in the future)? 

Actually, that seems more doubtful every day —
especially this year after the state's revenue estimate has 
been lowered twice and a state accustomed to budget sur-
pluses is now facing the possibility of a budget deficit.

B1LENE, TEXAS, is as close to the capital of El 
Salvador as it is to our own nation's capital, 
Washington, D.C. No fact can make clearer the 

importance of the grave situation in that Central American 
country to the security of the United States. 

The question currently before the U.S. Congress, and 
the entire nation, is just what role the U.S. should play in 
this extremely critical — and politically sensitive — area. 

It is difficult to discuss our involvement in another coun-
try's internal affairs without raising the ghost of our pain-
ful involvement in Vietnam a decade ago and reexamining 
the "domino theory" that was central to our country's 
position in southeast Asia. One need only view that tragic 
area of the world today under the Communistic Vietnamese 
regime and its spreading tentacles of misery and destruc-
tion in Cambodia, Laos and now the shelling of Thailand. 
to say, sadly, yes, there is validity to the domino theory. 

And the last domino in Central America is Mexico — a 
country that shares 1,933 miles of border with the U.S., 
almost half of it with the state of Texas. Think for just a 
moment: Thousands of refugees from Southeast Asia 
flooded into this country following the downfall of Viet-
nam, and, along with multitudes of refugees into Florida 
from Cuba, placing severe strains on this country's finan-
cial ability to absorb entire cultures. Those economic and 
related social problems cannot be ignored. 

If you question the ultimate inclusion of Mexico in 
current plans of leftist Central American guerrillas. con-
sider the open statement by the Sandinistas in Nicaragua, 
as reported recently by The Wall Street Journal, that they 
are a part of a "revolution without frontiers," or the 
statement by a former Communistic leader in El Salvador, 
"the revolutionary process in Central America is a single 
process. The triumphs of one are the triumphs of the 
other. Guatemala will have its hour. Honduras its. Costa 
Rica, too, will have its hour of glory. The first note was 
heard in Nicaragua."

Another reason we can't at tord it is that we have a gover-
nor who seems interested in only a few pet projects, none 
of which have anything to do with solving prison 
problems. 

Are there alternatives to our prison system as it is today? 
Certainly; there are always alternatives. The problem is 

we haven't been hearing much about any alternatives 
because it would seem no one has been trying that hard to 
find any. That keeps us from finding out whether the 
alternatives are cheaper, which is pretty likely. 

But perhaps the most important question of all doesn't 
even concern the prisoners directly. Can an alternative to 
the present system be found which would be as effective or 
more effective in protecting members of our society? 
That's the tough one. Surely, someone can come up with 
an alternative to incarceration that's cheaper for the tax-
payers, but whether it will be as effective in protecting 
those taxpayers is another question. 

A lot of questions surround the Texas prison system and 
w hat will happen to it in the immediate future. But amid 
all those questions, there are a few concrete points. Among 
them, the fact that reform is needed; and that the reform -
should make a fair balance between cost and effectiveness. 

The first step to solving any problem, of course, is 
recognizing that a problem exists. At least that's been done 
in this case. But it's really a shame no one in Austin can 
make it beyond step one 

social unrest, possibly be excluded from Communist 
plans? I think not. 

If we accept then, that the U.S does indeed have an im-
portant interest in El Salvador and other Central American 
countries, how can that interest best be protected? 

Elements of U.S. policy in that area must include the 
recognition of social unrest and work to strengthen refor-
ming elements in these governments must continue, as well 
as the establishment of varifiable checks to stop human 
rights violations. 

Few U.S. citizens watched televised news accounts last 
year of thousands and thousands of El Salvadorans 
pouring from mountains and villages to the polls, despite 
the violent guerrilla attacks on voting sites, to elect the 
present government of that country without marveling at 
the incredible will of the people of that country to achieve 
a democratic solution. How long can that will hold out, 
however, when faced with relentless armed attack? It 
would be naive to suggest that a totally non-military 
solution (or a simple one of any means) is waiting down the 
road for El Salvador. 

Any U.S. policy that depends solely on a military an-
swer, likewise, is also unwise. Negotiation, economic 
development, internal reform and human rights are all 
elements of ultimate policy segments as well. 

We must also recognize that there are other countries 
whose interests are as valid as those of this country and 
who experience and efforts toward a negotiated solution 
cannot be ignored by the U.S — to Contadora group, made 
up of Mexico, Venezuela. Columbia and Panama. im-
mediately comes to mind. 

As debate on this issue gets underway in the U.S House 
of Representatives. I strongly support a policy that in-
cludes economic development, increased military aid, 
regional negotiations, internal reform and human right 
assurances in El Salvador. This crisis is just too close to 
home for comfort.

Sesame Place, Inc., is a joint venture 
of two unique leaders in their industries: 
Busch Entertainment Corp., a major 
family entertainment organization; and 
Children's Television Workshop, a 
pacesetting communications cor-
poration. 

The talents of these two independent 
companies merged in the late 1970s to 
create the Sesame Place parks. The 
prototype opened in the Philadelphia 
area in July 1980, and a second Sesame 
Place made its debut in June 1982 in the 
Dallas/Fort Worth Metroplex. 

Busch Entertainment Corp. (BEC) is 
the family entertainment subsidiary of 
Anheuser-Busch Companies, Inc. The 
company owns and operates two of the 
most successful theme parks, The Dark 
Continent, Busch Gardens in Tampa, 
Fla.; and The Old Country, Busch Gar-
dens in Williamsburg, Va. 

Together, the two parks host more 
than 5 million visitors annually and rank 
among the top attendance-producing at-
tractions in their respective states. 

In 1980, Busch Entertainment em-
barked upon a major expansion 
program based on development of mini-
parks including the first Sesame Place 
and Adventure Island, a water theme 
park in Tampa. These smaller parks 
enable Busch Entertainment Corp. to 
target these special growing segments of 
the entertainment. 

W. Randolph Baker, president of 
Busch Entertainment Corp., also serves 
as chairman of Sesame Place, Inc. 

Children's Television Workshop 
(CTW) operates worldwide, producing 
non-profit educational TV program-
ming for children and revenue 
generating ventures in a variety of 
businesses including Children's Com-
puter Workshop which produced the 
computer games for Sesame Place and is 
now producing games for the home con-
sumer and school use. 

The for-profit ventures such as the 
Sesame Place parks and Children's 
Computer Workshop, and revenue 
generating activities such as publication 

"Look at me!" is the most commonly 
heard cry from children as they go from 
one outdoor play activity to another at 
Sesame Place in Irving, Texas. 

This cry of delight in discovering new 
things and mastering new skills is what 
the Sesame Place experience is all about 
for families with children ages 3 to 13.

The three-wheeled 
vehicles travel a 500-foot course which 
includes hairpin turns and spin-out 
areas. 

Bikers on the four lanes of the Sesame 
500 track take off when a flashing elec-
tronic starter similar to those found at 
most drag strips gives the "go" sign. The 
laps are electronically timed so that 
pedalers can try to beat their personal 
best times as well as their friends. 

Activities that get kids wet continue to 

winning "Sesame Street" is the most 
successful children's educational series 
in the history of television. It is seen in 
more than 50 countries around the 
world, teaching intellectual, social and 
emotional skills and concepts to 
preschool children. 

CTW also produces "The Electric 

be the most popular with young Sesame 
Place visitors. Moms and dads are en- 
couraged to pack a change of clothes 
and bring their children in swim suits, 
especially during hot summer days.

The Sesame Place Play Court, as the 
outdoor area is known, features more 
than 30 active play activities. One of the 
most popular "old favorites" is the 
"Count's Ballroom" which features a 
sea of 180,000 plastic colored balls on a 
water bed type of surface. Children can 
hide in the balls, slink through them or 
bounce around in the slippery surface. 

Climbing can be just as much fun as 
crawling and sliding. A slippery vinyl 
structure called "Cookie Mountain" in-
vited kids to climb to the top and slide 
down.

For today's kids, walking through the 
giant Big Bird entrance into Sesame 
Place's indoor play area is like Alice of 
fairy-tale fame finding herself in won-
derland. 

The first discovery is one of the largest 
collections of computer games under 
one roof. The Sesame Place Computer 
Gallery is one of several attractions in 
the 40,000 square-foot air-conditioned 
atrium which houses 50 specially 
designed stand-alone micro-computers 
with simplified keyboards that arrange 
letters in alphabetical order to make 
them easier for youngsters to use. 

An innovative assortment of 60 games 
has been designed to challenge the skills 
of children of different age levels. 
Created for Sesame Place by Children's 
Computer Workshop, a subsidiary of 
Children's Television Workshbp, the 
games invite players to solve puzzles, 
form patterns, make words and letters,  

create musical compositions and test 
hand-eye coordination. 

For younger children, there are more 
simple games like "Mup-O-Matic" in 
which players guess the Muppet charac-
ters emerging on the screen. Older 
players are challenged by a game called 
"Lemonade" which demonstrates how 
to use the computer to solve the 
economical problems of running a 
profitable lemonade stand. 

Visitors can purchase four plays for 
SI and are assisted by trained Sesame 
Place employees who work with families 
and first-time users. 

In addition to the Computer Gallery, 
there are a number of other indoor ac-
tivities designed to challenge both the 
mind and the body. 

New indoor attractions in 1983 are the 
"Sesame Dream Network," regular 
science demonstrations by the "zany 
professor," and the "Rainbow Room"  

which features a show of lights and two 
other new science exhibits. 

In the "Sesame Dream Network," 
members of the audience become stars 
of their own TV production. A master 
storyteller weaves a plot and 
choreographs the park guests who play 
different roles. The performance, which 
incorporates prerecorded segments with 
the actions of the "actors" and "ac-
tresses" from the audience, is played live 
for all to see. 

A 150-seat theater becoMes the stage 
for a "zany professor" who demon-
strates his version of scientific prin-
ciples. When the professor is not enter-
taining visitors with his zany experimen-
ts, the theater provides a viewing area 
for families to watch specially produced 
Muppet videotapes only shown at 
Sesame Place. 

The "Rainbow Room" is another new 
experience which combines fun and 
scientific principles. Families perform 
different motions before a screen and 
then see their actions projected in a 
rainbow of colored lights. 

Two other new science exhibits also 
demonstrate the principles of light. 
"Foot Notes" allows visitors to "make 
music" by moving from one colored 
light to another as the light is beamed in-
to the floor. As they step on colors, a 
sensing device is triggered which plays 
different tones. 

"Everyone Is You and Me" is a new 
science activity which allows visitors to 
see their own features reflected on their 
partner's face. Partners sit on opposite 
sides of polarized glass. By slowly ad-
justing the light on the one-way mirror, 
they can create a special reflection. 

There also are many of the original 
indoor attractions which delight children 
and their parents as they make new 
discoveries about sight, sound and 
motion. 

The Sesame Studio, a replica of the 
"Sesame Street" TV set, encourages ac-
tive participation with video equipment 
used in TV productions, including  

cameras and a switcher station. 
Two cameras are in front of the set. 

One is in a fixed position overhead and 
the other is movable. Families can 
operate the movable camera and see 
themselves on TV via the closed-circuit 
system. At the switcher station, they can 
operate a control panel which selects and 
changes the picture image on the TV 
monitors. 

Another favorite is the "Shadow 
Room." Youngsters pose against 
phosphorescent panels as a strobe light 
pulses on and off. Their image is left on 
the wall like a frozen shadow. 

Images also are reflected and refrac-
ted by the "Anti-Gravity Mirror" and 
"Teleidoscope Temple." Through dif-
ferent reflections, the "Anti-Gravity 
Mirror" lets children see themselves 
"floating" in air. 

The mirrors in the "Teleidoscope 
Temple" are placed at 60-degree angles 
with visitors standing in the center of the 
three-way reflection which makes their 
image appear to go into infinity. 

Visitors also can see images they 
create turn into "motion pictures" by 
experimenting with the "Zoetrope." 
Children see how movies are made by 
looking at images of Oscar the Grouch 
being spun rapidly in a drum which tur-
ns still drawings into motion pictures. 

Youngsters can make their own 
drawings on a special picture strip, put 
them in the spinning drum and see the 
images blend into a moving picture. 

The indoor play area also features 
slides and the "Crystall Climb," a clear 
maze-like structure for climbing, sliding 
and playing hide-and-seek. 

The Sesame Place Food Factory also 
is housed inside the atrium and only ser-
ves foods that are good for you. This 
unusual family restaurant has an open 
kitchen which encourages children to 
watch fresh food being prepared. There 
is a two-way communication system so 
that children can ask questions about the

County Agent's Report 

    

It's a beautiful time of the 
year. Pastures are greening, 
cattle are making weight 
gains, and the majority of 
our wheat crops look ex-
cellent. However, several 
varieties are showing charac-
teristics we were told would 
happen with a late frost. 
Some farmers with NK 812 
are seeing some blasted 
heads and trapped heads due 
to the late frosts this spring. 

812 is not day length sen-
sitive but heat sensitive when 
it comes to stem elongation. 
The early warm weather en-
couraged growth of 812. So, 
when heads emerge they 
become twisted due to bear-
ds being trapped. Most 
heads will straighten out 
though and produce grain. 

We evaluated two NK 
varieties 1812 and 835) in 
variety demonstration plots

this past week. The 812 
variety showed ap-
proximately 10 percent loss 
due to freeze. The 835 
showed little or no damage. 
The reason being 835 is 
about ten days to two weeks 
later in stem elongation and 
apparently missed the last 
freeze. Forage production 
was about the same on both 
varieties. It is recommended 
that wheat planted for grain 
production only should be 
planted late in the fall to 
prevent early and lush 
growth. 

Not all the fields show this 
head trapping characteristic. 
812 was probably one of our 
best producers last year and 
should be high yielder again 
this year. 

It seems no year is like the 
previous one and won't be 
like next year, so producers 
should look at variety dif- 

ferences and select severa 
varieties to plant each year 
Don't put all your eggs in 
one basket as the old saying 
so aptly goes. 

One other problem we're 
seeing this year is a fungal 
disease on peach trees called 
Peach Leaf Curl. Peach leaf 
curl is a fungal disease of 
peaches and is found in all 
areas of Texas. It affects 
leaves, flowers, tender 
shoots, and fruit. You can 
identify the disease by the 
characteristic puckering, 
thickening, and curling of 
the leaves. Air temperature 
causes the disease to 
develop. Optimum tem-
perature for development is 
68 degrees. Chemical con-
trol is not possible now, but 
should be done in the fall af-
ter leaves shed. Fungicides 
of Kocide or Bordeaux mix-
ture should he used.

Spring weather can mean 
danger for Texans who get 
bitten or stung by insects. 

Insects cause a number of 
injuries to people each year 
when outdoor activities in-
crease. The worst offenders 
are bees, wasps and yellow-
jackets. The greatest peril 
from insect-people encoun-
ters is allergic reactions, says 
Dr. Phil Hamman, en-
tomologist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, Texas A&M University 
System. He notes that insect 
bites kill at least nine times 
more Americans than do 
snake bites. 

People have different 
reactions to insect venoms, 
and allergic reactions are 
classified by the severity of 
one's body reaction, says 
Hamman. 

He cites at least three 
levels of reactions insect 
bites and stings can cause: 

— Slight reactions, in-
cluding 	itching, 	inflam- 
mation of the skin or 
anxiety. 

— Moderate reactions, 
including 	swelling, 	ab- 
dominal pain or nausea. 

— Severe reactions, in-
cluding 	difficulty 	in 
breathing or swelling, hoar-
seness or confusion. 

Most 	severe 	would 
probably be a shock reaction 
that causes a drop in blood 
pressure, collapse or uncon-
sciousness, says Hamman. 
Moderate and severe reac-
tions from an insect bite or 
sting are enough cause to see 
a doctor. Capture the offen-
ding insect if possible to help 
the doctor in providing 
treatment. 

To reduce contacts with 
venomous insects, Hamman 
advises people not to walk 
around in the yard 
barefooted; 	to 	avoid 
wearing sweet smelling 
colognes or perfumes; to 
keep ripened fruits, water-
melons, soft drink cans or 
other sweet smelling 
materials covered when out-
doors; and to avoid mowing 
lawns or working in flower 
beds when bees or wasps are 
active. Insects are less active 
in the early morning hours. 

Remain still if stinging 
insect is near, says the en-
tomologist. Brush it off if it 
attacks but don't slap it to 
prevent a sting. If attacked 
by a swarm of wasps, 
yellow-jackets, hornets or 
bees, leave the area im-
mediately while protecting 
the face with hands and ar-
ms.
